COLOR OF III'ES.
Utvcs slioiiW bo paintoil ilifforont colors, fincl

if pftssiblooveryliivo should tliflerin color from
avery otkor hive. In n largo apiary this shouM
not ho dono, for tlioro would not bo colors or
distinct hhadea cuough to mako every hivo
prominent.

lJut in largo apinrios tlicro may bo "blocks"
of bivos of one coler; that is, a number hives
may be paintod Uio simc color. It mny be asked
why an apiary of ten hives mny not havo all
hivos of one color, if in a largo rtpiary thoro
may be ton alike.

In a small apiary color locates a hivo exactly;
in a largo ono approximately. It is not claimed
that it is absolutely necetsary to paint all hives
of a different color in a small apiary, but it is
provod that tlio distribution of color is a great
help midor some circumstances. Lot us soe.

Thero is no doubt that bees distinguish col-

ors. If it wore not fco thcro would bo no object
in painting hives different colors, except to or-

nament the apiary. In ovory apiary thero is
active work, oither for profit or pleasure. It
may be necessary or desirablo to change a hivo
to some otlior part of the apiary, perhaps, in tho
middle of the day, when a part of the colony is
iu tho fields.

If the hivo moved bo different in color from
that of ay other hive, the returning bees will
find it quicker than they would if all hive aro
alike. If, iu an apiary of ton hives, all differ-

ent in color, the red be movotl, tho returning
boos will go to it almost directly. If all hives
bo alike tho returning bees, searching for their
own, muat vit-i- t every hive, flying down to tho
g trance ami hovering ovor it liko robber bees,
bet net alighting 1 1ll they find the odor that
belongs to their hive.

In an apiary of one hundred hivos, if all aro
of one color, tho bees may vihit every one ho-fo- re

they find their own; but if fivo or ton
hivos 1h8 painted the same color, they need
visit only those of the same color as their own.

And it muat lie admitted that tho use of color
add to tho picturesque beauty of tlio apiary,
whether the hives bo all different, as in a small
apiary, or whether there bo group of solid col-
ors, as in a lara;e apiary. Further, an apiary
thus arranged has more attraction for tho
buyer.

" The spreading or massing color pleases tho
eye of everyone, ami more good to man i pro-
duced by color than many suppose. At all
events, hivos must he painted for the sake of
economy, and it cots no more to paint iu color
than in white. Dot if you do not paint in col-
or., or if you paint in one color, du not paint
in white, for glaring white iu the hot sun is an
ey irritant.

Answi:k. The IHh, Ohio was the "Turner
Regiment," made tip of the cream of the Cin-
cinnati Turner, who were among the first to re-
spond ta the Government's call for t loops when
Fort Sumter was fired upou. The regiment
was mustered into the United Stuto service,
with n full complement of men, on April !'.
lMil, by Gordon Granger. Its first Colonel was
Robeit L. McCook. It ft the State immedi-
ately aud went to Wett Virginia, where it as-
sisted in driving out the rebel and saving that
State to tho Union. This duty dono, it was
recalled and sent into Kentucky, and contrib-
uted very largely to the splendid little victory
of Mill Spring?, which was the first sticcew
which crowned the Union army iu Kentucky.
It there 'bowed its splendid training by a solid
volley directly into tho rebel ranks at short
range, which excited the admiration of all tho
Union trooiH on the field, and followed this up
by a charge which scattered theetiemy before it
Col. McCook was promoted to llrigadicr-Gon-era- !,

aud was killed by guerrilla! in northern
Alalntmn, for which the brigade took revongo
upon the town of Athens. Gnstavus Kaem-merliu- g

succeeded as Culouol. Tho regiment's
next serious engagement was nt Torryville,
where, however, its loss was small. At Chick-amaii- ga

the regiment was in tlio Third Division
(Hrsnnau's), Fourteenth Corps. Tho brigade
was commanded by Col. Van Derveor. At tho
beginning of tho battle tho rogiment was guard-
ing an ammunition train, but in ado a forced
march to reach tho battlefield, and at once
mado a charge to recover tho guns which had
been lost by tho Regular Ilrigade, which it did
most gallantly. On theseooudday of thelxittle
it inude several liayonet charges, which drovo
the robclsoff, and at the close of the engage-
ment it bail fired away every shot and the sur-
vivors were compelled to roplenish their supply
from boxes of the dead and wounded. It went
into action with almut f00 meu, and the lost
iu killed, wounded aud missing wa3 11 orlicora
and --37 meu. The official report of its loss
given two officers anil 10 men killed, seven
officers and loJ men wounded, and ono otiicor
and 2J men misMiig. It was engaged at the
storming of Mi.-,io- ii Ridge, and in the pursuit
of tho rebels toTuuuuI Hill. It, iu conjunction
with the 101st Ind., repulsed a vastly-outnum-tarin- g

force of rebels threo times, in which it
lost two killed and 12 wounded. It took part
in the fighting on the Atlanta campaign until
the Etowah River was reached, when, its term
of uervico having expired, it was sent homo and
mustered out Altogether it lost six officers
aud ST! men killed, aud two officers and (10 men
who died from disease, accidents, otc.

1 well remember an incident that occurred
soon after we made our camp on the fair
grounds at Lexington, Ky., in the Spring of
lfctJl. Col. HauwMi's regiment was encamped
near us. It was before emancipation came, and
our Kentucky friends had much trouble iu
keeping their chattels. A colored boy about
16 or 17 yeais of age came to our camp for pro-
tection. Some of the boys hid him away iu a
tent. Soon after his master, accompauied by a
Kentucky officer, cms iuUi camp looking for
him. They finally routed him out, and the
boy skipped, dodging from one tent to another.
Soon the whole camp was aroused. The boy,
pursued by his owner, at last retched Co. A,
whore a lot of our boys had appeared with
their "Spencers" full of cartridges, who,
under tho lead of a red-headc- o man of that
squadron, told the master plainly that he could
jtursue the Imy no further. The " persuasion "
was too much for him, and he went over to
Hanson's rogiment for consolation. Pretty soon
that regiment began to fall iu line, and it
looked like businesa. Our high privates had
no order.-- , but were soon iu pretty good lino
with "seven in tho breech and ono in tho
barrel," ready for business. Col. Hently went
over aud convincod the Kentucky gentlemen
that it would not be healthy for them to ho
ra-di- , aud pretty soon their line dissolved. The
man did not get his ' boy " that time.
