Though peremptorily
oi dorod to ca out I btuknornly refused to budge,
and there I stood, revengeful little imp that I
wae, aud saw the death posalty paid. Thou I
fifed tho company back 'to the armory to the
tune of tho " Jirdd Soger Bey," and the Captain
never said a word.

The English priaters are very much disturbed

over the provisions of tho Copyright law which
provido that all foreign works mu3t bo aet up
und printed in this cotfutry. It secm9 hard to
make a law for tho banoGtof ourowu working-ine- ti

that will ineot tho approbation of thoeo
abroad.

In 1300 there were ia Germany 1,131 strikes,
in each of whloh morn thau 10 men partici-
pated. Tho total number of strikers was
31,110. In 420 'cases they wero otilirely

; in 103, partially successful ; in 157
they got all they demanded.

Tho rights of labor havo gained a victory In
the rccont decision of tho Supremo Court of
