RAILWAY POSTAL CLERKS.
Tho recent terrible accident on the Lako

Shore It il road, in which seven tost! clerks
lost their lives, is said to have spread conster-
nation among the clerks of that division, and
it is reported that a largo number of other
clerks have sent in their resignation. Tho
Postotilce Department officials question tho
rumor that any clerks have resigned, for only
throe resignations have been received from the
division iu question, aud one of these was be-cau- se

theclurk had been appointed to another
branch of the service. Tho railway dorks
have a mutual benefit association, to which
many of them belong, aud a large jwrtion of
them carry considerable in mi ranee upon thoir
lives; but every body couced eg tbo importauco
of a law that will tension po'.tal clerks perma-
nently disabled while at work, and their
families when they aro killed. The widow of
Ftaak Nuyont, one of tho clerks killed iu tho
recent accident, is iu destitute circumstances,
and she can only get tho undrawn balance of
her husband's pay, about $G0, tbe salary ending
with tbo day of his death. For a number of
years tbe annual reports of the Postmasters-Gener- al

have urged on Congress tho passage of
a law giving a year's pay to tbe dependent
family of a railway mail clerk who is killed
while at work, but the law has never been
psod. When a man is injured the Depart-
ment is able te give him a long leavo of ab-
sence with pay, and to employ another mail to
dehis work, so that the man who is injured
gets more consideration from the Government
than the one who loses his lifo in its dangerous
service.

A VETERAN COMMITS SUICIDE.
Dr. Kkhard G. Mauss, a veteran of tho late

w;sr, and one of Washington's leading physi-
cians, committed suicide by shooting himself
through tho breast on Wednesday, April 21),
dyiug at noon on Thursday. Dr. Maues was
craned by xn attack of grip, which developed
into plcuiky, aud this iu turn into pneumonia.
He sent his daughter from the xoom to get him
a drink of waUjr, telling her with insane cun-
ning to let the water run in tbo bath-tu- b for
awhile, so as to mukc noise enough to prevent
her hearing his movements. He then got out
of bed and secured hk revolver, which was iu
a staud drawer, and deliberately shot himself.
After tbe war Dr. Mauas wax appointed a clork
iu the Adjntaut-Gcnerar- s Office, and while thus
out ployed studied medicine at tho G orRotown
College, and after graduation bognn the prac-
tice of hk profession, in which ho was very suc-
cessful, having a very largo practice at tho
time of his death.

Tho Welteren powder, In a recent trial, gavo
about 1.1KX) feet muzzle velocity per second,
with 17,000 iounds pressure, 36 grains Insing
used, aud it is evident that thii American
powder is promising, oven when compared with
tho llelgian, and has less odor than tho latter,
aud its power in imparting an initial velocity
is also very sat ifactory. Its interior pressure
is greater than that of tho Welteren powder,
still it makes a gain ovor that of some other
powders. Both it and tho Wetteren far sur-
pass in power the ordinary powders now in uso
iu our regulation small-arm- s, as the latter, with
a charge of 55 grains, ouly roaches about
feet initial velocity with a pressure of 35,000
pounds.

Tho 30 calibor has boon fixed upon for tho
Army rifle, and the Mauor rifle will bo sub-
mitted for trial. Tho weight of the new Mauser
magazine gun, on the bolt system, adopted by
Belgium, is about night aud ono-hal- f pounds.
It has a detachable magazine, carrying five
cartridges, tdaced forward of the guard, which
can be filled by ha ml whilo attached to tho
rifle, and single cartralges can also lie replaced.
It is about 50 inches long without the bayonet.
Another rifle it the Lee-S'pee- d, which has been
adopted by England. It weighs a little over
nine iHiunds. aud has adotachablo box maga-
zine for eight cartridges. This gun has already
been tried at Springfield. Several otber maga-
zine guus of foreign make will be tried by tho
Hoard, and our own inventors will havo a
chance to compete with the foreigner?, tho
Board, of course, preferring American arms, if
they will come anywhere near showing as good
results as the others. At tho last meeting of
the Board no American rifles had been sub-
mitted, although tho Lee-Spee- d gun k really of
American origin iu its most valuable features.

Skters of
Charity, with their firm belief ia the protec-
tion of Heaven, go unscathed through the
infected districts of fever-stricke- n cities, and
hospital nurses' are apt to develop a similar
fearlessness by trusting to their constitutional
immunity from contagion. It seems, indeed,
a3 if a sort of instinctive foreboding would
indicato tho degree of danger iu sneh respects.
A medical friend of mino who is a total ab-
stainer from stimulant", which hk theory
makes to inclndo meat and cheese, has come to
consider contagious fevers the direct coitfle-quenco- of

dietotic errors, and vkits siek-roo-

with the confidence of a rubber-glove- d repairer
of electric wires. "Physicians are not a loug-live-d

breed of our species," says he, "but I am
confident that I shall never die of certain
diseases that scare most of our fellow-citizen- a

into a hundred-mil- e runaway race. My friends
flatter me by suggesting that I must he sus-
tained by a sense of duty, but I must confess
to a strong impression that I could not catch
yellow-feve- r if I tried to, unless I were first to
change my plan of diet for a couple of years.
With other diseases I might have no such
difficulty, and in spite of all precautions I am
liable to ugly misgivings whenever I have to
approach a smallpox patient."

Among thoso precautions, disinfectants are
tho most available, though not always tho
most popular. Professional narses often lessen
the gratitude of their employers by diffusing
a far-reachi- odor of carbo'ie acid; and Dr.
Claude Bernard deserves a statue for publish-
ing hk experience in favor of the belief that
ordinary perfumes in small quantities will
answer just tho same purpose. They seem to
repel the floating microbes as they repel moths
and mice, and even New Jersey musketoos.
Oil of anise has a pleasant aromatic, but by no
means very powerful odor, yet a visitor to one of
our Atlantic seaside resorts states, as the result
of repented experiments, that two or threo
drops of that fluid, sprinkled ou the pillow
just before going to bed, will diminish tho
gnat plague OHe-ha- lf more than can be
claimed for au ordinary niitsketo-ba- r where
the list of tipulary insects includes the tiny
variety known as "black gnats." Musk,
orange-oil-, and oil of bergamot have proved
equally ofiieacious. and certainly deserve to be
tried in preference to uauseous chemicals.

L'-a- s easy to explain is the mlwi of a pre-
caution that has proved its value by practical
experience, viz., the practice of taking a small
lunch, eating a handful of raisins, or anything
to employ tho stomach, for a couple of minutes
just before entering a sick-roo- An empty
stomach increases the effect of many drugs, and
for similar reasons may rcuder tbe system more
susceptible to tho inlluenee of tbe contagious
principle.

Still less oasy would it be to account for the
influence of mental conditions in the preven-
tion of diseaso, but the intimate interaction of
mind and body his been demonstrated by too
many well-atteste- d cases to admit of serious
doubt. Dr. A. Combe, in bis work on the
"Management of Infancy," quotes a case of
that fort, which in the Middle Ages would
probably havo been ascribed to the malice of
supernatural xxeueie: "A lady having several
children, of which none had manifested any
particular tendtmey to cerebral disease, and of
which the youngest was a healthy infant a few
mouths' old, heard of the death (from acute
hydrocephalus) of the infant child of a friend
residing at a distance, with whom she had been
on terms of close intimacy, and whose family
had increased almost ximultaneoHsIy with her
own. The circumstance naturally made a
strong impression on lies mind, and sue seems
to havo dwelt upon it thu more, as she hap-jwii- td

at that period to be separated from the
rest of her family, and to be much alone with
her baby. One morning, shortly after having
nursed it, sho laid the infant in tho eradle,
a!-e- and apparently in perfect health. Her
attention was shortly attracted by a noise, and
on going to the cradle sho found the child in a
convulsion, which lasted a few moments and
then left it dead."

Tho mero dread of having been bitten by a
rabid dog hasmoro than once developed all the
characteristic symptoms of a disease of which
thu suspected animal was afterward found to
bo wholly freo.

Passion may produce kindred effects by
somehow exerting a dopresiug influence ou
tho vital organism, aud iu No. 516 of the Lon-
don Lnncet a eorresjiondont doncriboe the case
of a woman who had a small tumor removed
from tho back of her head, aud for several days
after remained in an irritable temper, but
without serious couscquonces, till one morning
sho fell into a violent passion. Soon after-
ward sho suckled her child, which almost at
once was seized with convulsions, aud died bo-fo- re

tho doctor hud reached its bedside. A still
stranger case is tbat of a "puppy which was
mj i zed with epileptic convulsions ou sucking its
mother after a fit of rage."

A writer on the treatment of scurvy describes
tho effect of tho opposite emotions hope and
confident expectation of recovery: "During
thu siege of Breda in 1025, tbo garrison having
been reduced to a state of extreme diatress'by
scurvy iu its severest form, attended with a
groat mortality, so that tho city was ou the
point of capitulating, tho Prince of Orange
managed to send word that thu otlicors should
soon bo provided with medicines of the greatest
olllcacy. Threo small phials, containing a
decoction of camomile and camphor wore put
iu the hands of each physician, aud it was
publicly given out that threo or four drops of
thu mixture were sullicient to impart a healing
virtue to a gallon of liquor not even the com-
manders being led into tho secret. Tho effect of
thu soldiers faith in tho 'Prince's Remedy'
was most marvellous, for not only was tho
spread of the diseaso checked, but a large pro-
portion of those who were then suffering under
it, including many who had boon for some time
completely invalided, recovered very rapidly."

Persons who cannot get themselves worked
up into the requisite amount of confidence in
faith-cure- s of that tort, may at least divort
their minds from the thought of danger by
engaging iu specially-interestin- g pursuits ou
tbe plan of Marshal Soult, whoadviaed the first
Napoleon to protect thu health of his army
duriug a tedious encampment by instituting
athletic prue con touts, aud let the company-commande- rs

read off every night a bulletin
of foot-race- s aud wrestling matches.

As a rule, tho contagion of opid&uiies spreads
most rapidly iu damp, warm weather, and it is
a good plan to attend to city business on cool,
clear mornings, aud atay at homo as much as
possible during tho afternoon, especially on
sultry or rainy days. During tho recent grippe
epidemic iu the city of Chicago, the rate of
mortality was found to fluctuato with every
change of tho thermometer aud reach Us max-
imum at the end of a warm, cloudy week about
tho end of March.

"Avoid a crowd " is in such casos a general
rule which might be modified by the advice to
avoid crowdod rooms, public or private, and
stuffy street-cars- . A mass meeting iu open air
must coincide with specially unfavorable at-
mospheric conditions (a mist duriug an abso-
lute calm, for instance,) to aggravate tho
danger of contagion, and may be attended for
bonis with less risk than that of a brief con-
ference in a hot, sitting-mom- .
