Humorons Traits in “0ld Hricktop’s " Character,

Eprror NatioXAL Tripuxe: Mnch has
been said about the bravery and coolness of
Gen. S, 8, Carroll, but his amusing points have
nol a8 yet boen dwelt upan, He wonld bave
his fuu, and he had sstufl that joined in heart-
ily.

As an introdaction, will say the fizst time
the 14th Ind. was placed nnder his command
was in the Shenandoah Valley, at a point, my
diary says, seven miles from Mount Jackson,
That would be in the vicinity of Stony Creck,
The Bth Ohio and 1Hth Ind. were ardered to
fall in, with three days' rations, When in line
Carroll rode te the head of the eslomn and
gave a string of commands in his stentorian
volco that was all Greek to the 14th Ind,
which amused us, but we did tho best we conld
to executo the movements of the 8th Ohio. We
learned from the 5th that his command was,
“Attention, battalion!—Right face!—Forward !
Route step—March *" all without a break, The
effort to imitate this eommand did much to
endear the regiment to him,

This expedition was o 26-mile raid to get
in the rear of the enemy at Mounnt Jackson,
and to save the bridge at that point across the
shenandoah River. Cnrroll’s action that night
was s favorable introduction to the 14th. While
the general onders were sirict in reference to
foraging, we at first thought his attention to
the matter was especially pointed, and he was
terribly savage to the disoledient who had
purloined a stray goose, pig, duck, or chicken,
and be would slmost frighiten the life vut of
fellow by his severe reprimand and sctions,
winding up by “Take it back; take it bark
immediately,” and then ride off, foliowed by
his stafl, except the one helonging to the eul-
prit's regiment, who would drop to the rear
and say, *Jim, just you lay low & few minutes,
until the General gets out of sight; he never
looks back.” This was enough for the old sol-
diers; they then undersiood “0Old Ericktop™
on forazing thoroughly. I never did any of it,
but those who did no doubt often divided
with the General's mess,

At Stevensburg, Va,, | was detailed as Bri-
gade Officer of the Day, and like most young
ollicers that wanted to make a favorable im-
pression on the Commander, was considered
somewhat oflicious, as a beginner in that posi-
tion, by some of the officers who were not dis-
posed to heed the orders given, but when they
found from their action the duty was increased
instend of diminished, they had the work done,
and | confess that I was gratified with the
results accomplished. 1 was very strict with
mysclf, and also with the gasrd. Men do not
ohject to perform duty when they find the
oflicers exact no wore from them than from
thewselves,

My first report as Brigade Officer of the Day
was, to we, & large nodertaking, but I deter-
mined to rely on my own limited ability to
draw it up in full military style. 1 handed it
to the Orderly with evident satisfaction, and
felt confident 1 would receive praise from
Headquarters, In less than five minutes the
Headqunrters Orderly very brusquely returned
the report, to wy utter amazement, What
could the matter be? I could wot imagine, 1

had done my best in writing it and folded it |

very carefully, [did not know what to do, but

finally hunted up the cleanest sheot of paper 1|
could find, rewrote it and folded it a8 straight |

as possible, aud again sent it to Headquarters,
In Jess time than before it was retarned, Then
I got mad, for | knew worse reporis hind been
sent in than mive, aod had never heard of any
one having been disgraced before, | took my re-
port and went to Capt. Donaldson, who had the
reputation of getting up good reports in our
regiment, and iaid it before him and asked him
to look it over carefully, and tell me whae
was the matter with it. After reading and
looking it over, he said smilingly: “The
hesding, address, signature and indorse-
ment are certainly given fully, and your re-
port 1s a good one, and I am surprised that yon
managed to get the regiments to do all yoa
hers report. My advice is that you send it in
again”; which 1did. And that same Orderly
flew back at me with the order, * Report your-
solf immediately at Brignde Headgquarters”

OFf course if
I failed to get out of the front deor I was to
give myself up. Whea Ross epenad his book
to eal!l the roll he looked sroand at the anxious
and hungry fuces, and told us if anyone at-
tempted to answer anyone's name but his own
he would have him placed in a cell duzing the
war.
