[Tow to Make and Apply Washes to
Destroy Pernicions Vermin.

The Department of Agriculture has formu.
Inted the following directions for making and
applying selutions to destroy noxious insects:

KEERORENE PMULSION,

This insecticide scts by contact, and s ap-
plicable to all non-masticating insects (sucking
insects, such as the froe bugs, and especialiy
plant lice and scale inseets) and also to many
of the mandibulate insects, when the use of
nrsenites is not advisable. Kerosene emulsion
may be made by means of varivus emulsifying
sgents, bul the most satisfiactory substances
aud thoswe most available to the average farmer
and fruit-grower sre milk and secapsuds. In
each of thess casos the mmount of emulsifying
agent should be one-half the quantity of kero-
Bene.

One of the most satisfactory formulas ls as
follows:

Iieat the solution of sosp and add it bolllng
hot to the kerosena. Churn the mixture by
means of & force punmp and spray nozzle for five
or 10 minutea. The emulsion, if perfect, forms
a cream, which thickens upon ecooling and
ghould adhere without oiliness to the surface of
glass, For use against scale-insects dilute one
part of the emulsion with nine parts of cold
waler. For most other insecta dilute one part
of the emulsion with 16 parts of water. For
poft insects like plant lies the dilotion may be
carried to from 20 to 25 parta of water,

The milk emulsion » produced by the same
methods as the above,

THE RESIN WASHER,

These inaccticides et by eontact, and alse,
in the case of scale insects, by forming an Im-
pervious coating which effectually smothers
ths insccts treated. These resin washes vary
in eflicacy sccording to the insect treated,
Experience hins shown that the best formuls for
the Red Secale (Adonidia awrantii Maske!l) and
Its yellow varlety (4. citrinwe Coquillett) is as
follows:

The necessary ingredients are placed in
kottle and s sufficient quantity of cold water
added to cover them. They are then boiled
until dissolved, being occasionally stirred in
the meantime, and after the materials are dis-
solved the boiling should be eontinued for about
an hour, aud a considerable degres of hoat
should be employed so as to kesp the prepara-
tion in & brisk state of eboliition, cold water
being added in small quantities whenever there
are indications of the preparstion boiling over,
Too much ecold watar, howsver, should not be
ndded at one time, or the boiling process will
be arrested and thereby delayed; but by s
little practios the operator will learn bow
much water to sdd so a3 to keep the prepars.
tion belling actively. Stirring the preparation
is guite nunecessary during this stage of Lhe
work, When boiled sulliciently it will assimi.
late perfectly with water, and slould then be
diluted with the proper quantity of cold wates,
ndding it slowly wt first and stirring oces-
sionally during the process. The undilutad
preparation is pale yellowlsh in color, but by
the addition of water it becomes & very dark
brown. Defore Leing sprayed on the trees id
should be strained through » fine wire sieve,
or through a piece of Swiss muslin, and this ls
usually sccomplished when pouring the liguid
into the spraying tunk, by means of s straiver
placed over ths opening through which the
proparation is iutreduced into the tank.

The prepuring of- this compound will be
greatly sccelernted If the resin and ecaunstie
eoda are first pulverized before being placed in
the boller, but this s quite a diflicult ¢ask to
perform. DBoth of these spbstances are put up
in large cakes for the wholesale trade, the resin
beiug in wooden barrels, each barrel contsin-
lng » single caks weoighing about 375 pounds,

contuining & single éake each, weighing about
00 pounds, The soda is the most difflenlt to
dissalve, bat this eonid dceubtliess be obviated
by hrst digsolving it in cold water ‘and then
using the solution a8 required. This Insscti.
cide may be applied st soy time during the
Erowing season.

A stronger wash js required for San Jose
scale ( Aspidiotus perniciosus Comstoek ), and the
following forinuls gives the best resnlts;

FOR BSUBTERRANEAN INEECTSE

Eacent exporiments have shown the practieal
value of the resin compounds agninst the ZTApS
phylloxera, and they will also be applicsble to
the apple root-louse and other undergronnd in-
eects, The chieapest and at the same time one
of the most matisfactory compounds experi.
mented with is the following:
Caustio soda (77 per cent )............

Dissolve the soda over fire with four gallons
of water ; add the resin, snd after it is dis-
solved and while boiling sdd water, slowly, to
make 50 gallous of compound. For use dilute
to 500 gallona, Excavate basins about the
viues six inches deop saud two feet in diame-
ter, and apply to each vine five gallons. The
resuits will be more satisfactory if the treas-
ment Is made early in the Epring, so that the
rain of theseason will assist in disseminating
the wash about the roots,

The kervssus emulsion made according to
the formuls given shove Is also applicable to
certain underground insects in cases where it
will not prove oo expensive, as, for instance,
the grape phylloxera or where white gruba are
infesting & valuable lawn. It may then be
used in the propertion of one part of the emul-
sion to 15 gallovs of water, applied liberally to
the soil, and allerwards wasbed down at fre.
guent intervals with large quantities of water
for several days. This can be done only where
there is plenty of water at hand, but will be
found of great valoe in special cuses,

In other eascs bisulphlde of carbon may be
used for specitic aud local anderground formas,
Nesta of ants, for instance, may be dostroyed
by pouring an ounce of this substance into sev-
eral Loles, covering them with a wet blanket
for 10 minutes and aftorwards exploding the
vapor b the mouth of the boles with a toreh.
Agsiust onlon, cabbage aud radish maggots gis
substance may also be used, by punching a hole
with a sharp stick st the base of the plant and
pouring in & teaspoonful of the liquid, covering
alterwards with earth,

These poisons are of the greatest serviee
against all mandibulate insects, s larves and
boetles, and they furnish the most satis-
factory means of controiling most leaf-feed-
ers, and the best wholesale remedy agringt
the codling moth., Cantion must be used i
applying thew, oo account of the liability of
burning or scalding the foliage.

The poisvn should La thoroughly mixed with
water at the rute of from one pound to 100—
200 gallons water, and applied with a force
puiup or band spray nozzeie. In preparing the
wash it will be best to first mix the poison
with & muoall quantity of water, making »
thick batter, and then dilute the latterand add
to the reservoir or spray tank, mizing the
whole thorcaghly, When freshly mixed, cither
London purple or Paris green may be spplied

The relative suweptibility of apple, plum,

appiy equnally well to the u:e of the kerosens
emnisions, In the case of other plants thor-

ongh experimeuts are still necessary, snd all
‘ insecticides should be first used in compars-
| tively high dilation. In general, it may be
said that tender, young foliage Is more sus-
ceptible and mnst be carefully treated. Thin-
leaved, pilose planta are more readily injured,
while thick-leaved, glabrous species are least
affected. Annual plants, such as cabbages and
other garden vegetables, are more susceptible
than perennials, but in the cxse of root crops,
| snch a8 bests, turnips, radishes, and potatoes,
there is not the same need of caution s to
damage to foliage. Damage to [oliage is not
shown at once, and in case of rain fullowing an
| application, another application should not be
| made for several dsys.  Fruit troes should not
| bs sprayed with arsenical poison before the
blossoms fall, on account of the danger of poi-
soning honey-beoa.

We are considering now what is known aa the
Seventy Years Captivity of Judah, (Jer., 29:
10; 2Ch, 36:21.) The four leading Prophets
of the day were Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Danizl and
Obudiah., God bad been specially patient with
the Kingdom of Judah, sinee, though quite as
evil us that of the Israelites, he spared it from
esptivity for nearly one and one-third centnrics
Iater. But evil has its day. A former King,
Jehoahaz, had been before our lesson in bond-
nge under & Pharaoh, The successor of Jehoa-
haz, Jehoiakim, had been pus in chains, and se
died at his own Capital, a victira to Nebuchad-
nezzar's fury., The successor of Jehoiakim,
Jeconiah, was a eaptive at Babylon. The reign-
ing King was Zedekiah.

It is wonderful how set tha people were in
sin. God did not act precipitately. Warning
succeeded warning. The Prophet Jeremish
bad not ceased for 40 years to chide the inhabit-
anta of Judah and vrge them to repentance.
Siege followed siege, giving opportunity in exch
interval for reform. One King followed an-
other into eaptivity, fornishing in each in.
stunce an object teaching im the science of
divine government and showing God's attitude
toward evil-doera,

The lesson dates 5°8 B. C. The 70 years'
captivity begina with the eaptare of Daniel, 804
IB. C, or 18 years before our lesson. The da-
struction of Jerusalem took place two years
Iater, or 586 B. C. This was 18 years after
Jeremiah had endeavored to shame the Judah-
ites intoobedience to God by exhibiting to them
the fidelity of the Rechabiten, (Jer, 25: 12-19.)
At that time the Prophet slso foretald the
eaptivity of Judah for 7U years at Babylon, 500
| miles east of Jerusalem, We find ourselves in
the ninth year of the reign of Zedekiah,
Judah's King. He was ason of geod Joslah,
but & very degenerate one. Nebuchadnezsar
had beeu ruling 18 years. By comparing Jow-
ish months with ours, we find the firat verss
of the lesson located at about the new-year day
of the year 587 B. C.

3. The Facts Stated,

We see Jerusalem in sisge, The population
was about 20,000, The Babylonians used bat-
tering-raws, great engines worked by animal
strength, bows and arrows, slings, eatapualts,
escalade, undermining, and darts which earried
on their tips torches to set on fire structures
within the walls. To be able to reach and st
tack the besieged, who ran along the walls an-
noying their enemics outside, the Babylonians
raised artificial mounds like forta. The in-
habitanta of Judah's Capital were in & fearful
plight. No more food could be golten, and
what they had could not last long. The as-
tacking enemios were numearous and flerce, and
well supplied with provisions aud ammunition.

Thev eaptured him in the
virinity of Jericho. Nebucha!nezzur wus at
Riblah, s place on the Orontes River
miles from Jerfsalem and aboul 75 m
of Iamascus. The Babyleonisn soldlers bore
Zedekiah and the other captives thither
Among the prisoners were tho sons of Zede
kish. The case was examined into, and Ja-
dab's King was first forced to witness put-
ting ontof the eyesof his sons, and theu to have
his own eyesight destroyed, This nout ensugh,
he was fettered and dragged off to Babylon.
Jer., 39: 6 and 52: 10, shaw he was also obliged
to ses all of his principal aficars pat to death
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st Riblah., At Babylon Zedekiah remainad
imprisoned till death. Jup., 52:11 TLe
fact that Zedekiah was biinded befors he

reached Babyloa harmonizes the appurent dis
crepancy between Jor, 32:5; 34:3, and Eze,
12: 13

Nebuchadnezzar did not stop with the vie-
lence done Judab's King and principal men.
He also sent tien. Nebuzur-adan to destroy
Jerusalem. He was thorough. Walls were
torn down, houses burned, the temple rulned,
palaces and mansions converted into debris
He moreover seized on all the remaining io-
habitants, saving those who wers very poos,
sud enrried them off enptives. The Jews yob
keep a fast ic memory of the aiege and destrue-
tion of Jerusalem, which occurs each year om
or about Jan, 1.

A famous one was constructed during
the reign of “ John the Terrible,” who was so
delighted that he had the eyes of the architect
put out leat he might plan a superior structurs,
Early laws of England inflicted as part pun-
ishment of & coin-clipper the penalty of the
loas of the eriminal’s eyes. Down to the latest
times the Persiana have practiced this method
of punishment. They inflicted snch treatmont
specially on” persons suspected of deaire to
monnt the throne, It waa » Persian law that
no blind person conld become King. Since
total power of sight was required in the King,
in urder to disqualify possible seekera after the
throne from all chance it was regarded snough
barrier that the person be unable to ses dis-
tinetly. Chardin tells asthas as late as 1642 is
was not thought necessary utteriy to put out
the eyes. A red-hot iron was passed befors the
eyes, dimming the power to see. The following
account will iliustrate :

** But the power of vision was not so antirely de-
stroyed but that the person blinded atill retained s
glimmering; sod the operation was frequently
performed in so favarable n manner thatstill some
sight remalned. During the reign of Ablas 1. one
of Lthe brothers of that Frince onos visited his suns
and his nephaw, whose palace joins the residence
of the Dutoch, As be expresasd a wish to visit these
sirnngers, they ware infornued of thiv, and they ware
invited to apand an afterncan and iake supper with
them. The brother of the King broughs several
uther bilnded Princea with him, and when candies
were Introdnoed, it was obhwrved that they were
aware of it. They were asked Iif they saw soythung.
The King’'s brother answered in thaallirisative, and
added that he conld sew encugh to walkk without a
atick. This was, unflortanately, heard by ons of
the court sples who were cmaployed to watch all the
motions of the great people, Aceording to the
custom of thesa peopie, heralated it tothe King in
& malicious manner, and so that bhe could not avoid
being uneany, * How ' erisd be, " these biind peo-
pls borst Lhey oan sae® 1 aball preveut that ;' and
Immedintaly ha ordered theireyes to ba pul oul
Thin waa performed by antirely putting out ihe
oyeas with Lhe point of & dagger.'

8. Sugnestiona

The practical thoughta deducad are namen
ous. We notice several,
1. Do not try God’s patience. It iz true, He
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waits. He is not hasty in punishment. He
givea men chance to relorm, and 30 avert evil.
He sends ministers to warn and urge repent.
| ance. Hut when patience ceases to be reform-
atory, and the rather stimulative to evil, (God
can no longer wait, since delay would make
Him a party to sin. Some men sctoally take
advantage of God's long-suffering with sinners
and refuse to reform,

2. Wa mnst deal with men as God did. De
pot be impetuous in denunciation. Do not
annihilate one on his first ecommiasion of evil,
Always leave open & way for reform. If you
punish, do so by degrees, Firsé warn, thea
gently chide, then inflict a light punishmens,
then threaten severs menanres, All these stages
will give opportunity for reform. That severity
is most effective which i plainly administered
with reluctance, showing that back of punish-
ment i3 love and good wishes for the evil doer,

3. The lesson should be an irresistible in-
timidation to the wicked citizen. It is not
patriotic to sin. It brings ruination to all eivil
inatitutions. It results in enlamitons effects to
the matorial prosperity of a land. The wickad-
neas of the Judahites explaias the sieges of
Jernsalem, with its fearful want and sorrow.
It was the reason of the destruction of the
Capital. Sin is no less harmful now. A man
who loves his country must avoid every ele
ment of destruction. BSin imperils civiliza-
tion.

4. Evlil is sure to visit thosa ofensive to God.
The sin of Jehoahas resulted in his capture by
Pharaoh, His defiance of God, his ill-treat-
ment of Jeremiah, and his personal depravity
brought Jehoiakim in chains to the feet of
Babylon's King. Jehoiachin so followed in
the idolatrous steps of bis father that the God
(who ia in History) permitted him to be a pris-
oner for 37 yearsat the Chaldean Capital. Zed-
ekiah's fate is explained by his sin. His moral
eyes were blinded belore his physical. Besuse
sin does not pay. It is destructive to the indi-
vidual and to the States.

5. We have an important hint as to the
treatment of prisoners of war. Even such
have rights. We are beginning in this day
to understand the ethica of criminal puni-
tive systems. It was barbarity to put out the
eyes of Zedekiah. The slaying in & fathor's
sight of his own sona is eruelty beyond civil-
ized allowance. That was a sad fute for Zede-~
kiah. The last scene he witnessed on earth
was the agony of his children,

6. It were well if Christiana wore as thorough
and earnest in opposition to evil as Nebuzag-
adan was in resisting the good. Wo can learn
from enenyies.

7. Rulers should remember they earry with
them the interest, peace, proaperity, and hap-
piness of their subjects, and never by rashness
nor unfairness involve those over whom they
rule in disaster or misery.
