When first cut, hay and clover contain about
three parts water to every ono of vegetable
matter. That is, a ton of greon hay contains
J,MO pounds of water to SCO of vegetable mat-

ter. In well-cure- d hay tho proportion of water
is reduced to about 20 per cont. It is not de-siia'- Jo

that tho hay sl.all ho any drier than te

necessary for keoping. The more of its con-

stituent water is left in it the moro readily Jt
ia assimilated as food.

The farmers of Southwestern Michigan com-

plain of a now pest thoclover weevil. The in-fco- ct

burrows in ovcry head and eati out the germ
of tho sect!, so that tho blcssoms fall. This does
not seem to interfere with thu growth, howovor,
but ruins tho hopes of any seod crop. It has
been suggested to mow off tho oarly bloom, so
aa to d est toy tho insect bofore maturing.

To destroy tho peach-bore- r it ia suggested to
slake good stono limo in a barrel with warm
water, lot stand till cool, and thin to the con-

sistency of common whitewash. Add a pint
of coal tar to every two gallons of this, stir till
thoroughly mixed, and apply with a whitewash
brush to the stems of the trcos, from tho lower
branches to tho ground. Tho wash will re-

main on for somo months, nnd the rain will
gradually wash down tho tar, which will not
only destroy the borer, but prevent other in-

sects from depositing their cggA in the crevices
of tho bark. On apple, pear and pltirn trees it
can Ikj used tho first year after rotting out.

Southern Ohio farmers nroducouniged In ro-ga- rd

to Oaago orange hedges, which they
planted pretty extensively from 1830 to 1800.
Much more is now boing grubbod up than
planted, and tho goners! experience scorns
at mngly adverse to it. The hedges require a
groat dm! of attendance, and that at tho bufii-e- st

seasons; if neglected for ono yoar they are
beyond control, aad nono of them can bo re-
lied on to turn hogs for many years iu succes-
sion.

1. Preliminary.

Christ performed about 10 miraelAS during
his ministry. They are all recorded in tbe
Oospels. Perhaps we have not a reronl ef all
libs miracle. What is a miracle? We cannot
answer better than m the wonis of tke eminent
biblical scholar, Uev. Dr. A. C Kendriek:

" Its ewntial character I conceive to be its
overriding aad suspending a natural law by
a direct, Divine agency. It it an immediate in-

terference with and arrest of the processes f
nattiro by tho being who established them.
That thw can be done will be questioned by no
one who believe in a Ood in a Being ef sov-
ereign power, will and intelligence pr-idi-

ovor the universe. Ho who has created tbe
universe can uncreate it. He who baa ordained
its laws or mode of action can suspend or re-

peal them. That He has the power to do this
lies in onr fundamental conception of his at-

tributes."
It is too late to question the fact, a miracle,

as thus defined. Even Rousseau declared, " If
the miracles did not take phtec, then tke exist-
ence of ovideneo so varied and unbroken in
favor of their having taken place, is more
astonishing, moro miraculous than tho alleged
miracles themselves."

Tho fatuous Iter. Win. Ellery Channing in a
letter to ?dtS3 K. I'. Peitbody wrote, referring to

n IryTheodoru Parker: " I grieved that
Iih did not givo somo clear, direct expression f
his belief in the Christian miracles.
I do not see how the rejection of these can
bo separated from tho rejection of Jesus Christ.
Without them ho becomes a mere fable; for
nothiug is plainer than that from the begjH.
ning miracles constituted his history. There
is not a traeo of a timo when he existed in
men's minds without them. His resurrection
was always tho essential grand fact iu men's
impression of him, at least as distinctly recog-
nized as his crucifixion."

Tho act of Christ about which we now stndy
is called a miracle, which is defined, "every
sensible deviation from, .and every contradic-
tion to, the laws of nature, so far as thoy are
known to m." A miracle is nevor a violation
of tho laws of tho universe. A miracle is be-

yond human po;ver, and Christ, performing
such, ''manifested forth his glory," convincing
witnesses ho was no ordinary mortal. (Com-lar- e

Acts, 2:22.) Tho word miracle is from
the L&tin vorb miror, which means to minder at.
Tho object, however, of Jesus in working a
miracle wa3 not to nxcito astonishment save as
through the wonderful he would divert from
tho moro ordinary or earthly to the extraordi-
nary or spiritual. Tho gradation should be

wonder, iovo and praiso."
2. Data.

Tho only account Is that by 3t. John.
(2:1-11- .) Ho gives exclusive reports of nine
of tho miracles. Ho joins with St. Matthew in
reporting ono moro, and with Sta. Matthew,
Mark and Luko in reporting another.

3. Time.
We data early part of March, A. D. 26. Jeaus

was about 30 years and six months old. Tho
account says, " tho third day." (V. 1.) Scholars
are not agreed iu explanation. Some any tho
third day after thu promise in 1:51. Others
say tho third after his arrival in Galilee.
Others say tho third day of tho week by Jewish
reckoning, Monday ; by Christian, Tuesday. If
wo understand the third aft&r leaving Nathan-
iel (1 . 13, l.. 51), thero would be time for him
and his party to reuch Cuna from liothabara.
Wo remombor Jowish marriage feasts often
covered sevon day3. The third day of the
wedding is theroioro an understandable ex-
pression. Mud., 11 : 1, 15, 17, 13; Tobit. 11 : 19.)

We notico in particular tho expression,
"Miuo hour is not yet come." (V. 4.) Two
views are held as to the meaning, a. The
hour for better, tho time, or date, or period in
my life) to begin tho work of effecting miracles
in general. His miracle timo had not yet ar-
rived. It Is said plainly in verso 11, "This
Uffl mbtg of miracles." The moment when he
performed his first miracle was to be a grand
era or turning point in the life of Christ. This

b. The hour forefTecting this pttrtiotUir mi rack
bad not yet been reached. He purposed to wait
till the supply of wine on hand was wholly ex-
hausted and real want was for a littlo fully
realized.

This would teach the world Jesus
comes to ns specially in emergencies, helps us
out of difficulties, matches into tho very nicka
of need.

Bengel intimates tho Mother of Christ meant
that on account of the probable giving out of
provisions (the wine in particular; ho and his
party, perhaps including herself, had better
withdraw; but Jesus declared it was not yet
tune for them to retire from tho feast. Uo had
in view tho miracle which ho purposed to work
as a start-poi- nt in Im ministry. G. Nysson
wants to put the words interrogatively, thus:
" Is not my hour yet como?" Am I yet to bo
guided by you (my mother)? Tho implication
is that Jesus felt the timo had arrived for him
to act as tho Messiah to bo under orders from
His Father in Heaven rather than subject to
humnu parental authority. This view has
gained no popular siding. All who hold it are
rrotostunts.

4. Place.
fits wedding occurred at Cana-in-Galile- o.

(V. 1.) There has boeu much discussion as to
the identity of thut site. About four and one-ha- lf

miles northeast of Nazareth is a place
named Kefr (meaning village) Kcnna. Nine
miles north of Naiareth is a place called
Kana-cI-Jel- il (or Jalil). Tho following say
Kefr Kenna Ilengstonberg, Prof. E. C. Mitch-
ell, Thomson, Fish, Farrar, Barnes. Godet,
Hepworth Dixou, Dr. Whedon. Dr. Harmon
(Dickinson College). The following prefer
Kana-el-Joli- l, to wit, MariuusSauutns, Robin-
son, Trench, Ritter, Meyer, Alford, Lange,
Reuan, Butigul, Dr. Lymau Coleman, Kitto,
Geikio, Dr. J. H. Vincent.

Let us cousider Kana-cl-Jelll- . The name
menus Cuna-of-Ualile- o as in verse 1. The
Apostlo Nathaniel was born thoro. (21:2.)
Christ's second miracle is connected with the
same place. (1:1'I.) It must once have been
a place of considerable importance- - Now it is
quito obscure. Says "Dr. Robinson, "War,
bloody, relentless war, has swept over tho little
Caua-of-Galile- e ; firo ami sword have laid waste
and destroyed tho peaceful village iu which
Christ met the rejoicing wedding-party.- "

A traveler writes thus of tho place: "A
geutlo declivity, facing tho sorting snn; a
peaceful village which still arrests ono with its
loveliness, and makes him feel that something
htill lingers thero of UU presence Who makea
all things Messed and lov!y."

About .'100 inhabitants now resido thero. It
is governed by the Turks. An officer of that
Government is on the ground.

5. The Faets.
On the third tiny after our Savior left Botha-bar- n,

a marriago feast was tn begin at Cana.
lie probably iis.sed through Nazareth, his old
home, and thero toutnl an invitation awaiting
him and his live Disciples. It is supposed the
bride or groom wash relative of the family to
which Mary belonged, and, hence, sho went.
.Josopli was probably deceased, there being
never any further mention of him. As tho
feast, which, after tho Eastern manner, covered
several d.ivs. proceeded till somewhat toward
its close, Mary, our Savior's mother, observed
tlie uina was giviug out, aud great embarrass-
ment would follow. Josus had possibly told
his mother tho ovents at Bethnbara and the
evidences thoro furnished of his Messiahshtp.
If he did not explain, tho fivo Disciplos probably
declared tho facts to Mary. Then sho con-
nected thoao accounts with the miracles of his
birth, and at once caught thu idea her Son was
roully the Prophet, thu Mewiah, nud so abio to
work miracles. Thou, Mary may havo felt a
apci'ial intereat, sinco her Son brought with him
fivo addr.iouiiiguestd,and so did mueh tolession
tin- - Pine. When Mary informed htm, he replied:
"Woman, what lmve I to do with thee?"
The term woman wo.--i nsueei.'n . equivalent to
niadnme or lady. It w.i- - usi in :tnuin life
Hk;oug the most refined. (Mr.. I.".:'Jd; Lu.,
13:12: John. I: SI, 10: ill, i;i:l:i, 15. The
word rendered wile in t Cor.. 7: Id. is the same
in Greek.) In Eastern rnuutriea even Prin-
cesses are so addressed.

Xiracnlons displays, how-
ever, were to be used exclusively by divine
direction. Denhtlem much ef tho edge of the
ceiwnre wm taken eff by a tender eye nnd a
sweet-tone- d voiee. We nnd ear Savior never
used his power to effect a miracle tor any selSsh
pnrpose or to pleatm his friends or relntives.
Such power whenever exerted was always ia
eoHaeqttenca ef its religions hearing. At the
.same tint Christ intimated that when the right
point in the friml was reached (wbon bis
hour arrived) he woold comply with her re-
quest. It is posnibto the nee of language wm
such that onr Suvtor'a wnrds slid not mens
either rebuke er refnsnl. The Mother of Chris
was prompted by a most nmelush, levins de-
sire. In her eagerness to holp, or as leant in
her winli to shew concern for a poawhln want,
she expressed her interest to her son. We can-
not imagine Hint repressing such derintefested-ims- w

by a cold shorcr-bnt- h nf Arctic retort,
nor by a chilly fusillade ef lenstnn repnrta.
We mnst interpret the Sense by the condnet of
Mary afterward. She does not seem eaet down
nor displeased. She proceeds m though her re-
quest hail been granted. She dons not discover

ii impression her Son meant te decline er
scold.

It ia found Christ fnrn inked about 120 gal-
lons, r fonr barrels f win. A ftrkin was
about eight gallons, so eaoh stone jar held about
20 gallons. 'I he company was probably quite
n time rotw. It seems there was sn nicies t quan-
tity to last during the remainder of tho festive
occasion. Some believe it did not dimtnurif,
a4y! that the entire qnantity remained over for
the use of the newly-forme- d family.

K.ich stone jar was niied to tbe brim with
water, so no coloring matter eon Id be eaat in
causing the appearance of wine. Some held
that the water in the jars was not changed, but
that when drawn from the faucets it isened as
wine, although within it was water, the mira-
cle being effected in the faucet. Most careful
students hold the entire water was converted
into wine ami lessened as drank.

There is no disputing the fact Christ made
the wine, and lhat real wine. The thought,
once uttered with mueh hope, that tho Bible
has two words 'for wine, one when it is fer-
mented and another when u a fermented, proved
to be erroneous. Christ knew what he was
doing, and he waa without sin. We believe
our Savior would never fnvor drunkenness.
He was temperate aud taught temperance, and
declares in his Word that no drunkard shall
enter Heaven. It m always well to keep in
mind Ko.. 11:21. Personal gratification is al-

ways subordinate to humanity, tho good of
society, the force of exemplnrineas.

Tho account of the miraclo is charming roftd-in- g

so simple, so tender, so natural. No won-
der an artist should aoize on it. Accordingly,
ono of the choicest pointings iu the Dresden
Gallery is the " Marriage Feast at Cana," by
Paul Veronese. PaoJi Culiari's great painting
of tho scene is in the Louvre. Tho composition
by Tintoretto is seen in the Santa Maria Delia
Suluto.

7. Suggestions.
