Fisking Whik Cormaoranis,

An Austrian paper coutaind an interesting
article apon the ecatebing of fish in China by
mweans of cormorants, ‘The boats nsed are
mwostly large enough to hold thres or four per-
sons besides the birds, At the bow stands the
Captuin, who geuerally has a dozen trained
cormorants under hischarge. In the middle of
the boat is stationed anocther flsherman, who
Lias from four to six birds under him. Between
these two men stands a third, armed with a
long bamboo eane, with which he strikes and
splashes the water in order to encourage the
corworants to work; while in the stern of the
boat sits the man who steers and propels it
The cormornnts are mostly bred in the houses
of the fishermen, and trained from the time
they are very young. They remain fit for
work till the age of 15 to 20, and if well truined
huve 8 market value of 13 to 258, They are
fed on bean-cakes and fish, The birds ure
placed In the gunwale of the boat, and, at a
given signal, jump into the water in different
directious, dive uander, and bring the fish they
eatch on board their master's boat, Although
there are often a sumber of boats close together
in the fshing waters, the birds never make
any mistake, but always returg to their own
boats. Each cormorant wears o wetal ring
around his neek, tight encugh to prevest him
from swallowing the large and saleable fish,
bnt sllowing him to eat the smaller fish, spon
which he partly lives. A wide strap is gon-
erally fustened round the bird's bouly, which
gerves (o haul it essily in the boat. All the

| cormorants in a boat bave thoir own specind

places and numbers, to which they auswer us
dogs do to their names, No, 1 is the doven of
the corps, the oldest in years and the first in
rank. He has the place of honor in the boat,
nearest the Captain, and goes into the water
