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While the reports of the Confederate offl-
cers are mainly correct a8 to time, man-
ner of attack nud disposition of their forces,
yot 1 cannot sese how they ean, by any
manner of reasoning, make a * glorions wie-
tory * out of it. Certainly the figures show
that the Union forces had the better of the
combat., We hud no officers killed and only 11
wounded, while the encmy had 16 officers killed
and 59 wonnded., We had 26 enlisted men killed
and 216 wounded, with thres missing, making
 tolal of 256; while they had 38 officers and
355 enlislied men wounded, making & total of
495, nearly double onr lgsa,

IN THE FAR PAST.

On the Wing and Over the Battleflolds Along ths
Niagara Fronller.

Eprror Nartoxar Triruxe: The war is
over at Duffalo, All Is again quiet along the
Niagara, & river along whose banks were en-
ncted some of the most stirring scenes in the
Nation's mighty carcer. 1 was loth to leave
this section without sseing maore of it, and so
have lingered, and slowly drifted, as it wers,
from lake to lake, drinking in inspiration from
the beautiful scenery and from the history aud
traditions which come thronging in (rom every
stopping place., It may interest the readers of
TaE NATIORAL TRIBUNE o follow me as 1
move, taking a basty survey of tho scenes
where voterans of a former generation, our
sires and grand.-sires, upheld the diguity of Oid
Glory before the Republic eonld be said (o have
passed out of its experimentul stage.

Begiuning, let os cross to old Fort Erie, op-
posite Buffalo. I will not euter at this time
upon & full ancount of its early history, only
80 far as 1o stale that it was ersctad at ths elose
of theold French and Indian war by the Brit-
ish, Its stone wall, built of the limestone
found in thissection, makesn picturesque ruin,
It will be remembered that in the Sammer of
1514, Gen. Brown erossed over from Baffalo,
{then containing enly 25 houses), and captured
tho fort, with its parrison of 140 msn. This he
proceeded to strengthen, and extended the lines
up the luke to protect his left HBank. Here
with 1,500 men be sucpessfully rosisted the
assuults of Gen. Druminond, who had 4,500
maoen, and later, when besieged, made a sortie
against tho enemy, capturing his lines and
more than a thousand prisoners, thus compel-
ling the enemy to abandon the sicge, Lord Na-
pier, 1o his Peninsular War, statos that it isone
of the rare instances whero the besieged by o sor-
tis have sccomplished such s result. The para-
pat ruaning frowm the furt up the lake has been
nearly all leveled, but the wain ostlines of the
furt stili are woll preserved, The salients,
the moal, the ravelin covering the sallyport
aro iu A good stale of preservation. What was
kuown as Ddougless's Battery, which played sn
lmportant part in the delense, has been ree
moved o make way for the nurrow-gage rail-
way which skirts the shore in rear of the fort.
Finding that the stones of the old fort were
being rapidly aporoprinted for other purposes,
the Canadian Government laid out a Govern-
mont reservation of 17 sgres, including the fort,
which thus presorves this landmpark. I visitad
Lhis fascinating spot twies, and turned my back
upon it with reluctance, taking halfl a bomb-
shell and some bullets a8 mementos of my
visils,

Gioing on down the river, the next fight, geo-
graphicaily, was the little batde of Chippewa,
whers on the plain between the two streams
that flow into the Niagara, Brother Jouathan's
sirategy was too much for Johuny Ball, who
bad to give way before it. The distance from
Niagara Fulls to this fleld is tiireo miles. On
the upper purt of the field near where the
Amerienns crossesdd the creek lives Mr., and
Mrs. Slater, & very estimable eouple. who gave
mwe much interesting information concerning
tho fight, n part of which took place on what
is now Mr. Slater's farm. From a {armor near
the village of Chippewa 1 oldsined an eight-
pound eannon-ball which he had recentiy
plowed up, The village-itsell is rapidly going
to seed. Thoe MeKioloy hill Is grestly dis-
wessing Canadians., To puy 8§35 tarifl on ' a
horse, and $3 a ton on hay, is simply moere than
Lthey can siand,

From Chippowa I drive to Lundy's Lane—in
fact, down the very lane itsell and up to the
Cometery where the battery stood which Cel,
Miller took., Twenty-two yoars sgo I visited
this spot, but a very thriving village has now
sprung up, whero at that time the houses wore
fow. The lookoul has disappeared, and so like-
wise has the little old man who described the
battle, The hill is a denscly-populated city of
the demd. Across its crest may be still traced
one trench, in which were buried hundreds of
the dead at the close of this bicody light,
Many bodies of American soldiers were burned,
as, owing to the numbers to ba baried and the
fntensity of the heat, the Eritish were com-
pelied to make this disposition of 200 or 300 of
them. Other tremelies, in which tho slain
were buried three deep, aro still pointed out,

Tho fighting on this little Lill was of the
most desperate sort. It is claimed by the local
historians that 1,700 men of both sides lay doad
here at the close of the fght. An old man, now
living, who was in his fifth year at the time of
tho battle, says he picked up some mouths
pfiorward & wagonload of Awmerican cannon-
balls, which he was wont to drop iuto n spring
pear his houss for the sake of secing them
shake the ndjacent bogzy land.

Riding over s portion of the fleld toward
Chippewa, deross which the Amerieans ail-
wvanced, 1 was fortunate enocugh to obtain a 24-
pound eannon-ball, thrown by the British,
which o farmer bad come upon in digging »
drain. Relies of this field are bocoming very
scares, It is much visited from Ningara Falls,
und s historical socioty started in Drummond-
vills, the town in which the fleld is loeated,
is absarbing overything in the line of memen-
tos it can becomo possessed of, Its founder aud
inspiring head is Hev. Dr. Bull, the rector of
the Episcopal Church.

Tsking the beat to Lowiston and the lerry
seross the river, | am in Queenston, apd sm
soon clambering up the Lizbhts which the
Americans took possession of so essily, and
from which they were 80 incontinently stam-
pedod by Broek’s Indians, sided by a few Brit-
ish soldjers. It was a very disereditable affair
to the Americans. The monument to Broek is

()} UST after the Army
) gave up control of the
Government of Alaska
to the Navy a party of

to pass away
the time, got op am
extensive bear bhunt-
ing and exploring ex-
pedition from Sitka to
visit & point on the
wost side of Sitka Bay,
ascend Mount Edge-
wood, and bring in
soma of the fine skins
of bears said to domes-
ticate in that region.
A very slaborate pro-
gram was Iaid out, and
preparations in the shape of camp equip-
nge, food, rifles, ammunition, and dogs made.
Four officers, a servaut, two sailors to pull the
boat, and two dogs, composed the party. They
one bright morning embarked and set sail.

It is some 17 miles from Sitka in a direet
line, bat they proposed to make the circuit of
the western side, and while deing 50 to have a
day of duck shooting, arriving at the camp-
ground late in the aiterncon. The following
day they were to asesnd the mountain, and
upon the third day seck for bear.

‘The wind was fuir, and, throwing up clouds
of spray from the ies bow, the hunters made &
fine start. The sun was bright, and all nature
seemed to smile. The party was full of life
and euthusiasm, and nnmerous stories of bear
hunts and wonderful shota were related,  Each
oue prophesied how neatly he could

that shonld ecoma within range. Numerons
halta took place, and several ducks were
bagged ; so that it was well into the afiernocon
when they arrived at the small stream whence
the rough trail led up Mount Edgewooed,

The debarkation wns socesasfully made,
though u rough surfl made it & wet job. Afler-
ward the two suilors took the boat off a short
distance, anchored it, and remained in it over
night. The teut was pitched and a fire lighted,
niear which the party proceeded to dry their
clothes, while the servant opened out the boxes
of provisions and wade ready to cook the even-
ing meal,

The location of the eamp wns lovely, the
shore sloping down Lo the rocky beach. A little
cascade just hidden among the trees sent out &
uoisy gabble, while the din of the breaking

surfl made lesser noises indistinguishable. The
foreat came down closs to the shore, and all
around the eamp hemlocks and spruce spread

catop, and they saw, not 50 yards away, three
huge bears, that had already taken possession
of the camp, and by their actions wers evi-
dently bent on driving the owners away.

With growls they sdvaneed and completely
cut off the hunters from the guns. The boat
was too &y off to reach, so, without consulta-
tion, and in the liveliest manaer, each rushed

Japan has bad for nearly a dozen years s
systomatic local self.government. No father,
with a manual of pedagogies in his hand, eonld
have bagun more scientifically upon the devel-
opinent of his child's powers than &id this |
Government apon its sabjects. In every pro-
vineial eapital now you will see a large stue-
coud building, roofed with white-borderad tiles,
where for a decade or mora the people’s repre-
sentatives have debated and harangued to theip
benrt's content over schools, salaries, police,
irrigation, and all the varions loenl interests.
In the smaller towns yoa will find districs as-
semblies, where in the sume way the peopis
settle their own affuirs by deliberation and
vota,

The same rule obtains to-day in Japan s in
our own country, that usually there must be an
apprenticeship for thosa who wish to rise in
politics, Beginning with the ward or village
assembily, & man who shows eapacity is sent to
the Provincial Assembly. Here, if his talent
in of the political sort, he may rise to become & |
Provincial Seoater or President of the Assembiy. i
Until last year this was hia highest rewsard;
but now Parlinmenst itsell has become another
step in the ladder. It ia the legitimats reward
of experionce and goond serviee in local poiitien
Asa matter of fact, 134 out of 300 members of |
the Lower Houss have been members of Pro-
vincial Assemblies, and out of these 28 have
beon Presidents and 12 Viee-Fresidants. A
mueh greater number muat have heid senis in |
the Diatrict Assemblies. Of the remsinder, 48
more have seen servics as officiuis in Provineial
Bureaos, and 20 more in the Central Govern-
ment Departments,

You reulize, then, as you look down from the
gallery of the licuse on this varied muass of
faces, with a physiognomy so difficuls for the |
Ueeidental to intecpret, that by far the greater
number of them are past-masters in their erafs,
