THE 1st MASS. CAV.
1'arUaI Ilikt&rj of r 0MMt Kfglment that Sur-frrt--d

o Lekhw.
ICbivok Xatioxai, Tbimuxk:

Y rogimout, the lot
Mass. Cav., was organ-isso- d

iu September, 3d01,
at Itoadvitle, Mass.,m with Itobert Williams
(formerly Captain iu
the Itagnlar cavalry)
as Colonel. It saw its
first sorviee In the ex
poditiou against Poco
talig. Iator on it
participated in the bat-
tle ef James Island,
S.C,and I will venture
to say there was no bet-
tor oavairy school in
the country than that

iS? ootahlishod and acti-
vely m raided over bv

our Colonel at Hilton Head and Beaufort. Who
will forget that, to as, unmerciful introductory
exercise bareback rtdiug? By it many woie
sorely wouudod. To be sure, the wouuds weie
not deep aud would heal ever during the night,
but to go out day after day and he rewoutidod
iu the same plaoe was a trial of patience of
whioh Job had e oonoefition. But wo woro
credited afterwards with having good seats, and
I might add tough ones, thanks to our tutor,
whe know his business.

May 30, 18CJ, two batUliona, under Lieut.-Co- l.
Horace Biattcy Sargent, were seat to

join the Cavalry Brigade of the Army of the
Potomac, aud they followed its fortunes most
actively from that time to the end. Of tho
many ftgbt in which we took part iu Virginia
I will teuk of but one, and that briefly. This
took plaoe at Aldie, June 17, ISiS. J I ore wo
oustainod our heaviest loss. It was aboHt 3
p. nt. that Geo. Ittipatrtck, mbmndoratandiug
the onomy's fnree, oromod the 1st Mass. and
the 9d X. Y. lo " gain tboe hill," minting up
the road. Near the Ion of said hills stood the
residenoe of a Mr. Purr, wilh its usual accom
jianiment f outbuildings, fences, etc, around
aud about which Uie enemy wore posted in
force. The 9d X. Y. took to the woods to Uie left
ef the road, and soon wakod up old " welkin "
aud rang him vigorously, while the 1st Mass.,
my company (U) deployed, went up on the
right. Our course lay over dear flehla, except-
ing one or two feaeet; so we were iu full view
of the enemy from near our starting petut to
finish.

What a beautiful opportunity the robots had
to practice on living targets, with at first but
little danger to thonojelvos. Hew wc envied
the 3d X. Y. their cover. Strange to say, hut
few of us ware hurt. They jp'nertilly ovor-tm- ot

us.
When near Hie crest, wo gained the inter-

vening space with a raah, but encountering a
regiment of the enemy, which appeared to me
to be from .0M to 10,000 strong, we were
soon rushed book, as was squadron after squad-
ron of our boy, as fast as seut in, resulting, of
course, in knocking our regiment all lo pieces.

Then up eame oar support (God save tho
mark ), who turned, and led the enemy, yelling
iu triumph, iuto and thretfeh us. and nearlv u.

quarter of a mile beyond whore we had held
them. But there tlio eeene shifted, for when
near our battery they ran Sato and radely
jeetlod aome of the 1st Me, Cav., who worn just
coming up. Groat hoott! hew mad the Maino
boys got ever it. In fact, H seemed to me that
they always traveled with a "chip" on their
shoulder. The resell was that ore the enemy
reached a plaoe of safety, whioh was far within
their own linos. thy had received many all ik-
ing reminders of Maino grit, and from that time
on things wont more to our liking.

That night our boys rested on their anus
vtetarinu. But ef thhj, however, I was net
folly advised ; lor I was u tired, hungry, find
eroHtfallen prisoner, fearing the worst fer my
regiment, for many of it members wore xav
companions in misery. Had wo iscoti the fol

At our last Jtouuleu, theWtibJ held at Bos
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ton, Oct 23, our Commitlee on Aldio Memorial
roportod in substance as follows:

On a patch of ground 10 feet square, which
has been doodod to tho 1st Mass. Cav. Asso-

ciation by Mr. Farr (son of tho ono nbovo
reforrod to) thote has boon erected n monu-
ment of Quincy granite, seven feet high by 1G

inchos thick, and about two and n half foot
wido. On tho faco next tho road, noar which
it ioel. s carved n horse's hoad, bridlod, and
the rogimontal badgo (which consists of cross-salior- s,

horsoshoo and sun burst) in half relief.
In this, a reproduction of the ono at Gettys-
burg. Under this is tho following inscription :

1st Mass. Cavalry,
Third Brigade,

Second Cavalry Division,
Juno 17, 1SK1.

Erected by tho 1st Mass.
Cnv. Association 1S91.

On tho sides of tho monument aro cut (ho
names of tho killed and wounded. This wo
boliovo to bo tho only monument of a Northern
rcgimont on Southern soil.

I havo seen in your best of nil papors tho
porcont. of killed iu tho chnrgo of tho Light
Brigade, but do not remember having seen to-

tal lossos. Will you kindly furnish mo full
particulars thereof. Not, howovcr, that I ex-
pect our casualty list will bear comparison
thotcwith. In fact thcro is no comparison bo-twe- en

n regiment that fought once, aud rostod
en its laurels, and another that fought and
nover rested until its laurels, with thoso of
many oilier gallant commands, were woven Into
n crown of victory for our wholo urmy. L. W.

As to tho marching aud fighting wc did W3
lay no claims to any of it. The Armies of tho
Cumberland and Potomac did all that sort of
Ihitsg, but wc were sort of hangers ou. Wc
wore noar enough to seo what was going ou,
aud could feel sorry for tho fellow a who had lo
march and fight. True, wo saw uiobt of tho
Slates of Missouri, Arkansas, Tennessee, Mis-

sissippi, Louisiana, Alabama, and a little of
FJoiidu, and one time 1 believe wc woro Iu Kan-
sas. My rogimout (Md IudJ. about an aver-&K- O.

only made a record of 9,782 miles, which
is no great thing. True, wo came pretty noar
getting iuto danger. Ono time tho company I
commanded (Co. A) lost 55 por cent, of their
number in about 30 minutes. I, myaelf, got
my h in hlighlly skinned, I did. At Tupelo wo
buried 700 doad rebels in front of our brigado,
and the Johnnies kept the flies off of us while
we wcic doing tho killing. As to Bed Itivor,
sorry to say mauy did not answer to roll-ca- ll

the next day, and a good many others had to
go lo tho hospital on accout of being hurt; but
that wasn't much.

Then, at Nashville in December, '04, it Is truo
tho First Division took If! battle-flag- s aud 13
piocos of artillery; but it is no great things to
do that; a little daugerous sometimes, butyou
know it is an easy thing. And it is true tho
rota didn't want to givo them up, aud they
were carol eos wilh their gum, too. But who
pretends to say that the Sixteenth Corps
amoHiilod to much? Truo, we had a good
mauy graves to dig after tho battlo, and a groat
many came home with empty coat-slucv- es aud
ompty pants-logs- .

Then, we wont to NewOrloans and round to
Mobile. Eight days in front of Spanish Fort,
charging the foil over ground full of torpedoes
and through linos of cheval-de-friF- e between
IS aud 2 o'clock at night and capturing the en-

tire command, while the Thirteenth Corps and
Gen. Granger were all asleep, wasn't much.

Blakely, aud tho march from Blalcoly to
Montgomery, a distance of 230 miles, was an-

that we sympathized with tho soldiers who
endured the haidships of war. We don't claim
to have been the fighting, marching, charging
t roops. We don't claim to havo hoisted our fLg
first on the rebel ramparts. True, my own com-pauylosl-

A Reminiscence or Hconllng In tho Elknatcr

Valley.

Editok National Tkibune:
H K recent death ofTts Gen. W. H. F. Lee
brings to my mind an
experience I onco had
with that distinguished
Confederate officer. In
tho Summor of 1861,
my regiment, the 15th
Ind., was on duty iuX8 S tho Elkwator Valley.

Beyuohlj. Co. B, of'Ssl which I was then First
Sergeant being armed
with Enfield rifles, was

kept almost constantly ou scouting duty, aud
dipt Aler. Fowler, who commanded us, was
very fond of that particular service. Not in-

frequently our company was sent out 10 milca
or more from camp, and our experiences were
mauy and varied.

A few week3 after tho battlo of Bull Bun wc
happened to bo out ou a scout about six miles
from our camp ut Elkw.nter. Pickets wero
stationed well to the front, whilo tho company
wont iuto bivouac for tho night, aud tho usual
precautious were taken against surprise. The
following morning wo woro loitering about,
when a commotion was observed nt tho out-
posts, aud tho Sergeant of tho Guard soon ap-
peared with a flag of truco nnd escort Tho
Hag was iu charge W. H. F. Loo, then a Major
of cavalry, and the escort consisted of per
haps 20 men. Maj. Leo brought a communica-
tion to Gon. Beyuolds, which was promptly
forwarded to headquarters by our Captain.

Pending its delivery and return of the uies
sougor, Maj. Loo aud his escort wero placed in
my charge, nnd much interesting conversation
ensued. I was particularly struck with tho
neat gray uniforms worn by tho visiting robcls,
aud the carbines with which they wero armed.
It may bo remembered that tho first Indiana
troops bout out were uniformed iu gray, and our
regiment (much to ourdismist) as so uniform-
ed. West Virginia mud and tho woar and tear
of our scouting service had not improved our
nppoarauca, and our ragged and faded uniforms
were In strong contrast to tho newandnent
uniforms of tho rebels. 1 remember that Maj.
Leo looked us over with anything but an ap-
proving glance, aud I am sure thought wo wero
a poor lot. Happening to see my Enfield, his
eyes lighted up uud he fleoniod vory much in-
terested.

His btay with us occupied perhaps two hours,
and resulted in a mutual iuturchungo of news.
For instance, he iifformed mo that tho rebel
were marchingon Washington ; that they wero
aboul to attack and capture Baltimore; that tho
battlo of Bull Bun had settled tho war, and poaco
would soon bo declared, with tho South as vic-
tors, etc

On my part I informed him that wo had 25,000
men at Elkwator; that tbo wholo command was
armed wilh Enfield rifiea like my own ; that
wo expected to attack uud capture tho rebel
force iu front of us very soon, etc.

Wo woro both romancing, and wo both knew
it, but It served to prnts the time aud did no
particular harm. It was understood among
our officers that tho flag of truce was seut iu
with a proposition to oxchaugo tho Union pris-
oners tukeu at Bull Kuri for those captured nt
Bich Mountain by McClellau's force; but as
our Government did' U0t? thou recognize tho
rebels as belligerents, the proposition wa3 re-

jected. I ncvor saw Maj. Leo afterward, but
tho memory of our unexpected nnd interesting
mooting Is plousaut to recall. -- Edwin Nicab,
Captain, loth Ind., South Bend, Ind.

From Beverly we took the prisoners to
Indianapolis, and whero our regiment was mus-
tered out I havo often seen accounts of the
samo battlo with oiir rcsiment always forgotten,
but I only will say that wo wero there, and took
part iu fighting and taking prisoners that day,
and lost many of our boys during the last few
days of thuir service. After Hunter started ou
to Lynchburg wo wero sent back with tho
prisoners, and delivered them iu Indianapolis,
Ind."

Tho floors of their quarters glisten
like mirrors, and thoir bods have tho appear-
ance of uoeoiled snow, with spreads of Hamp-
ton pattern. Eaeh man takes a bath every
week, and tho attendants, with few sseoptiotta,
are kind to the pat touts.

At the Soldiers' Humes.
Veteran, National Home, Milwankee, Wfe..

says the suggestion made by tho Soorotary of
War that some supervision of tho Board ef
Managers of the National Homo would be
proper, will bo approved by every veteran who
is familiar with tbo internal affairs of those in-

stitutions. Our National Homes, notwithstand-
ing their magnitude and importance, are neg-
lected by tho press, and the people know very
littlo about them. Tho following 'elnoflo is in-

serted in tho instructions sent to soldior3 who
desire to enter the Home at Milwaukee : " By
tho law establishing the Homo tho mem-
bers are mails subject to the Rules aad Articles
of War, and will bo governed thereby in tho
samo manner as if in the Army of tho United
States." While this is not strietly truo, yet the
existence of such a law creates a vagso fooling
of apprehension, ami restrains many who have
valid cause of complaint. Members of tho
Homos need no sueh rules or articles. The
effect is unfavorable and enables petty offieinls
to shew thoir authority very unpleasantly
soaieti-no- s for tho members under thoir con-
trol.

UNION PRISONERS.
Another 'Aeceunt of Hovr They Were Treated ia

the Sunny South.
Editor National Tkibcxk: I wish, to cor-

roborate tho testimony of H. C. Horubocksr,
107th Pa., in regard to treatment of Union
prisoners in rebel prison pens. Tho writer was
captured at Monocacy, Md., July 9, 18&1, and
was paroled at Richmond Feb. 22, 1305; was
confined at Danville, Va , from July 29 till Feb.
13 following, and the word the comrudo uses
i. e., hellish cannot express tho misery we ex
porieuced. Wo were fed on corn-co- b bread and
cow peas that a Northern farmer's hog3 would
have Bcornod to touch. At ono time during
our stay there the rebs were packing beaf for
their army, and they kindly (?) gavo us tho
heads and lights, or lungs, which oar cooks
boiled and issued with the soup which came
with it, and you can imagine the effect it had
on the boys, who had not tasted meat for weok3.

At auother time they said they were going
to give tho Yanks a foast, and they boiled up
green pumpkins and cabbage leaves in tho
same water rusty, maggoty bacon had boon
boiled in. Imagine our feast.

How well I remember the December day
when Col. W. C. Ralston, 21th N. Y. Cav., was
shot in Prison No. 3, just across tho street,
nearly opposite our prison. How they rushed
out the guard when tho alarm was given ! And
next morning poor Ralston was taken over
the hill to the hoepttal, where he died five days
later, a victim of rebel hatred. I wish somo of
the boys who were there wonld write it up in
better form than I can, and tell about Undo
Dave, tho rebel gnard, who used to appear so
often ou tho parade-groun- d in front of tue
prisons with a balband-chai- n hitched to his
leg, and on a barrel with a placard on his back,
worded thus, "Beware of Dundee."

Now when any person makes the assertion
that Union prisoners wero kindly treated in
auy rebel prison during the hist year of tho
