"LL have him for our

He wns of
Ialian birth, had been a strect-organ grinder
in St. Louis, and was the Mark Tapley of our
caunpany. On an especinlly painful mareb, &
cold wel might out, or when one day's rations

had to cover half a week, Jim came out strong.
He had been enlivening the weary hours by
occiusionnl snatehes of song from his extensive
repertory on this partienlar day, and when it
was whispered along the ranks that we were to
be given a rest ou the morrow, Christmas day,
Jim issusd a formal invitation to our piatoon
to take Christmas dinper with him.

It was done. She was entirely destroyed
before the deception was discovered.

But this splendid resalt was probably not
greater in its effect than the manifest posai-
bility of gelting even transporis past the
blockade. Some might be lost, bat that some
wou!d get throngh seemed probable.

AT LAST GRANT SPOKR TO PORTER,
in command of our naval forees, of his final
and long cherished purpose. Porter's co-
operation was wecessary and was cheerfully
promised. He even volunteered to get the
transports ready for the passage, an offer
gladly accepted by Grant. Out of sight of
the foe, on the east side of the river, above
the city, and where the swampy country

protected him largely from spies, Porter did ]

his work. Bales of hay, for use by our forces

below, sad cotton bales were piled around [

the boilers and hid the boiler fires. Sacks
of grain were added where possible, that
they might benefit our troops, and thus, one
after another, the three hoats—the Silver
Wave, the Henry Clay, and the Forest
Queen—were made ready. A ripple of ex-
citement reached us in camp about this
time, the effort of someone from Vickshurg,
evidently, to find ont what was going on.
We heard of the eaptare of a amali beat in
which, at the stern was afterwards found a
diminutive white flag, playing the part of
the flag of truce, if the oceasion required,
and our river guards took it and the men
rowing it to Gen. Grant,

We only eoncluded that it was a trick,
through which the enemy could with safety
investigate our lines, and the boys were indig-
nant enough. But Gen. Grant informed us
that the boat earried no less a personage than
Jacob Thompson, Seeretury of the Interior
under President Buehanan, and that though
he did not believe in the good faith of this
river party, he sent them back, after a pleasant
balf-hour's chat, to the city, They were no
wiser than before, however. Yet it seems
that they bad in view the possibility of
other blockade running, presumably by the
naval fleet, for they had bonfires prepared
on both shores, and houses also, that eould
be set in flames in & moment,

When the stenmboats were all in readi-
ness for the downward ride of danger thers
arose a tronble of another sort, Two of the
crews refnsed to remain on the vessels. Two
Captains were willing and one erew, that of
the Forest Queen; but some other arrange-
ment must be made for the other bonta. I
do not know that ¥ blame the boatmen for
their conduct. It was not in the line of
their business to engage in such sn under-
taking,

THERE DID NOT SEEM MUCH DELAY,
however, for an appeal was made to the
troops on shore for assistance. The word
passed awiltly from eamp to camp It cre~
ated an interest that resnited in prompt ae-
tion. The men talked together: officers and
men alike burried up te volunteer. Men to
command the boats, men to pilot them, to
engineer, to serve anywhere as the crew,
were found in abundance. When it was
known that some would be wanted to go
into the hold and there wait in the dark-
ness to fill up any break in the haulls that
might be made by the enemy’s cannon, there
were scores for that duty. The only regret
the soldicrs seemed to have in this was that

they could not see the fight. More were on 1
hand than 50 boats would need. The same |

was true when the next effort was wmade.
Oar volunteers could do anything, and were
ready for any emergency. The night of the
16th of April was dark ;

The transporta were to be led, accom-
panied, followed by seven of Porter’s iron-
tlads—the Benton, flagship, in the van;

Woman's Life In Tarker.

The Turkish women's garments are all of
the mest brilliant and showy pattern, and they
wear trousers of gayly-fowered chintz which
reach to their ankles, and are never of gauze,
as some seom to believe. Above the trousers
they wear a shalvar, or petticoat, made of four
breadths of material not sewn together, and
each a yurd and a half to two yacds long. In
the street theso are tacked up, bus left to train
in the house, Noxt comes a chemise of Broussa
erepe with long sieeves and V- neek.
No corsets are worn, A jacket made of silk or
velvet, and richly embroidered in gold thread,
pearls, tnrquoise, and coral beads. This is very
low in the neck, and buttoas around the waist
with three small butions, leaving the eutire
bust exposed, with the exception of the doubt.
ful protection of the transpurent crepe chemise
and the rows of brilliant-colored necklaces.
A shawl is folded oo the bias, and wound
around the waist tightly, which bolds up the
trousers and shalvar, but makes a clumsy-look-
ing wad. -

This is the national house dress. When
ing out, a long, shapeless cloak, with wide
sleeves and a wide Hsp hanging down the back:
and the vail, with & brilliaut-haed parasol,
completes the strect attira, At night, Summer
and Wiater, a wadded nightgown is worn,
generally outside the elothes worn dering the

Ounly a few families have bedsteads, prefer-
ring to sleep on the pile of 20 or 30 quilts on
the floor. Each wife has her suite of three
rooms, and sleeps there with her children and
personal servants ; and no matter how hot the
night, the windows are tightly closed,

The Turkish women are sensitive and fall of
a rather exaggerated seusibility, which caunses
them to shed tears and faint om the slightest
provecation. " Nerves™ as we bave them, they
don't seom to know, but they are ready to keel
over in a faint for almost nothing. Whether
this is natural to them, or induced by their
lack of exercise and coustant bathing in such
boiling bot water, I canuot tell. They sit or
lie about al! day unwashed and maest sluvenly,
unless they expect visitors, or are going ous,
uantil six o'clock, when their husband may

aibly pay them a visit, and so towsrd even-
ing they let their slaves brush them up and
decorate them.

Ouees in & while there will be a desperate
guarrel in the harem, and then the eunuch has
the anthority to whip the offenders. Imagine
15 or 20 waomeo shut in one hounse—one room
almost—all having an equal elaim npoun the
master ; give them nothing useful to do; stnff
them all day long with sweels, nuls, fruit and
rich food ; oblige them to huddle close around
the little brasier, or mangal, in winter, to keep
from freezing, with half a dozen or morve dif-
ferrnt broods of children to make mischief, and
we have ouns reason why the peace-loving Turk
goes into his harem so seldom. The law of the
Koran allows no woman to makse a sign of her
existence to her hushand between the honrs of
sunrise and sunset, so he is at peace to attend
to his business ln his own part of the honse:
but it is pretty hard on the women. How
weary they get, bow their hearts chafe under
this uanatusal cenditiom, none outside can
koow.
