Aftor Iniiiig ioliovod, woro ordered back to
our old camp on the liver, and whilo in camp
on Chickamaugu Creek, the lioys made dugouts
of logs, which were usod as boats to carry corn
from an island iu tbo river. One sack nta timo
is nil that tbe boats could possible oniiy. Two
mon lost their lives bv the cnpsiuug of boats iu
the swift ourront in tfio rivor.

Xov. 25, 1WJ8, Uie battery crossod tho river
on pontoon bridges built by Gen. Shcrmau's
mon, and took pari in tho battle of Mission
liidge.

March 4, 1S61. Uio battery loR for Chatta-
nooga, TennH and was RSfnjniod to the Second
Division, Fourteenth Corps, Jeff C. Davis com
manding, and on May Z we start i'l on tho
Atlanta, oaiapaigu, and took part iu the fights
atTunual Hill, Buzxard Boost, Bosaca, Rome,
Dallas, Big Shanty, Kcnosnw Mountain, Poach
Treo Creek, Atlanta, and Jonosboro. Tho bat-
tery was under ilrc noaily every day from the
Btart to tho fiaish, having cjqeuded G,70G
rounds of ammauition, and having had two
mon killed, eight wounded, and one horse
killed. At Joueabfiro tho battery fired but a
few rounds, when tho First and Second Divis-
ion, Fourtoonth Corps, charged, driving tho
onomy trom their works aud capturing oight
guns.

At Atlanta Cant. Barnoli resigned, and Liotit.
Ooe took conimmid of the battory. Winlo in
Atlanta the battery was reduced ten four-gu- n

Aloazo W. Coe cast n gloom
ovor tho battory. He never knew what fear
was, Ho was kind aud genorous te a fault, and
tho KaUon lost a brave and loyul toWicr. The
battory was now rod u cod to but ono com mis-
sioned oiliccr. Lioat. Chas. McDonald, n hrnvo
ana dashiug oflioar, was takon prisoner before
t be battery roacbod Atlanta. H is loss, too, xvos
felt vory much, us m!$k was tho loss of Warrou
Diebert, who was taken prisoner at tho same
Umo.

I will keie relate one more Incident which
took place noar Millodgaville, Ga. Tho writer
was detaiiod te take charge of a foraging party,
and bocoming suparated irom the party but a
short distance was surrounded by a squad of
guonillas, IS in number, armed with carbines.
He did not Inlly loalizo Uio extent of his
dangor until tho Captain of the gang ordored
tho nearest rami te him to take his lariat from
hie saddle, pat it around tho writer's nock, and
load bis horse under a tree standing fiear by,
and to throw the oad ovor a limb and draw it
up aud mako it last and give the Tiorse a cut,

nnd let the Yank swing' Uow, the
prisonornevor had boon classed as an orthodox
Christian, but tho timo boing near nt hand,
something must bo done, and the first thing
thought of was wmo kind of n prayer. His past
life cainenp befatr him, and the only prayer re-
membered was, "And new 1 lay me down
to," and that was as far as he got when ho
discovered that there wn no one behind him.
Tho thought struck him that he would rather
be shot than huag, m turned his horse and
struck his spar hitatho frightened animal's
Bides, threw himif ahmg tbo dc of tbe horse
and yelled git, and we got, and were 109 yards
away hofaro the rebs rallied from tboir sur-
prise. But when they discovered that they
wore foiled, Uey oatptted their carbines in an
incrodiWc short time. The ballots flew ovor
and audor, and to the right and to Uie left, bat
neither the harac nor tb rid or wore injured.
They fallowed fr a wile and gave up tho chaM
and went back without their prisonor. Life is
too short t write all Uie wnlr Utoagkt aud
felt at that time a4 for woeks aftorward ; his
hair almost stands an ond to this day whon
thinking about it.

K. Y. 'Jlie next merniiig at daylight we dig.
covered that the rebels bad loft, and the writer
and a man by the name or Kelly crawled up
lo and looked into the robot works, and saw
two darkies, one sitting upon a box and the
othor asleep. They told us that tho robots had
planted torpedoes an the railroad to our loft.
Gen. Geary, of the Second Division, Twentieth
Corps, claims to have been the first inside the
rebol work, bat I am of tho opinion that ho
was about 80 minutas too late to get there first.

From Savannah tbo buttery march od into
South Cnroli n a, crowing tho rivor at Sister's
Ferry with the d Division, Fourteenth
Oorpi, Gon. J. IX Morgan commanding the di-vim-

nnd took part In nevoral t.ki rial's ties, and
an active part at tbe battle of Boutoiivtlla, U.
C, March 19 to SI. 'OS, this being Uie last bat-
tle fought by Slionaau's grand army. Was at
tbe surrender f Jahuston's army, and mnrobod
through Virginia te Richmond, thence to Wash-
ington, taking part in Uio Grand Iloview. Wo
wore thou ordered lo Springfield, JH., whero
tbo baUory was nnsterod oat of the service,
aftor marching bandrods of miles and being
under fire of Uio ouumy over 409 days. Tho

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LOOKOUT MOUNTAIN.

Concerning the Tiro Cannon Cnpturcd at the Cra-

ven nossr.

Enrron National Triiidne:
HAVE watched for

Lookout Mountain, and
believo I have read

&m. h them nil. Last August
" i was up in ot.

'ronro Conntv. N. Y..a Mm nml talked tho battlo
over with several of tho
boys of my company
who woro there. Capt.
(then First Licuteu-nnt- )

Thos. Hohart, ivho
was promoted ond put
in corn maud of Co. I
after I resigned, has

boon nt my house recently, and wo have com-
pared nolc3. "Wo of Co. I are all agreed, and
agroed to what wo boliovo nro tho facts in tho
case; and I will endeavor to Btoto the case as
wo understand it.

And, first, pormit a personal explanation.
Until I road Surgeon Hcach's JotUsr in Tue
National Tribune for July 2 last I had never
heard of any contention nbonltho two cannon,
nud my two articles of Oct. 24, '89, and May 7,
W, wete prepared without any thought of Boch
contention. Hence, Comrade Beach is alto-
gether too froo in his flings nt mo. Thcro is
no ground for them whatsoever, so far ns I am
concerned. I wrote from tho material I had
gathered at tho timo, with some help from tho
" Hisloiy of the Sixtieth."

In my pocket diary, mado nt the Umo, it is
recorded that we roachod tho nose of tho
mountain nt 12:10 p. m., and Ui at wo were re-

called aud Ostorhaus's Division sent to take
our plaoe at 3 p. in. Theso arc tho facta. And
up to that hour no troops weut ahead of the
00th. 1 remember that when wo reached tho
noeo of tho mountain there was a brief attempt
made to reform our line, aud that tho lines
woto much miugled. But 1 also rcmotnber that
as wo defended towards the south wo woro tho
front lino ; and when wo ran against the snag
of a determined roasting fire of the enemy,
and were oiderod to lie down aud hold that po-

sition, our lino was tho extreme-fron- t edge of
the Union troops, and 1 lay in that fiout lino
all tho timo uutil wc were called back at 3 p.
ra. and OstcrliHiis's men put therein our stead.
Then wc fell back aud took position along tho
nose.

New, ns to Comrade Chaffee's Rtory. Thcro
is no roasou to doubt it. 1, mysolf, a littlo be-

fore wo roachod the nose of the mountain saw
n hirgo company of soldiers with hats drawn
down ovor their facos, as if thoy were facing a
pelting rain, rushing into our Hues. If Sur-
geon Beach will got my first nrticlo ho will
Icaru the wholo story. Comrade Chaffeo'f
story is much like what I mysolf saw.

Now let us get at tho facts about tho
skirmishers. They woro not iu front of their
respective rogiments, but just where it hap-
pened. So Chaffee and his two comrades wcro
soma lod.s to tho left of their rogimont, tho GOth

N. Y., which was a good way up tho mountain
fiom the Carliu House to the right. Then, tho
skirmishers being separate, men would not bo
bo easily hit. Tho demand of Surgeon Beach
to know how many of tho GOth N. Y. wore j
Killed about the Caritu House has no relevnucy,
bocauso tho rogimeut was not thoro at all. Yet,
three of its meu were there, because they hap-
pened to be in that part of the skirinish-linc- .

Now, as to who woro hit of tbe GOth, Maj.
Thomas was severely wounded in this part of
the chargo; Lieut. Hohart, commanding Co.
K, was shot through the body, in tho vicinity
of the Carliu House, as he recollects it, up hill
from it to tho right, and in front of it towards
tho onomy; Color Scrg't Leahy, of Co. I, was
wounded in the same part of tiio field. Tho
regiment lost 37 iu killed and wounded in tho
battle, most of thorn aftor tho noie of tho
mountain was turned.

As to tho camion, Comrndo T. N. Murphy, of
nry oempany, informed mo that a fowduys after
the battle he was at Gcu. Geary's headquarters,
and saw the two cannon parked there. This
cortainiy seems to be conclusive to show that
whatever receipt nu ordnance officer may have
given on Nov. 25, whon Gen. Geary was with
his command marching over to tho enemy's
camps at the foot of Chattanooga Hights,
when he returned he obtained them ns his
right, becauKo his command cnpturcd them.

Comrade Chaffee does not iutimato "that
Uio Urugglo about Uie Craven House was tho
work of a Fquad of skirmishers," etc. All that
is implied iu his arcouut is this, that the skir-
mishers wore ahead of the main line; that they
wero not necessarily in front of their own com-
mands; that they boing scattered and tbo main
Iwe&olid, tho killed and wounded camo mostly
from the main line; and that tho extreme right
of oar line so overlapped the rebel lino that
tho robs could not hold tho position they had
takon, and foil back rapidly.

Finally, if Whitakcr'a men were not so eager
after all tho earth, to tito exclusion of other
oqiially-deservin- g soldiers, the case might, I
think, be setUed without serious difficulty. I
was no far to Uio right of tho road by the Car-
liu House that I did not soe the road or houso
that day, ut least, not to remember them,
though I marched ovor tho road next day.
Now, whn wc got to Uiat part of the field, I re-
member that to the loft of whero I was thcro
ware troaps il range to us, hut roported as from
0torhunfc3 Division, and forming our sup-
porting division, which had got n good deal
mixed up with oum. This being so, what Com-
rade Chaffee tolls may be strieUy true, and not
oenSietwith whatSurgoou Buach tolls, that" 11
of the 401b Ohio fell dead in the grounds about
the Craven House." 1 havo never hoard a GOth
N. Y. man want to take ono honor from any
other aoldier; though we do intoud to main-
tain our own.

As to what body of troops first weut through
the Carliu House yard and laid hands on tho
camion, u judicial settlement scorns now un-
likely. Surgeon Beach does not claim lo havo
been in that lront line, nor docs he quote nuy
one who was. I have given tho testimony of
oneof my own company, (personally nnd clobely
known to me,) that he was one of tho firdt, and
lie uamod two others. This testimony, written
when the fact of any controversy wa.unknowu
to mo, and I think to' him, Surgeon Beach
scout, though not one of the facts he alleges is
against it. Gcu. Hooker should have mado
such investigation nt tho time, if need be, by
court of Inquiry. I havo heard that personal
aims of his prevented.

J urn convinced that Urn following is substan-
tially tho truth of the caso: Tho White Star
Division hud tho front lino hy order, und, in
fact, all the way nrouud uutil three o'clock.
The mon who woro away up the mountain-Bid- e

had us much to do with capturing the cannon
us those who woro right before them nnd laid
hands on thorn, for those nbovo who had no
enemy iu thoir front wcroflaukiug tho enemy
lielow them out The secoud lino, boing Oiler-huns'- fi

men, had come np to and wero mingled
with the first lino by tbo time wo lay down at
the extionio point of advance, or before. It
waslhcuholo body of Uie troops that in any
large fionfco captured tho guns. Of this whole
bodj even at the lust, the White Star Division
was the chief part, and was at the front till
3 o'clock. Now, iu tho intermingling of lines
toaid tbo lunt, the 10th Ohio aud others of
WhiUikor'a Brigade, of Oitorhaus's Division,
may havo been along with tho White Star Di-

vision at tbo front. Or it may have been that
Homo were killed after 3 o'clock, when Onter-Iihiih- 'h

meu hold the lino alone after tbo While
Star Division had been withdrawn.

J do not think the temiicr which Surgeon
Beach shows is called for or will help his cose
We who wore in the front liuo and still llvo,
have no wish to pluck one leaf from the laurels
of tho 40th Ohio or any other command. Wo
want our own and that others havo theirs, but
wc do nut want thorn to try aud take ours.

A Rhode Island C&Talrrciiui Olrei a Good Account
or the Harper's Ferry Affair.

Editob National Tribune:
EiSIRING to have
another shot at thoID Harpor's Ferry affair, I
send tho following. I
havo read with much
interest tho various
communications in re-

ply to J. E. W., ns to
whether Col. Miles wo3
iri fault, nnd uktco
mainly with Briscoo
Goodheart. I disagree
with him, howovor, ns
to tho practicability of
tho infantry escaping
after tho enomy had o-
ccupied Maryland
Hights. JohnH.Dyo'fl
lcttor was also interest-
ing, butlias somo orrors.
Gon. White was not
court-martiale- d for not
superseding Col. Miles.
His rcasonB for not as-

suming the command at
Harper's Ferry wero
very crcditablo.

Volume XIX, Tart 1,
Series 1, of the Ollidal
Records, contains a full
accouut of tho Harper's

Ferry disgrace, nnd of tho dolugs of tho Com-

mission appointed to investigate tho same.
Gen. White applied fornn investigation nnd

the Commission appointed for that purpose re-
ported that his conduct " merits its approbation.
Ho appears to havo ac'ed with decided capa-
bility and courage."

On tho 5th of Scptombcr, 1662, tho forces at
Harper's Forry woro posted as follows: Ou Bol-

ivar Hights, tbo first brigade, Col. D'Utnssy,
commanding, consisting of tho 39th, 111th,
115th N. Y., and tho 13th Iud. battory (Von
Sehlcn's); and tiie Second Brigado, Col.Trimblo
commanding, consisting of GOth Ohio, 9th Vt,
and 12Gth N. Y. and Potts's battery. In rear of
Bolivar Hights was placed tho Fourth Brigade,
Col. Ward commanding, composed of the 12th
N. Y. and part of tho 87th Ohio, Rigby's bat-
tery (Indianu), and Co. A, 5th N. Y. H. A.

At and around Sandy Hook five companies
of tho 1st Md., eight companies of tho 87th
Ohio, thrco pieces of Potts's artillery and Cole's
company of Md. Cav. wero placed under Col.
Maulsby. On Maryland Hights was placed tho
Third Brigade, Col. Ford commanding, com-
prising tho 32d Ohio, thrco companies of tho
1st Md., n detachment of tho 5th N. Y. H. A.,
two companies of the 1st Md. Cav., aud tho 7th
Squadron, R. I. Cav.

Tho first day of tho fighting on Maryland
Hights, Friday, Sept. 12, a battalion of tho
39th N. Y. and tho 12Gth N. Y. joined tho
forces thoro nnd took part in the action ou top
of the mountain. Tho samo dny Gen. White
arrived nt Harper's Ferry from Martinsburg
with Uio 325th N.Y., Goth 111., and tho 12th III.
Cav. nnd Phillips's Illinois battery. Tho 3d
Md. and 8th N. Y. Cnv. had been drawn in
from Shopardstown. Saturday, about 9 a. m.,
the 3d Md. arrived on the Hights, and about
noon seven companies of tho 113th N. Y.,
who woro placed on the left near tho bat-
tory of Dahlgrcns, about half way up tho
mountain. Two companies of tho 113th N.
Y. had previously couio over, and had boon
engaged in front with tho 39th N. Y. The
heaviest fighting took placo on Maryland
Hights, aud tho rcbols su tiered thoir greatest
Ioscs there. Our total loss at Harper's Ferry
and on Maryland Hights was 217 In killed and
wounded. The rebel losses on Maryland Hights,
as reported hy Gen. McLawn, who wa3 in com-
mand there, was 213 in "killed and wounded.
Gen. A. P. Hill stated his loss as G9 in killed
and wounded. Jackson .and Walker did not
givo their losses, but each must, at least, have
been as great as Hill's.

Of our forco on Maryland nights tho losses
of tho 32d Ohio were largest, 10 killed and 53
wounded, and the 123th N. Y. next, with 13
killed and 42 wounded. The 39th N. Y. had
15 wounded and tho 115th N. Y. 11 wouuded.
(Official Records.) Tho troops hud orders from
Col. Ford to evacuato tho Hights botween 2 and
3 p. m. Saturday, much to thoiramazoment. It
was supposed that Ford had orders to hold the
Hights to tho Inst extremity, which had not
then arrived. Ford said that ho had orders
from MIIo3 to retire froVn tho Hights.

Tho Commission In their report Tccommendcd
that Col. Ford bo dismissed from tho service.
Col. Miles being dead, thoy could do nothing
with him except stating that hi3 "incapacity,
amounting to almost imbecility, led to tho
shameful surreuder of this iraportaut po3t."
They also blamed Gen. Wool for placiug him
m command, aud declared that Gen. McCIellan
could and should havorclicvod Harper's Ferry.
uoi. i'oru was dismissed from tho service by
General Orders, No. 183, War Department,
Adjutant-General- 's Office

I never heard of his being reinstated. Gen.
Whito states in his report, dated Annapolis,
Sept 22, 18G2, that tho conduct as well as tho
words of Col. Miles was that of a bravo and
loyal officer. Several of the officers testified
beforo tho Commission that Col. Miles was
totally imcompctcnt, nnd that ho was greatly
in fault Many expressions wero made hy
officers and mon tho day Maryland Hights
was ovneuated, nnd after tho surrender, that ho
was a traitor, aud I have hoard p'mce tho affair
several times, that Col. Miles met his death by
onr own mon, and J. T. Williams's communica-
tion infers as much, as he says ho stood by tho
gun nnd saw tho "shot fired at him that
caused his death."

J.T. Williams is in an error as to tho troops
on Maryland Hights; tbe 9th Vtand thelllth
nud 112th N. Y. were not on tho Hights nt all
during tho fighting. Tho 112th N. Y. was not
in the force at all. Evidently ho means tho
12th N. Y.. which was in tho Fourth Brigade on
Camp Hill. I would also state to him that I
was porfectly awaro of the breastworks of logs
ou top of tho Higbtfl. as my duties ns a cavalry
picket and scout took mo all over tho Hights
out as far as Solomon's Gap, nud oven down
iuto Pleasant Valley.

I have revisited Harper's Ferry several times
slnco tho war. The scenery is as beautiful ns
over. Last September, huppeuing to bo there,
I rodo horseback up to the top of Marlynnd
Hights nud looked tho old hattlo-grouu-d over.
It was as difficult of ascent as of old, and tho
fcaturos of the Hights seemed entirely un-
changed. The flat where McGrnth's Dahlgrens
woro stationed looked as natural ns ever, aud
there was Uio same dense undergrowth and
rugged ground ou the top. Remains of tbo
Blight fortifications could bo seen, but all was
peaceful nud quiet. A narrow path not much
used loads np to tho summit, and progress up-
ward, owing to tho douso woods, is still diffi-
cult ou horseback. William II. Nichols
Corporal Troop, A, 7th Squadron K. I. Cav., 135
Bridgo street, Salem, Mass.

things that ever happonod to our array, for our
men woro never in so good fighting condition
as at tho time wo wont np M issionary Ridge.
Nono of us wcro sick from eating too much,
which was always tho troublo when wo had
full rations in camp. Of course there was
some grumbling by the' men, nnd officers ns
well, for wo woro all as hungry as bears, and in
fact I was nover so hungry in my life, and
nover felt better ablo to march or fight. Our
hardost time, to our brigade nt leaht, came
aftor the battle of Misstouary Ridge on our
march to Knoxvillo with only one issue of ra-
tions, during which timo wo bad to livo on
sick wheat and corn meal mixed with water
and mado into flapjacks. Many a frugal meal
wo made on this stuff, which was not nearly
equal to quarter xntlous. We did tho bost wo
could by trying to cat the hard ripe corn, as we
marched along to tbe relief of Bumuide. Wo
made it all right uud 1 do not boliovo there
was a man of us flick from lack of food.

I cannot commend your paper too highly for
tho position yon- - take, and always take, in tho
interest of the soldiers. May you ever prosper

While in Danville, he remembers seeing tho
guards inside of tho prison peel au apple and
then throw tbo pecliug3 among a crowd of half-starv- ed

prisoners, and, from tho manner in
which the prisoners fought nud scrambled for
them, seemed to amuse tho guards very much.
Ouco in 10 days a half-barr-el of bacon was dis-

tributed among GOO prisoners, which served
merely n3 an aggravation. Comrade Petty
says that if they treated their prisoners well,
how is it they made them drink the water from
tho Dan River, which was so warm nnd dirty
that one could not seo the bottom of the cup
containing it wbou within six rods of their
prison a largo hogshead of cool spring water
was running to waste. After robbing them of
all the clothes thoy had, when it began to get
cold, a sign was stuck up, stating that they
would tint bo exchanged that Winter, aud they
had better send homo for blankets. The writer
says as thoy had never been allowed to roceivo
a letter, how could they expect to receive
blankets, and so he did not send for any. The
rebels bragged that they wero killing more
