Tbo sea
broke ovor tbo pilot-hous- e and tho waves struck
uudor bor over-ban- g, which was tbo defect of
tho vessel, and wroucbod her terribly. At 10
o'clock in tho evening it became evident tbat
ebo was about to bluk, and tbo Ilhodo Island
wont to bor assistance. Sovoral of her crew
woro washed overboard, and some others woro
so dazed that thuy could not bo mado to loavo
tbo turret in which tboy had taken refuge.

tho rebel Gen. Morgan at Lebanon, capt-
uring 293 of bis men, iucluding Lieut-Co- l.

Wood, Morgan's second in command. Tho
regiment was victorious at Mooro's Hill. In
August of tbo samo year it was employed in
keeping Kontucky clear of Morgau and bis
bands and in watching tho advance of Kirby
Smith. At Thompson Station, March i, 16G3,
when tho entire infantry of tho Federals was
captured, tho 9th fought its way out and suc-
ceeded in bringing with it tbo cntiro artillery
and baggage-trai- n of tho army and all tho
wounded that tho ambulances could hold. At
Cowan tho rogimont captured 200 of Bragg'a
rearguard. During the Winter of 1PG3 it was
active in East Tennessee. While in Winter
quartors tho regiment and in May,
1HG1, successfully defended Frankfort against
Morgan. It badly defeated DibrelPs Brigade,
ofWhcoIor'a command, near Boudyville, Sept.
5. Tho regiment joinod Gen. Sherman at
Marietta, Ga., in Novemlier, and on tho first
day out from Atlanta it had a fight with
Wheoler, and succeeded in capturing ovor 300
of bis men and all his artillery.

Ills Claims for Promotion as Rrlzailler-Genera- l,

U. S. Army.
Col. Win. P. Carlin, 4th U. S. Inf., Brovot

Mnjor-Gcnora- l, U. S. Army, is making an eHbrt
to bo appointed to tho Brigadier-General'- s com-
mission in tho Regular Array which will be
mado vacant by tho retirement of Gun. August
V. Kautz Jan. 5, 1S92. when that oflicer will
reach tbe ago limit, 61 years.

Gon. Carlin was appointed to tho Military
Academy by Hon. Stephen A. Douglas, from
tho Fifth Illinois District, in July, 1SIG, and
was appointed Brevet Second Licntcnaut of
Infantry July 1, 1850. Ho served dnring tho
years lfc50 to 1S51 in Minnesota, and was pro-
moted Second Lioutenant 6th TJ. S. Inf. in
April, 1851. ne was promoted First Lieuten-
ant iu 1S55, and was with tho Utah expedition
and march to California in 1853. Ho was pro-
moted Captain March 2, 1861, when ho applied
for aud was granted leave of absonco to enter
tho volnnteor sorvice. Ho was tendered a com-
mission as Colonel of tho 3Sth III. by Gov.
Yates; also the command of a Now York cav-
alry regiment, as woll aa tho Lieutenant-Colonolc- y

of an Iowa regiment.
Gen. Carlin took command of the 33th 111.

Aug. 15, 1861, and mado a brilliant record. Ho
wasiu thooporntions in Missouri and Arkansas
from September, 1SG1, to May, 1S62, being en-

gaged in tho action at Fredoricktown, Mo., Oct.
21, 18G1; in tbo pursuit of rebols nndor Gon.
Jeff Thompson, November, 1801, and in com-
mand of tho District of Southeast Missouri
during tho samo month, and up to March, 1S62,
and on an expedition Into Arkansas March to
May, 1802, whore ho was engaged In several
skirmishes, and the capture of Pocahontas and
Jacksonport. Ho was in the operations in
North Mississippi from May to August, 1862,
including tho slcgo of Corinth aud tho pursuit
of tho rebol army to Booncviilo. Ho was on
tho march to Murfreesboro, Tcun., during the
month of August. 1862; thence with tho Army
of tho Ohio to Louisville, Ky., and in tho ad-van- co

into Kentucky, being engaged at Perry-vill- o,

Oct. 8, 1802. Iu his report of that battlo,
Gen. D. C. Buell says of Gen. Carlin: "Sheri-
dan wns reinforced by Carlin's I'rigado, which
charged tho onemy with intrepidity and drovo
bim through the town to his position beyond."

Of this samo action Gen. C. C. Griftin says:
"With gallant Carlin in tho lead, drovo them
beyond Perry ville, and occupied tho town with
Ins skirumhora. Col. Carlin 13 spoken of in
terrii3 of highest praise, which I can safely in-

dorse""
Gen. Robert Mitchell adds bis testimony in

tho following language: "I have already
spoken of tho gallant conduct and skillful man-
agement of Col. Carlin, commanding tho
Thirty-firs-t Brigade, but cannot refrain from
again calling your attention to tho eminent
services and bravo actions of this modest and
efficient ofiicor In this ongagemont. By his
courago and skill the enemy's center, a strong
position, was broken, aud tbo rebols thrown
into confusion."

Ho was promoted Brigadlor-Gonor- al Nov. 29,
18G2, and was on tho march to tho rollof of
Nashville, boing engaged in tho skirmish at
Knob Gap, Dec. 26, and tbo battle of Stono
River, Dec. 30, 1862. In tho latter action ho
was complimented by Gen. Jeff C. Davis, who
says: "Carlin advanced in excellent ordor,
driving everything beforo bim, until ordered
to halt, having dislodged tbo enemy from bis
position entirely."

Gen. Rosecrans says: "In such brigado com-maudo- rs

as Carlin tho Govcrnmout may well
coufido. Thoy are tho men from whom our
troops should at once bo supplied with Brigadier-G-

enerals."

Gen. Carlin was in tho battlo of Liberty Gap,
Juno 21, 1863; advanco on Tullahoma, Juno
21 to July 4, 1863; battlo of Chickamauga,
Sept. 19 and 20, 3; in tho operations about
Ctiattannoga, October to December, 1863, being
engaged in tho action at Lookout Mountain,
Nov. 21, 1S63.

Gen. Hooker says: "7dy thanks aro duo to
Gon. Carlin and his brigado for services on tbe
night of Nov. 21, at Lookout Mountain. They
wcro posted in an oxposed position, and when
attacked repollcd it with great spirit and suc-
cess."

Ho was brovettcd Lientonant-Colonc- l in tho
Regular Army for his scrvico at tho battlo of
Missionary Ridge, Nov. 25. Ho was in tho
pursuit of tho enemy and battle at Ringgold,
Nov. 27, of which action Gen. R. W. Johnson
says: "Carlin moved forward to support Har-
rison. This duty, liko all duty required of
Gen. Carlin, was performed promptly, and with
bis usual good judgment."

Gon. Ovrlin was promoted Major, 16th Inf.,
Feb. 8, 1861, and went on tho Atlanta cam-pai- cn

iu command of bis brigade, being en-
gaged at Buzzard's Roost, May 9; Regeca, May
11 and 15; pursuit of tho enemy with dully
fighting to Kenesnw Mountain, whero ho wont
on sick leave, returning July 30, and remain-
ing until Atlanta was captured.

Gon. Carlin was brovettcd Colonel in tho
Regular Army for gallant and meritorious
services at tho battlo of Jonesboro, Sept. 1,
1861, and was highly complimonted by Gen.
R. W. Johnson, commanding First Division,
Fourteenth Corps, and also by tho Corps com-
mander, Gen. Jeff C. Davis. He was brevettcd
Major-Gencr- al of Volunteers March 14, 1865.

Gen. Carlin was 011 tho march to tho sea and
tho invasion of tho Carolinas, participating in
sovcral skirmishes aud tho battle of Benton-vill- e,

N. C .March 20, 1865. Ho was brovettcd
Brigadier-Gener- al in the Regular Army for
gallant services in this buttle, aud Major-Gener- al

for gallant and meritorious services in tho
field during tho rebellion.

Aftor tho war ho performed sorvice In various
capacities, commanding a division in tho Dis-
trict of Clarksburg, W. Va. ; was President of
a Military Commission and Commissioner of
tho Frecdmeu's Bureau for the Stato of Ten-
nessee. Ho was promoted Lieutenant-Colone- l
17th Iuf., Jan. 1, 1872, and Colonel 4th Inf.,
April 11, 1882.

Kneli Corps slmll have a Koll of Honor. composed
of brigade rolls, nnd in addition thereto tho names
of general, Held and stair officers who win espeeial
distinction by noble and heroic eonduct.

The name of any one on the Rolls of Honor may
bo stricken therefrom for misconduct, or for foiling
below tli standard, by regimental, brigade, divis-
ion or superior commanders, or by sentence of
courts-martia- l.

This battalion shall bo provided with the best
rifled arms, revolving arms if possible, and will bo
mounted ns soon as practicable. Itshnll be always
kept full by selections made from brigade, regi-
mental, or company Rolls of Honor.

Oflieers nnd soldiers may be dismissed from tho
battalion for miseonduetby itrfeommaudliigoiilcer,
with tbe nuprovat of tbe brigade eouimauder, or
by ortler of a sunrior commander.

Tbe light battalion will ha excused from pleket
duty, and when not on detached servlee will be
eneumped at Brigade Headquarters. It must bo
kept at all times fully armed and equipped, and
provided with water-prno- fs nnd shelter tents, and
also, when required. Winter-tent- s aud the neces-
sary transportation.

These light battalions will be looked upon ns
tbe elite of the army, and models for their pro-
fession, and from them will bee peeled sueh deeds
of daring nnd enterprise as will prove them worthy
of the distinction conferred upon them, and justify
the etioiee of their companions.
