The manuers and customs of a people being
n nover-failing subject of iuterest to their poa-
terity, tlnq leaf out of the social history of
Ameriea mav perhaps be found not unworthy
of notice. The genesis of the English settle-
ment of Virginia presents the first record found
of the lottery in connection with American
history, In King James's eharter of 1612 to
the Virginia Company of London, license was
gratited to that company to establish n lottery,
to raise money for outfit and supplies to the
infant colony in Virginia, The lottery thus
sanctioned was largely sulseribed to, the
Grocers' Company of London and other gunilds
taking shares, and we even find two London
charches adventuring several pounds in Vir-
ginia lottery tickets, The amount realizod in
drawings spread over six years, was £29,000,
but upon the House of Commons protesting
apninst the Virginia lotterics as an illegal raije-
ing of money withoot parlinmentury sanction,

| they were terminated in 1621 by an order in

council,

The earliest notiee of an Awmerican lottery
found advertised (although not the first) was
in Bradford’s Awmeriean Mereury, Philadelphia,
1720, It advertised “a now brick house, cor
ner Third and Arch streets,” for which 350
tickets, at 20 shiilings eac h, were to be drawn,
Soon alter lotterices appear to have hecome eom-
mon, It is curions to find the early defense of
the Colonies against foreign invasion helpedon
by the aid of lottery, 1In 1745 leading eiti-
zens of Philadelphia (Benjamin Franklin, Ed-
ward Shippen, and others), having defeated
the Quaker policy of von-resistance, organized
a lottery to raise £3000 neoded for the ercetion
of a battery on the Delnware. In the same

The eolle o invested F' WD in tickels and was
lncky enough to draw the prineipal prizge of
$10,000, 1In 1755, the citizens of Charlestown,
in Town meeting assembled, voted to ask the
general court for nuthority to organize a lot-
tery to raise funds for paving Main strect. In
1779 tho repairs of Long Wharf, Boston, were
provided for by a $£2500,000 lottery. In 1512 a
lottery was authorized 1o ralse 216,000 to repair
the beach at Plymonth, This lottery isued
schictues in the spaee of nine years, to the pro-
d'gmm amount of $758.439 yet the entire sum
realiz d to tho town of Plymouth was only
$0576. lu Connecticut, in 1790, a lottery wus
authorized to raise a fubd for building & new
edifice for Yale College  Among publie build-
ings erceted by the ald of lotterics in America
Faueuil Hall, in Boston, was one of the most
conspicnous,

Alrendy, as early as 1710, the General Court
of Massachusetts enaeted that “all private lot-
teries are comnmon and pablie nuisances,” In
1733 and 1753 more stringent acts for their sup-
pression were passcd.  Still these Iaws were of-
ten violated, and the Legislature itself, in
plain frustration of their spirit and intent,
many special acts permitling these
“ecommon and public nuisances.” At length,
in 1521, o eommittee of the Legislature made
a remurkable report npon the mischicfs of the
sale of lottery tickets in Massachusetts,
abuses of the system were laid bare, and it was
shown that in a siugle scheme nefirly $500 000
had been collected from tiekets out of the hanl-
carned suvings of the people. In 1533 an set
was passed which put an end to the sale of
tickets in the State,

It is not surprising to find George Washington
participating in the lotteries of his time—for
in what object of publie improvement was he
not interested ? Tickets are preserved of “ the
Mountain Road Lottery,” dated in the year
1764, and sigued by Washington, one of which
is in the Toner Colleetion, deposited in the Li-
brary of Congress, In his manuscript aecount
books in the Departmuent of State is this entry,
May 4, 17659: ' By cash paid Peyton Randolph,
esq., for my 10th of 100 tickets taken in partner-
ship with himself and others in Col. Byrd’s lot-
tery, 2507  In December, 1709, in his personal
diary, wo read : * Diued at the attorney's, and
weut in ye evening to draw Col. Moore's lot-
tery.,” The same business engaged him for
three successive o Yeningpes, The first o'll!l'y
above records Washington's share of 10 tickets,
at £5 cach, in the luttery organized for the sale
of the famous estate of Col. Willlaw Byrd, called
Westover, comprising a large domain on James
River, This was authorized in 1756, and en-
abled payment to be made of the debis of a
heavily involved estate, This way of disposing
of real ealate was not uncommon n Virginia
more Lthan a centug ¥ ago, It waus unrestricted
by law vntil 1760, when the Legisiature, moved

A singular historical érror oceurs in the En
eyclopedia Britaunien, where it is gravely as-
serted that “ before 1820 abl least 70 sels were
pussed by Congress authorizing lotteries for
various public purposes, such asschools, roads,"
ele. The facts are that Congress has never
passed any act authorizing lotteries for schools
or roads, and the eareless cneyvelopedist has
confounded the list of 70 lolterios authorized
by Virginia laws with the legislation of the
United States Congress,  After a rapid survey
of lottery sehemesin New York, New Jersey,
Marylund, ete., the addgess proceeded :

Strauge as it may appear in modern eyes, the
larger number of lotteries st this period were
for ecclesiasticnl objects. Thus we read of
lotteries to gather in £1,350 for St Jumes
Church, Lancaster; £500 to enlarge Trinity
Chureh, Oxford; £450, for the Presbyterian
Chureh, Middletown; 3,000 picees of eight to
finish the Episcopal Churclhh on Third street;
£3,000 for & new Presbyterian Church in Bal-
timore, and 3,000 pioces of eight to finish the
steeple of the Sccoud Presbyterian Chureh, at
Third and Arch strects, hiladelphia.

When Thomas Jelferson returned from Wash-
ington in 1809 to a long-neglected estate at
Monticello, it was to struggle for years with ad-
verse fortune, failing crops, wasteful sluve
Inbor, low prices, and & constantly-growing
debt snd interest account. More than any
man in America, he was freguented in his re-
tirement by & throng of fricads, admirers, and
lon honters, who found bed and Loard at the
hotel Jeflerson, until its propriotor was almost
literally eut® out of house and home, At
length, early in 1526, Jefferson, then in his 534
year, “au old man broken with the storwos of

The |

State,” torned as a last resonrce to the deviece
of selling his lands by lottery, for which legis-
lative sanetion was songht at Richmond. The
aet passed, but before it was put into effect pub-
lic sympathy was o0 roused in behalf of the
venernble statesman that it was resolved to
save his estate from alienation. Some $15,000
was raised in leading cities, and served to cheer
his last days (for the pride which had refased
aid from the Virginia Treasury was subdged
by adversity), but these subseriptions tended
to defeat the success of tho lottery, which was
abandoned when the death of the llastrions
beneficiary, the same year, caused the interest
on saviag to him his patrimony tosuisiule. The
estiate at last had to be sold at great sacrifice,
and Jefferson's debts exceeding the procecds

The State of Louisiana, which appears to
have become the last refuge of the lottery sys-
tem, 13 now engaged in an earnest strogele of
opposing forces over its renewal or 1ts aholition.
Congress, having prohibited Ly an aet jn 1542,
still in foree, 21l sales of lortery tickets in the
District of Colnmbin, endeavored by w law of
the Iast Congress (the constitutionality of
which Is now before the Supreme Conrt) to
break op all ase of the publiec wmails for lottery
purposes, under stringent penalties,

While the lottery for private gain s mainly

of recent growth, the lottery for Government
revenues, ecclesiastical purposes, educational
objeets, improved transportation, and pablic

charities, was the earliest, and sorvived the
longest. o sum up this necessrily brief his-
torical view, it appears to be established that in
the earlier ages of the Hepublie lotterics wore
regarded with general fuvor, or at least with
toleration ; thatschemes or drawings by chance
for publie objects were commaon throtghout the
country ; that they generally produaced small
pecuniary resnlta to the obhjects mided, while
drawing from the peoplo heavy sums with no
return, save to s vory few individuals: that the
evils and ahuses developed by the systam, even
when administered nonder the shield and sane-

WITCHCRAFT.

A Majority of the Citlzens of the Eaited States Be-
liewe In 01,
[Century. |

Witchieraft is at the present time bolieved in
by a majority of the eitizens of the United
States, The larger number of immigrants from
the Continent of Earope are more or less in fear
of such powers. To these must be added uo in-
considerahla proportion of persons of Fuoglish
and Scoteh descent; for a stronyg veln of super-
stition is discernible in many Irish, Seotrly, nud
some English, whose * folk-lore,” ditffused in
nursery tales and neighborbow] gossip, hus en-
twined itself strongly about the lers of spou-
taneous subeonseious mental imagery, Among
the more ignorant members of the Catholie
Chureh of every nationality the beliaf produces
a mysteriouns dread, against whieh men and
women cross themselves, aad resort to vurious
rites suppased to be eflicacicns,

Where colonies of immigrants have remained
isolnted, retaining the ww of their own lan-
guage, the influence of witeherafl is more ensily
traced, The interior of Pennsylvanin affonds
better illustrations of this, and on a larger
scale, than any othier Stute. It has been but

two or three years since =uit was brought by & |

man agalust Lis wother, in one of the Conulics
of Penmnsylvania, to recover damuges for a dog
which he charged her with having killed by
witcheralt; and he not only brought suit, but
obtained judgment from a Justice of the Peace.
Varioua wiluesses testified as to their ex-
puriences in wilcheralt, and only one said that
be had never had & friend or relative who was
bewitched,

In divers villages in Pennsylvania, some of
them in the IMopkard zettlement, are women
who are supposed to be witches, Some are
shrewd eoough not to apply thelr arts for
strangers, but to those whom they kuow, as
stated in an article in the New York Sun some
years ago, they will sell charms to ward off
lightuiog from buildiogs, dry up the wells of
Lhe cnewios of applicants, force cows to give
bloody milk, cunse sicknesa in the family, de-
stroy Leauly, sepuarate man and wile, and re-
unite estranged lovers,

In the interior parts of the Sonthern States,
where a large proportion of the white popula.
tion cannot read, and there iz little admixtare
of society, thers are ~ witeh-doctors,” who, as-
suming that all disease is caused by witches,
secure thriving practice in enunterscting their
influcnee. The Philadelphin Tines, on the au-
thority of a reputable correspoudent, who givea
many lacts to snstnin his representations, says :
“ For generations the poor whites have be-
lieved in witches, and tho belief is deep-seated
and incurable”

The African population brought this belief
from the Dark Continent, and It persists among
them to this day, though the progress of reli-
gion aud education is deiog something to check
it.

I have recently noted in various parts of the
United States more than fifty suits instituted
by persons against those who they claimed had
bewitched them: but under existiuvg laws the
accused could not be prosecuted exeept where
money had been obtained under false preten-
ses, or overt acts of crime bad been suggested
or commitied,

During pedestrian tours in New England, in
various parts of the West, and in every South-
ern State, I have frequently stayed for the
pight at the houses of poor farmers, laborers,
fishermen, and trappers. In such journeys I
bave invariably listened to the tales of the
neighborhogd, stimulating them by suggestion,
and have found the belief in witcheraft crop-
piug out in the oldest towuns in New England,
sometimes within the very shadow of the baild-
ings where a learned ministry has existed from
the settlement of the country, and publie
#schools have furnished meaus of eduention to
all classes. The horseshoes seen in nearly
every l‘umn) and often in every Tawnship,
upon the houses of persons sngzested the old
horseshioe beneath which Lord ,\e.-nn, who bad
long kept it nailed to the ma<t of the Fietory,
received his deathwound at Trafulear,
