ritEFEKENCE FOR VETEUANS.
Wo regret to say that there is not that

interest shown by the comrades in the
amendment to Section 1,754, of the Revised
Statutes, that we hoped would be shown,
and which certainlyshonld be shown- - This
section, it will be remembered, reads as fol-

lows:
Sec. 1,754. Persona honorably discharged from

the military or naval service by reason of disability
resulting-frot- wounds or sickness incurred in tho
line of duty, shuir bo preferred for appointments
to civil offices, provided they arc found to possess
tlie business capacity necessary for proper dis-

charge of the duties of such o (13 cos.

This is practically a dead letter for the
following reasons:

1. It confines its provisions to those who
were discharged by reason of wounds or
disabilities, and makes none 'for those who
served their tiino out.

2. It contains no punitory clause, and
therefore leaves it entirely optional with ap-

pointing officers whether they will obey it
or not

Wo have urged the comrades that they
take vigorous action to have this section so

amended as to extend the preference to all
honorably discharged soldiers, sailors, and
marines, and then make this prefereuco a
real effective one by a stringent penal clause
which will adequately punish any appoint-

ing officer who shall disregard it
These suggestions to our comrades have

borne fruit iu several bills introduced into
Congress one very excellent one by Senator
Gallinger, of New Hampshire which have
been placed on the calendar, and will prob-

ably remain there in quiet uselessness until
the end of this Congress, unless the comrades
take more interest in the measure than they
have up to dale.

We urge that there should be a strong
insistence by the comrades everywhere upon
their Senators and Representatives for the
prompt passage of Senator Gallinger's bill,
or some other measure which will insure
veterans a real preference for all appoint-

ments and employments. Such an enact-

ment has been too long delayed. It should
have been made part of the law of the
land at the close of tho war, and the
comrades have had the benefit of it for

the past quarter of a century. That
this was not so has been a great in-

justice to them. The passage of such a law
could have injured no one, for no one has the
slightest right to an office or employment
except the men who saved the country at an
enormous cost to themselves. No one has
tho least ground for complaint because a
veteran is preferred to him, because no
civilian can have acquired the slightest claim
to appointment.

Snch a bill can be gotten through daring
the present session if the comrades will go
to work at once, and in tho right way. Let
petitions praying for the passage of such a
law be sent in from every part of the coun-

try. Let every Post and every Department
Encampment memorialize Congress to pass
such a law, and all comrades write to their
Senators and Representatives urging them
to do all in their power to promote the de-

sired legislation.

If this is generally done the success of the
measure will be put beyond doubt. All that
is needed is a decided manifestation that the
veterans are solidly united in demanding
that this preference be prescribed bj' the laws
of the land, that they will not be satisfied
unless it is, and that they will hold those
who oppose it to account at the polls.

THE BERING SEA DISPUTE.
Reduced to its simplest terms the Bering

Sea dispute is this:
1. The seal-ski- n industry is an important

branch of the world's business, in which an
immense amount of capital is invested, and
upon which many thousand people in Europe
and America depend for support. It is to
the interest of the whole civilized world that
the industry be maintained.

2. Owing to the lack of proper precautions
the seals have been virtually exterminated
in every part of the world, except two little
islands in Bering Sea, which islands are the
property of the United States.

3. They are almost exterminated there,
and will certainly be so this year unless the
Government of the United States takes
energetic measures at once to protect the
straggling remainder.

4. This danger has been imminent for
years, and known to be so by all who are at
all familiar with the subject It has been
generally conceded that it was clearly tho
duty of the United States toward the rest of
the world to give the seals the needed pro-

tection.
5. The United Stales has accepted this

view of its duty, and attempted to do what
it was conceded should be done.

6. While admitting all these facts, Great
Britain has opposed the performance of our
duty on the pica that we had no authority
over the waters of Bering Sea outside the
limit of three miles from shore. This limit it
is universally admitted is utterly insufficient
for the purpose. Besides, the United St'ttes
adheres to its claim of entire sovereignty
ever the waters of the American portion of
Bering Sea.

7. Last year the United States agreed to a
modus vivendi with Great Britain, by the
terms of which the latter agreed to join with
us in preventing all scaling in Bering Sea,
excepS a limited catch for the support of the
inhabitants of the Pribyloff Islands, and the
United Stales agreed to submit its claims of
entire sovereignty over the sea to arbitra-
tion.

a This year, just before tho opening of
the sealing season, Lord Salisbury, tho head of
the British Ministry, announces that ho will
not continue the modus vivendi. This means
that the British fleet will not assist that of
the United States in keeping the seal-poach- ers

out of the sea. As these poachers
are generally British subjects, sailing ships
under the British flag, it follows that any
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attempt to interfere with them on what
Great Britain claims to be the high seas,

will constitute a distinct offense against
British sovereignty. We are therefore
warned that any attempt to execute our
own laws on what we hold to bo our own

territory, will endanger the peace subsisting
between the two countries.

9. This is bad faith and sharp practice.
Having agreed to submit the question of
sovereignly to arbitration, good faith re-

quired that Great Britain should continue
the modus vivendi until the arbitration was
concluded. Good faith required that she
restrain her subjects from committing overt
acts while the question was pending. No
other course is possible in private disputes
among honest men, and diplomacy should
have at least as high moral3 as obtain in
private life. This case becomes particularly
aggravated from the fact that the seals of
Bering Sea have already become so nearly
exterminated that another season's unre-

strained slaughter would sweep away the
last vestigo of them.

10. Our course seems, therefore, very clear.
Unles3 Lord Salisbury changes his determi-

nation not to renew the modus vivendi, we
must execute our own laws in Bering Sea,
and take such steps as will effectually pre-

vent the extermination of tho seals. This
is a plain duty, which we must do without
regard to consequences. It is altogother
unlikely that these consequences will be
any tiling more serious than a little harmless
bluster, for Salisbury is so manifestly in the
wrong that he dare not go farther in the
matter than a strong bluff. Tho public
opinion, not only of England, but of tho
whole civilized world, would overwhelm-

ingly condemn him if he provoked even the
possibility of war on such unjustifiable
grounds.

The United States certainly does not
want to go to war over the seals, and still
more certainly tha English people do not
want to fight to protect a lot of Canadian
pirates in their barbarous warfare upon tho
seal tribe. The English people have been

grossly deceived as to the nature of tho dis-

pute between tho two countries. They have
thought that it was merely some political
question involving the honor of their country,
and the interest of tho Queen's snbjecls.
Of course, then, they would support the
Government to a man. Now they are com-

ing to understand that this is not the case,
and the Government of the United States is
proposing to do what the whole civilized
world sajr8 should be done. Tho horrors of
the slave trade, which stirred up the
English people so profoundly, were scarcely
more repugnant to civilized feelings than
the unnecessary brutalities of pelagic seal
fishing, Seals seem almost human in their
intelligence, and the cruel slaughter of them
in their annual migrations is revolting to
every humane mind. Ten are killed where
one is caught, and this is without regard to

age, sex or condition. The descriptions of
the scenes ou the decks of the poachers
which are covered with dying mother-seals- ,

heavy with ydung, and whose woman-lik- e

eyes show an agony which should touch tho
hardest heart are enough to stir everybody
up to some course which will put an effectual
stop to this barbarity. As soon as the English
people come to understand this, they will
be as determined as our own in demanding
that the flag of their country shall not be
made a cover for this savagery.

We hope that there is not a soul so timid
as to bo disturbed by the possibility of a
war with Great Britain over the Bering Sea
matter. There is not going to be oven a
rumor of war. All that is necessary is for
the President to maintain firmly the posi-

tion ho has taken send sufficient force to
Bering Sea to intimidate the poachers, cap-

ture if necessary a few of the most de-

termined, and the matter will bo amicably
settled. Our position is so clearly right, and
it is so clearly for the advantage of the
British people themselves, that Salisbury
Vill make the greatest mistake of his po-

litical life if he persists in any course that
looks like embroiling the two countries in
even so much as a serious dispute. Wo
don't want to quarrel with England and
tho English people don't want to quarrel
with us, especially over a matter in which
their interests lie in the same direction as
ours. They want the seals protected even
more than we want lo protect them, for they
have millions of dollars invested in seal-

skins where wo have thousands.

MoitE trouble for tho gentlemen who are
painfully striving lo keep this Congress from
being a " Billion-Doll- ar " one. Over 100 Rep-

resentativesincluding practically every-

one from Illinois, Iowa, Kansas, Michigan,
Minnesota, New York, Ohio, Pennsylvania
and Wisconsin havo joined in a letter to the
River and narbor Committee, asking that
the beginning be made of an appropriation
of $3,500,000 for providing a deep channel
20 and 21 feet from Lakes Superior and
Michigan to Lake Erie. The. Commitleo
can scarcely refuse to make a recommenda-
tion for Bueh an appropriation, nor tho
House to adopt it It is a matter in which
all the people of the northern tier of States
have the deepest possible interest, as it
means cheaper transportation and conse-

quently higher prices for all their farm
products.

Experienced legal artists, using tho
guillotine, seem to bungle jnat as badly as
our nervous Sheriffs manipulating-- the
hempen nooso for the first time. A sicken-

ing scene took place recently in Germany,
where the executioner made two ineffective
attempts to cut off the condemned man's
head with tho guillotine, and finally
wrenched, off the d, heud,

with his bauds.
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after the trusts.
The Department of Justice is making

ready for a vigorous attack on the dressed
beef combine, and the biscuit and cordage
trustSi It looks at this time as if it would,

have no difficulty in finding ammunition
with, which to successfully attack these
giant monopolies. It is said that at tho
present time Armour, Swift and Morris not
only control the market for dressed beef, but
their purchasing agents have formed a com-

bine to stifle competition in the purchoso of
cattle on the hoof, and that thereby the
farmers arc at the mercy of tho association
of purchasing agents, who pay just what
prices for cattle ou tho hoof they see fit.

Wholesale butchers in Chicago, who have
refused to pay tribute to the "Bjg Three,"
have been made to suffer severely for their
temerity. Recalcitrant butchers iu other
largo cities have Been similarly persecuted.

Similar offenses are alleged against the
cordage trust Mr. Hoirton, of the Depart-
ment, who has been West on a special in-

vestigation of this monopoly, says:
This combination is ono of tho most powerful

and unscrupulous organizations I havo yetcomo In
contact with. I wont to Minnesota to investigate
a complaint that tho State oQlcinls of Minnesota
wero unnble, by renson of tho cordngo trust's ma-
nipulations, to procure machinery for making
binding twino in tho Stnto penitentiary nt Still-

water. I found tho complaint well founded. A
committee of tho Minnesota Legislature went to
New York to buy mnchinory for making binding
twine iu tho penitentiary. Thoy went to John
Good, a Now York Inventor and manufacturer of
binding twino machines, and endeavored to pur-
chase ono of tho machines. Mr. Good was in tho
power of tho National Cordage Company, the cord-
age trust. Ho had a contract with tho trust lo fur-

nish his machines to no company or corporation
outside of tho combine. The cordage trust officials
wero consulted and they mado the astonishing
proposition that they would allow Good to sell his
machines to tho Slate of Minnesota, provided tho
Stale gavo a bond of 5200,000 to indemnify tho cord-
age trust from any loss which might result by
reason of tho convicts competing with tho trust.
The offer was, of course, rejected.

The progress of the Attorney-General- 's

warfaro against these oppressors of the people
will be watched with intense interest.

The only tangible reason for Lord Salis-

bury's course in tho Bering Sea matter is the
earnest appeal of Sir Charles Tupper that
tho Canadian capital invested in seal poach-

ing be not locked up or destroyed. As there
is probably 100 times more capital invested
in England in the manufacture of seal-ski- ns

than in the illicit capture of them, this rea-

son should not have much weight Then,
the slightest breath of actual war talk
would destroy 1,000 times as much business
as the illicit sealing amounts to. We may
expect to hear some very vigorous protests
from the English merchants and manufac-

turers against any further "bluffing" by
their Prime Minister. They could, well
afford to buy up every Canadian vessel en-

gaged, in seal piracy, and pension all the
Captains and crews rather than havo a single
week of threatened hostilities between the
countries.

If the land is good for auything, New
Mexico, when she becomes a State, will be
as " well heeled" as any of the newer States,
except Texas and Californiar Tho House
Committee has agreed to give her one-nint- h

of all tho public lands in the Territory for
school purposes (the other Stales received

and besides this, 500,000
acres for reservoir purposes, and 700,000
acres for technical and scientific schools,
and asylums for tho defective classes. New
Mexico's population wil require an unusual
amount of education to lit them for citizen-
ship in the United States, as a largo propor-
tion arc Mexicans, and poor whites from
the South. We are glad that Congress recog-

nizes this need, and will provide for it
The House Committee on Naval Affairs

makes some important recommendations in
its report. The first is that more stringent
measures be taken to rid the Navy of obso-

lete wooden vessels. Tho rule lias been to
ullow no more than 20 per cent, of its origi-

nal cost to be appropriated for the repair of
any old ship. The Committee would cut
this down to 10 per cent, but would make
an exception in favor of the Kearsage and
the Hartford, because of their glorious his-

tories. The Committee wants all the vessels
already authorized completed as soon as
possible, and therefore recommends thatn
sufficient appropriation be inade for that
purpose. It recommends that no new battle-
ships he started, but that another commerce-destroye- r,

like the New York, bo authorized.

We believe it would be a good thing to
extend the Presidential term to six years,
and make the incumbent ineligible for re-

election, but it is a sheer waste of time to
agitate such a Constitutional amendment.
7vre do not believe that any amendment to
the Constitution will over succeed until there
is an intense agitation, almost leading to
civil war. Then only will the people arouse
themselves to the extent of making an
amendment possible. The golden opportu-
nity of making amendments relating to the
election of Presidents was during or imme-

diately after the Hayes-Tilde- n contest
There will not bo another such opportu-
nity until we aro involved in such another
crisis.

The House of Representatives has taken
another backward slop in its loudly pro-

claimed policy of Retrenchment and Reform.
The Senate voted to cut down the number
of copies of the eulogies on the lato Repre-

sentatives L. C. Houk and W. H.F. Lee which
the Government Printer was required to
print, lrom12,500.J to 8,000, but tho House
promptly decided that this should not be
done. The difference of coat to the Govern-

ment by this refusal will bo $2,7G0, enough
to pay 5100 a year to over 27 deserving vet-
erans.

Loud Salisbury haa a reputation in
diplomatic circles as a bluffer; also that no
diplomatic high Jinks, takes water more
promptly thau he-whe- some one' sees his
bluff. '

The highest-price- d apprentice in the
world is Prince George of Wales. The
British taxpayers are paying him $75,000 a
year to learn how to govern them after lus
grandmother and father shall havo died.
He will probably not have to do it then, for
it is likely that by that time Great Britain
will be a Republic, andrnled by a President
who has got his training, at vastly less ex-

pense lo the taxpayers than Prince Georgo

has been.

We have conceded much to England, in
conceding that our sovereignty of Bering
Sea shall be a question for arbitration. It
is as if A should buy a house from B, and
a few years later C, who never had any
ownership in the house, should come in and
demand that A should share his property
with him, and A should good-natured- ly

agree to submit tho'qucstion to arbitration.

The veterans in Kentucky are strongly
dissatisfied with tho distribution of the
offices in that State.
