men crawling up to the rifle-pits to get a
pop at his fellow-man, just as I used to do
in hunting quail. Bome of the boys make
it their bnsiness to take a breakfast spell—
shoot a dozen times or so, and then come
dowu with a good appetite. I went up to
shoot my gun off yesterday. Got wp and
looked over. Baw the yellow clay-made
breastworks, saw nor hat nor man above the
‘ line. Not choosing to wait longer, and taking
the Jirc tion of the courthouse, I held my
rv1. considerably elevated and fired. I
¢ imk that the artillery and I together did
tne building considerable damage, So much
for my par . in taking Vicksburg.”

May 31.—Grant directs Harlbut at Mem-
phis to hurry up reinforcements. No boat
to go Norih froin that city till transporta-
fion ‘s secured for troops. He “has aseer-
tained th:* Johnston has collected a force
some 25,000 strong at Jackson or Canton
Expeets him to attack Haines’s Bluff. Re-
quests Por.er tosend the Marine Brigade
with its fleet there, and hold it till relieved
by other forces.”

On this day, alse, hears from Banks, who
urges the necessity of concentration, and
wauts 10006 men. Replies “that Vieks-
(and Johoston) demands the concentration.”

June 1.—Our knapsacks are now on hand.
Left them to go into the fight of Chaim-
pion’s Hill,

June 3.—Plair returned, and Mower, with
& brigade of tico8 and 120€ eavairy, was
sent up the Yazoo to Mechaniesharg, to
watch the Big Black Cressing and Johnston.
Ope givision of Hurlbul's troops came, and
was dispatched to Mower aander Gen. Kim-
ball.

June 5.—DBy this time much of the ar-
tillery of the rebels was dismounted or with-
drawn; and 1 was writing in my diary:
“In the rifie-pits close to Vicksburg., Have
been in soma two or three hours. Just re-
ceived a hard kick on the lips from my

OUTRAGEOUS OLD MUSKET.”

Which recalls the fact that I had shot the
old thing so mueh that my shonider was so
sore thal I didn’tlike to put the gun against
it. 8o I held the weapon of warfare at arm’s
length, with the left hand grasping the
stock, the gun being in the porthole, and
ln!.lng aim, I pulled the trigger with my
right hand or finger. But I didn’t grip the
butt of the gun hard enough, and it simply
jumped out of my hand and landed on my
lips—especially the Jower one, Thia was
badly eut, and it swelled to a great size. I
think I appreciated the fact that it was Lot
in the trenches that day.

June 6.—Diary again: “The firing of can-
non has begun and will last for 20 minutes,
Don’t tegl very well. The sky is clondy, * *
Gloom shades every face when there is talk
of another eharye.”

June 7.—Diary: “On this pleasant Sun-
day I can hear the sharpshooter’s rifls and
the roar of caunon. We are in our little
cove still, It grows dusty.. Very warm,
too. Hark! There goes ashell. Tt bursts close
over the heads of the rebs in the rifle-pits,
Jirds are singing and the men are talking
and langhiong. One will get used to this
after all.”

On this day our forces were having it hot
at Milliken’s Bend. A partof the 23d Iowa—

160—was in the battle, and the white and
enlored troops togzether were only a little
more than 1,000 strong. The negroes had
never heen in a fizht, The enemy, under
Gen. Henry MeCualloeh, numbering nearly
3,000, came up on the evening of the 6th,
driving in the outposts, and expecting to
eapture the place the next morning. Dut Gen,.
Dennis, in cemmand, sent word by a passing
gtenmer to Porter, and he dispatched the
gunhoats Choetaw and Lexington to Dennis’s
The Choetaw arrived just asthe
rebels charged at 3 in the morning.

Tt was a volley
or two and then a charge, The rebels were
too many, and they could not stand the on-
get, DBat they fought till the relels were
right upon them. This Iad locked bayonets
with a man who weighed, he thought, at
least 150 pounds. I asked him what he did.

“I just tried to keep his bayonet so he
eonldn’t pet it loose,” he said. “ I was too
light He kept pushing me back
and bock all the time.”

“Well” T asked, * what did you think
about the result?”

“It was a mighty slim chance for me,” he
replied, with a laugh; “but as I knew his
gun was empty, I was safe as long as I counld
keep him at a distance, Finally a comrade,
seeing my dilemima, shot the man—blew his
head all to picces. Ttcll you I was glad, and
got back to that levee guicker than I ever
went before”

The way he told of the volleys poured
into the rebels by the gunboats showed thut
he appreciated their coming., The rebels
were glad to keep to their side of the levee,
and were finally beaten off. Greeley, refer-
ring to correspondents’ reports, says that
the colored troops pursaed, and were them-
selves cut down by our ironclads.

June 8. —A fall division of Hurlbut’s troops,
nnder Gen. W.Sooy Smith, arrived, and waa
sent up to Haines's Bluff. Gen. C. C. Wash-
burn was put in command there, Grant
himself went as far as Sartartia.

A woman in Vicksburg is writing in her
diary, 7th and 8th: ¥ The weather has been
dry a long time, and we hear of others dip-
ping the water from ditches and modholes.
The soldiers have nothing but spoiled greasy
bacon and bread made of musty pea flour.
The sick ovnes ean’t bolt it. In the streets
the rour scems so much more confusing, I
feel sure 1 shall ran right in the way of a
shell, They seem to have five difl=rent
sounds, from the second of throwing them
to the hollow echo wandering among the
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hills, and that sounds the most blood-curd-
ling of all.”

And these days I was writing in my diary

such words as these:
e I see by the Northern papers that the
people up there are just beginning to find
out that the charge on the 22d of May wus
not so light a matter after ail. Buat Vicks-
burg must and will be ours; and I think—
and decidedly hope—

WITH BUT LITTLE MORE BLOODSHED.

“I was ont on picket last night, and saw
better how our mining and other operations
advance.”

June 10.—Haines's Bluff was fortified
with capacity to hold 40,600 troops, and so
arranged that 10,000 could defend it. This
day Pemberton was sending word to John-
ston: "I shall endeavor to hold out as long
as we have anything to eat. Can you not
send me a verbal message by carrier, cross-
ing the river above or below Viecksburg,
and swimming across again opposite Vicks-
barg? The enemy bom bard day and night
from seven mortars. IHe also keeps up a con-
stant fire on our lines with artillery and
muskeiry.”

June 11.—Grant told Sherman that rein-
forcements were expected, and if Haines's
Bluff were besieged he (Sherman) would be
detailed to take command of it. Believes
that large reinforcements have come from
Bragg with the intention of helping John-
ston raise the siege of Vicksburg. Me-
Pherson and Sherman were to hold a part of
their corps in readiness to move to Haines’s
Bluff. Particular instruction was given
McClernand about his course if the Vicks-
burg garrison attempted to break ont, ex-
pecting a relieving army. And on this day
Herron, with his big division of troops, came
to complete our line of investment. He took
his position on our left, next the river, Lan-
man closed up on Hovey, and from river's
edge below to river’s edge above the Vicks-
burg garrison was hemmed in. It could not
break its prison wall.

Three days afterward Gen. Parke arrived
with two divisions of Burnside’s Corps, and
was dispatched to Haines's Blaff. The army
pow numbered from 70,000 to 75,000 men.
It was strong encugh to do all the work
before it, Thia brings us to a good stopping
place—when the invesment of Vicksburg
was complete and the army against John-
ston had received its necessary reinforce-
