
ployed as skirmishers, and after advancing
about two miles wo Lad a sharp skirmish,
in which Swaitz, of my company (D), was

killed. There were three rebs badly wounded
and one killed.

We continued tho forward movement,
driving the rebels before us until 1 p. m.,

when the rebs disappeared, and we went
into camp,

ont jronsES remaining saddled.
At 8 p. m. we were ordered into line, Gen.
Avcrell intending to make a night attack on
JeffersonviUc, lhres miles distant; bur we
remained in line until miduight, then
marched in an opposite direction until day-

break.
May 9. At 10 a. m. wc wont into bivouac

for breakfast. Lieut. Carter, of my company,

and 20 men weie sent b.ick three or four
miles to destroy some rebel Mores concealed
in a cave. He funnd the place and we de-

stroyed a large quantity of drug?, arms and
accou terra en's, etc., said to be worth $100,-00- 0.

"Ye hf--d to be in a hurry, as a largo
body of bushwhackers were congregating,
intending to surround us. Iu the meantime
our advance captured the train belonging to
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A FORAGER.

the lGlh Va. Cav., consisting of six wagons,

one ambulance and one blacksmith forge,

with their tesm. The horses being too poor
to keep up witli us, we burned ihe wagons.
TVe readied Eocky Gap about 5 p. m., Laving
marched, including the 8ih, 49 milee.

May 10. Broke camp at 5 a. m., and started
on the Wythcvillo road, crossing Bis and Little
Walker Mouiilains, and, arriving within eight
miles of Wythevillc, were met by a large force

of tho enemy v.t or near Mountain Cove Gap.
Wo dismounted and fought from 2 p. m. until
dark, wiib varying success, but at last were
badly whipped and outnumbered, and were
ordered to fall back. My regiment opened tho
battlo to tho Irft of tho Gap. Gen. Avercll,
thinking the rebel force only a strong advance
picket, found out his mistake and sent his
wholo force to support us. My regfcneut held
their ground and pushed lrcick tho enemy for
some time oa the left, but tho 1st Va. and 14th
Pa., on the right, being driveu back, our regi-

ment was recalled and the 2d aud 3d Ya. Cav.
took our place, and we were thrown across tho
right, between tl.o rt'bcls and the 1st Ya. Cav.,
to check tho rebels and give our other two
regiment a chance to reform in our rear. Wo
checked the enemy, but, heavy reiuforcemeats
coming to their aid,

WK VKEE rOIICFJ) TO RETrRE,
which we did slowly, under a heavy cross-fir- e,

and by our steadiness saved the wholo force
from a rout. Preparations were made for a
retreat. A heavy bkirmish-liti- e was thrown
out from our regiment to cover tho movement.
The rebel1, however, seemed to bo willing to
allow us to retire, which we did unmolested.
Our squadron on rcar-cnar- d, as usual, with
ordere to bold tho position until ordered to
withdraw, which orders wo never received ;
and after midnight woxame to the conclusion
to withdraw without orders, and we overtook
the command in bivouac on the side of a
mountain. Wc marched before tho fight 23
miles, and during the night 15 miles.

Cant Mnrry. vrith 40 men of the Cith Ohio
and CO of the 2-- Ya. Cav., left us at IJ.cky Gap
to escort CO oi 70 prisoners to the command of
Geu. Crook which consisted of 7,003 infantry
and 500 mounted men), and did not participate
in the fight. Our company lost our First Ser-
geant (Jo;. Frott,1. and two men aud one Cor-
poral, who were badly wounded and left as
prisoners. i.7. Seott is a resident of Kearney,
Nob., and hxs held many positions of trust in
tills State, the last office being: Commissioner
of Public Lauds and Buildings.)

By way of digression, I want to Eay that
Gen. Crook was on our left, and, as 1 under-
stand it, was to ongage tho rebels at Cloud
Mountain on tho same day we htrack Wvthe-vill- e:

but. for some unaccountable catiic, he
attacked them one ft ay too soon and gave them
a good drubbing. But wo found them on the
10th awaUiitg our arrival, ready to wreak ven-
geance on us; and how well they did the job
many comrades of the 1st, 2d, and 3d Ya., 14th
Pa. Car. and 3 Mb Ohio can

May 11. After grazing our horses wc started
over tho mountain by by-pat- hs toward Geu.
Crook's commhini, many horsos giving out. as
there was o forage for man or beast. We had
no rations for throe dys. We reached Dublin
Station, oa this lailrnad, a little betore dark,
and Sliding ::u bridge over New Itiver burned,
wc csmjwd in the woods, having traveled 45
miles. We kept our horsos saddled.

May 12. Started at an early hour for the
river, which we forded. The river was very
high aud water cold, llad been raining a great
deal.

MEN WEIIE WET TO THE 5KIN,
and had Imjcu for several days. Wc were ex-
hausted and sUrved. The only time iu uiy
army life that 1 wished to see "ma" was after
getting across New River. I was completely
playod out mid frozen. I Bat down by a fire
and cried like a child. (I was only 10 years.)
15ut after getting some hot coffee" from some
comrade 1 Idl better. Wo lost two men by
arowiuug.

We tool: up our line of march aud came to a
pretty little vtltago named Christiansburg,
where we jicrcetvcd ovidences of a strong
Union sentiment on the part of a large share
of the in habit an is. Camped for the ninht, hav-
ing traveled 27 miles.

May 13. Sieved early and passed through
Bl&ckxburg. Moved on to a gap in tho mount-
ain (Salt Prtnd Mountain j, where wc were
stopped by brigade or rebels under com-
mand of "Mud wall" Jacksou, numbering
about 1,500 men, posted in a command-
ing positiou, with four pieces of artillery,
with which titty shelled us quilo lively.
Oar rcgtnietit was dismounted and advanced
to "fuel" of the oncuiy, and finding wo could
not whip him. the command was turned off to
tho right, aud during the night we crossed Fait
Pond Mountain, single file. Tins was one of
tho worst Mountains man and horse ever
crossed. Wc were nearly all night getting over,
it being very th.tk and rainy. Wo had to hold
on to tlie tx:i of the front horse and lead our
own all the way over, and woo be to the man
who lot go his "tail hold."

May i-- Started at daylight and reached the
command of Gen. Crook, and went into camp,
nusttddling our horses for the first lime since
thoOlh. 1 rccoilect the condition my horse's
back was in. Skin ali adhered to blanket, and

OU! WHAT A BACK!
I knew my horse's back was iu a deplorable
condition befoio, for when he got "warmed
up" I could smell an unpleasant order, and I
knew tho cauvj. No rations were to be had for
man or beast from Gen. Crook's Commissarv;
bo wo had to go to bed without rations, aftertraveling 25 miles.

May 15. haddled our horsesand moved about
six miles, pasting through the towu of Union
(Countyseatof Monroo County), aud encamped
about two miles from town. Squadrons went
out on a foraging expedition. Fired upon by
bushwhackers. Fount! plenty of forage; re-
turned to camp, and bad plenty to eat for sup-
per.

May 1C. Lay in camp until noon, cooking,
Kashing, etc., when suddenly "boots and sad-
dles" blew, and tho brigade was drawn up in

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line of battle, where wo remained for the bal-

ance of the day, grazing our horses aud perform-
ing brigado evolutions of cavalry to relievo the
monotony, uulil 7:30 p. in., when our squadron
was oidcrcd to keep our horsca saddled for

1 throe hours, and then unsaddle, and the next
squadron saddle for a liko period, and then the
next, which program was obeyed.

May 17. Arose early and saddled our horses.
Capt. West's squadron was ordered to tho front,
our pickets having been fired upon during tho
night, and they had a lively skirmish. Capts.
Peck's and Grace's squadrons, under command
of Maj. Shaw, wero ordered out on a foraging
expedition, in which wo were very successful,
bringing in largo quantities of wheat, flour,
corn, meat and salt, returning to camp about
G:30 p. m., having traveled about 14 miles.

May 18. Passed a quiot night. Revoillo wa3
sounded at 3 a. m., and immediately after tho
horses wero saddled, and at 7 a. in. we started
for Lewisburg, whero we arrived at about 5
p. m., fording Greenbrier Itiver, which was vory
high, aud camped in tho best camp we had seen
since starting out. Tho distauco traveled was
IS miles.

May lO.- - Passed a quiet night, but sonio of
our pickets had

A I.ITTLK "MUSS,"
especially the picket on Greenbrier Ttivcr post.
Tho day passed quietly, with frequent details
from the companies, until thcro were scarcely
auy men loft in camp.

May 20. Arose early and prepared for a
pleasant day in camp, with a good rest. The
Adjutant came around with orders for drill,
but ' boots and saddles" blow and we saddled
up and moved five miles towards homo
(Charleston, and camped at what is called
"Lunger's Mills."

May 21. Passed a qniet night and day,
cooking and eating. Corn vcrv scarce: our
horses becoming very poor. Men could get
plenty by foraging. Men vory hungry. Cook-
ing and eating all day. and" always hungry.
Drew some crackers, coffee and sugar.

May 22. Lay in camp all day, cooking and
eating, and grazing our horses. Dress parade
in tho evening. Gen. Dnffie. issued a con-
gratulatory order, giving our regiment a great
"send-off.- "

May 23. Lay in camp, with orders to drill
morning and evening at tho manual of arms;
but our "arms" being loaded, wo did nothing
of the kind, but grazed our horses.

May 21. Lay in camp and grazed our horses.
Discharged our arms aud cleaned them up.

3Iay 25. Lay iu camp all day and grazed
horses.

May 26. Same.
May 27. 28, 29. 30. 31, and June 1 and 2 wo

lay in Gimp, cooking and eating and doing
picket duty.

June 3. Wc were ordered to be in column of
squadronsat7a. ni., prepared to march. Started
at the time set, passing through Lewisburg and
crossing Greenbrier lliver at the old ford;
passed White Sulphur Springs about one mile
and camped.

Let me give tho comrades a short sketch of
this beautiful viilage. The Springs arc owned
h- - some Northern company, and arespleudidly
arranged. 1 can yet imagiuo I ses those
beautiful white cottages, all of the same sizo
and style, and those fine springs, the fine old
hotel, with its 3G5 rooms, well furnished, and
the beautiful shade-tree- s and drives. JIow tho
boys enjoyed bathing in thososprings! Befoio
tho war this little village had accommodated
10,000 guests at ono time from all parts of tho
country. The lovely Southern lady

with the handsome Northern gentleman, and
vice versa. The Covington & Ohio Bailroad
was finished to within a few miles of the place.

June 4. Left camp at 8 a. m. and traveled
20 miles. The infantry passed us this day bo-fo- re

wc broke camp, and wo passed them at
CaUaghan's Station, where the preceding day
Serg't Joseph Frith was accidentally killed.
Capt. Peck, of Co. G, marked his grave as well
as possible. It rained all the afternoon.

June 5. Sunday. Left camp early and
marched to Wat in Springs, a distance of 22
miles. At this place our company of inde-
pendent scouts had a sharp skirmish, losing
one man, killed.

June G. Reveille was sounded at L30 a. tn.,
and we weie ordeied to be ready to march at
3 a. m., but just as we were ready to move
orders were given to draw rations of crackers,
coffee and sugar for one day. This being ac-

complished, we started "On to Lynchburg-town,- "

crossing two large mountains. At 10:30
a.za. our regimentwasdismountedand marched
on foot, to jneet an ejjcmy, hut ho was not
found, and after marching three miles we halted
until the arrival of our hor.cs. At 2 p. m.
went into camp, grazing our horses until G p. in.,
when the "powers behind tho throne" con-
cluded to camp for the night. We had traveled
20 miles.

June7. Left camp early and traveled slowly,
overtaking Gen. Crook's infantry. They had
most effectually destroyed the railroadtear-
ing up tho track, heating and bending tho
rails around trees; destroying bridges, etc
Gen. Crook found Buffalo Gap (a pass through
the mountains on a direct road to Staunton)
impassable, the rebels having blasted rocks and
earth into the road in such immense quantities
as to make it impracticablo for him to clear it
out. He therefore

MADE A DETOUE TO THE KIGHT
on the Pond Gap road, passing through a
neat town called Middlcbrook. Camped about
a mile from town, having traveled 25 miles.
Heardthisday that Geu. Hunter liad attacked
the rebels at Staunton, routing them and capt-uriu- g

many prisoners.
June S. Started at an early hour for Staun-

ton, distant nine miles, which place we reached
at 10 : 30 a. m. Found that the news of yester-
day's battle was in effect true, but more de-
cisive than reported. Tho rebel Gen. Jones
was killed, 1.150 prisoners taken and 300 Union
wounded prisoners recaptured, with a los3 of
G0U lebels killed and wouuded. The Union
prisoners retaken wero sent to Staunton from
in and around i'ichmoud. We passed through
the town and camped.

June 9. Remained in camp all day, there
being frequent details for foraging. Drew
flour, crackers, coffee, sugar, salt aud hecon in
small quantities. Our pickets wero driven in
tins morning, which caused eomestir, butevcry-thin- g

quieted down in a couple of hours.
There was a change of commanders and bri-
gades this day, Gen. Avcrell being assigned to
the command of the old Kanawha Division,
aud Gen. Duflie to Geu. Stahel's old division.
Our brigado was broken up and reformed as
follows: 31th Ohio and detachments of the 3d,
5th and 7th Ya. Cav., under command of Col.
Oiey, of the 7th Ya. Cav.

June 10. lieveillc was sounded early, with
orders to be ready to march at 3 a. ni., but wo
did not get started until nearly 5. Then tak-
ing a roundabout way on the" right of Gen.
Crook's command (they being on tho direct
turnpike to Lexington), marched 30 miles,
skirmishing more or Ies all the way. We had
one man wounded, but captured 21 prisoners,
among whom was one Captain and one Lieuten-
ant. We had neither breakfast nor dinner, but
made coffee at night out of James lliver water.

June 1L Reveille was sou tided early, and we
resumed our line of march at 5 a. m., still being
on tho right of Gen. Crook's command. Our
camp last night was near a small town named
Browusburg. Our pickets could hear the pick-
ets of Geu. Crook's command talking very
plainly. Met a force of 2,500 strong at Lex-
ington,

WHO, IX EETUBATINCi,
burned tho bridge over North Rivor to prevent
pursuit, but Gen. Crook's artillery shelled them
quite lively, and Gen. Avereli's artillery com-
ing up took a hand iu tho melee, and caused
them to " light out" iu a hurry, with a los3 of
several killed and wounded. Our loss was two
killed and ono wounded. Wo camped a milo
and a half from town, having traveled 25 miles.

June 12. Had a good night's rest. Lay in
camp all day, the bo3s washing their clothing,
eta, in tho river. Lexington being tho homo
of ex-Go- v. Letcher, of Virginia, the man who
only a short time before gave orders that all
persons who were loyal to the United States
should have their property confiscated and de-
stroyed, and thoy be driven from tho country,
ue burned a large military institute, wheie
Stonewall Jackson was a professor (his remains
being buried there), and Gov. Letcher's house
and a large amount of Confederate stores.

Juno 13. Started from camp (Lexington) at
4 a. m. and traveled fast, reaching Buchanan at
noon, a distance of 25 miles, skirmishing nearly
all tho way. The rebels did uot make a stand
at Buchanan, but " lit out," roportiug 25.000
men in pursuit. Encamped on tho James Rivor,
about 50 miles above Lynchburg.

Juno 14. Lay in canip until nearly night,
then moved across the river to give Gen. Duf-
fle a chance to encamp his division on our
campground; our order of march from Staun-
ton being as follows: Geu. Crook, with the

Pitcher's Oastorla
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Kanawha Division of infantry, marched on the
direct road to Lynchburg; Gen. Hunter, with
Gen. Sullivan's Division of infantry, was on
Geu. Crook's left, marching nearly parallel
with him: Gen. Avercll and divison of cavalry
on Gen. Crook's right, and parallel to him, and
Gen. Duflie, with his division of cavalry, on
Gon. Huntor's left. Since leaving Staunton
nothing had been heard of him until this day;
tho other forces having been iu supporting dis-

tance at all times, and through
THE SIGNAL COUPS

wero in communication with each other con-

stantly.
Juuo 15. Left camp at an early hour and

crossed tho Bluo Ridge into "Old Virginia,"
having traveled 15 miles, and camped on Fancy
Farm, whore wo remained all night. Col.
Powell (ouc-cye- d Powell) with his brigado and
two pieces of artillery loft ns in a hurry this
evening, for what purposo wo did not know.

June 1G. Reveille was souuded at 2:30 a. m.,
and at 4:110 a. in. wc started for Liberty, a town
on tho Virginia & Tennessee Railroad, whero
wo found Col. Powell with his brigade, whoso
sudden movement of yesterday evening was
explained by his occup-itio- of tho town, whero
thcro wero several hundred wounded rehol
prisoners in charge ot a rcoei burgeon, we
moved on through the town, and about two
miles boyond wo wero formed in lino of battlo,
and all the other regiments of cavalry did the
samo. Moved on and camped, having travolod
15 miles. Wo had a sharp skirmish, and
shortly afterward wo wero ordorod to tho right,
whero wc uncovered a battery of tho enemy.
Our buttery coming up, wo wero placed in
front to support it, and for tho next half hour
we had an artillery duel: and how tho boys
rolled over and river to keep tho shells from
hitting them, as they seemed to bo coming
straight for us. It being dark, wo could seo
tho fuse burning. Finally, Col. Powell got his
brigado in position and charged and captured
the battery and 250 prisoners without losing a
man. Wo returned to our horses and en-

camped again. All sorts of rumors wero flying
through the camp, among which that Gon.
Crook asked permission of Gen. Hunter to tako
his division and proceed aud captnro Lynch-
burg by a night attack, which was refused.
Wo did not sleep any during this night. Wo
conld hear tho whistle of locomotives coming
into Lynchburg, a rebel reinforcement going
into line, and the movements of our troops and
artillery and the futuro of immi-
nent battle kept us awake.

June 17. This was a day of much anxiety,
with heavy fighting on our left and left center,
where our men charged to tho rebel works re-

peatedly, and in each enso wo were repulsed with
heavy loss. Our brigado wa3 kept on tho right
and did not tako an active part in tho fight,
and about lip. in. the wheels of our artillery
were wrapped in blankets and our forces

COMMENCED TO RETItEAT.
Our brigade covered onr rear, and wo woro
kept busy building different campfires, and
then moving off from tho field at 2 a. m. of tho
morning of tho ISth, we getting quitoastart
before the rebels wero aware of our absence,
tho campfires being a " ruse." but boforo noon
their cavalry wero after us, and Gen. Avcrell
ordered Capt. Peck and his squadron (my com-
pany and G) to dismount and occupy a bald knob
on the left of the road ns a post of observation,
with ordcr3to report to him ovory five minutes,
as tho enemy wero in pursuit. Wo remained
in this position three hours, and there was at
least 15,000 rebels in sight, massed in a large
meadow to our right and in advance of onr
position. To our right rear was a pieco of
woods filled with rebels, and on our left rear
another piece of timber with 300 or 400 rebels.
Immediately in our rear was an open field
about 30 rods wide, and extending about one-thir- d

of a mile botwecn tho pieces of timber
above mentioned. At 2 p. in. an order was re-

ceived from Gen. Avercll for our squadron to
rejoin the brigade.

This we accomplished iu an easy run through
said open field, without the loss of a man, and
found our brigado dismounted and in line of
battle behind rudely and hastily-constructe- d

breast works, and completely masked from tho
rebels by reason of thick underbrush immedi-
ately in front of their heavily-masse- d infantry,
and not over eight rods distant from them. Wo
had hardly taken our position in line beforo
tho " fun " began. Volley after volley was fired
into their crowded ranks, strewing tho ground
with, dead and wounded. They responded
briskly, but our position was such that they
overshot us. and not a man of our brigade was
hurt. We wero ordered to break rauks and
find onr way back to oar horses as quietly and
quickly as possible. As soon, as, wo regained
our horses we were ordered to forgo

EAST AND FURIOUSLY TO TIJK TRONT,
as a brigade of rebels had attacked and captured
our wagons and artillery, 31 pieces.

We ran through Salem and out to tho gap iu
tho mountain. Wo woro ordered to dismount,
aud our regiment, under command of Col. Shaw,
charged them and drove them in confusion iu
every direction, recapturing all of our artillery
and part of our horses and 250 prisoners, among
whom was a Captain, who complained bitterly,
saying, "Just, a week ago 1 joined my regi-
ment at Petersburg, having juat returned from
Johnson's Island, by being exchanged; how.

it, I've got to go back again." Gen. Avcrull
complimented Col. Oley for this achievement,
but ho was gentleman enough to give the credit
to Col. Shaw, where it belonged.

Our brigade was complimented for retaking

woods by Gc&etJIatiter. Gen. Crook took a
strong position intdebffored battle, but wo woro
not attacked. TOutf brigade was then sent out
on tho right ftanlaand our retreat resumed.

Juno IS to 'June 37. Wo continued on our
march nnmole3ted,uirriving at Charleston, our
old startfiiR-poiuf- c May 1, having suffered un-

told hardships! Having lost nearly all onr
horses, wo turned over tho balance, and, after
a few days' rcstv wcr took boat down the Ka-
nawha River to tho Ohio, tbonco up to Parkors-hur- p,

thence bynrailo Martinabnrg, Va.
Our Lynchbirrgrdrsid is comploted, nnd I am

indebted vory lnnclwto Comrade Peck, Captain
of Co. G, of my aeglmont, for much informa-
tion. I may bavo mado some mistakes in this
brief account. comrades of tho Army of
West Virginiri.hl hsvo endeavored to givo a
correct account of

THAT O HEAT EAID,
and failuro to destroy Lynchburg And I
believe that if Gon. Hunter had allowed Gen.
Crook to malco tho night attack, as ho wanted
to, wo could have destroyed tho place and
taken a different routo back to our baso of
supplies, instead of being forced to rctroat ovor
the very ground wo had devastated.

Tho records of our war never gavo tho num-
ber correctly that wo lost iu this raid. I bad
nn opportunity of seeing thousands of our
infantry that wero physically unablo to travel
a foot farther, and the fence-corner- s wero lined
with them on the first night of our rctroat
from Lynchburg. Wo insisted in strong terms
for tliem to "git," or they would ho captured,
and wo had orders to keep them up; but thoy
emphatically refused said wo could shoot
them if wo wanted to, but thoy could not go
another foot. It was common rumor that
Hunter had room for negro refugees to ride,
but no room for fatigued soldiers; but how
truo this was I do not know.

no intenso longiug to make tho charge, even
now. But we saw that our trcnche3 wero
so near to the enemy's fortifications that it
would be easy to get into his lines and break
I113 defense, and so wc should have gone into
the assault with the jitraost confidence of
success.

The different mines under tho rebel forts
were nil to ho fired at tho samo time. Tho
grandly-terrifi- c explosion would bo the pre-

liminary to the bloody and victorious
charge.

A few days of preparation seemed still to
be necessary. Tho trenches were dug down
in places toward the enemy, so that wo
could get out on an easy slope at least fonr
abreast, and sometimes with a broader front.
Tho trenches themselves were so widened
whero necessary that columns could move
iu them rapidly from point to point.

Ominously our boys were set to bringing
planks to convenient localities, upon which
we might', in our dash, cross the rebel ditch.
This wa3 from four to 10 feet deep. Bags
packed close with cotton, till indeed they
were, while light, exceedingly solid, and
which were also to be thrown into the ditch
to fill it up, were carried to our front.
