Hon. Edwin H. Congor, United States Min-

ister to Brazil, who is homo from that country
on a lcavo of absence, says that tho opposition
to the reciprocity treaty among the foreign
merchants of Brazil is rapidly dying out, aud
tho English and German importers aro sending
to the United States for goods, in order to
secure tho advantages of tho treaty. Ho also
says that tho increase of trade has been so
rapid between this country and Brazil that the
Brazilian Steamship Company, which formerly
run but threo steam ors a month to Brazil, is

now running 1-- i steamers. Ho predicts that
Brazil will send a splendid exhibit to the Chi-

cago Fair. In an interview Mr. Conger had
with tho Presidont of Brazil a day or two

On Monday, April 4. tho Supremo Court of
the United Statoa rendered a decision in the
caso of Eugene Logau, Wm. Williams, and
Yerna Wilkcnson vs. The United States, in
which 13 laid down tho principle that tho
United States mustprotectallpersonsin charge
of officers from injury by violence. The case is
ono of romantic interest, and is known as tho
Logan case. A family named Harlow, of jao-mad- ic

habits, who gaiued a livelihood by trad-
ing .horses in Texas and tbo Indian Territory,
were accused of committing crimes by some
peoplo iu a town .near which tbey had been en-

camped, and four of the Harlow hrothors wore
arrested and placed in jail. Threats of violence
against them caused tho United States Marshal,
in whose charge they were, to decide to remove
them to a safer place, and wliilo this was being
douo the wagon iu which the brothers wero
boing convoyed was waylaid and ji Sheriff and
two of tho Marlows killed. The other Marlowe,
each shackled to a dead brother, managed to
escape by cutting off the legs of the doad
meu,nndthnsremovIng thesbacklos. Logan and
the others wero arrested and convicted of con-

spiracy against tho United States in offering
violence to prisoners in its charge, and wero
convicted. They sued out a writ of error to tho
Supreme Court, but tho lattor in its decision
held .that tho Circuit Court for tho Northern
District of Tcsaa, which .rendered tho decision,
did not err iu judgment. The court says that
thcro is no doubt that the United States must
protect all persons under its protection, and
particularly persons whohaonD means of self-defeus- o.

Logan aud tho others have been con-

victed of murder, and thocxecutionof the seu-tcu- cc

has been held in abeyance pending the
Supreme Court decision. .

Notwithstanding the fact that at tho begin-niug- of

Congress it was announcod hy the lead-

ers of tho majority in tho House that the most
rigid economy Avas to bo practiced by that body,
tho House contingent fnnd has already Ijcon
exhausted, hut $1,300 of the fund remaining
unexpended. This fund was originally $104,-40- 5,

but tho drain upon it has been so steady
aud large, that not enough is left of this large
sum to meet expenses now actually due. The
cost of Heprescntativo Hendall'a funeral has
yet to bo met, aud, besides this, not a cent of
the Pcnsiou JJaroau invostigatiou has been
paid, and tho espouse will be quite heavy, and
the bills 'for invcstigatiuR the World's Fair
have yet to cotiio in. Because of this a large
deficiency in the contingent fund will Tiavo to
boTcported to the House heforo long.

A dinner was given hy the Secretary of
State and Mrs. Blaino on Wednesday evening,
April 0, in honor of Hon. Whitelaw Eoid,
United States Minister to France. Mr. Eeid
is liome on leave of nbscuce, but it is well
understood that ho will not Tetnni to Paris, as
he intends shortly to tendor his resignation.

Count Eala, formerly Secretary of the French
Legation at Washington, lias made answer to
the suit "brought against him liy Dr. Philip S.
Wales, for professional services, and makes de-

mand for $20,000 recoupment on the action.
T1ib Count says the Doctor was paid $500, which
was accepted as full payment for fccrvices ren-

dered. Ho also saj--3 that tho treatment given
him by the of the Kavy
was .unskillful and unscientific, and that ho
has been damaged by said treatment to an
amount largely in excess of tbocmountclalined
by tbo Doctor, as one of his legs is two inches
shorter than the other, which was caused by
the Doctor's unskillful surgery. Tho suit will
attract considerable atteutiou, owing to the
htanuiug of the parlies socially.

Without much doubt tho rolatious hetweeu
the United States and Italy, which wero inter-
rupted by Use departure ofJlaron Fnva, the
Italian lllnistcr to this country, immediately
after tho New Orleans massacre or lynching of
last year, are in a fair way to bo resumed upon
an amicable understanding, tho basis for which
will iucludo indemnity for tho "killing of tho
subjects of tho King of Italy In that affair.
Whatamount to be paid has.not been discussed,
and the sum may not be fixed until after the
Ministers havo returned to their respectivo
posts. Negotiations looking to their return
are aiow under way. As a matter of fact, the
relations cf the two countries are on exactly
the same footing as ever. Tho Legations aro
in charge of a Charge d'Auaircs, through whom
a cordial correspondence has been conducted.
It is am ere diplomatic fiction that tho relatione
are straiuod, aud as soon as the by-pl- uy of mak-

ing faces at each other is over things will go on
the saino as ever. '

A favorable report was made last week by
the Committco on Foatoflices .and Post-road- s,

upon the Tccommendatiou of the Postmaster- -
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Gonoral, and the Postmaster's Convontion re-

cently held in Washington, looking to tho
issuo of fractional po3tal notes.

In a short time a scheme for tho erection of
a hotel especially designod to accommodate
women will bo placed before tho peoplo of tho
Capital City for their approval, in the way of
subscriptions to the capital stock of tho com-

pany which will build and operate tho hotel.
It is proposed to conduct this hotel upon so

liberal a plan that hero in Washington, where
there aro so many women who could patronize
such a place, it is hoped aud believed that tho
problem of a woman's hotel will bo success-

fully solved. Unlike experiments which wero
made in New York in this direction by tho
late millionaire A. T. Stewart, tho inmates will
bo allowed to receive male company in the
parlors, and men may board in the cafe or
dining-roo- m which will be attached. PlanB
for tho structure havo not yet been completod,
because its nizo and manner of construction
will depend upon the amount of money sub-

scribed. It will presumably oonlaiu at least
200 bedrooms, also a number of drawing-room- s

of moderate size, a library, a roading-roo- a
gymnasium, and a hall, with a stage for entor-taiument- a.

Mr. Enloe, of Tonno3see, called tho attention
of tho Houso to tho fact that the committco
investigating the Pension Bureau was consum-
ing a great deal of time and spending consider-
able money, when ho Introduced a resolution
authorizing tho paymontof $10 a day to tho
stenographer employed by that committee.
Mr. Buchanan, of New Jersey, said he did not
object to tho resolution, but suggested that no
fish had boon caught, and ho wished to bo in-

formed as to what would bo the coBt of tho not.
Mr. Enloe said that tho committee had been in
session but ono month, which time was insuffi-

cient to investigate a great Government De-

partment. Objection was mado hy Mr. Brotz,
of Indiana, and the resolution had to be re-

ferred to tho proper committee.

Eepresentativo Clovor, of the Third Kansas
District, who is a memher of tho Committee on
Indian Affairs, thinks he knows a thing or two
about tho "Noble red man of tho West," and
says ho is tired of the sentiments to which his
Committee has been listening for --weeks past.
Ho say3 they have been giving more time to
women of Philadelphia and Boston who never
saw an Indian, and besides to members of the
Indian Rights' Association and kindred organi-

zations, than to all the other peoplo combined,
and ho thinks it about time to stop this twad-

dle. He Bays these peoplo want to tako tho
heart out of tho land that is to be thrown open
for settlement In the Cherokee country, to put
aside for educating Indian children. He also
thinks.it about time somo thought should bo
given to the whites, as he kuows lots of young
men far more in need of education than the
Indians, who would be glad of an opportunity
to get an education, and someone should be
heard iu their behalf.

This Congress has evidently concluded that
every thingmust bo investigated, and last week
a subcommittee of the Senate comraonced pry-

ing into the affairs of the District of Columbia
Health Office. Dr. Hammott, the Jlealth jOfli-ce- r,

was the first witness examined, the 'sub-

ject beiug the shortage iu the accounts ofj.his
office for the collection of garbage. If one
thing was developed more than another in the
examination of the Health Officer, it was the
fact that tho Doctor knew very little about
tho actual workings of his office during the
time when the money waa being expended
about which there has-bee- n so much talk, and
for which Senator Blackburn scored tho Hoalth
Officer so unmercifully soveral weeks ago in
tho Senate. The Bhortuge in the garbage fund
is some $29,000.

The Idaho election contest of Clnggott against
Dubois came to the frout again last week, this
tlmo in tho shape of a bill for expenses of Mr.
Clnggctt, tho defeated contestant. Tho hill of
expenses said to have heen contracted by Mr.
Claggett is quite large, amounting in the ag-

gregate to $9,250.77. The subject was under
consideration by the Senate Committee on
Elections, nml it was decided to allow Mr. Clag-

gett $1,000, loss than half the amount claimed.

8ir Julian Pauncefoto. the British Minister
to tho United States, called at the White House
on Wednesday morning, April 6, and had a long
intorviow with President Harrison in regard
to tho modus Vivendi for tho coming scaling
season. It is understood that a conclusion in
tho matter has practically boon reached, but
there are certain preliminaries to be Bottled,

one of tho most important being tho determina-
tion of tho number of seals which tho lossoos of
Pribylov Islands will be allowed to tako on tho
rookorio3. Sir Julian has worked assiduously
on the Boring Sea negotiations for many
months, and is now endeavoring to havo tho
question defloitoly settled at au early date, so

that ho can leavo this country somo timo in

Juno for Carlsbad, Gormany, whoro ho will tako
a course of troatmeut for rheumatic troubles.

The junior Colorado Senator, Wolcott,
charmed the American Houso of Lords with
his oratory on Wednesday, April 0, when ho

discussed tho silver question. "Mr. Wolcott is

without a peer in tho Senate as an orator, and
for graco, eloquenco, and effectiveness thero
are few men in or out of publio lifo who are his
equal. The Senator has mado two or threo sot
speeches since ho ha3 been in the Senate, one of
them being on this same subject of silver, but
his last effort surpassed them all. Ho spoko

almost entirely without the aid of tho notc3
which lay on his desk during tho time ho wa3
speaking, and never during the entiro timo of
the delivery of his Temarkswas heat a los3 for
tho proper word. His diction i3 almost perfect,
his gestures appropriate and graceful, wliilo
tho clear tones of h'is powerful voico aro musical
in tho extremo, and he speaks seemingly with-

out effort. Ho is the handsome man of the
Senate, and he dresses faultlessly. Ho stood at
his desk in the center of tho Republican sida of
the chamber and made a pleasing picture. He
was listened to with tho most profound atten-

tion hy every Senator present, and when
ho concluded his remarks was applauded by
tho galleries, tho staid Seuators all joining in
by clapping their hands,

Secretary of Treasury Fostor, who has heen

spending several days in New York on official

business, returned to Washington aud was at
his desk in tho Department on Thursday, Arpil
7. While absent ho inspected tho improve-
ments on Ellis Island, the erpondituro upon
this work now boing tho subject of investiga-

tion by a joint committee of Congress. The
Sccrotarysaid ho found everything at tho island
in excellent condition, and from hi3 observa-

tions did not tlyhk thero had been a waste of
money in the erection of Government build-
ings on the island, and he thought tho island
could bo sold for $1,000,000.

An official of the State Department says that
in view of the raanytnquirio3 which are ed

by mail by the Departmont head, relat-

ing to tho technical terms used in the Boring
correspondence, ho would not

bo surprised if Secretary Blaino should order
a glossary preparod for pnblic distribution.
Mauy inquiries have "been made as to the
meaning of the terms "modus vivondi," "mare
chui3iim," "pelagic fishing," "forte n at uraj,"
tind othor expressions which occur in tho cor-

respondence botween Secretary Blaino and
Lord Salisbury. This official explains that
"these terms are used in a diplomatic as well
as a legal sense, and are subject to tho most
literal translation. 'Modus vivendl' isLatin,
and means literally 'mode of living.' Diplo-

matically Jtnd Iogally, it is usod to desiguato a
temporary .agreement ponding the settlement
of a matter iu disputo. 'Maro clausum' is
Latin, and means a closed sea. Pelagic' is
derived from tho Latin word ' pelagicus,'
meaning 'portainiug to the soa.' Henco 'po-lagi- c

fishing' describes tho taking of seal3 in
deep water in distinction from capturing them
on tho rookeries. Tho term 'form natural'
means animals in tho stato of nature that is,

in tho wild state and thcreforo tho prey of
anyone who may try to capture them. Lord
Salisbury claims that the Boring Sea seals are
' feraj naturae,' and'thercforo that Canadians are
entitled to kill them anywhere beyond a
inarino league from tho territory of tho United

States. Our Govornmont claims that the seals
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aro not wild animals, but really cultivated, if
not domesticated, and that tho poachers are as
criminally wrong in interfering with them
while traversing tho deep seas on their way to
and fro from thoir brecding-ground- 3 as cattle-thiev- es

would bo when stealing or killing tho
farmer's cows while they woro traveling an in-

definite distanco across tho country to Jthoir
barns."

Assistant Adjutant-Genera- l Robert Williams,
who was recently placed in charge of the Bureau
of Information of tho War Department, by Sec-

retary El kins, is busy with preparations for tho
complcto organization of his bureau. Tho sub-

ject of a Military Museum is now under con-

sideration, and Maj. Arthur McArthur, Gen.

Ono of the most unique pension bills ever
Introduced in Congress Is Souato Bill 2785,
which affects only thoso officers who aro now
on the Botircd List of the Army who wero
woundod in battlo during tho war of tho
rebellion. This bill places these officers on the
Eetired List with the rank they held when
wounded, providing tho rank thoy held is
higher thuu that they hold when retired. For
instance, a Captain on tho Eetired List may
havo been wounded while holding the rank of
Colonel of Volunteers, he having accoptcd a

commission in tho Eegular Army in a muoh
lower grade after the war, and ho will, if this
hill becomes a law, rccoivo the rank and pay of
a Colonel on tho Retired List. A man on tho
list at present an a I'irafc Lioutcnant, who was
wounded while holding tiio rank of Lieutenant-Colone- l,

would havo his pay raised from $1,200
to $2,500 a year. Thcro aro Gol officers ou tho
Eetired List, 15 of whom wero retired by special
act, A2 on tho "limited" list, and 221 on tho
"unlimited" list. Of these 081 officers only
ono draws no pay. This officer i3 Dr. Wm. A.
Hammond, of tho Army,
who is now a practicing physician in Washing-
ton, who wa3 retired in March, 1878, without
pay.

Eeprcsentalivo Fnnston, of tho Second Kan-
sas District, created quite a sensation in the
Houso on Thursday, April 7, when he rose to
a question of porsonal privilege. He had read
by tho clerk an orticle published iu the Now
York Voice, a temperance paper, which ac-

cused a number of members and Senators of
being constant patrons of the bar of tho House
restaurant, where thoy drink spirituous and
malt liquors. Mr. Funston's name wo3 among
those published, and he denounced the author
of tho article iu unmeasured terms, calling
him a sneak, an unmitigated liar, etc. At
Hist tho Hon"-- o was inclined to look upon the
mattor as a joke, bnt it waa not so with Mr.
Funston, as ho claimed that his name was used
in this connection for tho purpose of defoating
him for reuominatfon. Several members
whose names had been read admitted that
they were patrons of the bar of the restaurant,
aud mado game of the whole matter, which so
incensed Mr. Funston that he usod such un-

parliamentary language that he was finally
called to order, and was roundly hissed by
somo of tho membors for his language. Order
in tho Houso was restored with considerable
difficulty.

If First-Lieu- t. James A. Swift, 9th Cav.,

who3o court-marti-al Bentenco was recently
commuted by tho President, .will take the
trouble to turn over the Hie of The National
Tjuijdxe in tho library room of the fort at
which he isserving,.to the l3uo of Oct. 8,1891,
ho may realize how much ho has to thank the
paper for, as it was the first to call tho atten-
tion of tho President, tho Secretary of War,
the Commanding General, and other high au-

thorities to the severity of his scntonoe, oven
as mitigated. Notwithstanding the fact that
tho officers referred to always read the paper,
in Swift's caso a specially marked page was
mailed in a special envelope to them. In addi-

tion thereto tho writer, who ha3 never known
Swift, or evon seen him, never lo3t an oppo-
rtunity to put in a good word for him wher it
would do the mo3t good.

The free-wo- ol bill, which haB beon under con-

sideration in tho House of Bapresentatives since
March 9, was passed on Thursday, April 7, by
a vote of 19-- i yeas to 60 nayn The only T)omo-cra- ts

voting against the but woro Messrs. Bab-

bitt and Miller, of Wisconsin. The free-wo- ol

bill was then scut to the Souate, where it was
referred to tho Con in it too on Finance. It is not
known bow long tho bill will slumber in
tho Committee room, a3 the Chairman of the
Committco, Senator Morill, of Vermout, is still
unable to attend to his duties in tho Senate,
and it is not likely to be considered until ho
resumes his official duties.

Po3tmaster-Gcnora- l Wanamakcr's turn will
come next, as tho Houso Committee on Post-offic- es

aud Post-road- s mado a favorable report
on tho resolution introduced by Mr. Euloe, of
Tonuessco, requesting the Postmastor-Genor- al

to iuform the Houso whether ho directed the
payment of tho expenses of tho Convention of
Postmasters recently held in Washington ; and
if so, by what authority.

POLITICAL NOTES.
It is said that the prospects of the return of

Jerry Simpson to Congress are growing very
slim, indeed, owing to tho fact that many of
his granger supporters are gbing to emigrate
to the now lands which will be thrown upon tho
market by tho opening of tho Cherokee Strip,
if from no other causo. The Honorable Jerry,
however, says ho does not think this emigra-
tion will hurt him moro than anybody else, as
the majority of tho emigrants from Kansas will
bo from the towns; but it is said that Mr.
Simpson, while openly advocating the passage
of tho legislation necessary to open thoCherokco
Strip to tho public domain, has in reality asked
tho Chairman of tho Indian Committee to block
tho bill until after the election next Fall,
which would indicate that lie was somewhat
dubious about tho matter.

Tlieio is an undoubted and rather "vigorous
revival of Blaine talk in connection with the
Republican nomination for tho Presidency.
Some of tho Maine statenmn'a warm admirers
say that if Secretary iJlaino had felt as well
when he wrote his declination as lie now does,
that letter would never havo boon written.
The lack of candidates against President Har-
rison docs not havo'a tendency to diminish tho
Blaino talk, but rather to inereo3o it, and the
opposition to Gen. Harrison's renomiuation on
the part of many Senators and other political
leaders, who, although claiming that Harrison's
Administration had been clean and good, thiuk
ho cannot again bo olected, mako the Blaine
tulk have considerable weight.

The .Republican Convention of Oregon met
at Porlluud on Thursday, April 7, aud nom-
inated F. A. Itfoore, of St. Helens, for Judge
of tho Supremo Court, and T. P. Wobster, of
Jacksonville, for Attornoy-Gouora- l. A. C.
Boise, of Portland, was elected Chairman of
tho State Central Committee. Whilo in sea-sio- n

a dispatch from Providence, E. I., wa3
read to the Convention, which stated that
tho Republicans had carried that Stato by
handsomo majorities, at which the Conven-
tion cheered themselves hoarse. Thoy ordered
a dispatch sent to Gov.-ole- ct Brown, "send-
ing cordial greeting to Rhode Island for the
victory, a victory for American policies aud
priueiplos. Oregon will declare for the same
policy on tho Gth of Juno next." The dele-
gates to tbo National Convention woro not in-

structed, but all have expressed preference for
Gen. Harrison.

Ono of tho most striking figures on tho Demo-

Col. O'Ferrall is a very, spare, activo
man, of medium hight, with a shock of long,
clectriGed pray hair, which arises abruptly
from hi'3 scalp, and then falls and curls over in
wild confusion, making hid head ono of tho most
conspicuous among tho members. He i3 a
native of Virginia, 52 year3 old, and has had a
mo3t varied and activo career up to hi3 enter-
ing Congress iu 1S31, haviugserved all through
the war of the rebellion, rising from a private
in the cavalry Bcrvice of tho Confederate array
to the rank of Colonel at the date of Lee's sur-Tcnd- cr.

Col. O'Ferrall ha3 served continuously
in tho House sinco 1331. His chief distinction
has been in ultra partisan work on tbo Elec-

tions Committee, and his untiring demand that
tho Internal Eevenno tax on tobacco bo re-

moved. His recent rebuff of Senator Hill
shows the grit of tho man.

ABOUT PEOPLE.
There were many people in tbo State of Mis-

souri a score of ycar3 ago, mo3t of them
soldiers, who had a consuming

hatred to the late Charles D. Drake,
of tho Court of Claims, who recently

died here in Washington. This was because
Judge Drake did mor3 than anyono else to
havo tho test-oat- h clause put in the Missouri
Constitution of 13G5 the "Dralconian Code "
as it is termed. This oath practically disfran-
chises everybody in the S;ate who had sym-
pathy with tho rebellion, if it was properly
carried our, Evon preachers of the Gospel
were, by another section of the Constitution,
forbidden to preach or to solemnize marriages
if they had not taken tin's strong test-oat-h. It
was a,good measure, and tho "Onion sentiment
of Missouri wo3 much fndebted to Judgo Drake
for its incorporation in the State's Constitution.

Senator Lclaud Stanford, of California, who
is now en to the Pacific Coast for a month's
visit, is rapidly losing the power of locomotion.
Ho cannot walk across the room without dis-
playing a great unsteadiness of gait, leoling
like a drunken man. His Private Secretary
usually walks by his side and supports him.
When this afiliction first attacked the Senator
ho sought the baths of tho principal health ro-sor- ts

of Europe, where he remained about six
mouths, and receiving temporary benefit, hut
the trouble ha3 rapidly developed sinco then,
and threatens soon to render him almost help-
less. Being a large man physically n-- well as
mentally, the danger of falling and hurting
himself seriously is always very gTeat. The
Senator's general health is excellent. His appe-
tite is nninipaired, and his interest in public
affairs 13 as ieen as ever. He conducts, with
tho aid of several Secretaries, an enormous cor-

respondence, much of which at this time relates
to the desire of tho Farmers' Alliance leaders
to nominate him for tho Presidency. The Sen-

ator's attitude towards that matter is said to bo
passive. Ho uoither encourages nor discour-
ages thoso. who aro "booming" him for the
Presidency, lip lends a willing car to all talk
on that subject, while confining his replies to
pleasing end diplomatic goiieralties.

Senator Butler, of South Carolina, believes
that tho over-producti- on of cotton is responsible
for much of the poverty which exi3ts in that
section, and hosconcluded to convert his plan
tation, which has been largely used to grow
cotton, into a truck farm. This 13 an important
secession of oueof King Cotton's hitherto moat
loyal subjects, and Itseoms fittingthat when
thcro is secession afloat a South Caroliuiau
should lead it.

Postmaster-Gener- al Wanaraaker admit3 that
threo years in the public servico may perma-
nently divert somo men from tho life-lon- g

husines3 pursuits abandoned, as in lii3 case,
with the intention of returniug thoroto; but
he says that ho expects to return to a mercan-
tile lifo himself, and is already planning the
extension of somo of his undertakings.

Seiior Eicardo Trumbull is to surceed Senor
Monti as Chilean Minister at Washington.
During tho war between Balmaccda and the
Congressionaliats, Senor Trumbull was a diplo-

matic representative of the Congressionalista
in this country, and an exceedingly adroit and
capable representative ho proved himself to bo.
Mr. Trnrabull is a graduatcof Yale College and
bears a line old Connecticut name, but his im-

mediate family bos lived iu Chile for many
years and he is.closely identified with its poli-
tics and society. He made himself rather ob
noxious during tho recent controversy between
this country and Chile, aud Mr. Blaine is not
supposed to favor him, but there is no serious
objection offered by our Government to Mr.
Trumbull's appointment.

Senator John G. Carlisle, of Kentucky, is re-

ported to havo received one of tho largest fee3

in the Preston-Bea- ll case, recently decided by
the Kentucky Court of Appeals, that was over
paid a Kentucky lawyer. Tho caso was decided
111 of tho hoirs of Eoberfc WickltiFo, the
amount involved being moro than $220,000. A
friend ofSenator Carl islo's says that tho Senator
had a contract with Gen. Draper, of Sfew Jer-
sey, who married one of the Wickliffu hoirs, by
which, should tho suit bo won, tho Senator was
to receive $25,000 to represent tho interest of
Gen. Draper's wifo. Tho friend also said that
the Senator did not have to make an exhaustive
study of tho case, but mado his argumont from
briefs filed by two othor attorneys for tho other
Wickliil'o heirs. Senator Carlisle's presence was
required at Frankfort for five days only, and
he thcreforo earned $5,009 a day.

ARMY AND MAW.
Iiient. Joseph S. Oystor, 1st TJ. S. Art, has

been detailed to net 03 Professor of Military
Tactics and related subjects in tho Leland
Stanford. Jr., University. Lieut. Oystor 13 a
native of Washington, a graduate of high rank
of tho Military Academy at West Point in tho
class of 1S74. His first military service was in
the Stato of Louisiana at the timo when the
Legislature of that State was dispersod by Gon.
Sheridan, no afterward servod with his com-

pany iu many of tho Southe-- n States, and was
for years Instructor in the Military Acad-
emy at West Point. He has been nine years
stationed on tbo Pacific Coast, from which ho
was recently recalled to Fort Hamilton. Lieut.
Oyster's rank as an officer is very high, and he
has an excellent reputation as :t military in-

structor. His perinaucnt appointment in con-

nection with tho Stanford University will be
very gratifying to all tho members of the in-

stitution, as well as to his mauy friends on both
sides of the couatiy.
