The negro quarters were not disturbed, but
all the other boildings were burned. This
is the only act of vandalism that I rpeall of
personally taking part in during the war.
Had we been successful in getting our vie-
tim, I doubt if he wounld have escaped with-
out greater loss,

The right wing, having utterly ruined
Columbia, began its march northward in
the direction of Winnsbhoro; from thence
eastward toward Cheraw, crossing the Ca-
tawba River at Peays Ferry, while the left
wing were to concentrate and cioss at Rock
Mount,

Heavy rains had delayed Slocum nearly a
week. On the 22d the cavalry drew a fresh
supply of rations for a forced march toward
Monticello. A part of Hood’s army, after
his defeat at Franklin, Tenn., bad for two
days been marching on a paraliel road o our
left, into which our foragers had often run,
taking some prisoners; but as yet he had
failed to make junction with the forces im-
mediately opposing us.

The cavalry reached Black Stocks on the
morning of the 23d, after eonsiderable
skirmishing, We found during the day the
bodies of 13 men who had beea killed the
day before while out foraging, three of whom
were strung up,

WITH THETR THROATS CUT.

On each of them was placed a card, on
which was written *“ Death to all forazers.”
Kilpatrick was greaily enraged at this hor-
rible crime perpetrated upon his men, and at
once informed Wheeler, demanding (hat the
perpetrators be arrested at once and seat to
bim; else he would, within 21 hours, sheot
a likke number of prisoners then in his hands,
in retaliation.

taliation, a messenger came to our lines with
a note from Wheeler, requesting that the
excention be delayed, as he had no knowl-
edge of so barbarous an act as had Dbeen
the fac YWheeler's
but so far as
koowledge e failed to fiud the guilty ones,
or if he did he never gave them up.
understood that several letiers were ex-
changed between Wheeler and Kilpatrick
relntive to such atrocions acts of warfare,
which had the degired effect, after which we
heard no more of their threats, “ Desth to
all forarers.”

While at Banchesier news reached us
that Charleston and Wilmington had been
evacuated and were then in our po3scession ;
that Hardee was moving his troops by rail
to Cheraw, where greal quantities of stores,
hoth public and private, had been sent from
Charleston. We afterwards learned as he
withdrew from that plaes that he set fire
to a large quantity of colton stored in the
warehouses in and about the city, and that
a storeroom filled with powder and ammu-
npition blew up, killing 200 of the citizens
crowded sbout the conflagration.

About thiz time we niso heard that Gen.
Joszeph
commant of all the troops in the Depart-
ment of South Carolina and Georgia, and
that Gen. Deaurezard, whom he was to re-
lieve, was then at Charlotte.

amounting to abont 11,000 men, was then

sirung along on our left between Augusta

and Charlotte, commanded by Stewart, Ste-

venson and Cheatham.

We remained near Manchester nntil the
26th, daring whieh time the division capt-
ared 50 horses, while a part of the Twen-
ticth Corps came uyp, following and destroy-
ing the railroad. Leading out of Columbia
was a bravchrunning northwestward toward
Abbeville. This rond was committed to
Gren. Slocum with the left wing and cavalry,
who destroyed over 50 miles in the direction
of Charlotte, thus creating the impression
that Sherman designed coutinuing Lis march
on that city.

On the 28th Kilpatrick and Wheelermade
an exchange of priseners (160), the first ex-
change made since leaving Savannah; sev-
eral of whom had received wounds. Poor
fellows, they had seen hard times; half
starved, stripped of everything—arms, horses
and equipments, money, watches—reiurning
with empty pockets. They were soon pro-
vided with horses and equipments, again
taking their places in the ranks of their com-
panies and regiments. Now that both armies
were constantly to & great extent living off
the country through which tirey passed, both
provision and forage became scarce. It was
not uncommon that our foragers came in
late at night, and often empty-handed, hav-
ing engaged those of the enemy on the same
plantation. At this date four from the 10th

On the morning of the 4th, belween
White Station and Wadeshoro, while wait-
ing for the Iourteenth Corps to comeup,

ADVANCE OF CHEATHAM'S CORPS.
During the night, on a parallel road not over
a hall mile in front of our picket-line, we
had heard thesound of wheels and the voices
of mule-drivers, and, supposing it was the
advance of the Iourteenth Corps, made no
report of the same, Several of our foragers
after daylight had gone over in that direc-
tion, and we afterward learned they were
taken prisoners. This body of the enemy’s
troops, under cover of the forest, had moved
around on our right flank and made the at-
tack in our rear. At the same time we ob-
served another body of the enemy’s cavalry
moving on our left. Very soon their skir-
mishers opened on ws ia front. Capt. Strat-
ton, commanding the skirmish-line, after
firing a few rounds, fell back on the reserve
and to the support of the regiment, when
the Second Brigade soon became engaged.
The action lasted most of the forenoon. The
enemy were concealed by thick underbrush,
and bad thrown up barricades, in front of
which was a swamp or quieksand, in which
we got badly cat up in a saber charge. The
enemy were finally driven back, kut not un-
til we bad lost 75 men and quite a number
of horses,

The Iirst and Third Brigades had also
been engazed on our right, and when night
came the enemy had been driven back within
five miles of Wadesboro. The next day we
succeeded in taking the town, with a number
of prizoners. The next day two out of seven
prisoners which the 10th had lost found their
way into our lines and joined their com-
panies.

At Wadesboro we struck the Wilmington
& Fayetteville Railroad, and during the 3th
destroyed seven miles of track, burning the
depot and freight buildings.

During ihe afiernoon we
came npon one of these almost impassable
cypris swamps, through which the road
passed ; the old eorduroy road was eovered
with water and the passage through the
swainp forover a mile completely ohstruected
by large fulien trees. These bad to be caut
away and cleared out before we conld cross.
Our Pieneer Corps was at once set to work
clearing a passage. This detsined us until
long after dark, during which lime the
enemy’s ecavalry made a dash on ouar rear,
and it was with great difliculty that the ar-
tillery and wagons were got over. One see-
tion ef Capt. Beebe's battery got stalled and
had to be drawn out by hand; the boys,
working waist-deep in water, put shoulders
to the wheels and drageed them out.
