Tho scenery was niacnifiecnt in the vicinity
of our camp." A beautiful little stream, tho
Bio Frio, nicaninp cold river, burst from the
gido of the cliff, until Its crystal waters, spark-
ling in the bright sunlight as it formed into
Tail-Iik- o spray in its descont into tho pool at
the base of the rocky precipice, and from there
brcalcinc into cascades and whirlpools in its
eourse through the glen. At the head of tho
pretty little valley is the weird, somber, aud

QUAINT IXDIAX VILLAGE,

with its huts made of hewn planks, whjio
nestling down on the banks of tho river lies
the small town of Rio Frio, with its church,
inn, and custom- - or toll-hous- e.

This place has an elevation of 1,000 feet above
the soa level, and is surrounded by tho tall
ranges of the Cordillera Mountains, their sides
clad "with an evergreen forest of pine. Far
back of the range, where it towers above all
and rises in majestic grandeur, is. Mount Popo-
catepetl.

In the early morning ifc was a magnificent
Tiew to watch the first gleams of tho sun's rays
cu the snow-cappe- d summit, the ice acting as a
prism roflecting back all the colors of the rain-
bow.

There is a small gap to tho cast and west,
forming a pass in the mountain range, through
which that great thoroughfare, tho National
Road, passes, connecting the City of Mexico
with the sea at Vera Cruz. Through this
mountain defile was transDortcd, on the backs
of mules and jt:se, the commerce that supplied
two-third- s of the people of Mexico for over 300
years, ai:d also through this gorge passed tho
Spanish invaders under Cortcz, together with
his allied Indian army, when they made their
first descent into tho great plain of Auahuac,
on which was located tho

CAPITAL OF THE AZTECS,

with its great temple, floating gardens, and
Montezuraan halls. Through tho defile our
own gallant little army under Scott made their
conquering descent on to the army of Mex-
ico, under tho command of their famous
chieftain, Gen. Santa Anna. As a mili-
tary position it possesses very great
Strength, t.ut it can be ilanked either to the
north or south. The French, with their Aus-
trian allies, undor Marshal Bazr.iue, entered
the valley of Auahuac, by tho way of Orizaba,
flanking the mountain-stronghol- d some miles
to the left.

It was while in the valley, after having
taken the capital, that Bazainc issued his in-

famous order to murder all prisoners without a
trial, and that pretender. Emperor Maximi-
lian, sanctioned the barbarous mandate. I
havo no sympathy with hat fawning, sickly
sentiment that condones the acts of the Pre-
tender. He simply received justice at Quere-tar- o

at the bauds of tho patriots under Es-cobe-

whom lie sought to rob of their lib-
erty, and set npan autocratic personal Govern-
ment on the ruins of the Republic.

The roving bands of outlaws, who infested
the mountain gorges, foothills, and adjacent
plains had become so daring in their maraud-
ing exploits tiiat Gen. Scott gave orders to
all tire commanders occupying military dis-

tricts in the vicinity of the country exposed to
the lawless depredations of these men to scour
the woods, ravines, and plains, and

BREAK UP THEIR HAUNTS.
In pursuance of these orders Col. Irwin de-

tailed a detachment compo-e- d of dragoons and
infantry, the latter under command of Capt.
Joseph Smith, of Co. H, and Capt. W. II. Lytle,
of the Queou City Guards. Capt. Lytle is the
author of the beautiful poem, entitled

"I am dying:, Egyiil, dying."
During the war of the rebellion he raised

the 10th Ohio, was made its Colonel, aud rapid-
ly ro;e to the rank of General. lie received a
mortal wound at the battle of Chickamauga, at
the head of his brigade, while gallantly repel-
ling a charge of the enemy.

The mounted troops were commanded by
Lieut. Green, of the Illinois Dragoons, all under
the immediate supervision of Maj. W. If. Link,
of Circlcville, O.. who raised the I2th Iud., at
Fort Wayne, Ind., to serve during the rebellion,
and received a commission as its Colonel. He
fell on the battlefield of Richmond, Ky., while
heroically leading a charge of the brigade.

The troops moved out from the post one day
just at dusk, taking tbt National road that
leads west through the gap, passing over the
level summit, and descending the wooded
mountains. In the Valley of Mexico, nine
miles from the post, was located

THE HACIENDA OF CORDOVA,

JuEt at the edge of the timber overlooking the
bcautifnl plain, built in the usual Moorish
Etyle, one-stor- y high.

"When the detachment arrived at tho gate of
tbc hacienda, they found jt closed and securely
fastened. A light was seen through the cracks,
aiid the Major rapped vigorously on the gate.
Aft r a considerable time had elapsed, and no
at't ntif.i. being paid to his knocks, tho Major
orl'-re- tho gate forced in, which was done.

Vion entering we were surprised to fiudthat
a r&ounted baud of brigands, who had been
irside, had made their escape in the darkness,
bj pacing over the roof and letting themselves
down over tho back wall, taking their arms
and accoutrements with them, but leaving their
mustangs, 18 in number, which we confiscated.
Ti.e troop resumed its march, taking along
the captured mustangs, tho infantry ridiug
them in turn.

"S e left the main road, and followed the mule
pith that Ifcd off to the southeast Passing
along the base of tho mountain, wo arrived,
late at night, at the village of Merifloris.
There the infantry was left in charge of Capt.
Jos. Smith, and tho mounted party continued
on.

Near morning, in tho vicinity of a small
town, we met a man and woman on horseback.
As soon as they saw who we were the two
turned their horses, and putting spurs to them,
dashed off, taking no notice of our orders to
Ls'fc. Some of our party fired a few shots at
the man, one of which hit him, but did not
demount him. Maj. Link ordered Capt. Lytle,
who was in charge of tho mounted infantry, to

t a detail of five and pursue them.
A lively chase eiiBued in the direction of the

town, upon entering which tho soldiers dis-
covered a company of bandits, just mouutiu"
preparatory to starling on a raid. Then

Capt Lytle ordered his men to fall back,

tnd passing out of the town ho wheeled them
to the left. Tiio Mexicans, not observing this
movement, passed down the causeway and ran
into tho main column of soldiers. The Cap-
tain closed in on their rear, cutting off their
retreat, and placing them between the two
fires. Then ensued a lively little brush in tho
early morning light, for the 6un had not yet
risen.

Fiually, tho enemy seeing themselves over-
powered by superior numbers, and hemmed in
on the narrow road, made a dash for tho river.
and, as tho water was shallow, a majority of
mem succoeueu m niaKing incir escape, nut
jot uuui two oi mo numucr uaa uecn Killed
id eight or 10 captured.
After this littlo skirmish, the troops moved

on into town, where breakfast was obtained.
This over, the man who had been wounded on
liorseback before tho fight was captured, and
lie proved to bo a commissioned officer in the
Mexican army. Placing him on a litter, and
securing laborers to carry it, tho party re-
turned and joined tho infantry at Merifloris.

Tho entire forco then retraced their 6teps.
When near tho encampment, one of theprison-cr- s

made a dash for freedom, and was killed by
tho guards.

During tho early Spring a scouting expedi-
tion was cent out to scour tho country lying
on the east sido of the mountain raugo, aud
the inclined plain that overlooked

THE GREAT VALLEY OF PUEBLA.

Tho foot-hil- ls nnd adjacent wooded ravines
were infested with lawless guerrillas and roam-
ing bands of robbers, who took advantage of
the state of war to rob aud pillago friend and
foe.

Tho detachment consisted of two companies
of infantry, one company commanded by Capt.
Hughes, of Cincinnati, O., Captain of Co. I,
and the other was lod bv Cant. Geo. W. Mc- -

Ginnis, Giptain of the Chillicothe, O., company.
This latter officer also served through the war
of tho rebellion, going in as Lieutenant-Colone- l
of the famous 11th Ind., passing through tho
entire war, and participating in most of tho
great battles in tho West. Ho returned homo
a Brigadier-Genera- l, and is now a distin-
guished altorney-at-la- w of Indianapolis, Iud.,
and an honored and esteemed citizen.

The mounted troops consisted of a detail
from Capt Littlo's company of Illinois dra-
goons, tho rest of the detachment being made
up from the famous Jack Hays' regiment of
Texas Rangers, a battalion of the Rangers hav-
ing been stationed with us. The entire detail
was under the command of tho renowned Maj.
Ben. McCulloch, of tho Rangers, who afterward
becamo a distinguished Confederate General,
and who was

My compeer as battalion marker v?as a stray
lad from England, of Irish parentage, a wan-
derer of tho seas, who had drifted into Cincin-
nati. Capt Hughes had picked him up and
initiated him into the mysteries of a soldier's
life. His name was John Rease, and ho was
brimful of romance, with a lovo for daring ex-

ploits. Wo both solicited tho privilege of ac-

companying tho expedition. He was fortunate
enougn to securo permission to go, out j. iihu
to stay behind. The refusal almost broke my
heart. T novnr li-- Tnv rirrulntillfT annaratUS
so thoroughly stirred up but onco and that was
caused by the whack a gay and dashing widow
gave it iii more recent times. Well, I have re-

covered from both and still live to relate John's
romantic exploits with the brigands.

As tho command was moving through the
foot-hil- ls and roaming in tho adjacent valley,
in search of tho

THIEVISH BANDS OF MARAUDERS,
they came to a hacienda, where somo peons,
under their major-domo- s, were thrashing in
tho primitive, antiquated form of tho Egyp-
tians. On the better class of ranches they lay
down a circular foundation of solid mason-wor- k,

something like SO feet in width. On
tho outer edce of the foundation they run up a
wall some three aud-a-ha- lf feet high, leaving
an opening or gateway for an entrance to
the inclosure, using a siliceous cement as mor-
tar in its construction, which, when it bacomes
dry, unites the whole structure into a solid,
rocky like mass that is fully as durable and
strong as stone itself.

On one of these floors tho thrashers were at
work with their hordes and mules, treading
out the grain, the unthrashed barley having
first been strewn on tho rocky floor.

Our friend John, being weary and footsore,
concluded he would ride, so ho constituted him-
self a foraging party of one to secure the nec-
essary transportation. He left tho column,
marshaled all his latent power, and mado a
dash for the corral for the purpose of procuring
a mustang. The ponies, not being accustomed
to his wild Irish brogue, became frightened
and wore not easily caught.

Whilo he wa3 trying to capture one of tho
animals the command moved on. Ho was some
distauco in the rear

"WHEN THREE GUERRILLA?,
who had been hovering in tho distance, swept
down upon him aud took him prisoner.

The next day thero was some brisk firing
and skirmishing, but tho enemy managed to
keep well out of any serious engagement A
number of tho Rangers managed to surprise a
young armed ranchero and capture him. In
that part of Mexico thero are no fences in the
rural districts, tho fields being inclosed with
ditches some four-and-a-ha- lf feet deep and with
sufficient width atlie top to prevent any do-
mestic animals from jumping over them.

After being disarmed the prisoner was turned
over to an Orderly and taken to the head
of the column. Maj.'McCulloch was somelittlo
distance in advance of the troop, and on being
informed of the capture by the Orderly, beck-
oned tho prisoner to hirn. Tho Major could
speak the Spanish language fluently, aud as
they rode along ho questioned the young man.

Suddenly the Mexican grabbed the Major's
saber, jerked it from the scabbard and struck
at him, at the same time putting spurs to his
horse.

MAJ. M'CULLOCH DODGED TnE STROKE,
but the whole thing was done so quickly the
Mexican had a good start before our men re-
covered. Although a number of shots were
fired at him he made good his escape by jump-
ing one of the ditches and seeking cover behind
a cactus hedge. The heavy horses of our forco
were unable to jump the ditch and pursue him.

Wo afterward learned that it was not the first
time he had been a prisoner. He was a cadet
at the Mexican National Military Academy at
Chapultepec, and was one of the defenders of
the castle when it was assaulted by the storm-
ing party of our army at the time of the inva-
sion of the city. When the fortress was carried
ho was made a prisoner, but during tho con-
fusion that followed ho made his escapo aud
joined his fleeing countrymen.

The little army, under McCulloch, rctnrncd
to thf post without any further incident of
note, but poor John was not with them. He
had not seen after hi? capture, and wedid
not kuov. whether we wou.d ever sec him again,
but wo did.

Some weeks latr, toward evening, a Govern-
ment train arrived from the City of Puebla,

AND TO OUR PUEPRICE
John came with it, sound, halo and hearty.
He related his experience to eager listeners,
aud as near as I remember, this is" it:

Ho was taken by the bandits who captured
him into a thicket, whero they bound and
gagged him and then tied him to a small tree.
He was in the bushes at tho iimo our troops
wore skirmishing with the band that took him
prisoner and some of the shots came uncomfort-
ably near hirn. A number of his own com-
pany camo near enough for him to recognize
them, bat he was bo thoroughly gagged that ho
could not let his presence be known.

He was kept in his uncomfortable position
for many hours until the Government forces
left the neighborhood. He was then taken by
his captors to their camp aud guards placed
over him.

He had been reared a Catholic and always
carried a rosary. Deeming his condition criti-
cal he concluded to teil his beads, which ho did
in the usual manner of persons of his faith.
His devotion had a wonderful effect on his
captors. They no longer looked upon him as
one of the despised heathen, hut as a member
of their own faith who was unfortunate, and
from that time on treated him with kindness.
In their eyes ho was no longer the half civil-
ized barbarian from tho North, and his little
mustang forage awakened a feeling of

" HAIL "WELL MET."
He Ecemed to lake kindly to tho free and

easy ways of his new-mad- e friends, and had
been in captivity some weeks wheu the priest
from tho neighboring village, hearing of him,
came to his rescue and succeedod in getting
him released, after which ho took him to his
own house and dressed him in female attire.
Both men then mounted horses which had
been procured for their use and rode off in tho
direction of Puebla, passing several hostile
bands on tho way.

Upon nearing tho town the kind Father dis-
robed John of his woman's drapery, knowing
that the distance to tho city was so short thero
was no further danger. He gave him his bless-
ing and bid him a kind farewell.

When John returned to us ho was not the
fierce, warlike raider that he had formerly
been, but seemed to havo a kind feeling for all
mankind. Whether it was tho benign influ-
ence of tho woman's dress that ho wore that
wrought tho change I know not. This I do
know, that all his futuro raids wero confined
strictly to hen-roost- s.

Tho young man who had so boldly captured
Maj. McCulloch's saber camo into Rio Frio
during tho armistice that preceded tho closo
of tho war, aud proposed to the Major that

THEY SHOULD DRAW LOTS
to decide who should havo both tho sword and
scabbard, as one was worthless without tho
other. Tho Major declined to do this, stating
that tho young man was outitlcd to both, and
ho thereupon presented him with tho scabbard.
That young man is known to historv as Gen.
Miramou, and he became ouo of Mexico's most I
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distinguished men. Unfortunatoly for himself
and his country, he united his fortunes with
Maxamilian and was captured with tho Em-
peror, both dying at the hands of their country-
men.

Col. Irwin wns a very striot and thorough
drill-masto- r. Ho took great prido iu drilling
tho regiment, especially when ho had other
officers as visitors. During tho Wintor ho was
visited by Dr. Solomon Langdou, Surgeon of
tho 4th Ohio, which was quarterod at Puebla,
and Capt. Georgo W. Pugh, who commanded
tho Queen City Cadets, of tho samo regiment.
Capt. Pugh later on ropresontod Ohio in tho
United States Seuato.

Tho Colonel ordered tho regiment out to
drill, and John still being absent (ho had not
returned from his mustang raid), master Voach,
a mombor of Capt Ferguson's company, was
acting with mo

AS BATTALION MARKER.

It was a boautiful sight to sco tho rogimont
drill, tho arms glistening in tho sunlight, flags
flying and drums beating.

After tho drill was over and wo had returned
our flags to tho Adjutant's office, young Veach

1 by somo means procured a small brass cannon,
aoouc a loot long anu oi suincicnc canuei iu
carry a musket-ball- . Veach, averring that I
had a few cartridges, suggested that wo should
go down the creek to the littlo rocky doll, about
half a mile from the camp.

Wo wero accompanied by a spectator, in tho
porson of a littlo drummer, the sou of Capt.
Stratton, of tho Columbus company. Wo se-

lected as a target a large stone, and opened firo
with our littlo gun, but had not fired moro than
threo rounds when wo saw Col. Irwin, accom-
panied by Adj't Tucker, Dr. Langdou, and
Capt. Pugh, who wero enjoying a horsoback
ride.

Upon arrivingon our firing-groun- d the Colo-

nel, in a peremptory manner, ordorod Voach and
myaclf to tho guardhouse and young Stratton
to his quarters. Well knowing by, tho merry
twinkle in his eye, and also by past experience,
that ho was not half

THE MILITARY MARTINET
that ho thought himself to be, and, knowing
that his scvority was only assumed to entertain
his visitors- - aud impress them with tho idea
that lie was an austere and strict disciplinarian,
wo had no fears, but went to tho guardhouse
and staid there until dark, and then went to
our quarters, thinking the Colonel would havo
forgotten all about us in tho morning; but wo
were mistaken. Ho was still posing and amus-
ing his visitors.

Upon examining the guard report tho next
morning, and failing to see our names upon it,
ho sent tho Sergeant of tho Guard after us.
Wo wore brought to tho Adjutant's oflico un-

der guard. When we entered tho room tho
Colonel was furious, and, with his voice husky
with wrath, demanded why wo did not go to
tho guardhouse. We meokly answered that
wo did. Tho Colonel, still very wrathy,
wanted to know why wo did not stay there.
We told him because ho had not told us to. He
then very mildly ordered us to our quarters,
and passed the decanter amid a roar of laughtor
Irom tho assembled olhccrs.

I now seem to seo tho indentations, mil-

dewed aud nios3-covore- mado by the shots
that wo fired against tho boulder in thoso
olden times, and my heart returns to tho
scenes of the past, whilo Hope, with her rosy
tints aud bright hues, alluringly beckons mo
on 'with her sweet, bewitching smile. Yet I
linger, spell-boun- d in enchanted rovory, over
amusing memories.

PIUSONEIJS OF ANDIJKSONVILLE.

1S67, shortly after my discharge from tho 5th
U. S. Cav., at Nashville, Tonn., a friend asked
mo if I would like to go with him to call on
somo loyal ladies and spend tho evening.

In tho course of
tho evt -- irig tho topic of the war was brought
up. I remarked about being in Andorsonvillo.
One of tho ladies remarked: "Mr. Vance, if
you were an Andersonvillo prisoner, I can sing
you a song." She sat down at tho piano, played
and sang this song, which I think is the most
sympathetic of any song I ever heard. Tho
lady, at my request, gavo mo tho words. I
always sang tho song to suit myself, but my
wifo lately set it to music that suits mo better.
I havo never seen the song or heard it; can't
toll whero it originated. I loft Nashvillo
shortly afterward, and paid no attention to it
for years afterward.

Chapter CXXXIX.

GRirrE niENOMENA.

It has often been observed that tho ponaltios
of Intemperance are visited upon tho woakest
part of every human organism: tho lungs in
ono case, tho liver or the stomach in anothor.
Similar after-effec- ts seem frequently to follow
an attack of that mysterious disorder known
as tho Russian grippo, or contagious lung-fovc- r.

"Influenza" (another synonym of tho
grippo), says a French physician, "is a word
nowadays applied to almost any form of ca-

tarrh. Thero aro pcoplo who talk about having
caught a fit of influenza if thoy aro troubled
with a common cold in tho head. It would
mako somo of thorn stare if they should hap-
pen to mako tho personal acquaintance of tho
gonuino article"

Tho first stage of tho grippo, indeed, somo-wbaf- c

resembles a bad cold, but may generally
bo distinguished by ono characteristic symp-
tom, viz., tho strango lassitude, a feeling of
genoral weariness which in some caso3 may
oblige tho patient to keep his bed aftor tho
second day. Even children in tho most activo
poriod of their toons, complain of a tired fool-

ing, varying from a slight apathy to a drowsi-
ness that makes it difficult for thorn to keep
their oyes open. Then come tho catarrh symp-
toms: soro throat, pain in tho lungs, cough,
and frequent expectorations, ropoated for days
at over-short- er intervals, as if tho eutiro pul-
monary apparatus had hecomo congested with
ulcors. Tho fever, which more or less attends
every severe catarrh, may rise to an alarming
hight, with pulse at triplo speed and confusion
of mind amounting to delirium. Robust adults
may fight those symptoms down, but complain
of ominous aches of tho head, resembling the
sudden throbbing pains preceding a stroke of
apoplexy.

Tho pationt's appotito may havo failed be-for- o

tho affection roaches its crisis, and tho
mistaken kindness of forcing food on tho sick
is apt to result in ugly fits of colic. Tho suf-
ferer at tho samo time complains of chills, con-
tinuing under any amount of additional bed- -

clothing, and I remember a caso whero both
symptoms becamo so aggravated that the at-

tending physician sent for an alcoholic solu-
tion of cantharides. But whilo the messenger
was still on tho way tho pationt's mother be-

thought herself of a plan that had answorod
in a similar case. A pet terrier, that had often
shared its littlo master's bed on cold nights,
was wrapped up in a clean, warm sheet, nnd
huddled up alongside of tho shivoring young-
ster's stomach. Roth thou went to sleep, and
when tho boy woke up, two hours after, his
chill3 as well as his colic had permanently sub-
sided.

Thoro used to bo an old belief that a catarrh
Usts nine days, though 19 would in a pluiality
of cases come ncaror tho truth, and the grip
raroly runs its course in lcs3 than four weeks.
Tho catarrh symptoms proper may seem to
abato beforo tho end of the second week, but
expectoration continues and tho feeling of ex-
haustion maj' not reach its maximum before
tho third week. In aggravatod.cascs tho pationt
(though now past tho crisis of his lung-feve- r)

becomes so weak tiiat ho cannot riso from his
chair without holding on to a tahlo or the arm
of an attendant, and if a feeling of momentary
improvement should tempt him to leave the
house, his imprudenco may avengo itself by a
fit of what physicians call a spinal doliquium
a cramp in tho lower part of tho backbone
brings attempts at locomotion to a sudden stop,
the patient doubles up as if in a fit of gastric
spasms and is glad to drag himself homo by
laying hold of fences and wayside trees. Tho
suddenness of theso soizuros may nlarm inci-
dental witnesses. A stout man walking along
with a heavy basket or sachol will all at onco
drop his burden and stagger to tho next lamp-
post as if a riflo-ba- ll had "taken tho spring out
of him," as hunters describo tho effect of a shot
through the spine.

Ono attack of that sort, however unprece-
dented, is likely to bo followed by others, and
should bo takon as n warning- - against all

fatigues. Tho patient should keep
his arm-chai- r, relieving tho pressuro on his
spino by supporting part of his weight on his
foot aud elbows, and just beforo rotiring apply
some warm ointment; hot mutton-tallo- will
serve tho purpose quite as well as expensive
linimonts. The throbbing pains in tho spinal
column will become less percoptihlo in tho
course of two or threo days, and in the mean-
time tiie patient should give Nature a chanco
by confining himself to a light but nutritious
and digcstiblo diet, such as boiled rico with a
littlo butter and sugar, sago soup, or oatmeal
gruel with milk and a sprinkling of boiled
currantB. "Stimulants," so called, entirely
mis3 their purpose in such cases. For a couple
of hours the effect of the drug may simulate a
feeling of returned vigor, but tho ensuing re-

action loavos the patient weakor and more de-

spondent than before.
A still moro serious complication may ariso

if tho virus of the grippo should attack the
brain. Delirium results in about four out of
10 cases, and in ono of thoso four tho montal
disturbance will take the form of alarming vis-
ions, followed by a dejection that may tempt to
suicide. In the courso of tho last threo wooks
it was, indeed, not easy to take up a metropoli-
tan newspaper without coming across an ac-
count of some grippo victim, who, in a fit of
mental aberration had tried, or actually con-
trived, to take his own lifo. Tho absence of
such extreme symptons as incoherent speech
or outbreaks of violcnco may deceive tho pa-

tient's friends in regard to tho seriousness of
his condition. Tho sufferer may appear rather
reticent and abstain from supcrfluouscomplaints,
as in a characteristic case reported from a town
in the lower Mississippi Valley, whore a young
man in comfortable circumstances committed
suicide a week after his apparent recovery from
nn attack of infl-irnza- . Tho patient, after the
usual lung-feve- r, had been confined to his bed on
account of far-gon- e exhaustion, till aspellof cool
weather seemed to hraco him up a littlo. Ho
groped his w;iy about tho house, but during a
relapse of sultry heat subsided into an arm-
chair, listless and gloomy, hut with a word of
thanks for all who administered to his inci-
dental wants. He nover coiuplainod, tho-ig- h

ho now and then put his hand to his templo in
a way that suggested a Uvingo of headache.
"Wouldn't you liko U3 to carry you down in
tho garden?" asked his physician ono sunny
morning. The sighed. " What's tho
use; I'm noar tho end of my tether," said ho
at last, when tho doctor ropealcd his question.
"Why, what's tho matter? Do you mean to
say that you feel any worse But tho
sick man had relapsed into his moody silence.
Two days after he was found dead in a stone-pave- d

yard directly under his third-stor- y bed-
room. His fall from that bight was at first
ascribed to somo unlucky accidont, but a closer
search of hi3 room revealed a number of littlo
farewell presonts, folded up neatly, with vari-
ous inscriptions: "To Willie," "To Cousin
Charley," "To Littlo Loo," etc. Barring tho
dejecting effects of his malady ho could havo
had no imaginable causo forsuicido, as his in-co-

considerably exceeded his modest wants,
and ho was not known to havo an enemy in the
world. Another week, or at latest a month,
might have restored him to perfect health, but
tho temporary vail that clouded his mind
mado him view all tilings through a medium
of gloom and probably mado lifo appear an in-
tolerable burden. The interaction of body and
mind presents no stranger facts, but very simi-
lar symptoms havo been observed among tho
aftor-efrect- s of typhoid fever aud tho abuso of
certain drugs quinine, for instance, nnd bella-
donna. Liko typhoid fevcrcontagious infln-onz- a

is undoubtedly a germ-diseas-
e, aud tho

risk of mental aberration has boon explained
on tho theory that tho blood gets surcharged
with microbes, which, liko o.vor-dosc- s of tho
ahovo-name- d drugs, tend to affect the functions
of tho brain.

In a former chapter wo havo called attontion
to tho suggest! vo fact that grippe epidemics aro
ny no means con lined to tho Wintor season.
On two different occasions tho disease attained
its maximum of virulonco and contagiousness
in tho dogdays, and sultry weather is always
apt to retard the chauco of recovery. Aa in
other febrilo affections, tho best plan of treat-
ment may bo summod np in the rule to koop
the pationt as quiet and as cool as possible.
Avoid stimulants, avoid an excoss of warm
bed-clothe- s, keep tho bedroom cool and airy
by night as well an by day, and do not think
it iiocessary to tompt tho patieut's appotito by
special tidbits. The digestive organs, as well
as tho rest of tho body, may require temporary
rost, and as soon as food can bo utilized nature
will not fail to aunounco tho need lu tho usual

way. Precaution should also bo takon ngainst
tho risk of abusing tho first sign of returning
vigor. A promaturo resumption of fatiguing
labor may avengo itself by a sadden rclapso,
and it is a safo rnlo to koop tho patient at homo
at least a week aftor tho crisis of tho luug-five- r

has boon safely passed.

MEDAL OF HONOR.
Story of n Gallant aiicliigiin Soldier TVhoso

Valor bus been at Last Itowurded.

EORGE D. S1DMAN,
a Special Examiner of
tho U. S. Ponsiou Bu-
reau, now located at
Philadelphia, Pa., wa3
thorccipiontof a medal
of honor last week
which is inscribed as
follows: "Tho Congress
to Georgo D. Sid man,
latoofCo.C.lGthMich.,
for distinguished brav-
ery at tho battlo of
Gaines's Mills, Vn., Juno
27, 1SG2."

Mr. Sidman wa3 born
at Rochester, N. Y
Novoraber 23, 18-- J 1, and
was thcreforo but a lit-
tlo moro than 1G yoars
of ago when ho enlisted
at Owosso, Mich., April
19, 1SG1, in a local com-

pany, organized undor
Prosidont Lincoln's first call for troop3, and
known as the " Owosso Grays." Tin's company
was novor callod into active scrvico, but imme-
diately after its disband tnont, in July, 18G1,
Sidman wont to Flint and onlistod as drum-
mer in Co. C, Stockton's Independent Regi-
ment, afterwards known as tho IGth Mich.
IIo was mu3lorcd into scrvico, as drummor, at
Detroit, Mich., August 1, 1SG1. At tho fir3fc

regular muster of tho regiment at Hall's Hill,
Va., in Octobor following, it was discovered
that Co. C had more than its quota of musi
cians, and Sidman was then given the choice of
being discharged aud sont homo or of muster-
ing as a privato. Ho choso tho latter alterna-
tive, and being not only the youngest, but tho
shortest rnau in tho company, wa3 assigned to
tho extreme loft, shoulder to shoulder with tho
color-guar- d (Co. C boing the color company).
Ho participated with hi3 regiment in the
sicgo of Yorktown, Va., April and May, 18G2,
and at tho battlo of Ilanovor C. H., Va., May
27, 18G2. It was, however, at tho battlo of
Gaincs'3 Mills, Va., tho second of tho seven
days' battlo in front of Richmond under Mc-Clella- n,

that Sidman won his laurels.
Dan Butterfield's Light Brigado, composed

of tho 12th aud 17th N. Y. Militia, Mth N. Y.
(Ellsworth's Avengers), 83d Pa., aud 16th
Mich., had the extrcino left of tho lino that
day, with tho left flauk resting on tho Chicka-homin- y

Swamp. This, tiierefore, was the last
brigado to givo way undor tho pressure of
Stonewall Jackson's Corp3, that had broken
tho line on tho right, and by au oblique move-
ment enfiladed tho lino in both directions.
Driven almost iuto tho Chickahominy by over-
powering numbor3 in tho stampede, this bri-
gade rallied, and with yolls and chcors rushed
back ovor tho ground now covered with its
dead and wounded comrades, and regained its
old position, which it held against many odds
until night. Sidman was with tho colors of
his regiment in this forlorn-hop- o rally, and
was sevorcly wounded in tho hip in the almost
hand-to-han- d engagement that followed upon
reaching their old position. Being disabled,
and expecting to bo captured on tho field, ho
clubbed his musket ovor a stump to destroy
its usefulness to tiio enemy, and throw Im

in a near-b- y ditch. Under cover
ofdarkness, that soon followed, ho crawled off
tho field and through Chickahominy Swamp
on his hands and knees; reached Savago Sta-
tion tho next day, whero, on the day following,
ho was captured in hospital with 3,000 other
Union soldier3 loft thero by McCleilan; was
taken to Richmond and imprisoned in Libby,
Castle Thunder and Bollo Islo; was exchanged
August 18, sent to Point Lookout Hospital,
and subsequently rejoined his rogimont whilo
his wound was yot an open sore; mado the
Antictam campaign with the regiment through
Maryland, unablo to march, but aided by a
condemned horso picked up by tho) waysido,
and through Virginia to Frcdcrickburg, where
on Dec. 11 ho volunteered to carry tho bri-
gado colors, aud was chosen for that houorablo
placo by tho Brigado Commandor, Col. T. B.
W. Stockton.

In tho battle of Fredericksburg ho was
again wounded, but so slightly as not to pre-
vent him from bearing tho colors promptly
and proudly at tho front, planting them in tiio
final charge upon that bloody field within 150
yards of tho sunkon road at the baso of Maryo's
Hights under a3 terrific and destructive firo
from front and flank as soldiers over ondured,
and thero they remained with tho brigado
until tho battlo ended threo days later, when
Privato Sidman, with tho broken staff and
colors piorcod with moro than a half scoro
balls, at the brigado front bore them across
tho Rappahannock.

His comrades also recall with admiration his
humanity ns well as valor displayed in running
tho gantlet through tho railway cutting for
can teens of water for tho suffering and wounded;
at a time, too, when a chango from a prostrate
to an upright position, as tho brigado lay hug-
ging tho cold earth for 30 hours on thoso De-
cember days, meant death from tho enemy's
flying bullets. Immediately after this battlo
ho was promoted to Corporal, and sorvod with
his company in tho battle of Chanccllor3villo,
May 1-- 3, 18G3, and subsequently in tho skirmish
at Kolley's Ford. Again at Middleburg, on
Juno 21. 18G3, Privato Sidman was soverely
wounded through his right foot whilo in tho
front rank of tho regimental color-guar- d, in
charging and driving tho enemy from their
strong position behind stouo walls. His wounds
now so afflicted him that he was unablo to march
and porfoilm tho duties of an infantry soldier,
whereupon, aftor his in 18GJ, lie
was transferred to tho Invalid Corp3, whoro ho
served faithfully until aftor tho close of tho
war, and his old regiment in tho field lost in
his leaving it tho further scrvico of as brave
and patriotic a soldier's uamo as was ovor homo
upon its rolls.

Whiio a member of tho Invalid Corps, at
Washington, in the Spring and Summer of
I8G5, ho served as an Orderly at tho trial of
tho conspirators for tho assassination of Presi-
dent Lincoln, aud was prcsont when Mrs. Sur-ra- tt

and her woro convicted and
hung.

Ho also served in the guard, and was present
when tho brutal Andorsonvillo koopor, Wirz,
was hung at Old Capitol Prison iu May, 18G5.
IIo was finally mustored out of scrvico Nov.
1-- 18G5.

Sinco tho war Mr. Sidman has held a num-
ber of important positions. In 1SGG ho was an
Assistant Assessor of Internal Rovcnuo at Bay
City, Mich., under his old Colonel, B. F. Par-
tridge. In 18G7 ho was appointed U. S. Consul
toSchwcrin, Gormauy, which position ho soon
afterwards rcsignod. In 1877 ho went to South
Africa on an exploring and prospecting expe-
dition, nnd was in that country during tho
Zulu var, where the Prince Imperial of Franco
was killod. He was both a diamond and gold
digger, and penetrated that country as far
north as tho Zambesi Rivor in search of gold.
Ho roturnod to this couutry in 1880, since which
timo ho has been connected with tho Pension
Bureau. Ho is a prominent member of tho
G.A.R., having served iu 1839 n3 an p

on Commandor-in-Chio- f Warner's Staff.
His legal rcsidouco is Bay City, Mich. Con- -

employments and recroa-tion- s
can bo resumed

with zest and bene-
fit. For women espe-
cially, the months of
April and May bring
opportunity for that ex-erci- so

tho open
which has been so
greatly interfered with
by cold weather, storm3,
snow and slush.

Confined to tho house
all Winter much more
cloaely than the male
membere of tho family,

women particularly need the bracing efiects of
Spring sunshine and air. JJut the exercise
which thoy may indulge should not be too
violent or fatiguing. Something which pro-

vides at the same time gentle and varied activ
ity for tho muscles and pleasant employment
for the mind will bo found most healthful and
beneficial. Particularly for women who have
household and social duties to perform, it is
important that outdoor exercise should not
make too much of a draft upon the commoa
stock of muscular and norvous energy.

With this consideration in view, perhaps no
outdoor employment or recreation affords
better physical and mental exercise for women,

this season of tho year, than flower-gardenin- g.

It ha3 many points of advantage. First,
ifc is a distinctively feminine employment,
ministering to tho delicato of beauty, tho
fino sensibilities, tho taste and refinement
characteristic of woman.

Then, too, it is an employment which can be
carried on at odd moments, a littlo now and a
little then, timo can bo snatched from the
regular work of the household. It does not
call one away from home; requires no wa3te
of time or strength getting at it or getting
away from it; isnotexpensivo; provides a gen-
tle and varied kind of exercise most beneficial
to nerves and muscles; a constant joy to the
eye, aud a constant source of instruction to the

Further, ifc is possible under almost any
ditions, except tho most squalid and confined.
So long as there is a littlo patch of dooryard,
ovon the heart of a great city, that of
brick-surround- desert may be mado to "bud
and blossom liko tho rose."

Many a mechanic's or day-labore- r's wife
has been able to brighten their little homo and
promises by the outlay of a few cent3 for tho
necessary seeds and tools, with a beauty and
fragrance such that the wealth of an emperor
could not purchase finer.

Nor need one bo doterred by the thought
that it mu3t rcquiro some previous knowledge
and skill to bo a successful Uower-garnene- r,

even on a small scale. Experience, of course,
help?, but fortunately in floriculture ono can
utilize one's experience he goes along.

A few simple directions, which generally ac-

company each packago of seed, aro all that is
necessary to start with. Somo of tho first
flowors in our city markets come from the lit-
tlo garden-plat- s of women who havo never
mado any study of the art of floriculture.
They have simply planted their seeds accord-
ing to tended them carefully and
regularly, and made use of tho simple facts of
experience which they gained from day day,
while watching tho results of their work. At a
great flowor-sho- in London, not long ago, the
prize for tho best and largest exhibit was given
to a lady, not a professional floriculturist, who
had done all the work required by her exhibit,
from proparing tho soil to cutting aud arrang-
ing the flowers, with hor own bauds.

And this suggests au important considera-
tion, viz., that for women, in
order to bo of much value either as a recrea-
tion a moans of profit, must bo personally-conducte- d

work.
Jt is not flower-gardenin- g for a woman to

stand by and superintend the work of some-
body elso pcrhap3 it would bo better to say,
interforo with tho work of somobody else.
This is not exercise, and ifc is not flower-growin- g.

In ordor to bo trnly interested and truly
bonefitod by her avocation, tho amateur flor-
iculturist must do her own planting, watering,
weeding and cutting. Otherwise, sho might;

well go out and try to direct somo gang of
bricklayers. Tho in that caso, would be
just much hers in the other caso.

Ouo cannot cultivate flowera long without
learning a great deal about botany. Tim is
by no means the least of tho advantages to be
derived from keoping a flower-garde- n. First
tho names of the different flowers will bo
learned; then thoir characteristics and habits
will be unconsciously noted; next, will be
irresistibly moved to examine their structnre,
to learn tho names of the different parts and
the fuuetions thoy perform. This is the very
best way to study any science, and the person
who begins the study of bofciny thus will bo

to master ifc most thoroughly and easily.
