FROM THE BAY STATE.

Doings of Interest to Veterans and Their
rril‘nd‘o

Emror NaTiosaL Trisvse: One of the most
interesting spots [ touched in my recent trip over |
the old batticlields was the residence of William |
Gaines, It is au old-time Southern mansion, onece
quite pretentious, standing on the fringe of the |
baitlefieid of Gaines's Miil, It stands back fuily
balf a mile from the highway running from Me-
chaniesyille to Gaines's Mill and Cold Harbor, in |
the midst of an extensive level tract of country
onoe inciuded lna farm of 937 acres, but now ont
up and sold off uutil the Lowmestead bas but 125
pores jefl,

Mr. William Gaines, the present occupant, served
in the rebel nrmy (in the I5th Va.) until 1862 after
which he served In the Quartermaster’s Depari-
ment on and off, —mostly off, I should judge,—
uotil the war ended. The house is rich in historic
experienoes. lu the front lawn Mr., Gaines di-
rected my attention to the outlines of a shallow
ditch, where the hospital tent of MeClellan's med-
fonl siafl was locn'ed. Ascending the steps of the
poriico e ushered me into the bhall of the house,
which the rebels used s an amputating-room after
our troops had jeft this part of the field. Ou the |
sulbority of Dr. Cranshaw, a rebel Surgeon, 270
ampulations took pince there in one night.

Mr, Gaines called my atiention to thedark stalns |
left by the pools of blood en the floor and the |
streams which trickled meroas toward the lower
gide. The spol cccupied Ly the amputsting-tub
ware pointed out. A neighbor says be saw the men
of both mrmies lying iu the front yard in rows, with
spuces left 10 pass between Lhem to supply them
with water and nourishment, Mr. Gaines says \he
grest fow of blood there apparently killed the
grass st that thise, bul that in September following
Leprang up with & luxuriance whick he never saw
egnnied.

But his grestest pride consists in the faet that In
1864, while the anrmies Iny at Cold Hurbor, the
greal Chicflaln Robert E. Lee occupled Lthe houss
s Headguarters, using the room on the right to
one enlering the frout door for that purpose, and
the chamber above it a* & sleeping-room. He wiso
ro'mla oul with pride s handsome while oak sland-

ng 50 rods in front of the bouse, which Gen. Jee
called the finest Le ever saw., Mr. Gaines, while
evidently & waurtn advoonte of the Lost Cause, was
mos! affable and gentlemuniy in Lis bearing to-
ward Liis visitors,

DEPARTMENT PRESIDENT OF ILLINOIS,

Department President Sarah Echols Hannon, of
Cairo, Iil., is one of the most active workers in the
ranks of the Rellef Corps, Stale or National, and
she is proseculing the
affaira of her adminis-
tration withh character-
istic zenl and energy.

Sarah Echols Hannon
was born in Pulaski Co.,
111,, June 14, 1846, and
reccived her educatlon
at Union Female Semi-
nary, Du Quoin, Il
When four yvears old she was left fatherless, and
the widowed mother resided on the farm where
her four sons earried on the work until Lincoln's
call for 75,000 volunteers in 1861, when all three
enlisted and hastened to the front. At the ex-
piration of their term of service they re-enlisted,
and received their first baptism of fire at Donel-
son. The eldest brother was badly wounded, but
recovered and served to the close of the war, The
second brother was killed in battle. The third
brother was captured and taken to Andersonville,
where he sleepsinan unknown grave., The fourth
brother passed throngh all Lthe perils of war, and
was mustered out a veteran.

The danghter of the family, Sarah Echols, dur-
ing the closing yenrs of the war, was a daily visitor
to the U. 8. Hospital of Mound Cily, where she
ministered to the sick and wounded. As a soldier
who shared her ministirations expressed it, ** ber
sweet young face, her tender solicitude and cheer-
ful words were truly balm to the weary,"”

While on these visita of loving duty Sarah Echols
made Lhe ncqusintance of Ensign Iorace Allen
Hannon, Commander U, S. 8, Juliet.
