Weed's Brigade consisted of two New York

n& two Pennsylvania .regiments, disposed in
line as follows acioss the front face of Little
Sound Top: Tho 135th Pa. on the ribt, tho
14Gth N. Y. and 91t Pa. in canter, aud the
140th N. Y. on the left, they being well down
the southern slope of the mountain.

The object of this little :irr;ce is to answer
the question of Thnoias Hoggins in The
national Tribune of Oct. 1, 1S-1- , as to
' which my nccujicn Routid Top at lite battle

of Gettj'-vbtirg,- " aud also to get a more definite
explanation of the position of the S'Jil P..

In reply to the first question, will give my
regiment's experience as to tho ocenpaucy. Tho
early morning of the 2d us eujtn-in- g a
Short rest in the edge f a ice of w.vkIs, orac
distance Jo the rear cf Ceissrery Riile. Soon
after eating our breakfast the order came, and
we moved out and double-quicke- d jinst tho
liaso of Litto Rounl Top. Coiitinuing on up
iho ro.'rtl, we crod P.nm 3l::u, and nearly
lip to a piece of u ocls i:i o;sr front, whfn an
order to about-fac- e icacbe.1 n and i.onc too
Boon, for a little farther aud we should have
icached the reb-- l lines. AVe were not slow in
getting b;ick, and iwssing the front of Devil's
Den, a shot from which killed Serg't Robert
England, of Co. K. Wc wero halted at the foot
of Little Round Top, and after loading our
guns we scrambled np the rucged Sides of the
Mountain without regard to order, and forming
in line we soon became engaged, as the John-
nies were climbing up the other side. I be-

lieve it was during this first trial for occupancy
that Col. O'Rourke, of the 140th .'. Y., was
iilled, and Gi-n-. Weed and Lieut. Hazlett, of
Sattery D,botJi Ml. I received a slight wound
myself, and retiring under cover of the trees
ou tbcsummitcf the hill (shown in the picture),
anvestisation proved it to be nothing serious,
and I returned to my place in the rank?.

I am particular as totiie foregoing incident?,
Jjccause I want it distinctly understood that
ihe summit of Little Round Top was in posses-
sion of the Union troops from three to four
liours lo:ore the charge of Longstret's forces
"was made, to which Comrade Potter jefers, and
Tvhich charge was repulsed.

I will give another incident, Brother Potter,
"which I think should convince you that you
are in error as to tho the guns of Battery
J) were drawn to summit.

From an elevated position we had a magnif-
icent view cf thu field. A Confedcrac battery
was Ecru to move long the Lmmeisbarg road,
toward the extreme right of their line, and
taking shelter uuiler cover of a p'ecc of woods
opened a furious cannonade on cur position
for about 20 minutes, but failing to make any
iujpre&sion ou us, as wo laid low, they moved
Jiack the way tln- - came till they got ditectly
in our fiont, and halted in rear of some farm
Jjuilding, near a road that comes from the
and intersects tne Emmetsburg road at that
jKiint. Then the fun commenced from our
side Pattery D opened on. them. The first
fhell fella little short, but the next and the
next, :n nspld succession, were dropped iu
among thum, and in le33 than a minute's titao
that was the most demoralized rebel battery wo
lad been in a little while, as a perfect stampede
of men and hoiEcs took place. How many were
Ullcd aud wounded, of course, we knew not,
tut in a short tiino two ambulances came down
the road to cairy off the injured.

I make another reference to Col. Bacuelder's
jiicture here. According to it the rebel Geueral
(Semuiea was mortally wounded near the in-
tersection of tho two road? mentioned above.
That point in the picture agrees exactly with
my recollecti'fii of the incident narrated. The
time of this aflair was, accoiding to my mem-
ory, ptetty wr!l nlong in the afternoon. Gen.
31 M. Law, in his article in the CcnUiry 2aga-znn- e

for Dec. l&SG, "The Confodcrato Right at
Gettysburg," fcays it was nearly 3 o'clock when
they advanced (o the attack. The artillery on
hoth sides Lad been warmly engaged for about
15 miuuk'S, etc Huut, Chief of Artillery,
in his article in same magazine, entitled "The
Second Day at Gettysburg," places the hour of
attack between 4 aud 5 p. ra. He also mentions
the fact of a lot of cattle being between the
lines of the contending foices, and of the terror
and fright of the poor animals a3 they rushed
from one side to the other as the jshot aud shell
exploded over and among them. I have a dis-
tinct recollection myself of seeing the poor
creatures in their frantic etforts to csctpo from
their ten, Lie predicament.

But iviaicver the hour may havo been when
the attack was made, 1 am positive that we oc-
cupied Ui" summit, and had hadour first brush
with the Johnnies ou the side of the mountain
from tnotothtee hou is before, as the wound
that I jectived is a reminder of the time; and
also a Iqv minutes after wc drove them back,
Lieut.-Co- l. Jenkins, of my rogiment, ordered
the colors to Ik: Hung out on the extreme front
summit, but Co!. Garrard ordered them back,
eaying it was no use exposing the men need-
lessly, as they nero iu short range of the rebel
sharpshooter-- n the Devil's Den.

Serg't Villi Vierk, of my own company, now
of Syrarus", JN. Y., makes tho time of our
reaching the snmmic even earlier than I do.
He sty i in u klter to one: ' It must have been

about 10:30 when wo went on Round Top";
aud Comrado E. C. C, formerly a member of
Battery D, whose guns wo supported, states
that "Weed's Brigade were the first organized
troops on Round Top."

And right here 1 will corroborate Comrado
Potter's statement regarding Gon. Griffin, for-

mer commander of Battery D, as to the esti-
mation in which he was hold by most of tho
boys. Ho was like a guardian angel to us.
Vis5iicver wo got into a tight place, if his guns

could bo brought to bear upon thoso of tho
enemy, they would sileuco them every time.

In "conclusion, 1 will say to Comrado Hog-

gins, who asked the question, that Weed's
Brigade occupied tho front face of Little Round
Top. from as early as noon of tho second day
until the close of the trreaC battle, when wo
moved out on tiie afternoon of Sunday, tho 5th
of July, in pursuit of tho enemy, who wero

on tho retreat. But mind, I do not claim
that wo alone hold Little Round Top ; for, if
1 remember right, there were supporting regi-

ments in the rear of the battery as well as iu
fiont.

I should stale that very soon after tho attack
mentioned abeve, we moved part way dowu.
tho slope to tho position shown in tho picluro,
and during the night piled up tho loose stones
aud connected them with tho huge boulders
that wero scattered about on tho mountain-
side, making a good wall of defense for us
against thesharpshooleas in tho Devil's Den.

Scarcely breath
of air moved. The ther-
mometer registered 103
degrees in the shade.
Wator was scaico, and.

almost too hot to drink from tho tiu canteens.
Added to all were tho heat and smoko of
tons and tons of burning powder, tho awful ex-

plosions of massed artillery, tho healed crash
of musketry, men aud horses crushed and.
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Bio round TOP,

bleeding and dying; mangled human beings
begging for a diop of water, and no one to hear.
But that was war, and this was a battle.

"The 2d Iowa Cav. was everywhere about
Corinth in every conceivablo sort of service.
' Hatch's cavalry is the eyo of our army,' said
Rosocrans. By night aud by day they were in
tho saddle. It was a trusted regiment, with
energetic oflicers aud daliinx men. Thoy had
been brigaded with the gallant Sheridan, aud
greatly aided iu making his fame.

" The 2d Iowa battery, CV.pt. :elsou T. Spoor,
fired tho last round of ammunition in their
chests.

"In tho charge of our men fell Col. James
Baker with a mortal wound, gloriously leading
tne 2d Iowa. 'Idle content,' he cried; '1 have
seen iny regiment victoriously charging tho
enerav.'

"Tho next day (4tlO Lieut-Co- l. Noah W.
Mills, commanding the 2d Iowa, fell, mortally
wounded, while leading a charge. The 2d Iowa
lost 101 men killed and wounded.

"ilaj. Banbury, 5th Iowa, commanding the
17th Iowa, led that regiment in its splendid
charge in which thev captured tho flag of tho
40th Miss.

"The old war-hor-se of tho 7th Iowa, Lieut-Co- l.

James C. Patrott, was severely wouuded,
and his regiment lost 122 men killed and
wounded.

" Gen. McKcan, commanding Sixth Division,
Army of the Tennessee, teported 'Col. 31. M.
Crocker himself as entitled to tho highest
credit for skill and bravery, and for tiie splen-
did discipline in brittle of tho Crocker Brigado'
(the battle made Crocker Brigadier-General- ).

This LrigRtlc lost 172 men in killed and
wounded, 109 of whom were from tho gallant
2oih Iow3, under Lieut-Co- l. W. W. Belknap.

"The Stato of Iowa lost iu tho battle of
Corinth 551 officers and men, mostly killed aud
wounded." Yetf.eas, Salem, Mass.

MARYE'S HIGHTS.
Comrade Holehoiise Afpiin Insists that Ills

Again I assert our
claim to bo the first on
Mary o' s Hights. I
havo fired no blauk
cartridges. Wc of tho
7th Mass. went up the
Telegraph road, and to
tho left of the Maryo
House, from which tho
Highta dorivo their
name. Yes, 31 r.
Bowle8,the two columns
did receive tho first
fearful fire of tho Con-
federates. Right you
ate, theie. Then tho
supporting lines of bat-
tle acted their part of
support, aud advanced
to our aid, which was
the part of the program
assigned to them.

If any one will read
each of my articles,

tbey cannot help but acknowlcdgo that I havo
been consistent, notwithstanding tho charge of
H. H. Bowles that Comtado Holehouso makes
some curious statements about supports and
skirmish-lines- , getting them badly mixed. I
now quote from a paragraph by 11. II. Bowles :
"When, iu the flush of young manhood, I
stepped out with 320 others of my rogiment
the O'th 3Ie. to lead the forlorn hope against
those Hights." The leader.? generally receive
the first fire, yet you concede that Col. Spear'd
aud Col. Johus's columns received the first fire.
Strange, isn't it? Oh, consistency, thou art a
jewel.

I toll you again, the Gth ire. did not go up iu
column. You went up the hill, or the regi-
ment did, in lino of battle two deep. Do you
know so little of military as not to distinguish
the direrencc in formation of marching in lino
of battle and marching in column ?

3ry first articlo was printed in Tim
Dec.21, 1S81, iu leply to

II. E. iralthews's claim for tho Gth 31c. If he
had not made that claim, 1 should most proba-
bly never havo been a contributor to your
columns. But seeing his claim, and knowing
that my regiment had the right to that honor,
I could not remain silent, for silonco in such a
matter would denote cowardice. Then, on
Feb. 11, 1S92, appeared the second articlo from
H. E. Matthews giving tho very graphic ac-
count by H. H. Bowles. Allowiug ulmost six
years to intervene between my reply and this
second articlo, they were net very hasty lu as-

set Uug the same untruthful account. By tho
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insertion, after such a lapse of time, thoy
found that Comrade Holehonso was still a citi-
zen of the United States, and had not departed
from this sublunary sphere, as noto my articlo
of 3rarch 10, 1892, "whicli most eiTcctually dis-
posed of their claim, if the evidence adduced
should he weighed and given its proper value.

If I lived in the West or South, and owned
some thousands of acres of land, and wanted
my land boomed, I should most assuredly em-
ploy this verv picturesque writer to set forth
its beauties aud advantages to sottlcrs; for ho
would make whito appear black, and vice
versa; as note his shifting subtorfugo iu say-
ing that it was not Male's Hights we car-
ried, but tho Hights of Fredericksburg. Gou.
Newton's testimony was too strong; so, liko a
good General who knows all nbout military,
calling a lino of battlo an assaulting column,
ho, U. H. Bowles, changes his base, and assigns
us to a new position. From tho right to tho
left of thoso Hights h ouo continuous lino,
without any break in their formation, some-
times called Maryo's and sometimes Fredericks-
burg Hights. The two charging columns, tho
one on tho right and ours iu tho center, and
tho lines of battle, all facod thoso Hights.
Then how could wo attack tho enemy's rear?
Please to explain. We'll put that down as
mixed. If it wero in war times, I would put
it down to too much commissary.

When our rogiment and tho oGth N. Y. wero
ordered to advance, which wo did in column of
fours, tho ordors wero givcu by word of mouth.
Had the buglo sounded tho advanco at this
timo the rebels would havo understood it as
well as wo did. As thoy saw our lino Hearing
their works, they wero expecting that tho col-
umn would deploy into tho field in thoir front,
into lino of battle. So, at least, some of tho
prisoners who wero taken in tho ri lie-pi- ts in
tho sunken road told us afterwards.

As wo started to advance (as I stated in my
first articlo) our supports to tho right of us aud
to tho loft wore lying dowu in lino of battlo,
hugging the earth closely, as wo passed them
by. Tho other column to the right, I suppose,
started at the same time. This is why wo re-
ceived tho first destructive fire of tho euemy;
and thefirstshotfired killed Elihu J. Faxon, of
the 3Gt h N. Y., and wounded some others of that
regiment, who were directly in our roar. What,
then, becomes of tho claim that tho Gth Mo.
were tho leaders of tho forlorn hope? Mixed
again, must bo tho verdict of a discriminating
public.

As to my not being near ouough to hoar bu-
gle notes, I will not defend myself, because I
havo answered that in my former articles. H.
H. Bowles, after saying this, calls mo Comrade
Holehouso. Is thero any comradeship implied
by such an inference? Such comradeship as
this I do not recognize. Again, he says : " Com-
rade Ilolehouso's efforts to bo facetious at tho
exponso of 3Ir. H. E. Matthews aro in poor
taste, aud beneath tho diguity of a truo sol-

dier."
To write aud maintain tho truth n a truo

soldier's duly, as well as to fight, and if an un-

truth can bo washed away by a little labor,
soft soap and warm water, so much the hotter
for truth and honesty. 3Ir. ifatthows may be
honest in his claim. His good lady may also
share with him in believing tho same, but they
were not theie. Tho letter of 3Iaj.-Ge- n. John
Newton, the word of Maj.-Gc- n. Doubleday,
(they did jiot belong to our regimental organi-
zation, nor to tho Stato of Massachusetts), Col.
Huntington T. Jackson, of Gen. Newton's staff,
(rny favoritoauthoritj-- , a3 H. H. Bowlc3 calls
him,) gives us this distinguished honor in tho
Century Magazine all outside """authorities ;

whilst tho claimants of tho Gth Mo. give no
authority but that which is interested iu their
behalf.

Gen. John Newton is yet living. He com-
manded the assaulting columns and the sup-
porting lines of battlo that day. Cols. Spear,
Johu3nnd Burnham wero his subordinates, aud
each performed what was assigned to them un-
der his command. I havo faith in him, as ho
was faithful to our country's flag in tho timo
of its dire necessity and in need of its true sons'
services. He will still be faithful and indorse
his letter to Gov. Andrew. Then ask him, in
a fair and square manner, without any equivo-
cation, and. my word for it, you will receive a
square confirmation of the position that I as-

sume, namely, that the 7th Mass. was tho first
in tho ombrasurcs of Maryo's Hights. James
How:iiousk, S5 East Griunell street, Fall River,
3Iass.

AS TO GEN. GREGG.
Comrade Taylor Thinks Tin Clears Up tho

Mystery Regarding His Death.

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OMRADE James E.
Taylor, of New York
City, the artiat who
painted tho celebrated
picturo of the battle of
Atlanta for Gon. G. M.
Dodge, saj's he has read
with interest the letter
of Comrade Dolton re-
garding tho death of
the rebel Gen. Gregg
at Chickamauga, and
sends U3 a letter re- -

rTjccived by him from
'Mr. S. A. Jonas, brothor
of ilnj. E. Jonas, of
Louisiana, who was one
of Gen. Dodge's bravest
staff ofiiccrs. which

--.give3 tho fate of Gen.
John Gregg, who was
reported killed by Gen.

Eoynton at Chickamauga, as a kind of supple-
ment to Comrado Dolton's article. Tho cor-
respondence was entered into by Comtado
Taylor to try and pecure photos of some of tho
Confederate Generals, as he proposes to paint a
picture in which they will be used. Tiie fol-

lowing is tho letter:
"3lY Dsaii Sin: I am glad to believe you

rely upon me as one always ready to help you
iu your good work. To begin with, there was
only one Gen. John Gregg in tho Confe'lerate
army ; the other Gregg was Gen. Mnxcy Gregg,
of South Carolina. Gen. John Gregg sleeps
under a massive "soldier monument" in a
lovely cemotery iu the suburbs of this city,
erected by his devoted widow, who is ouo of
our prominent citizens; nee Miss Alollio Garth,
daughter of Gen. Jesse Garth, of north Ala-
bama a noted hello in her day.

"The photo which I reincloso is, she says, a
speaking likeness, and better than any one she
has, and she is anxious to obtain a copy if pub-
lished.

"Ho was born in Lawrence Co., Alabama,
Sopt 2, 1828; went to Texas in 1852; was ono
of the youngest and most distinguished jurists
of that Stato when tho wur broke out; was a
member of tho Secession Convention; was
a member of tho Provisional Congress at
Montgomery, and served one term in Rich-
mond; returned to Toxas aftor tho battlo of
Manassas and raised tho 7th Texas; was
taken prisoner at Fort Donelson, and promotod
to Brigadier-Genera- l aftor his exchange. Af-
ter long sorvice in tho West, was assigned to
tho command of Hood's old Brigado, Long-street- 's

Corps, Loo's army, one of tho most
noted commands in the Confederate service

"Ho fell ou tho morning of Oct 7, 18G1, in
Lee's attack upon Grant's forces ou tho north
sido of tho James. Ho Gregg fell, to ho
more specific, shot through tho neck, while
leading a charge upon Forfc Harrison, on the
Darbytown road, seven milos from Richmond.
Ho never spoke after ho fell.

His widow can furnish a full sketch of his
civil and military life, but I do not suppose
you want it Ho was a grand scholar, able
lawyer, brave and skillful soldier, and a simple-mannere- d

I don't hoed that in
tho least coming as it
docs from that moldy
old villago beyond tho
bridge. for his strict-
ures of personal nature,
I regard them as simply
ludicrous. closing

ho domauds tho truth, and not a waste of
words, etc. In his loforenco to tho figures in
tho editorial columns of your issuo Sept 3,
1891, ho disregards aliko tho truth and tho in-

telligence of his readers by placing tho number
of Uuiou troop3 in tho battle of
Gottysburg at tho absurdly high figure of 80,-00- 0,

thereby making tho percentago of losses
sustained by them appoar lower, whilo with
tho Army of tho Cumberland ho reverses his
method of computation, placing tho number
engaged at at tho ridiculously
low figuro of 45,000, or bare two-third- s of tho
reported strength of that army, that ho may
mako tho percentage of loss appear very high,
or make ifc out tho "bloodiest battloflold,"
phraso so often repeated May 10.

Now, I don't care straw which is shown to
have been tho bloodiest battlefield, nor whore
tho breaking of that Confederate
backbone- occurred.

But if he adopts tho minimum as tho basis in
ascertaining tho percentago of losses at one en-

gagement, why not do so with both, always
hearing in mind that it is the readers of Thc
National Tjuruni:, and not cither disputant,
who aro to be the judges of the arguments ad-
duced and tho languago they aro couched in.

Until quito recently it has not beon claimed
by anyoso but rebel authorities, or their cop-
perhead that Meado had as many
as 80,000 troops in action at Gettysburg, and no
fair-minde- d man, knowing tho history of that
campaign and tho situation and environments
of the Army of tho Potomac, will beliovo it

Novor, aftor tho battle of Gainc3's Mill, did
tho rank and file of the Army of tho Potomac
have tho slightest doubt of their ability, when
properly haudled, to copo successfully with tho
Army of Northern Virginia, and yet thoy wero
afterwards led to defeat after defeat, aud al-

ways by different commander. They took
that bungling affair at Socond Bull Run rather

aucl were not more than half
satisfied with their victory at Antietam, but
wero perfectly disgusted with tho fruitless
slaughter at and mad clean
through at tho fatal hesitation of thoir com-

mander at which lost them
tho opportunity ofa fair atand-u- p fight with
Leo's veterans.

And now they marched to battlo again under
a now and untried commander nppoiuted but
three days before. It was not known against
what point the oncmy would direct his main
attack, our army was strung oat
over 60 miles of territory, whore straggling wa3
not only porfectly Eafo, but was most delight-
ful affair. The country people, in their simple
patriotism, cheerfully entertained our soldiers
at their houses. Such was the situation whon
our old reliable, John Bufort, with his division
of cavalry (of which I had tho honor to bo
member present for duty), encountered tho
enemy's infantry boyoud Gottysburg. A fow
liours Iator tho army commencos to arrivo by
forced marchos, under blazing July sun,
through suffocating clouds of dust, corps at
timo, until tho third day of battle, when tho
Sixth Corps, tho last to arrivo, came on the field,
but is not put intoaction.

Or that tho full reported strength of
tho army was in tho ranks, and remained in
them during those long, hot marches, until thoy
arrived on tho field? And yet this is what
should havo been done in ordor to put 80,000
men inaction without tho Sixth Corps.

On tho other hand, tlio situation is quito dif-
ferent. Tho Army of tho Cumberland is pre-
paring for battlo under an old and tried com-
mander, who has hitherto boon uniformly
successful. The weather i3 cool and bracing,
and straggling decidedly unsafe. And yot if
wo aro to bclievo this "seoker after truth"
from St Louh, from an army 67,000 strong,
there is but baro 43,000 put into action at

where few thousand more
might havo rendered incalculable service. Ho
reiterates tho statement that majority of the
best authorities lake his view of tho subject,
yet he doesn't nnnio single uutbority ou tho
subject, excopt Longstreot

Now wc do not regard that foxy old rebel as
reliable authority, if it is question of tho

number of troop3 arrayed against him, tho
amount of damage hiscauso may havo received
at their hands, or the condition of tho Confed-
eracy after the engagement iu disputo, as he is
but human liko tho rost of us (whether con-
sidered so in St Louis or not), and no doubt
willing enough to belittle tho results of Gottys-
burg, for tho reason that ho got good sound

there. I would liko the opinion of
somo disinterested party on the whole subject,
somo one whoso statements might bear the
stamp of truth.

I was a steersman in
ono of tho boats. With
two others I was de-

tailed from our com-

pany to report to head-
quarters without rat-

ions, as all steamboat-me- n

wero wanted, and
wo thought wo had a
soft snap. Wo were
maichcd down to a
large shed, whoro wo
found somo large oars
about 14 foot long,
which wo shouldered,
and marched to the
rivor, where wo found
a number of pontoon
two oarsmen and one

steersman to each boat, and wo practiced all
aftornoou pulling around the harbor. In tho
evening wo were ordered to our regimout and
told to report at midnight at tho river, with one
day's rations. Arriving at tho rivor wc found
tho bank filled with soldiors, embarking iu tho
pontoon boats. We wero ordered to tho oppo-sit- o

sido, whoro wo pulled down tho river in
tho shadow of tho bushc3 and trees, around
Moccason Point to a light ou tho bank. Wo
were ordered to cross tho river to the south
sido, whore wo disembarked our soldior3; then
wo crossed the river, filled our boats with sol-

diers, and ferried them over. Wo wore ordered
to the other sido of tho river to tio up our
boats and report to our regiment. The night
was as dark as a 'stack of black cats'; and it
was not at Mission Ridge, but at the foot of
Lookout Mountain. I had the honor of being
tho pilot of Gen. Hazeu's boat."

X.ato Discharges.
Lewi3 V. Porter, Co. A, 13th Mo. Cav., Platts-bttr- g,

Mo., says: "Knowing the fact would bo
recorded in Tiik National Tribune, and de-

siring to get ahead of tho 128th Ind., which,
according to Comrado G. W. McBrido and
others, was mustered out April 10, 18G6, ho
fixed it so that tho 13th Mo.

In tho West tho boys
marched all night, many times, to bo ready to
fight in tho morning, whilo in tho East it was
generally "all quiet along tho Potomac." Tho
Western troops fought from start to finish
without having a Bull Run or Chancellorsvillo,
or establishing a record for speed, oxcept in
pursuit of an enemy. Ho thinks tho Colonel
is lacking in brain power to start such a con-
troversy.

Division, Fourteenth Corp-f- , Parsons, Kan.,
having 3oeu the article on Lookout Mountain,
says that his commaud lay ou tho cost sido of
Chattanooga Creek. Ho doo3 not wish to steal
any of tho glory from Comrade Davi3, who says
" the heavy fog or mist wnich hung over tho
valley and around the foot of the mountain
prevented us from seeing that tho enemy had
given up thoir hold on the valley, and iu order
to develop their position our regiment wa3sent
forward to recounoiter, advancing down tho
cast sido of tho mountain into the valley.
Tho ovidenco of an evacuation wa3 complete,
a3 the rebel dead, abandoned guns, and stores
proved flight by night" The reader would in-

fer that tho only regiment thafdid any fight-
ing vas that of Comrade Davi3, but the writer
wishes to say that the Fourteenth Corps took
part in tho ciositigstrugglo on Lookout Mount-
ain. About 3 o'clock p. m.. Nov. 24, tho First
Brigade, First Division, Fourteenth Corp3,
crossed Chattanooga Creek and advanced up
tho castorn slopo to tho White House, then
filed south and formed line of battle up and
down tho slopes of tho mountain, no Federal
troops being in front of thom, and they wore
under firo from the top of the mountain. Tho
writer's company had three men wouuded, ono
mortally, before the line3 were formed. They
were under firo until 1 o'clock next morning,
wheu tho word passed down the line that the
rebels were coming and tho boys opened up and
gave them a few volleys, which closed the
night's ontertainment ; but thoy lay on tho
ground until daybreak, wheu thoy were
ordered to fall back in rear of a ridge. After
breakfast they marched south, during which
they saw a great many dead rebels and aban-
doned stores, which showed plainly what their
firo had been during the night. They marched
down tho valley and took position south of the
road and guarded Hooker's flank, after which
they recrossod Chattanooga Creek and took
position with thoir corp3.

I'ighting the Indians.
A. C. Tucker, Co. G, 1st 3Iinn. M't'd Rangers,

Marshall, Minn., says the first engagement his
regiment had with the Indians was atBigllills,
at which place tho Surgeon of tho regiment
Dr. Wissner was killed. Ho had gono on in
advance, hoping by his influence to bring the In-
dians to terms, having been an agent for them,
and therefore had considerable influence over
them. Gon. Sibley had been ordered to go into
camp and fortify, which had been partly obeyed.
Two companies were body-guard- 3 for Sibley,
while the rest of the regiment were to the right
of the camp, facing Alkali Lako. While in line
of battle an object was seen through the Colo-
nel's glasses to the west and north of tho line,
which proved to be tho Doctor. The Doctor
camo up and said that ho wa3 confident the
Indians would surrender, and that if Gen.
Sibley and staff would come to the front and
meet the Chiefs thoy would speak for peace.
After tho Doctor had refurnished his haversack,
he started back to the Indians, against tho pro-
test of Gen. Sibley and stall". The Doctor had
gono but 100 yards when an Indian appeared
and signaled him to go back, while unother
Indian, mounted on a pony, rode up, discharged
hi3 gun at the Doctor, tho contents of which
passed through tboDoctor's bowela. Thelndian
immediately wheeled his horse and was soon
out of sight Tho rangers immediately dis-
mounted and deployed skirmishers, and for
live milc3 fought the Indians, who fought like
devils to hold tho lines until thoir squawa
could break camp and scatter through the hills.
