The letters and general orders of command-
ers will be read and studied by miilions of

readers whose knowledge of the armies must

necessarily be gained from the reports of the
commanders, and all readers are not careful to

investigate and prove tho correctness of un-
official letters.

Let us recapitulate, and see if that statement
will bear investigntion. The writer was among
the number who assembled at Louisville, Ky.,

| in November, 1561, as an enlisted man, and
| was with the army continuously until Novem-
| ber, 1865, serving in all four years and nearly

two months. Cousequently was in the service

| in that department before the organization of

the Army of the Cumberland, and was still in
service when the Army of the Cumberland was
disbanded and scattered or mustered out.
When we left Louisvilie, in November, 1861,
and weut South, wintering on the Camberland
River, and in the Spring marched west to join

{ Grant’s army &t Pittsburg Landing, where we

rendered aid to Grant (and Sherman as well),
wresting a victory from their defeat, we did so
with no other protection than our flannel
Llouses, It wounld have been a display of gen-
eralship had there been a line of earthworks to
protect thsir front previous to the advance of
the rebel army.

We will now follow the Army of the Cam-
berlamd through all its marchingsand counter-

| marchings, out to Corinth, Miss,, and down

across Alabama, Tennessee, Kentucky, and
again south throngh Kentucky and Tennessee;
with &!l its retreats, skirmishes, battles at
Perrvwilie, Stone River, Crab Orchard, Liberty
Gap, Shelbyville, Tullahoma, Chattancoza, and
on out to Chickamauga. And whoere, teil us,
was the line of earthworks, the ritie-pits, the
erman

| must have made the discovery at Missionary

Ridge, when with his numerous divisions
and a division from Hooker's Corps, and one
from Granger's Corps, he was three days
fanking, fighting, poundingand being pounded,

| without moving the enemy away from his po-

sition, while the Army of the Cumberland
stood by and looked on, with the fight all
pone out of them, as was supposed, until at
3:30 on the Iast dax’s battle, when the four di-
visions of Baird, Wood, Johnson, and Sheridan
moved out and over two lines of rebel fortifi-
cations and up the hizhts of Missionary Ridge;
and sceomplished in less than two hours, with
half the force, more than Sherman with his
three days of battling. There was nothing
slow in that.

The Army of the Cumberland might have
retired with great honors them and there.
What it could not do was not discovered dur-
ing the war, It was not until the fallowing
Spring, whea Gen, Sherman took command of
us. that orders were issued by him which re-
quired us to carry our intrenching tools on
the march and not in the wagous, as previously,
the number, kiod, ete., being assigned to each
company, aud for which the privates in raunks
werse held respousible.

When Sherman sent Thomas back te Nash-
ville with the Fourth and T'wenty-third Corps,
a few untried ecolored troops, and tie promise

| of another corps, it was apparently as senseless

an act in military science as can be imagined.

Sherman himself left us with this insignifl-
cant force to mect and defeat Hood's army,
that had opposed him from Chattanooga to At-

| lanta, lasting from May 1, 1864, until Sept. 2,

1864, his army being composed of seven well-
equipped corps. When he left for Savannah
he took with him the Fourteenth, Twentieth,
Fifteenth, Sixteenth, and Seventeenth Corps,

| and a large body of eavalry, with only a small

force of rebels in frout of him. He leit
Thomus to anuihilate the ariny that had baffled

| him or eluded capture for four months,

The work we did at Columbia, Spring Hill,
Franklin, and Nashville was not slow, and the

Army of the Camberland can well afford to |

What Troops Did the Fighting in That Well-
Conducted Battle.

EpiTor NaTioNAL TrisUNE: I see in your
issue of June 30 that Comrade Beyland, of
tho 9th Ohio, in correcting the statemoents of
Capt. Webster, of the 10th Ky.. concerning the
participants in the battle of Mill Springs, in
his zeal to do justice to all parties hasoverdone
the thing n little in regard to two regiments,
and uvnintentionally, I think, neglected to do
full justice to three other regiments who took
part in the battie, I believe myself fully guali-
fied to set Comrade Beyland right, as 1 was
there on that Sunday morning, and, in addition
to my memory of the affair, I have before me
Volume VII of the Official Records of the War
of the Rebellion, containing tho official reports
of the communding Generals of both the Union
and Confederata forces nnd also their subordi-
nates’ raports.

The regiments that were in the hottest part
| of the battle and bore the fierce onslaughts of
| the enemy, named in the order of their en-
| trance into the contest, were: One battalion of
| Wolford's cavalry (1st Ky.), 10th Ind., 4th Ky.,
| 9th Ohio, and 2d Minn. Kenney's, Stannard’s,
| and Wetmore's batteries alse took part in the
| fight. Gen. S, P, Carter's Brigade, belonging to
SehoepfT's command at Somerset, had crossed
Fishing Creek late in the evening of Jan. 17,
1862, aud joined us. Thisbrigade was composed
of three regiments—1st East Tenn., Col, R. K.
Byrd; 24 East Tenn., Col. Carter, and 12th Ky.,
Col. W, A, Hoskins. At the first alarm on the
morning of the 19th of January, 1862, these
regiments formed with alacrity, and were eager
to piteh into the contest; but Gen, Thomas
ordered them into line on the left of the main
position to guard the Somerset road and a pos-
sible attack from that direction,

The enemy not appearing on that road, Gen,
Carter received information that the enemy
were advancing through the woods, and, liable
to turn the left flank of the troops ongaged, ad-
vanced his force to meet them. The brigade
now pressed the enemy's right, opened fire npon
them, and they began to fall back. All threo of
these regiments captured prisoners, The bat-
talion of the Michigan Mechanies and Engi-
neers and 4 company of the 38th Ohio gnarded
the camp,

As eager as the 10th Ky. and 14th Ohio were
to show their mettle, they were not in the
fight, though it was no fuult of theirs. While
camped eight miles from the battlefield on the
night of the 17th they bad been ordered some
distance on the Jamestown road to attack two
rebel regiments reported to be there, but, not
finding them, they returned to their camp on
the night of the 18th. As soon as they were
notified of the fight the next morning they
started on the douhle gquick to the scene of
| action, but the fight wus over, and they fol-
| lowed on, reaching theother forces, which were
| belore the enemy’s works, late in the evening.
| They marched 18 miies through mud and slop
| in six hours.
|  Weall remember with admiration the gal-
| laut bayonet charge of the 9th Ohio and
1| 1ts valuable results, and bow it bLurried
l the enemy’'s movements. My own recol-

lection always has been that it was the 2d
| Minn. that eharged with them, but the
| records do not show it. Col. Van Cleve, the
commander of the regiment, does not mention
the bavonet charge in his report. Col. Mahlon
D. Manson, in his report, claime that when
[ Col. McCook ordered his 9th Ohie to charge
bayonets that ILieut.-Col, Kise, commanding
]the 10th Iud., repeated the command to his
| own men, and it was splendidly executed by

The Ist Ky. Cav. (Wollord's) and the 10th
Ind. brought on the difliculty that morning.
They were both camped in frout, the 10th to
the left of the Mill Springs road and the 1st to
the right and a little retired, owing to the
shape of the lund. Wolford’s pickets were the
first to encounter the advance of the enemy.
| They had a few shots fired at them the morn-
| ing before, which raised an alarm, On the
| morning of the 19th, when the advance of the
| enemy appeared, supposing it to be only a small
| equad like the one of the morning before, they
| fought nutil they were nearly surrounded be-
fore giving back.

Our pickets were select spirits on that oe-
casion. I remember one of them was *Biz
Horse” Logan, a worthy descendant of the

of Boone. He was fighiting on his own family’s
| 8oil, as the battle took place in Logan’s flelds,

Only four companics of Wolford's cavalry
were engaged, A, B, C and H; the rest were
detached, two at Somerset and six on the Big
fandy. Wolford ecommanded in person, In
order to enhance his personal appearance on
that day, his face had been undefiled by water
| or razor forscme time and be wore a homespun
brown jeaus coat, an old slouched hat and rode
an old roan horse. Little did he care for the
approbation or censure of plebeian or patrician.

In elosing I would remark that the 10th Ind.
and Wollord's men held tlie enemy in check
| for about an liour before the other regiments,
| which were camped at different distances in
the rear, reinforeed them.—E. TarranT, Ser-
geant, Co, A, 1st Ky.

A New York Cavalrymman Tells a New Story

About Gen. Grant,

1 was not a member
of that devoted band of
heroes, but I should say
by all means they
should have one, and a
good old-fashioned
gathering at that (pro-
viding there is enough
of them left), in com-
memoration of saving
the Eighth and Nine-
teenth Corps from total
annibilation on the 19th
day of October, 1864, at
Cedar Creek, Va. Glori-
ous old 6th, how they
conld march and fight!

Yes, I remomber of
seeing them march past
ns on the morning of
Sept. 20, the pext day
after the battle of Win-
chester, or Opeqnan, and we thonght they were
Sheridan's supply train going up the Valley to
feed Early’s fleeing and defeated army ; for we
had never seen soidiers so complotely loaded
down with knapsacks, camp-kettles and stew-
pans as they were. Oh! how they must have
warched that day; for long before night we
came along and discovered they had marched
themselves completely ontside of that outfit,
for it lay for miles along both sides of the pike.

Glorious old 6th; how they could march!
Yes, and they could fight, too, according to
Comrade H. 1. Bleakley's account of them in
the issue of June 9; for if all that account is
true (and we must not doubt what a comrade
writes) Gen, Sheridan never did the 6th Heavy
justice, for it was they that saved his army
from being swept off the earth on that never-
to-he-forgotten morning.

I wish to make a statement in answer to
Comrade Bleakley’s remarks in regard to
(ien. Emory's action in relation to the pickets
reporting to him the evening before the battle
of which he wrote. I served under Gen.
Emory for three years, and was quite fre-
gquently near him, and at some very trying
times, and never heard him speak a disrespect-
ful word to a private soldier. I can’t say the
same in regard to other oflicers. Gen, Emory
bus answered the last roll-eall, so cannot an-
swer thiz last charge of Comrade Bleakley.
Neither will I, for I do not know what was
said to the pickets. Buot I want to inform

| Comrade Bleakley that by order of Gen. Emory

the Third Drigade of the Becond Division,
Ninateenth Corps, was up and dressed and
ready to eat our morning meal (which, how-
ever, we failed to get) when Early’s army
pounced down on Crook's command. We in
just one-half hour more, in all probability,
wonld have becn across Cedar Creek hunting
for Early’s armmy. So it was no particular sur-
prise to us, only we found him a little
sooner than we anticipated. And if the 6th
Heavy eould have held their ground the Nine-
teenth Corps would never have allowed Early's
army to get the pike. But the retreat of all
the troops east of the pike gave the enemy pos-
session of it in the rear of the Nineteenth
Corps, which cansed them to abandon their
position, which left Early master of the day
for the time being.

I started to wrile gomething to Comrade
Knox, and [ have drifted far away, and I must
got back. Comrade, I don’t sce how yon are
going to have a Rennion, for I infer from Com-
rude Bleakley’s statement that 500 were ** done
up” the first honr in the morning, and cer-
tainly the other 300 of the 6th N. Y. H. A, had
to sncenmb during the rest of the day's fight-
ing, for I know they would be in it. However,
vou and Comrade Bleaklsy might have a little
one by yourselves,—J. E. HovanTALING, Co.

Idon’t:ce why othersshould
try to claim the honor for themselves when
they have no claim. Comrads Hobbs can find
all the evidence he wants if the old 20th, 31st,
45th and 124th Ill. and the 234 Ind., which
composed tho brigade, will spealk ont and tell
whut they know about it. The 45th was com-
posed largely of practieal miners and thorefore
proved very valnable in the mining operations
as well ns psing the musket to good advantage.
They were a regiment the whole brigade was
proud of, without detracting in the least from
the gallantry of the rest of the brigade.”

The Hard Time at Chattanooga.

Henry Cordes, 18th U. 8. Inf, Millersburg,
Pa., writes: * Noting an article written by C.
D. Brigham, Washington, D. C, in the issue of
Aug. 18, in regard to Gen. Wm. F. Smith, in
wlrich he gays when the siege at Chattanooga
was raised the famine was ended, and the army,
which had been cooped up for weeks under
close siege, drew a long breath and once more
had a squaro meal. Gen. Grant, in his book,
says the army had been on short rations, butin
a few days had plenty. We have been telling
our children and friends that we lived upon
almost nothing from the latter part of Septem-
ber, 1863, until the 24th day of January, 1564,
the date at which the first train of cars came
to Chattanooga. The siege was raised Nov. 25,
1863. Two months of starvation were then
still in store for nus, and this is what C. D, Brig-
ham, Gen. Grant, and other oflicials call a few
days, There is no doubt both Gen. Grant and
Mr. Brigham, if he was there, had plenty of
square meals, but why cail two long months
a fow days? 7These statements uovset ail the
assertion the boys have made in regard to their
long fast. Weof the rank aud file being in the
majority, and having endured tho hardest part
of that siege, protest against such history.”

A Hard March.

Amherst Spofford, 3d Me., Skowhegan, Me.,
sonds us a copy of an old letter written in No-
vember, 1863, from Brandy Station, Va., in
whielh he teils of 4 march mnde by a company
of 100 old soldiers under a Captain and two
Lieutenants, who were dotailed to guard a
paymaster, ‘The march was terribly bard on
the men, and after stopping at night they were
compelled to lie down in a swamp withont
wood to make a fire, the night being very cold,
with little to eat. They marched early in the
morning to Warrenton Junection, where a halt
was made from 10 4. m. until 3 p. m. While
waiting here for the cara the detail went among
a lot of negro soldiers stationed there to gnard
the railroad and eat the stale soft bread they
had thrown away. The boys thought it pretty
hard lines to have to live off the leavings of
former slaves, but such was their necessity that
they had to do it. After secing the paymaster
sifely on the train they marched back, and a
weary time they had of it. They finally got
an order on the sutler from one of their officers
and fliled up on cheese, canned lobster, ete,

Hard Times in Texas.

J. L. Taylor, Co. L, 3d Ark. Cav., Pendle-
touville, Tex., enlisted in October, 1862, and
was mustered out in August, 1865. He does
not say that they did all the fighting, but
knows that they were always on hand when
the bugle called them into line for any duty.
They met the Johnnie rebs at every turn, and
had many hot fights with them, He has never
geen a pen-seratch from any of his comrades in
Tir NaTioNAL TRInUXE, and hopes they are
not all dead. When tickets were oflfered by
our great friend, the unly soldiers’ paper in the
country, for subseribers, the State of Texas was
left out, Why this was the writer cannot say.
Ho knows Texas was a rebel State, but he
wants everybody to knnw that there are a
great many of as good Uwsion soldisrs in the
big State as there are anywhere in the conptry,
and they have more to bear tham anywhere
else, If any preference is (o be shown they
ought to have it.

Chronie constipation may be due to local or
general causes, aud the treatment herein stated
will be useiul in either case, but cannot over-
come pathological obstructions where surgery
is indieatoed.

The diet should, as far as possible, be of fruit
and vegetables, fresh and well matured, rather
than aninal fuod; fat and fresh meats, rather
than dry, sult meats, and boiled preferable to
fried. The meais should be accompanied with
plenty of fresh water, and warm rather than
cold. A tumbleriul of water with the chill off,
and a teaspoonful of table salt, taken on going
to bed or on first rising in the morning, will
relieve many.
