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LAST EPISODE OF THE WAR.

An Expedition that Bronght New Orleans
and Washington in Communication after
Lee's Surrender.

WAS an officer in the 4th U. 8. Colored
Cav., stationed at Port Hudson, La., when
the news came of the surrender of the
Confederste srmy. This was accom-

panied with a dispateh from Gen. Canby, com-
manding Department of the Gulf, for a detail
of & battalion of cavalry te accompany a corps
of 50 mechanies and two telegraph operators,
with equipage trains, seut out to rebuild the
telegraph line between DPort Hudson and
Osyka, Miss, which would open direct com-
munication with Washington, [ was chosen
@s the officer to command this expedition, with
full instructions from Gen, Canby to aveid, as
far a8 possible, any conflict with migratory
bands of Confederates who infested the country
to ba truversed ; in any event, to precipitate no
attack. I was well gware that the counntry
tack of Port Hudson was the rendezvous of
Scott’s guerrills 1 Gen. Mabry's bush-
i

ted my detail of negro cav-
alry sccordingly, |

s

knew the Johnuies ex-
peeted totake no prisonersaalive, and so selected
400 men, Sergeants, Carporals and privates, Lut
no white officers tul myvselfl

The moruing of April 12, 15865, we started
out, setting new polss where needed nnd splie-
ing aud conuectinz the wires as we moved
along, The distance (o Osyka was about 200
miles, but we miovad forward rapidly, as most
of the poles were stauding, aud found ouly oc-
casional breaks in the wire. [ posted notices
along the way potifving the inhabitants that
they wonld be held responsible in person and
property for any disturbance of the telegraph
line 15 the vicinity where theoy lived. Such a
warning from a fores of zegzro cavalry was saffi-
us they expected no lenicney from such
Duriug the entire trip we were un-
mwojested, except by occasional shots from
strasgling bushwhackers along the wayside
hilis, who fled to the woods on return fire and
parsuit., Fortunately none of my men were
killed and but few slightly wounded.

On erriving at Osvka, with oniy half a mile
of telegraph line to repatr before makiug the
eventful connection, at 4 g'clock p. m. of April
17 I moved my whole forco and wagon-train
intocamp on 8 timber-covered Lill overlooking
the town, meanlime keeping & detail of work-

pouth bank of the creek.

The infantry was ordered up, aund & sirons |
skirmish-line was thrown forevard to the creek, |
whicl: was pow & roaring turrent, utterly im |
passable for msn or borse.

I moved = mile sud & hall 1o the east, or up |
the creck, to try a ford, and ivund the water so
deep that my horses were swimming 10 fect |
from the bank, Here the 4th Ind. had two |
men killed and three wonnded, and the horse i
] was riding was shot. i

A considerable foree of the enemy were ly-
ing behind a stone wall, but Newell, with his
Rodmans, soon dislodged them.

I then moved two miles still farther up the
creek to Moore's Ford. bet found it too, im-
passable. 1 bivomacked near the ford.

Esarly on the morning of the 11th Forrest in
person, with sbout 500 meu, advauced to the
oppoeite side of the ford, where they met with
s sharp fire from the 4th Mich. The water had
fullen considerably doring the night, snd 1 de-
termined tosttempt a crossing. I ordered the
artillery forward, snd under cover of its fire
the 4th Mich, gallantly pnshed forward, and
slthough the water resched almost to the top
of the saddies, Lthey were soon in position on
the south bank., I ordercd the entire brigade
RCIross.

The moment Granger hesrd my guns be sent
Bmith to my sssistance, but [ had everything
sonth of the ereek before he urrived, and then
moved forward to leave roow for him to cross,

Forrest, who bad falien bLack, sgsin ad-
waneed ; this time on foot with flugs flying and
spparcutly determined to give Latile, I de-
sached the 4th Mich. te the right, with orders
$e, if possible, gain & position in rear of the
snemy's left, and I reguested Gen. Smith to
send a good regiment Lo the loft 1o get in rear
of his right, bat he declined todoso. I there-
fore moved forward to meet Forrest, intendiug
to give Lim & taste of our sabers: but as I ad-
wanoced he fell back to hiz hiorses, mounted, and
retreated on the geilop towards Lewisburg. 1
followed bim about five miles, aud thea fell
back to the right, expecting to strike Van |
Dorn's right Sank, but soon found thet be had
fallen bark towards Colombia,

These movements bad occupied the entire
day, and night was now approaching. I balted
and sent Col. Long with a part of his (Lhe
Obio) brigade to feel for the cnemy’s position,
Col. Louz arrived at Dock River opposite Un |
Jumbia ot abeut 9 o'clock p. m., withcui en- |
eounieéring any i force, and there learned
theat Van Dorn had cross~d his entire command
ot & pontoon bridge during the day, and had
alresds removed the bridge to Lhe scuth side
of the river. ‘-

Long rojoined me sbout wmidnight. T re- |
torped Ly easy marches, neting as advance and |
rear-goard to Sheridan’s Division, und arrived
at Morfreesboro at 3:30 p. . Mareh 14 |

Gen. Stunley expressed himeell as much |
gratified with the preisc bestowed on the cav- i
alry by Gen. Sheridan, and Gen., Rosecruns
eompiimented ws very highly ju General Or-
dlers, in which be said : * o recognition of the
dash and gallaptry displayed by this brigade
on all occasions, It shall herveafter be known in
this Department as the Suber Brigede of the |
Army of the Cumberland.” Thie distinction
we have always felt prond af. !

On wy return to Murfreeshoro it was re- |
ported to me that derfug our absenee oi this |
expedition Second Licul. Jawes P. Rexford, of |
the 4tb Mich. Cav., with 40 men from that |
regiment, while on picket on the Manchester |
pike was nitacked by a considerable force of |
rebels and, after mekiug a stubborn fight, was {
alowly d:iven. He reported his situstion, and |
Jieut.-Col. Galbraith, with the 5th Tean. Cav., |
was seul o bls sssistance, but be was also |
driven. After fuiling beck about baif s mile |
he eaticd Lis officers together aud scked their |
adviee 15 1o whether be should continue the !
fight or full bark behind the infantry pickets. |
All favored fulling back except Bexford, who |
remained silent. Ool. Galbraith, turning o |
bim, said: * Liectenant, you bave not ex- |

The attacking forees was Bushred Johunson's
Brigade —two regiments of mounted infuutry,
This dashing charge threw them inte utter cou-
fusion, snd Rexford, with his 40 men of thedth
Mich,, drove them on the run for nearly two
miles and then returned to their picket post,
bringing in several prisoners, whom Col. Gal-
breith took into camp.

I sent for Lieut. Rexford, thanked him for
bis conduct, which I said was worthy of the
gellant regiment of which he was & member.

Next day I issued the following General Or-

Before the 4th Cav. left the State of Michi-
gun Goveruor Austin Blair had given me an-
thqmy to Bl all wvacancies oceurring in the
yegiment; there was conscquently no political
wire-puiling to secure promotion. I consecien-

men buasy on the line. We were by this time
in the midst of a country never visited by
Union soldiers, and still in the possession ol
handa of Confederales who were not aware of
Liee's surrender. In this siiuation I formed

| iy troops in echelon by platoons, with wagon-
{ train well covered, that in the eveat of an at-

tack we conld staud our ground or retreat with
anfety. Every fourth man was detailed to pre-
pare supper, with the rest standing to their
bridies ready forservice, Thishiil, 100 or more
fest high, thickly covered with trees, was a
good natural fortifieation,

The workmen, by 5 o'clock, were just enter-
ing towu, and looking over the prospeet with
my feld-giass, great clonds of dnst revealed
the suspected foe coming in vast numbers but
a few rods away. In a momeut nivro the town
of Osyka was full of Coufederate cavalry, I
ordered my bugier to sound “ to orse " atonce,
and mounted myv own horse, took the bugler
and two Orderlies, called in the workmen, and
prepared for whatever slirring work we were
to biave on hand. There were ouly a few mo-
ments of uneasy suspeuse, when to our surprise
a2 white bandkerchief was waved from the
Confederates in town, I at once rode forward
with one of the operators and my negro Order-
lies, and was met balf way by two Confederate
officers,

Exchanging salutations, I asked: “Who have
I the henor to meet ? 7

“My name is Mabry, Gen. Mabry ; thisis my

| Adjutant, Major ——," giving his name, which
| 1dout remember now.

I told him my name, and explained the mis-
sion I was performing. He stated that he had
beard it rumored that day for the first timeo
that Leo had surrendersd, but did not believe
it. I told him my orders to avoid conflict if
possible, and proposed s truee unlil we con-
nected the wires and tested the resalt.

Gen. Mabry repiied: 1 am here to fight,
but we are all tired of war, and [ wiil stay
with you till morning. 1f dafinite news comes
of Lec's surrender, we'll celebrate the ervent
right hiere."

* Then, Genersl, let’s repair to the corner
grocery, if there 1s one, and have a social frolic
till the wires are in opersation,” I responded.
“Meautime, invite in your officers and drink
and smoke at any expense.”

Gen. Mabry ordered his men, about 3,000, to
gointo camp. I sent my Orderlies back tothe
bill with my borse, trusting mvself to the
bovor of a brave cnemy. Interviewing the
grocer, I fonud he had & barrel of old whisky
and plenty of cigars, and told him I would
stand treats that night.

Abont sundown Gen, Mabry and 70 or 80 of
1 addressed
them, stating my bosinessand the warsitnation,
and invited them to drink and smoke with me
peuding expected news of peacs between the
North and South. The grocer mustered all
the tin cups, glusses, dippers, gourds, teacups,
eic,, be could Bnd, and a might of revelry com-
menced. The room was soon filled with smeke,
and many were the rolicking jokes, stories of
battlesand narrow eseapes told ; mauy old songs
sung end sad tales related, tiil near the hour of
widnight. Noue of us were, to say, drunk,
bat all jolly enough 1o keep our tougues
wagging all at ouce, when in rushed the opes-
ator, for anotber driok, we supposed, but he
intereepted dispatches be-
twoen New Orleans and Washington,

Midst cigar smoke and the clatter of tongnes
I called the neisy erowd to order, and sll was
gilence. 1 read the dispatches, and every head
was bowed. A dumb silence followed for a
moment, when Gen. Mabry arose, trembling
from head to foot. With quivering lips and
scme effort lie spoke to the crowd.
his command had come in, till every foot of
stauding rocm was cceupied,
aware of what waus expected, appeared in the
bark end of the store. He spoke substantially
8s follows:

“Coxeaprs or ToE CoxFEDERACY: Our
eanse ig lost! The biood shed on wany flelds
was shed in vain, It is dreadful to think of
the desolation thils war Las wronght; cities and

and suffering. Tongone ecannct teil nor pen
write the horrors of this long war. From
weallh snd plenty we ere reduced to poverty
snd want. Our wives and children are worse
than beggars, aud their busbands and fathers
are iu rage, are penniless, or dead. Comrades,
the picture is more hidcons than I e2n paint it.
We have fought for Southern independence
against & powerful adversary; fought through
bunger, withstood every agony of war, took
cotirage st every disaster, and we are fated to
defeat. We buve fought the United States : it
was our grest mistake to fight the only flag of
liberty uunder the sun. My heart clogs my
throst as I say it; we should have claimed our
rights under the Stars and Stripes and the Con-
stitution. I, for one, will return to what [
bounored and cherished in youth—the old flag,
baptized in the blvod of our fathers, the old
Btars and Stripes, the Canpstitution, and laws of
the American Union. We have only oue choice.
Comirades, I ask you to go with we back to the
bomes mude desolate by war, to our famishing
families, for we are completely nndone, It is
more heartrending to fuce them than the en-
emy we bave fought, but I surrender in pesce
to = foe not unwaorthy of the conguest.”

Aud with tears the brave commander broke
down. All eyes were suffused with tears as
Gen. Mabry stopped talking. Others spoke
a few words of approval. I shook hands all
areund, and we filled the bumpers again, toast-
ing the union of the Stutes as best we could
make it, and said good-night.

A MISTAKE.

An Artilleryman Tells Who Commanded is
Regiment in 1864.

URING the 26th National Encamp-
ment, G.A.R., held in Washington,
D. C, from Sept. 19 to 24, there was
sold at the Sixth Corps Headquariers
a Roster of the Officers of the Corps. It said
that on May 31, 1864, the 9th N, Y. H. A, was
commanded by Lieut.-Col. Taft; which is er-
roneous. Every living survivor who was with
the regimont knows that st that date the two
battalions which were composed of Cos. A, B,
C D E H K, and M were commanded by Col.
Wm. H. Seward, and the 3d battalion, com-
pused of Cos. G, 1, L, and F, was assigned to the
Artillery Brigade, and wascommanded by Maj.
Snyder. This article is not written to deprive
the galiant Taft of his laurels, but to place
Gen. W, H. Seward's name where it belongs at
that date. The regiment crossed ths North
Anna River on the 25th of May, 1864, and on
the 31st crossed the Pamunky River, where
skirmishing took place, which was the opening
of the battle of Cold Harbor. Gen. W. H.
Seward (then Colonel) commanded then and
every minute after until July 9, 18G4, at
Monocacy, Md., where Cols. Seward and Taft
were both wonnded, the Intter losing & leg,

The writer of this wus told by & member of
the Encampment Committee that the records
of the War Department showed that Col. Taft
commanded the regiment on the 3ist of May,
1864, If so, the records are wrong, and every
survivor of the regiment, | think, will bear me
out in thisstatement.

The writer visited the Monocacy. battlefield
on Sept. 22, 1892, in company with over 50
members of the Third Division who fought
there with the gallant Ricketts in 1864, The
party included Col. Patterson, 14th N, J.; Col.
Weyand, 126th Ohio; Col. W, W, Henry, 10th
Vt.; Surg. Chamberlain, Lieut. L. D. Williams,
and many more of the 9th N, Y. H, A. About
every regiment that was in the fight was repre-
sented at the Reunion on the field, and visited
the exact spots where their respective regi-
ments were lorated., The lence between the
wheat and Poruficlds where the 9th N. Y. H. A.
and the 110th Oliio mot the Johnnies has been
rebuilt on the same line it occupied when the
battle took place: the very stone piles that
were there in 1564, along the fence, remain,
and it seemed as if | conld see the gallant 151st
N. Y., 10tk Vt., 14th N. J., and other regiments
on our left, file up the lane to the Thomas
House, where o muny of the brave boys gave
up their lives on that hot July day. The same
old stono mill stands down in the rear of us
and the samo Jittle old barn and yard where
we who were captured passed our first night in
bondage. We met Mrs, Gambrill, who lived in
the white honse at the will, in the identical
carriage which stood at the door when the bat-
tle opened, and the horses were killed, and lay
there in hurness during the battle, The bullet
marks are visible on the carriage to this day.

We noticed several buoilet-holes in the door
and window-frames of the mill, silent wit-
nesses of that fearful carnage which raged
around it that het July day of 1864. Mrs.
Gambrill invited us to her residence, which
has been built between the old home and the
Thomas House. She has a beautiful home, and
niay she uever witness such horrible sights as
she was forced toon the 9th of July, 1564, when
it seemed as if Early’s whole artillery fire was
concentrated on those two buildings and the

Dear Comprapre: In loocking over Picket
Shots of THeE NaTiONAL TriBusE I saw a
ghort story as told by yon about the execution
of the rebel spy, Sheiby Cole.

1 saw the spy, after he was captared, lying on
the ground in eamp, bonnd hand and foot. It
was reported at the time that he Lad stabbed
soveral of the members of the 27th lowa, be-
sides killing the Sergeant. I remember that
a woman came sand looked at the prisoner as
he lay there, and made the remark, “ Al!
Shelby, they have got von at last,” She
seemed to be delighted at his capture, and
stated that she was his sister; that he was an
outiaw and a terror to the neighborheod ; that
she was afraid if he were to be let go he would
take her liJe, as lie had ofteu threatened to do so,
Bhe also said he had kiiled several Yankees,
and boasted of it

1 rewember that some one asked Lim what
he would do if they unbound him aud let him
up. Hisreply was: “ 1 have killed 30 Yankees,
and wounld kill 30 more if I had the chance.”

Close by the ecamp was a little white frame
house, aud a calf was grazing the grass close
by, tied by a rope. Some of the boys asked
the lady of the honse for the use of the rope.
The lady who owned the rope and calf was the
one who claimed to be the sister of Shelby
Cole. Her answer was: ““Yon can have the
rope; it will not do any harm to the calf or
rope ; take it and welcome.” It did not tuke
loug to do the rest. After a while the body
was cut down; a hole was dug near the tree,
and what was left of Sheiby Cole, with a short
piece of rope around his weck, was put in the
bole, face down. A short stake was driven in
the ground in the gruve and the rope tied to it.
Some goldier present, who was something of a

epeaker, made some remarks over the grave

aund stated that the reason for placing him face
downwurd was thut if he eame to and at-
tempted to dig cut be would land in the lower
region, us he was faced that way.

I bave often wondered how the man lived as
long as he did with the bayonet stabs that he
had received, there being several of them.
There was one in Lis side, and it was reported
at the time that he was pinned to the floor of
tho ear by a bayouet throogh theside, and while
in that position tried to tear away, muking the
bale still larger. I don't believe I ever saw a
more determined or vicious looking person in
wmy life than Shelby Cole. Even while ha was
banging his eyes rolled around from one side to
the other, as though he wouid like to attack us,
After hanging & few minutes he drew bimselfl
up and broke his own neck. It wus something
terrible to look at, but he deserved all he got.
Of course in those days we did vot mind such
sights, ns we were used to seeing people killed,
Those days of carnuge have passed,

Comrade, I am glad to hear that some cf
Smitl’s Guoerrillas are still living.

HE STRUCK A KNOT.

Foraging Experience of an Indiana Mounted
Infantryman.

URING the early Fall of 1863 the 65th

Ind., in compuny with other mounted

infunty, and two cavalry regiments,

halted for a day's rest (after many
wearisome days aod nights of marehing) in
the npeighborhood of S8trawberry Plains, East
Tenn, As all soldirs know, such occusions were
taken advantage of for fornging schemes and a
general hurrab; and very little {ime was re-
quired for the same to muature and waterializo,

On this occasion, a 65tk Ind. scout, in a very
short time after we pitched our tents, located
an abandoned reb distillery, rich to fatness
with a beverage known among the soldiers as
“ginglings.” This vile stull, unlike its kindred
liquids, has no e¢laim to merit or any sort of
“ honor,” even in “old age.”” Reduced to a
fineness, it is simply *a warrantee deed” for
& sick headache, with all its etceteras,

Among the soldiers, however, at this partica-
lar period and *‘eritieal juncture,” it was con-
sidered of more value than old gold. In con-
sequence, & young soldier was selected by the

FORT GREGG AGAIN.

A West Virginian Tells what Troops Captured
the Eneiny's Works,

N reply to Rev.J, Dudley Furguson in THE
NatroxaL TrigUSE of the 11th of Feb-
ruary, in which he says It was the Firat
Division of the Twenty-fourth Corps

that captured Fort Gregg. allow one who was
in the charge on Fort Whitworth, about 300
yards west of Fort Gregg, to quote from the
report of the Adjutant-General of West Vir-
ginia of Dec, 31, 1565, pages 13 and 14 :

“The First Division of the Army of West
Virginia, embracing the 10th, 11th, 12th and
15th W. Va., was incorporated in the Twenty-
fourth Corps in Mareh, 1865, and formed the
Third Division of that corps until it was
broken up by the muster-out of troops,

“The division was eommmanded in the final
campaign of the war by Brevet Maj.-Gen. John
W. Turner. The 10th, 11th and 15th consti-
tuted the First Drigade of that division, under
the command of Drig.-Gen. (now Brevet Maj.-
Gen.) Thomas M. Harris, formerly Colonel of
the 10th, while tho 12th wus incorporated in
the Third Brigade, under command of Col.
William I3, Curtis, of the 12th,

“Confronting the eneiny in the immediate
vicinity of Petersburg, the division boreits full
part in the capture of the forts constituting the
outer defense of that city. The operations of
these trcops on the 2d day of April against
these forts—namely, Whitworth and Gregg,
and two or three smaller works—were per-
forived under tlhie eye of Lieut.-Gen., Grant,
and are mentioned by him in his report with
grest approbation. The Third Brigade cap-
tured Fort Whitworth and one or two smaller
works, taking a large number of prisoners,
while the 12th W. Va,, operativg in this
brigade, under Col. Curtis, aided in taking Fort
Gregg, and distinguished itself very greatly in
the desperate hand-to-liand conflict which the
attack on that fort involved. The colors of
the 12th were the first planted on the works,

“The gallant color-bearer, Private J. .
Logsden, of Co. C, was immediately shot dead
upon planting the colors there. Several others
of the regiment wers killed inside the fort,
among whom was the gallant Lieut. Joseph
Caldwell, of Co. C; Lieut. Josiah M. Curtis,
Corp’l Andrew Apple, and Josephh MeCausland,
of this regiment,

“Maj.-Gen. Johin Gibbon, commanding the
E corps, presented to the reziment a golden eagle

for their flag-staff, with the following inscrip.
tion neatly engraved upon it: ‘ Presented by
Maj.-Gen, Johu Gibbon to the 12th W, Va., for
pallant conduct in the assault upon Fort Gregg,
April 2, 1865,

I nm not able to say that the First Division
and Fourth Brigade, including the 158th, 148th
and 89th N, Y., 55th Pa, and 8th Me., were not
there, as there were troops in that affair ghat I
do not remember, and my understanding at
the time was that three or four charges had
becn made on Fort Gregg that morning. But
I do say that the troops mentioned, belonging
to the Third Division of the Twenty-fourth
Carps, were in the chargs aud final capture of
Forts Whitworth snd Gregg. After the 10th,
1ith and 15th W. Va. had captured Fort Whit-
worth and seenred the prisoners we moved cver
to Fort Gregg, which was about 300 yards to the
esst of Whitworth, buried the dead, eamped for
the balance of the day, night and next day,
moving westward in the direction of Appo-
mattox on the 4th of April

Let us have the truth ; let truth go down in
history, us there Las beon so much written on
Fort Gregg.

This division, in conjunction with the First
Division and a portion of the Sixth Corps,
found itself confronting the enemy in the im-
mediate vieinity of Petersburg,

Now, it is probable that the troops of the
First Division and Third Division of the
Twenty-fourth Corps and Sixth Corps are the
troops that captured Fort Gregg.—8, 1. Bar-
BER, Captain, 11th W. Va,, Cottageville, W. Va.

PICKET SHOTS.

From Alert Comrades All Along the
Line.

Lincoln at Fort Stevens.

DELINE R. ELLIOT, Olvmpis,

Wash,, says that in looking over some

old letters of the war she found one

dated Brightwood, D. (., Aung 11,
1864, from bher sister, Calista 8. Fisk, wife of a
Co. K, 11th Vt., infantryman. The house in
which the letter was written was 30 rods
inside the fortifications of Fort Stevens, and
the picture the writer possesses has bullet-
holes, shot in it during the raid, The lsotter
states that about six o'clock on the morning of
July 11 the family was surprised to see troops
coming in from all parts of the conntry. They
did not know what to make of it, aithough
they had heard thut the rebels were within
eight miles of the place. They saw President
Lincoln, with several stafl officers, near the
house, intently stndying a map lying before
them. The cavalry was continnally being sout
out and returnisg, probably to report. At last
they came back on a dead run, with the loss of
two men killed, and reported that the rebels
were within two miles, and were driving in
the pickeots, This created great excitement,
and in a short time the rifle-pits wera swarm-
ing with the blue-coats, and the President,
with the officers, rode off. The family stood
in the door, and in & short time the rebs
appeared. They advanced to within 30 rods of
the fortifications sand began to fire, Their
shots passed over the men, and a good many
struck the house. The family was informed
that they were in imminent danger, and that
they had better move, which they did, going
sbout a quarter of a mile away, where they
smained until about four o'clock in the even-
ing. The rebels were so close to the men
that several gunmers were killed. The fight
commenced on Monday, and on Tuesday night
the President and his wife, with a good many
others, were in the fort. 'The rebels wers in
position ubout a mile away, and the bluecosts
made a charge to drive them from there, A
shot came just at that time and kilied a Sur-
geon, who stood 20 near the President that the
latter caught him in his arms a8 he fell. The
President was heard to say, * Well! You came
very near me then, but yon will have to try
again,” He would stand there and bend his
great tall body when the bullets came too closs,

QOur men drove the rebels buack some three |

milea that night. The President and his wife
got into their carriage and were driven all
around the whole length of the Union lines.
The fight ended on Thursday, and even after
that time our boys often came in bringing
prisoners.

The 1st Towa Cav. and Gen. Custer.

James M, Russell, Captain, 1st Jowa Cav,
Connellsville, Pa., says that it seems to him aa
though Capt. James Stewart, of the 5th Conn.,
has a very wrong impression as to what
prompted the writing of the article on Gen.
Cuoster which was puoblished in & recent issue
of Tar Narionarn Teieung. It was not
through partisanship, but was cansed by that
feeling of resentment which to-day rankles in
the breast of every living member of the 1st
Iowa Cav.,"who served under Custer, on account
of the injustice that he did them lung years
ago. The 1st Towa cavalryman does not intend
to cast any reflections on the private character
of the late Gen. Custer, nor to question his
bravery. It is his official acts of whieh the
writer desires to make mention. The official
acts of a public officer, both good and bad, ars
the property of the pnblic, and the history
which does not contain both ig not & true one.
The writer admires, and even worships, the
ﬂalluut deeds of this famous eavalry officer,

ut at the same time hLe deprecates and con-
demns the acts of injostice which were done
by him under the sanction of anthority. Gen.
Cuoster, while in command of the Third Cav-
alry Division, Military Division of the Gulf,
in 1865-'66, let alone the distress he eaused that
command by his ineompetency or eriminal
negligence, did, through his official position,
aided and abetted by Gen. J. W. Forsyth,
misrepresent, revile, individually and eoilect-
ively, as fine a body of men as ever served to-
goether under the fing. And, furthermore, this
official misrepresentation by Gen. Custer's offi-
cinl indorsement was placed on file in the
archives of the War Department, and is to-day
a part of the published War Records of the Gov-
ernment to the eterpal, hut unmerited, dis-
grace to the writer's regiment. It is generous
to cast the mantle of eharity over the human
weakness of a brave man, but what of the
descendants of these men who composed the
1st Iowa Cav., when they shounld come to a
knowledge of the disgrace of their fathers, as
sct forth in the War Recorda of the Govern-
ment, established by those untruthful reports
of Gen, Custer? The Historical Soeiety of the
1st Towa Cav. (of which Capt, Heberling, of
Chieago, is President) received a notice a year
or two ago from an old soldier of the regiment
who was engaged in compiling the War Rec-
ords for publication at Washington, stating
that the reports made by Gen. Cnster regard-
ing the regiment would be compiled and pub-
lished, That society called upon the survivors
of the regiment to assist in preventing the pub-
lication of this act of injustice.

Where Are They?

gold watch and chain. Carson was advised by
Gen, Sinclair to go to a doctor in New York (to
the writer unkunown) saying that his brother
bad been cured of the same disease that Mr.
Carson had. The writer does not know of the
residence of this Gen. Sinelair, but knows him
to be & man that Mr. Carson had met when
in New York very often. If we could find
Gen, SBinclair of course he could direct ns to
this doctor, and from him we might at least
learn of Mr. Carson’s eondition the day of his
disappearance. Any information leading to
the finding of Carsen will be rewarded.”

Mrs. Nettia Meckear, Moscow, Mo, snvs that
she is trying to find her lost brothers and
gistera, Her futher's name was Pierce Batler
Pennell, and her mother's Christian nanie was
Naney. Her brothers and sisters were all born
in Indiana, and after the war her parents
movad to Wyandotte City, Kan., where her
mother died. At the time of her death there
were seven children, William, Thomas, Mary,
Cussius, Scott, and an infant, which died
sbortly after its mother. The writer does not
remember aoy dates, but is sure that her
mother's maiden name was Crutehifield. Her
brother Thomas did not move to Kansas with
the rest of the family, but stayed with an uncle
sud aunt, who raised him. She lLas never
beard from any of her brothers since they were
separated, and the last time she heard from her
sister she was living in Kansas,

Last Gan at Gettysburg.

C. F. Stiles, Sergeant, Co. —, 6th Mass, bat-
tery, Puebla, Colo., writes. “In your issue of
Nov. 10 I have read the article, * First Gun at
Gettysburg,” with the inquiry of who fired the
last shot. The last shot was fired by the 5th
Mass. battery. A rebel battery made & bLiunff
on us after Pickétt's charge was ended by fir-
ing a few shots at our folks from its position in
the Cardori house yard, ncar the house imme-
diately in our front. We at once responded
and fired three well-aimed percussion shots
after the rebel battery quit firing and with-
drew. We were well posted in front of RBound
Top. I think I ean refer to Patrick Hart, Cap-
tain of the 16th N. Y. battery, and his men,
who witnessed the performance and were on,
I think, our left elose at hand; also Thomp-
son’s battery on our right; also the Irish 9th
Mass., our support. The ‘Cannonecr’' remem-
bers Phillipa's battery all right, asours and his
(Stawart’s battery) had many a song and dance
together aflterward from the Rapidan te
Petersburg in '64."

J. B. Potter, Olivet, Ark., writes: “In yonr
issue of Nov. 24 Corp’l Hutchinsen takes me
to task for an 'error’in my former article. I
stated that the 83d Pa. was in the Fifth Corps
from first to last, ete. I made tha! statement
to prove an alibi to the charge of Hutchinson
that the 853d Pa. was in the Sixth Corps at
Marye's Hights during the battle of Chancel-
lorsville. I did notsnppose anyoune would think
I meant we were in the Fifth Corps before thers
was any Fifth Corps, or not in the Sixth Corps
previous to the organixation of the Fifth. No
denies that the B3d Pa. was in the Third Corps,
under Heintzelnian, for a short time: but Por-
ter’s Division was detached from the Third
Corps in April, having been with Heintzelman
only 30 days. It was not in the Third Corps
when it was transferred from Yorktown up to
West Poiot; nor was it placed nnder Porter
with Sykes’s Regnlars at White Honsze, for the
reason that it had never been out from under
Porter since it wns organized as a division, in
October, 1861. In short, Porter’s Division was
the embryo Fifth Corps =&t Yorktown, to
which was added Sykes's Regnulars to make a
more complele organization, at White House, in
May, 1862."

Spanish Fort.

“Jonn H, Kater, Co. E, 102th 11l., in his com-
munication in the issne of the 17th, makes
some mistakes [in regard to the assanit on
Spanish Fort. At the siege and capture, Col.
J. 8 Geddes, of 8th Jowa, was commandar of
the Third Brigade, Third Division, Sixteenth
Corps. The brigade was composed of the Sth

| lows, Blst [ll., 10Sth Ill., and 124th Iil., and

secupied the right of our line, the extreme
right being held by the 105th [l and its right
resting on Minnette Bay. The 108th Iil.,"un-
der Col. Chas. Turner, constructed a very in-
genious breastwork of gabiens. behind which
our men could approach very close to the ene-
my's left. On the Tth of April, Col. Turner
reported to Col. Geddes that he thought it then
practicabie to effect a lodgment in the Fort
from behind the works which his men had con-
strueted, and wanted permission to make the
assault. Col. Geddes thought the plan feasibie,
and with the concurrence of Gen. E. A. Carr,
ccmmanding the division, arranged for the
attack to be made at dusk on the evening of
the 8th, Col. Geddes naturally wished to henor
his own regiment, the Sth [owa, and assigned
that regiment to take the advance, to be fol-
lowed by the 108th IIl. The 124th I1i. oecupied
the right of our brigade, and were directed to
keep up a very vigorous fire, as were also the
81st Ill. The attack was successflully made as
planned. The 8th Iowa was the first in the
Fort, with the 108th following as eclosely as
possible, and with the Sth Iowa charging the
enemy behind his works, resulting in the cap-
ture of the Fort., The 47th Iil. was in the
Second Brigade, Second Division, Sixteanth
Corps at the time and did not get into the Fort
until it;was practically captured by Col. Geddes’s
Brigade. I was at that time Captain, Co. B,
108th 111, and A. A. A, Gen., Third Brigade,
Third Division, Sixteenth Corps.”
What a Colored Man Saw at Cedar Creelk.
Henry Thomas, an intelligent colored man
of Washington, was a cook for Capt. Dudley, of
Homphbrey's Mississippi Brigade, and was st
the hattle of Cedar Creek. He recently re-
Iated to the Editor of *“Fighting Them
Over"” some of the cceurrences which took
place in Early's army after Sheridan ar-
rived on the field. Thomas savs the ront was
complete, and he was running away as hard as
the rebel soldiers, when he found himsslf in
company with Gen. Early and his staff, who
were along with some 1,500 prisoners which
had been taken that morning. The prisoners
were not getting along as rapidly as Early
thought they ought to, and everybody from
the General down were badly scared. He
kept telling the gnards to make the prisoners
move up faster, saying: “If they don’t get
along, prick them with your bavonets, —
them, prick them good.” When they zot to the
cut at Fisher’s Hill, the Union cavalry were
pressing close on the retreating rehels, and
Early dismounted and tried to rally his men.
Hea wonld call out: * Rally men: for God’s
sake, rally. For yoor country's sake, if not
mine, make a stand.” The men were too
thoroughly frightened to heed their General,
and some of them toid him he might rally as
much as he wanted to, but they wonid e —
if they were going to rally. He finally or-
dered that every man who attempted to pass
should be shot, and Thomas says he saw sev-
eral rebel soldiers killed who refnsed to stop.
Gen, Early at Iast saw it was of no use, and he
and his staff meunted, and Early said to them:
“Every man take cara of himself,” and pnt
spurs to his horse and went to the head of the
retreating army, Thomas says if onr cavalry
could only have known the condition of the
mob which opposed them, they could easily
have liberated our prisoners, as but a few men
were guarding them, and there was nothing
else to fear., Thomas joined the Army of the
Potomac a8 a cook at the captare of Petorsburg,
and went North with a New York regiment.
