Here is a touching story of ihc Distribution Com-

mittee, Clara Getz Chairman, and it is tine that can
be duplicated in every large town and city in the
land where God's poor are waiting for God's
women to find them out and help them in "His
Name":

" Many of Ihe homes wc visited wo found neat,
clean and tastefully arranged, needing only tem-
porary assistance, the inmates having been thrown
out of employment by the severe weather, and
who. when the weather opens, will he at work.

"Again we found ninny living in dilapidated
houses, void winds whistling through the crevices.
In some of these abodes they uere inexcusably
diily. Wc suppose from discouragement ami want
they have become habitually indolent. Here n
helping hand was needed ; mother nnd children
thinly clad, no underwear, stockings almost foot-lea- s,

shoes badly worn and lied with cord to hold
them on their feel, their onlytlicss pieced and iu
many colors, bedclothes badly worn and more
needed (soap and water would have enhanced the
appearance of many beds seen) ; coal and groceries
wcie asked for in almost every house. We had
women say, 'the cbildien were sent to bed last
night without supper. The last lump of coal is on
the lire.' Wliile wo may have assisted some un-
worthy persons, we knew the unworthy would
share with tho woithy. We have done what we
could, and have kept in a book a record of the
articles distributed and lo whom given, and a list
of nauiea of IhoHO in need of assistance."

Tothe W.R.C. I tuny be tres-
passing the rules and asking loo much. hut. our
ciicuinstances, which 1 will onlv briefly detail, are
such that I do not know any other resource. 3Iy
husband, John It. Phillips, of Co. A, 50th Intl.. ia
sick, and has been iu very poor health for five
years; uioicthaii half the lime not able to wotk at
all, and iu bed and confined to the house for months
at a time. June 1, IK)-- ', he was taken with neural-
gia which settled iu his eyes, antl he has been
under the care of the best oculist in the city; nono
have helped him. and they give little hope of his
ever getting well. He is suffering terrible pnin all
the time, and cannot lie flown at all; cannot see
enough to recognize any one, even his own family.
He is drawing a pension of SI2 under the new law,
having applied under the old, hut it is tedious col-
lecting evidence lo establish his claim for more,
and tho. small amount now received docs not go
far, as we have no oilier income, whatever, with
rent to pay, and fuel, food, clothing, medicine, etc.

Wc have five children under 10 years of age, all
boys, and nothing hut my hands to help myself
with. All I can do here is lo wash and iron, at
which I can do but little and take the little care of
my husband and children lhal I do. which I have
to sadly neglect iu order to obtain the bare necessi-
ties of life.

Ah my husband lias stomach trouble mid chronic
diarrhea, aside from his eyes, he needs food
that it is impossible for me to obtain. Tiie doctors
say he should not be iu a house where there is
slcatn and damp, but I must work or starve. He
belongs to the G.A.It. Post, Pine Grove. Carroll
Co., Aik., which is one year old, with a dozen or
more members, all of whom arc poor; some are
needy as ourselves, only able to work, so we tlo
not expect much from them. They have helped
me to SI. 50 since his sickness.

Theic ia another Posl here in the town where we
live, but no Belief Corps. I applied to them, but
thuy said they were short of funds and had many
to help. A Ladies' Aid Society here gave me $G
last Summer, but Ihey think if the G.A.It. men
ncetl help their comradeH should help them.

We have never asked a cent of any one until
now, ant) if you can Hiicceed in sending us help iu
some way it will help tide over till he gets his pen-
sion increased, or gets better so 1 can work more.
Work is bcarcs heie iu Winter, as it is a health re-
sort, and many leave iu Winter. Wc will thank-
fully receive any help that may be had, as we aio
in great need.

OPINION XXIX. JUNE 3, 1892.

QucttioHK Referred.
Case The charter of a detached Corps is re-

voked by National President, and certified list of
members whose dues arc paid to lime of disbnud-mcu- t

ordered scut to National Ilendquartors, lhal
transfers might be issued. Theoffieeis refuse to sur-
render charier or send names of members in good
standing. How can National President protect
such members as arc desirous of being law-abidi-

and wish trausfcis, that they may ho enabled lo
join other Corps and thus retain their member-
ship?

Opinion. The President of the late Corps having
refused lo obey orders whereby members of that
Corps would have received regular transfers, it is
undoubtedly Ihe privilege of the National Presi-
dent to grant any member a transfer upon receipt
of proof that all dues were paid to the lime chatter
was revoked antl that no charges were pending.
If ihe then President of the Corps will not furnish
such evidence, the National President, on receiv-
ing from a member her receipt for dues and aff-
idavit that no charges were at that time pending
against her, could issue a transfer, bearing tlatu of
revocation autl setting forth the facts in the case.
The member will then be eligible to the privileges
found iu Rules and Regulations. Chap. II., Art.
III., lo become a member of another Corps or a
charter member of a new Corps.

OPINION XXX. JULY 5, 1892.

Case. A Corps sin renders its charter and is im-
mediately reorganized, talcing name and number
of former Corps. Shall Past President of disbanded
Ctirps be carried on the roster of new Corps?

Opinion. As a reorganized Corps is, to all in-

tents and purposes, a new Corps, a Past President
of the disbanded Corps would appear on the roster
if she became a member of tho new Corps, the same
as any Past President joining Ihe Corps on trans-
fer, that Is, "Transferred from Corps, No.

," antl appear in no other way; for Corps hav-
ing disbanded and reorganized cannot claim as
their own Past Presidents that served in the Corps
that has become extinct.

OPINION XXXI. JULY B, lEUl.
Case Transfer was asked Jan. C, 1892. Dues

were paid till July. Not receiving card for several
weeks, request was renewed in writing. When
lead, President slated I withheld certain papers
that belonged lo Corps; whereupon Corps voted
no card should be given until papers wcro pro-
duced, antl I was so notified. I appealed to De-
partment President in regular manner, but re-
ceived no reply. At the first meeting in 3Iay
four months having passed request for card was
withdrawn, on which I was informed a eartl hnd
been sent that day, 3Iay 1, although nothing was
said about missing papers. The. afternoon mail
had been received, but no card. Next day a letter
camo postmarked May 5, nnd was returned un-
opened. The next week was Department Conven-
tion, and my vote as Past President was chal-
lenged. Tho Department President, on learning
the Corps Piesident had suppressed her decision
on my appeal which was that my transfer could
not be withheld, but must be given ruled lhal I
was a member of Convention nixKcould not thus
bedepiivcd of my vole, not having been allowed
opportunity lo join another Corps.

Of the papers alleged to j)e missing, one was
mailed to Department President wilh all other
papers in the case, autl the' other was found iu
nule-ioo- m by janitor; yet I imi still imputed with
holding them. In view of all the facts iu tho case,
I hold I am still a member of ihe'Corps tho same
as though an application for transfer had never
been made, and await your decision.

Opinion. People ate cxpeeted('to know what
they want when they take so, 'important a step as
to sever their connection with a Crps; and should
after developments cause- them to change their
minds, the Corps or tho law is not responsible.
Tho law, however gives icdrebS by providing a
regular way of rciidniisslon. As stated in this
case, previously referred (see Opinion XXVII.,
May 20, 1892), the Coi ps has neither voice nor vote
in the mailer, as making an application according
to Rules autl Regulations is equivalent to being
transferred. Having been done in this ease, the
pat ty was transferred then anil (here, anil should
have received a card signed by tho Senior Vice-Preside- nt

nnd Secretary, she being President.
Further demands, just or unjust, cannot operate lo
withhold a card so asked; autl a President or a
Corps attempting so to do violate their obligation
and aio subject lo discipline. Both tho pluiuly-wrilte- u

law and the command of tho Department
President weie here openly defied, with tho evi-
dent intention of debarring the paiiy from Depart-
ment Convention.

To ono who was supposed to ho HnfTering a
wrong by having trnnsfer withheld until eve of
Convention, Iho action of Department President
was natural, as an act of justice; but as a mailer of
W.R.C. law, tho party had no right lo a vote in
Convention. Seo Opinion 3, page 10G, Eighth Jour-
nal, sustained by Eighth Convention.

I am of the opinion, where parties fulfil require-
ments and cartla are refused, they have in tho
meantime all tho privileges of a transferred mem-
ber, ami may apply for readniission, may join an-
other Corps, or become a charter member of a new
Ctirps, upon statement of the facts iu Iho case.
Prompt reparation for the injustice done this mem-
ber should bo ordered through the Depaitment
Piesident, and a transfer card made out by the
then Secretary, same as should have been given at

the lime, hearing same dato a request for it was
made .Ian. 0; that it be signed by tho then Senior
Vice-Preside- ami Secretary, and upon the back
the facts iu the caso be substantially set forth, also
over their official signatures, and a full statement
of Iho transaction appear on the records of next
meeting.

I am also of tho opinion that because of the many
cases wherein nppealcrs are unjustly denied in-

formation, or often rccolvo replies remodeled or
reduced, in all cases where decisions nro ren-
dered either Department or National a true
copy should be forwarded direct to appealer, that
she tuny bo fully nnd correctly informed,
