T.ut,

alas, old Bill Parker happened to find him

away from his home on one occasion, which
was a sufficient cause, in his estimation,

TO MUItDEK HIM.

to scor.tets; of knowing where they weie
camped in the mountains, and told him if
he did not direct him and his men to their
camps, they would kill him.

This, of course, he could not do, as he did

not ktmw where their camps were. Some

of their p slols, calling him an old liar and
a traitor; and at length Parker stepped up,
and with the utmost coolness shot him in
the breast, holding the pistol so close to his
body that his clothes were considerably
burned. He lay a whole day and night at
the plr.ee where he was shot, aud his friends
were positively afraid to go aud bury his
dead body. He was 65 years of age.

This company of inhuman murderers left
their gray-hair- ed victim weltering in his
Wood, aud started forward to batb'c their
bands in some other poor TTuion mans blood.
They had not proceeded far from the place
where the had committed their last tragedy

' until they met with an old man by the name 1

of David Oaks, who they immediately shot i

down as if he had been a wild beast, with-

out exchanging a word with him.
A portion of the Home Guards of John-Bo- n

County, commanded by old Bill Parker,
went to the house of Levi Guy. He was 70
years old, and scarcely knew what either
Bide of the contending parties was fighting
about. The only charge against him was

that he had two sons in the Federal army,
and one scouting in the mountains, his
fourth son having died in Richmond. The
old man was sitting at the table eating his
breakfast when these fiends rode up to his
door and told him they had come to take him
off. Hearose from the table and went out
to them, when they tied his hands behind
his "buck and started him on in the road be-

fore them. His daughter, being deeply con-

cerned about the x'robable fate of her aged
father, started to follow them, when some of
these rcr-kles- s demons rode back and caught
hold of her very roughly, and whipped her
until the blood ran from her arms aud back
profusely, and then drove her back to the
house.

They diove this old man on .before them
like a dumb animal doomed to the slaughter-pe- n

for a distance of half a mile, when they
Btopi ed aud twisted a hickory withe, and
hung him np to a limb of a tree, some of
them holding him up to the limb while
others lied the withe.

She let him down and then returned to

the house and got her aged mother and
some children and went back and carried
her dead father to the house and buried him
the next day.

Eufch Guy, a son of Levi Guy, who was a
Fedeial soldier, was captured and shot at
the house of George Campbell The first
hall that was shot at him wounded him in
the of the head. He was taken off
about a quarter of a mile and shot with
three more balls, one of them striking him
in his bead and the other two in his breast.
His murderers then stripped him of his
clothinv, aud threw his lifeless body off of a
cliff i!i eh was at least 40 feet in bight,
among the sharp rocks that covered the
ground below, which mangled his body in a
horrible manner. He belonged to the 8th
Teun. Cav., and was recruiting for that regi-me- ut

when he was captured. His recruit-
ing p:ijers were found in his pockets.
Campbell's house was immediately burned
because Guy had been found there.

The next man .thai was murdered by these
brutal floods was David Guy, a sou of Lovi
Guy, wtto was also u Federal soldier. He lind
come i.M'iie on a short visit to his family, and
was lu ns house when tho Home Guard rode
up to his door. Ho walked out and sur-
rendered, when ono of theso inhuman mur-
derers drew out his pistol aud shot him in tho
BhouMrr. He now begged them uot to kill
him, ttliui2 them that lie was a Federal soldier
and whs liicn their prisoner. His poor wife
came sit ami etood like a statue of distress be-

tween her husband aud his mutderers. aud
bugped them with tearful eyes to his life;
aud hisjitlle children, who wcreuccmng most
piteonsiy implored them with all their childish
eloquence not to kill their father. But the
sorioulul wail of the wife and the mournful
cries of her chiidren altogether failed to
Eiviikui any feeling of human pity in these
mobsters, for one of them proceeded to shoot

' him in the back, and thou others of the party
Bpraui; off of their horses aud pushed his wife
violently away and kicked some of the children
down. They then robbed him of his mouey

and stripped him of his coat, pants and hat,
and then mounted their horsos aud rodo ofT,

while one of them proclaimed with a loud voicoj
"That is the way to treat all the Yankee sol-

diers who left tho South to fight for Abo Lin-
coln."

Theso men were killed in August and Sep-

tember, 1SG1. Another son of Levi Guy was
killed in the month of February, 1865. Ho
was captured at his home, together with a
young man who had been scouting in tho
mountains with him for somo time. They
were taken off about 15 miles to-a- u old house,
where the rebels tied their hands behind them
and hung them up to a joist. Tho blood-thirst- y

wretches then
BUAT thesk urEN wrrn their guns,

and broke their arms and several of their ribs
while they wero stiuggliug in tho agonies of
death. These two men wore hung about dark,
and the next morning some women who wero
soing to feed their cattle discovered their dead
bodies hanging in the old house. They were
hung ou the edge of North Carolina, on tho
main road leading from Jofforsou to Taylors-villc- .

A man by the name of John Tilloy also
fell a victim to Jiill Parker's vengeance, and
was savagely murdered in the following man-
ner: Tilly had been scouting for some time,
and oue of his twin children was taken vio-

lently ill, and was not expected to live. He
had come to the house to see his child, and was
nursing it in his lap when Parker and his gang
of mutderers rodo up. He laid his child down
and went out into tho yard and surrendered,
when Parker diew out his pistol and shot at
him, giving him a severe wound in tho head.
He was unw, convinced that they intended to
kill him, and asked them only to allow him a
few minutes to pray. But they returned him
no answer, and continued to shoot at him. Tho
poor fellow now turned to run, but he soon foil
to tho ground, his body having been pierced
through with 30 balls. His wife now ran out
toward her murdered husband, screaming and
crying with wild aud frantic agony, whou one
of these incarnate devils siezed hold of his gun
aud knocked her down by tho side of tho dead
husband. His little children cried and boused
for their father all tho time; butas well might
they have raised their tiny hands aud feeble
voices to calm the raging storm in its mad
caieer as to eudeavor to stop this gang of robel
demons in their bloody work. After waiting
until their victim had breathed his last these
man-slayer- s went on their way, laughing at tho
terrible misery they had left behind them aud
looking forward iu search of more human
blood.

They next met with three men who were
entire strangers to them on Laurel Creek, some
six miles from Taylorsville. They at once
captured these men, and after tying their hands
behind their back they then tied them all
three together. They then marched them ou
for a short distance aud stopped and shot them
down in tlio woods and rodo carelessly on, leav-
ing the bodies of their murdered victims to bo
consumed by the buzzards and hogs. The bodies
of these men were found several days after they
were killed by somo men who wero scouting in
tho mountains. When they approachod the
place where their bodies wero lying a gang of
hogs were devouring them, and thoy did not
know that the hogs wero eating human flesh
until they went up to the place where they
were fighting over tho remains of these poor
murdered men. The men who found their
bodies proceeded to search their pockets, think-
ing that they might find something by which
they would bo enabled to identify them, but
they found nothing but a small Bible iu one of
their pockets, in which tho name of its former
owner was written. The man's name that was
written in the Bible was Laftcr. He was a
Methodist preacher from North Carolina, and
he and his companions wero

when they were unfortunately captured by the
rebels in Johnson County. The men who acc-
identally found their remains buried the parts
of their bodies that had not been devoured by
the hogs. Thoy will rest ijuictly iu the pro-
found stillness of their lonely graves until the
loud trump of the Archangel shall sound, when
they will rise to meet their infamous mur-
derers at tho bar of tho great Judge of tho
universe, "who seeth not as man seeth, and
who cannot look upon sin with the least degree
of allowance."

In the month of November, 1SG4, the Home
Guards of Johnson County captured a man by
the name of William Church, who was a con-
script, and was scouting iu the mountains at
the time he was caught They made him run
before their horses for about a mile through
the creeks, branches, and mud-hole- s, when
they halted and told him they were going to
kill him. He commenced begging them to
spare his life, and told them that he would
immediately go into tho Southern artuy if they
would not kill him. But as well might he
have attempted to stay the earthquake as to try
by any sort of piteous importunity to dissuade
his murderers from taking his life. Olio of his
captors replied: "I do not wish to guard you,
aud therefore I think it would bo tho best
policy to kill you." Another said to him :
"You shall he killed, for I want your clothes.
I should consider myself at any time well paid
for killing a Lincolnite by getting his hat aud
Loots."

This poor supplicating prisoner was now
convinced of the hardened and rockless char-
acter of the ruffians into whose hands ho had
fallen; ho knew that they intended to kill
him, and he fell ou hia knees and commenced
praying. One of tho rebels then raised his
gnu and shot him while he was on his knees.
Tho gun was held so close to his body that his
clothes were badly burned where the bullet
struck him; and when he was found, the
buttons that had been on his shirt and vest
were lying loose upon his breast, just where
they had been burned off his clothes. The
fieud who shot him took bis hat, coat, and
boots as a fee for killing him.

The foregoing arc hut a few out of very
mauy similar cases of horrible murders which
were perpetrated upon innocent men by. the
rebel Home Guards of Johnson County. I
could extend this chapter much farther by
relating the sickening details of a number of
other foul murders, where men were unfor-
tunately captured and shockingly massacred
by the base and vile rebel monsters who styled
themselves "Tho Home Guards of Johnson
County." But I presume the reader is already
tired of perusing tho history of such human
depravity as was displayed by the rebels who
participated in the terrible murders I have
alluded to in tho present chapter. I will
therefore refrain from pursuing tho disagree-
able subject further.

ClIAPTEE XXXVI.
Dm ing the Summer and Fall of 18G4 not less

than 100 dwelling-house- s were burned belong-
ing to tho Union people of Carter aud Johnson
Counties, and the most of them were occupied
by the families of men who were serving
as soldiers in the Federal army, men who
had not seen their homes for a number of
months. Old Bill Parker was at the head of
all this dreadful mischief. The lower part of
Carter aud Johnson Counties wore thronged
with women aud children who had been driven
away from their homes and all their property
destroyed by this old miscrcaut. Mauy of
these poor women made their way through the
Hues, as they had been rendered perfectly
destitute by the destruction of their houses
and all their household property, while many
others wandered about the country, enduring
all tho privations aud intense Buffering which
starvation and nakedness could impose, with-
out a home to go to. A.nd indeed these poor
women wero afraid to go near their old places
of abode, for thoy seemed to be in as great
dread of Parker as if ho had been a ravenous
tiger that had been lot looso iu tho country
for the purpose of destroying men, women, aud
children. They had not a bod to lie down on,
for everything which they could call thoir
own had been destroyed when they wore driven
away from their homes, and their houses burned
to ashes. They would often say, while tho
tears were streaming from thoir eyes: " If Hill
Parker was away wo could go back to our
friends."

Parker's end was now drawing near; in fact,
it now amounted to an absurdity for the Union
met: in the country to think about permitting
him to live any longer than could possibly be
avoided, for there was not a day passed but
what some Union man was killed by him or .some
of lits men. He was now frequently heard to
boast that he had killed 12 old Union men
himself, and said that he would kill 12 moio
if he could find them. He called himself
"Brave Bill Parker." But no real and geuutne
bravery ever took up its abode

IN THE W.A.CK HEAJtT
of this despicable wretch. Ho was nothing
more than a base and cowardly assassin, who at
all times shrank back from danger when he
thought that his own personal safety was in
jcop irdy.

Old Parker was always well guarded by a
set of vile, mercenary scoundrela who followed
after him as the jackall follows the lion, for
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the purnoso of participating with him in, his
feasts of blood, for ho was now in constant
expectation of being killed on account of tho
many horrid crimes of which ho had been
guilty. It was very hard to get n chanco to
kill him, ou account of tho heavy guard which
ho always kept about him, and the men who
wore scouting in tho mountains, being too woak
to attack him openly, resolved to bushwhack
him as tho safest plan of ridding tho country
of such a scoundrel. A number of men took
thoir positions on several occasions for tho pur-pos- o

of completing this design, but when an
opportunity would offer for them to shoot hint
their hearts would fail them. At length, in
their extremity, they camo to mo aud requested
me to aid them in seeking tho destruction of
their dreadful foe. How many Union citizeus
havo 1 heard oxclaim: "1 would freely givo
all I possess in this world if this monster was
killed." And tho women would also say :" Our
husbands aro far away, engaged iu tho sorvico
of their country as soldiors in tho Federal
army, and we aro driven away from our homes
and our houses burned d'own.aud all our prop-
erty destroyed. If Bill Jiarkor was killed tho
balance of his adherents wonld'ixtfp bo so had."

All tho old and fooblo men wlTq entertained
Union scutimeuts, and who hnuVtuot alieady
boon murdoied, .had lefkthe section of country
which was most constantly cursed by his pres-

ence. I at onco determined to assist tho mon
who wero scouting in the .mountains to get rid
of this old blood-thirst- y tyfahfc But worst of
all, thoro wore hut few gnnsatuf vory-Jitll-o am-

munition iu the country.. However, in spito
of every diffictilty. I concluded "flco him
alive, and convey him throiigU Jko-llnj- cs and
deliver him up to tho Federal -- authorities.
This I know would bo hard to do, but I dis-

liked tho idea of killing him secretly without
letting him know who it was that was assaulting
him, and why it was done. There wero 10 men
in tlio company who formed tho conspiracy to
tnko Old Parker's life. Wo armed oursolves as
well as wo could, and went forth upon our mis-

sion to rid the world of ono of tho vilest and
most reckless scoundrela that over walked
upon tho faco of the earth in tho upright form
of man. -

When we arrived iu tlio section of coun-
try where ho lived wo proceeded to waylay
tho road along which ho usually traveled for
five days and nights bofore wo got to seo him.
Two of the men who belonged to our party
pretended to know him well,

WHILE I KNEW NOTHING ABOUT niM,
only from description, and in consequence of
this I thought that I might bo deceived, for
I had frequently been informed that ho made
it a point to change his clothes every (lay, and
also to ride a different horse; tho reason of
which was that ho no doubt expected to bo
bushwhacked, and wished to guard against
it as much as he possibly could.

Rebel soldiers and Home Guards passed tho
place every day where wo wero concealed, hut
nono of them answered to tho description of
Parker. On tho fourth day a buggy contain-
ing a lady and gentleman passed along-- , and
somo of tho men declared that it was Parker
who was in tho buggy, and wished very much
to fire at tho lump and kill the man and woman
both. But this I would not allow to bo done.
Directly after the buggy had passed on a squad
of soldiers came riding along tho road, and a
singlo man on horseback was riding somo dis-tanc- o

behind them. Somo of our party now
declared that this man who was riding by him-
self behind the soldiers was Parker, without
any doubt, aud that tho soldiors who woro
riding before him wero his men. This I could
not believe, for this man did not at all fill the
description that had been given me in regard
to his personal appearance. When this man
rodo up I would not allow any of tho men to
interrupt him, and he passed ou. Some of my
men now became angry and discouraged, say-

ing that I would not permit them to capture
Parker if he should como along, and they took
thoir guns and forthwith left the company.
This caused our little company to bo reduced
down considerably; but I did not regard that,
for I had como to capturo Parker, and there-
fore I did not want any person elso in his
place.

At length, on the fifth day, just about 12
o'clock, a small compauy of soldiers passed
along, and somo distance bohind them wo ob-

served a man riding along by himself. Ashe
approachod a little nearer I concluded at onco
that this was Parker without any doubt what-
ever. I now stationed tho men at several dif-
ferent stands along tho side of the road, and
taking one of tho men with me wo advanced
very near the road, where I designed waiting
until he rode up, when I intended to juinpjuto
the road just ahead of him aud seize his liorso
by tho bridle in true robber style when ho
calls on tho traveler to "stand and deliver." I
felt quitesurc that bo would at onco surrender,
for I never knew a cruel man to be a brave
man. Cruelty and cowardice are inseparable
concomitants, for thoy always go haiid-iu-han- d.

Parker came on and passed by the first lot of
men whom I had stationed near the road, and
was approaching tho second sentinels, whou
tho first and second guards fired at him simul-
taneously, hitting his horse, whon, instead of
coming on toward me, he wheeled about and
started on the back track. Every gun was im-

mediately let loose after him, and he whs aeon
once to lean forward in his saddle, which wo
viewed as a plain indication that some of our
halls had struck him. The horso bore Parker
on for several hundred yards, when all at once
the animal fell down in the road, and when we
went up to him ho was lying dcadr but Parker
was gone. But whon we started toward a
thicket near by we found hia coat, which had
soveral bullet-hole- s iu it, but

Wo could not hunt for him long, for his
meu soon came hurrying back, aud at once
commenced searching through ovo'ry thicket
for thoir missing leader, but he waB nowhere
to he found. His followors continued to
search for him several days, but thoir efforts
to find him proved entirely fruitless. As no
trace of him could bo found, tho rebels camo
to the conclusion that those whohadjcilled him
must have carried off hi3 dead body, or that
they had captured him alivo and had con-

ducted him away. If they had known it, we
wore just as ignorant in regard to his fato as
thoy were. His ultimate fate being involved
in such doubt and uncertainty, I thought that
some of his rebel friends had found him and
concealed him, to prevent auy further assault
from being made on him.

A period of two months had elapsed before
his fato was fully known, and then it waa dis-
closed in the following manner: Tho skeleton
of a man was found about thrco miles from the
placo wjiero wo made the attack upon him.
When he was found ho was lying with his. face
ou the ground, and the mo3tof his clothes wore
still entirely whole. The pockets in his pants
being searched it was found to bo Parker
without any further doubt. A quanity of
chewed bark was found upon the ground whore
his stomach had lain aud rotted, and tlio knees
of his pants wero entiroly worn through,
plainly indicating that he had crawled upon
his knees for a considerable distance- - From
every appearance he must have lived some four
or five days aftor ho had been shot. Ho was
found about a mile frpm the hotiso of Jacob
Wagner, who was a stanch old robel. Somo of
Wagner's family said after Old Parker's skele-
ton was fouud thai thoy remembered very dis-

tinctly having heard the voice of some person
calling and hallooing on several occasions in
the direction whero his skeleton was found,
just about tho time when ho was first missing,
which they were unable to account for, but
they now felt assured that it was Parker whom
they had heard at tho time referred to. It is
quite probable that in his last agonies he called
for his old friend and follow rebel, Jnko Wag-

ner, to como to his assistance, knowing that
"A fellow feoling makes u? wondrous kind."
That bodied a most miserable death no porson
has ever presumed to doubt, which was a just
roward for his monstrous crimes. Aftor Old
Parker was killed tlje times were not po had
for tho old men and the helpless women of
Johnson County, for his fellows in crime either
must have looked upon the fato of Parker as a
warning to them or else thoy woro not so thor-
oughly dead to tho feelings of humanity as to
pcrpetrato the awful deeds' of crimo which had
rendered thoir loader so notorious, without
his presence and direction. .,

martyred missionary,
who lived and died so
nobly for tho Christian
faith 1G contnries ago,
if ho could havo hut
guessed at tho scandal-
ous fashion iii which
fnturo generations
would colobrato tho
11th of February?

Tho fact of tho mattor
is that Christoiid'rin
has acted in a most un-

warrantable and 'pre-
sumptuous raauner in
dovoting the day 'of
St. Valoutino to tho ex-
change of lovo tokous

and tho plighting of tender vows. '
Tho pools say that the "feathered song3tors

of tho air" aro responsible for this annual out-
break of sontiment at tho approach of Spring,
and also appear to assume that a certain St.
Valentine, whoever ho was, so highly approved
of the birds' amatory example in his timo, that
ho must have entered into some sort of a secret
compact with them for tho benefit of humanity
ever after.

Old John Donne, for instance, the poet di-

vine of the 17th century, thus irrovorently apos
trophized tho Saint:

" Hull Bishop Valentine! whose day this Is;
AH the air Is thy diocese,
And nil the chirping choristers
And other birds are thy parishioners;
This day more cheerfully than ever shine :

This day which n.ight inflame thyself, Old
Valentine!"

And graceful Elia, who ought to have known
bettor, utters this rhapsody: " Hail to thy re-

turning festival, old Bishop Valentino. Great
is thy namo iu the rubric, thou venerable Arch-
bishop of Hymen! Immortal n:

who and what manner of person art thou!
0 a Thou comest attended with thousands
and tens of thousands of little Loves, and the
air is

Rriish'd with the hiss of rustling wings.
Singing Cupids aro thy clioristors and pre-

centors; and instead of tho crosier, tho mysti-
cal arrow is borne boforo thee." .

Wheatlcy, in Illustration to Common Prayor,
published in 1818, coolly observes that "St.
Valentino was so famous for his lovo and char-
ity that tho custom of choosing valentines took
its rise from thence."

It is needless to mention, however, that this
explanation is quite unsatisfactory. Lovo and
charity are supposed to havo been uot uncom-
mon attributes among reputable Saints.

lieferring to history wo only learn that Val-
entine, Bishop, or moro properly Presbyter, of
tho third century, was cast into the Mamertino
Prison by tho Emperor Claudius for too-zealo-

proselyting; that while coufinod ho cured his
jailer's daugli'or of blindness, thereby convert-
ing both tho maiden and her father to Christi-
anity, aud that'iiually ho was haled to (loath,
being first beaten with club3 aud then beheaded
in tho Forum.

Why, thon, has posterity presumed to take
such high-haudo- d liberties with the memory of
ono who was nothing moro than a pious and
devoted missioimrypricst?

Tho true reason may be given in a few words.
Moro than halftof tho observances peculiar to
Christian holidays throughout the year are un-
deniable relics d"f pagan festivals.

Thus the .Romans colcbrated tho feast of
Luporcus or Pan and tho Fcbruata Juno on
tho 15th of February It was a popular usage
at this season (or Xi6 young men to write the
names of maidetti'Fdn slips of paper, deposit
them in an urn cotfsicrafed to Juno, aud after-
wards draw for&hpeSme by lot.

Naturally thearly converts to the Church
were perfectly 'fafjJiliar with tho soft alluro-ment- s

of thi3cUstou?au,d,.of course, tho youth-
ful, at least, woroHiTglify 'averse' to' giving it
up. ,

Towards the close of the-fift- h contury, how-
ever, Popo Gelasius rose np in tho majesty of
his wrath against tho "orgies of Luporcalin," aud
pondered deeply ou some means of suppressing
them. In tho solitude of his closet ho mado a
careful Btudy of the roll of minor saints until
at length his efforts were rowardod by a most
fortunate di3covory, namely, that St. Valentino
was put to death in tho Forum closo to the
spot where tho altar to Pan originally Btood,
and that tho cvont took placo ou the loth of
February, 270. "

Scarcely nblo to conceal his pious joy the as-

tute Gola8ius forthwith issued a decree that-th- o

14th of February should bo duly held in
honor of St. Valentine, trusting thereby that
tho pagan loth would be completely overshad-
owed and in tho course of timo' forgotten.
Alas, for papal hopes! It was evidently fore-
ordained by some higher power that the mid-
dle of Febiuary should ho dedicated to tho
little blind god, whether it be ostensibly known
as the festival of Pan aud Juno or good St.
Valentine, for tho spirit of tho day has re-
mained tho same through tho Iapso of ages,
and, wilh apologies to Pope Golasius, bids fair
to continue so for many years to come.

Littlo is known of tho observances of tho
day during the Middle Ages. It is said that
St. Francois dc Sales, Bishop of Geneva, en-
deavored to sanctify tho gushing missives of the
lGth contury by recommending an inscription
on tho outside recording the titlo and suffor-iug- 3

of the Saint. A laudable idea, that, sad to
relate, did uot find favor with tho masses.

Iu tho days of Chaucer we read tbat it was
customary for tho ardent swains to writo girls'
names on paper billets and placo thorn in capa-
cious long-necke- d vessels, precisely after the
Bomau stylo.

It wasdevoutly believed in Scotland that the
first bachelor who crossed the vision of a blush-
ing maid ou the morning of tho 14th was bound
to be her future husband. Groat caro was
taken by tho latter, howevor, to keep the shut-to- rs

down and the doors closely barrod until
the right man's step was hoard.

Readers of Scott will remember how tho
mysterious cavalior implored tho Fair Maid of
Perth to await him at her window at tho break
of day, in token that she would accopt him as
her Valentino, but the sweet Catherine mis-
trusted tho Prince of Scotland, and preferred to
bestow a chaste kiss on the lips of the stalwart
Smith, as ho slumbered lightly before her
father's fire in tho morning; an unequivocal
sign indeed of her choice.

Tho children in some parts of England used
to "catch "each other for valentines in tho
streets. Tlio idea being for one to Bay: "Good
morning, Valentine," bofore the other had a
chance to utter a word. If the former was
successful the victim had to give him a present.

It was necessary also to " catch " before sun-
rise, otherwise the'sp'eaker was declared " sun-
burnt," and lou'dly jeered at. Tho word oc-

curs in "MuchaAgcJU.bout Nothing," appar-
ently in the same sense.

Poor Robin's-Alma&i- ac for 1757 contains a
mine of information auont old-tim- o observ-
ances iu tho following" charming and amusing
lines: - i"

"This mouth UriglifPIicebim enters Pisces,
The maids will have good store of kisses,
For always when tho huh comes there,
Valentino' Dny bjjilniwlnii near,
Aud both tlici.nu:ii tind mauls incline

And, by the lynjvnameinber this.
To Heal the fuvof with a ki-- s.

This klsa begptyrnpre love, and thon

Tho woman's will I rue, though uh&'sahy,
Sho gives the man this aoh reply :

I'll not resolve one thiiiu or other,
Until I lirht consult my mother.

Lord North, in writing to his brother iu 1615,
mado some rathor disparaging comment on St.
Valentino's Day :" The custom and charge of
Valcutiues is not ill left with many othor such
costly and idle customoa, which by a tacit gen-ora- ll

consent wee lay dowue as obaoloto."
Hi3 Lordship would hardly havo been

pleased if ho could have looked forward then
about a scoio of years, and witnessed the

of tho court of Charles II.
Pepys. tho incomparable, makes this inter-

esting entry in his diary iu 1067: "This morn
came to my wife's bedside, I being up dressing
mysolf, littlo Will Mcrcor, as her Valontino, and

brought hor namo writton upon bluo paper in
gold letters done by himself, very pretty; and
wo woro both woll-pleasc- d with it. But I nm
also this year my wifo's Valentino, and it will
cost mo u, but that I must have laid out if wo
had not been Valontines." Alluding further
onto tho Duchess of Richmond, ho says: "JTho
Duke of York being onco her Valontino, did
givo hor a jewel of about 800, and my Lord
Mnndovillo, her Valoutiuo this year, a ring of-abo-

300."
From tho above it appoars that married and

singlo peoplo alike woro eligiblo as Valentines,
and that tho ladies woro accustomed to receiv-
ing valuable presents.

This was all very well, hut tho truly halcyon
days of Cupid's festival woro yet to como, whon
romance and sontiment were to exorcise exclu-

sive sway o'er all hearts, and surcharged fcel-iug- s

would seek relief in poetical effusions.
Hero is a jeti d' C3prit of the close of tho 17th

cotitury addressed to Dorinda:
"Loolc how, my dear, the feathered kind

By mutual caress ia joyn'd.
Bill ami seem to tench us two,
"JVhat wo to love and custom owe.

" Shall only you and I forbear
To 'meet nxnl miilfo a Iinppy pair?

''Shall wo alone delay lo live?
d'hia day an nge of blii3 may give '

''Bufah! wli.cn I'lhcprolTcr make,
Still coyly you refuse to take;
fllyhcA'rt Jttctlfe'iUe in vain":
The too menu present you disdjiin.

" Vet hence the solemn time allows

A thousand pities it is that original sonti-

ment on St. Valentine's Day should no longer
havo any vogiio. Our grandfathers knewsoine-thin- g

The
burning vorsos carefully penned in a dis-guis-

hand over a fanciful signature; or
sometimes it waB simple prose, but luminous
with meaning, as in tho caso of Sam Weller's
immortal essay, even though it was signed
"your lovo-sicl- c Pickwick." Tho fair recipient
never failed to dotccl the real author.

Tho prosont century lias witnessed tho riso
and dceltuo of tho tawdry lace-wor- k produc-
tions, moro or lc33 heavily laden with frills and
cheap sentiment, according to tho price.

Shortly after the penny po3t was established
somo 30 years ago, tho avenge de-

livery of such missives in the metropolis alone

Whore Soldiers aro Shot.
.- British Medical Journal.

In tho nowlypnblished work on gunshot
wounds, Dr. Ludwig Brandt gives somo inter-
esting statistics about tho Franco-Prussia- n war
in 1870-7- 1. Tho number of officers and mon
of all ranks belonging to the Germau armies
who wore wounded during tho war amounted
to tho immense total of 116,821. Of these,
99,566, survived; 11,023 diod in hospital, and
6,223 died on tho field of battle.

The wounds of those who were under hospital
treatment, including tho wounds of those who
died in hosuital, wero thus distributed:
Wounds of tho head, 11,041 ; of the neck, 1,922;
of tho chest and back. 1 1,495 : abdomen, 4,553 ;

upper extremities, 33,914; and of tho lower ex-
tremities, 43,952; whilo in 3,721 instances
the situations of the wounds have not boon
recorded.

A noticeablo fact is the unusually largo pro-

portion of wounds of the head, which nearly
equal thoso of tho chest and back together,
and approach throe times tho number of thoso
of the abdomen. Tho number given (11.011),
however, includes 2,130 injuries to the face.

Tho wounds by riflo bullets moro than dou-
ble tho number of thoso caused by artillery
projectiles; but tho information iu this ro-spe-

ia not of much value, as, out of 2,030
gunshot wounds of the face, in no fower than
1,393 instances tho particular projectiles by
which the wounds were caused havo not been
recorded.

Only 15 out of the 2,120 injuries of tho faco
wero sahor wounds, and no bayonet wounds ap-

pear among the number. Tho author calls
attention to tho fact that in war. injuries of
the jawbones occur moro frequently than in-

juries of other bones in this region; and that
many of them aro of a very grave character,
as,, out of the 8.154 cases treated in the hos-

pitals, 101 proved fatal, whilo in many of tho
recoveries difficulties of mastication and oven
of feeding, with loss of power of speech, havo
resultod.

Agricultural Appropriation Bill.
As comploted by Hotiso Committee, the

Agricultural appropriation bill carries an appro-
priation of $3,189,800, a reduction of $33,330 as
compared with the hill for tho current fiscal
year, and $125,700 below'tho estimates. The
principal change is tho reduction of $100,000 in
the appropriation for tho work of tho Bureau
of Animal Industry. It is not believed that
the decrease will seriously affect tho operations
of tho Bureau, as it is intendod to proposo an
amondment providing that tho packers of the
country be assessed a small feo for tho inspec-
tion of thoir meat. This oxpenso has boon
heretofore boruo" by tho Govornment, though
tho packora receive tho benefits of the inspec-
tion and aro enabled to securo abont $1.50 per
head moro for the cattle having the official ap-

proval of the Department lhan for uninspected
cattle. Tho cost of stamping out pleuro-pnou-mon- ia

last year wns about $370,000. Tho
amount saved on this account and the probablo
assessment of a small fee from packers having
thoir meat inspected, it is believed will offset
the reduction made by the House Committee.

The Weather Bureau receives an appropria-
tion of $950,000, an increase of nearly $50,000
over last year. This will bo expended in the
dissemination of tho forecasts and other special
information by telegraph and otherwiso to
farmers iu distant and remote localities
that have hlthorto not had the predictions of
the Signal Service. The bill also provides that
$10,000 shall bo expended in tho introduction
of American food products abroad. There is
no provision in tho bill for auy moro rain-makin- g

experiments.

At Sauta Domingo was firat established the
