They will
grow and strengthen until your heart and life is
full of beautiful things.

Camphor a a Iiemcdy in Cholera Epidemics.
A Few Simple Kccipes.

The use of camphor as a remedy in cholera, colds,
and manifold maladies has long been acknowl-
edged. Patients suffering frotn grip have found it
Invaluable. -

Aud now it is brought to our attention that cam-
phor is a sure remedy in cboleia. Lord Poneouby,
writing to hia brother, the Bishop of Derry, stated
that to his knowledge camphor drops had proved
to be a certain cure for cholera, both in France aud
Germany, whenever taken in time, and the cure is
generally before it is posuible to procure a
phvbicittii that is, in less than an hour.

"Dr. Samuel 1J. Hou,of Siani, eaya he seldom
lost a cae of cholera if called before collapse, and
his ole remedy was 10 drops of spirits of camphor
in 10 of u&ler; dose, one teaspoonful
of that eery 15 minutes, oroftcuer, until relief was
obtained.

The camphor remedy referred to by Lord Pon-sonb- y

was icued in handbill form by the llibernia
Printing Office, Dublin, Ireland, during the severe
visitation the cholera in 18JG, and was the means
of itaviug thousands of lives. It was u-- cd with
valuable tUV-c- t in 1&1S. andisas follows: "Dissolve
one ounce of camphor in sis ounces of spirits of
wine, and give a email bottle of it to any intelligent
person in your neighborhood wlto will undertake
to Hilniii.ifclf r it to his poor neighbors when they
arc se zed w i.h cholera, or any of its symptoms,
without devmiiiig in the slightest degree from the
fohowing itulrucdvns:

" When a person is seized with symptoms of
cholera, euch as vomiting, purging, sudden weak-
ness, coldness, or fci.at.ina, do not uive him brandy
or whisky, or any kiud of medicine whatever, but
put hun to bed at once, covering him warmly, not
overloading h:m with bedclothe. and us soon as
you poioibly ctn let the patient take two drops
not mote of the camphor mixture, on a little
pounded bujjHr, in a teanpooiiful of cold or iced
water. In live minutes after let him take a second
doue of two more drops in the same way, aud in
live uiiiiUUs more repeal the name thing.

"lie is then to wait lOor 15 minutes, to sec whether
or not there is a tense of returning warmth, with u
ditpoMtion toward pcrcpirntion and manifest do-crea-

of Mckues. cram pa. etc.. when, if necesnr.ry,
ltemusl lake two drop, as before, and repeat the
dose every live minutes until 12 or 14 drops have
been taken.

"Iu fcdmiuSlcriug this remedy you must particu-
larly obeeive Hint if Ihe patient takes anything ofany sort or kind, except cold or iced water, while
the medicine i intended to operate, its whole effect
will be destroyed, for Ihe leatt foreign medicine
will ueuiral-z- e the camphor, which is given to
check vomiting and to produce u free, warm per-
spiration."

A3IEBICA AND AMERICANS.
Friends, have you ever paused to think what is

going to become of our country if wo Americans,
liberty-lovin- g people, both domestic and imported,
home-grow- n or naturalized, who live under tho
flag of progress, civilization, and good Govern-
ment, permit the atrocious attacks on oursystem of
Government by anarchists and disruptionists?

Thee fellows, who would have us believe that
Washington, and Jefferson, and Adams were the
mistakes of nature, aud that Lincoln was troubled
with softening of the brain; that our system of
Governments all wrong; that we have been go-

ing more wrong every day, and that for over a
hundred years wo have been rt deluded people are
suffering from a bad case of noncomjios mentis.

Well, I'm sorry that we are fools and that we in-

sist upon being foolish. But, then, what can one
exnect of us? Wo have inherited this malaise, and
I hope, as sure as I live, that God will give us the
strength, the power of endurance and tiie lovo of
our country to perpetuate this malaUy ot patriot-
ism for a thousand years to come.

An anarchist's idea of Government is conceived
in birbarisra, and is dedicated to despotism. Tliey
are for spoils, plunder, and for what they can get
out ofour scheme of existence by any other means
than abiding by the law or being honest. They
meet secretly, and God alone iciiovs their mis-
chievous and evil plotting. What thev say I
know not; what they do we all know. They are
designated by such titles as " White Caps," "Clan-na-Gaels- ,"

etc.
We never know their plans, until some day the

sun dawns upon us bright as" ever. A cloud had
pas-e- d over us that night. We pick up the
morning paper and read in startling headlines:

" Murdered ! A foul crime! John , a repu-
table citizen, foully murdered, then dumped into
the river; suspicion placed onthcClan-ua-Gaclso- r
White Caps." etc.

On watching-lh- e case from day to day we learn
that the mspicion was correct; that the detectives
have traced the foul deed down to a.Ctali-na-Ga- el

or a White Cap. Boinb-throwin- g is. cot the least
of their maniiical creed.

You all remember that the widely-know- n and
honored Russell S.igo was the victim of a little
tragedy of bomb-throwin- g that was calculated to do
more harm than it did. Yet this, my friends, all this
is their idea of good Government; of setting things
right; of reforming our governmental nnd social
law. Heaven deliver us from such law or Govern-
ment. I suppose when we get down to that, that
it will be quite the fad to wear iron armor to a ball,
or sit down to a dinner with a six-shoot- er by the
side of your plate.

You also remember that that grand old veteran,
a man fearless in the performance of ids duly and
the right. Gov. Og!eby, of Illinois, strung six of
these beautiful reformers up for their prepo-sess-in- g

audacity in trying to carry into effect some of
their good reforms.

These are but instances cited of what vagrant? or
disruptionists are secretly plotting in nil large cities
in the United State. They owe more allegiance
to a power other than the Constitution of the
United States, and they seem to believe that that
power can dcclaretheir allegiance to our sacred
Constitution and fing null and void.

But you say: "Why fear? The people of our
country will not be trampled on; they will not al-

low the Clau-ua-Gae- ls fir White Caps and the like
to do any harm I" Well, maybe so; but it would

rather uncomfortable to have a fellow drop
in on you and throw a bomb at your feet without
letting you know something aboutlt. Then, too,
it would not promote the greatest joy to bo noti-
fied that unless you left town within a certain lime
you'd be "a dead man," would it?

Washington said: "The best way to prevent
WHr is to he prepared for it." So we, too, can fay:
"The beat way to prevent war or attacks from
these dinruplionlsts is not only to be prepared for
them, but to get rid of them. When they arc
caught wandering loose they ought to be lucked
up: and they are known, many of them."

There is still another clnss not so dangerous in
violent nets, but iu whom ignorance and supersti-
tion has bred seeds of dependence rather than in-
dependence; recognition to a power other than tho
Con-tituti- on of the United States, and to whoso
allegiance it is their sworn belief they owe their
first obligations. Is this American?

An American is any citizen of the United States,
natural or foreign born, who from the very inmost
feeling of his soul onn and does subscribe to tiie
Constitution of the United States and the American
flag through life. That is what I call an American,
aud 1 am nfraid that there arc some people in this
country who think they aro Americans who never
read the Constitution of the United States, and if
they have, and understand it. are pretty good at
believing what they do not believe. Perhaps they
do not know what they do believe.

An American who can subscribe to the definition
I have given of an American was never, and never
will be. convicted in any court in the laud of the
crimes I have mentioned in this article as the first
stps iu anarchy, or in anything foreign to a true
allegiance to our country's Constitution nnd flag.

Thus I ay America for Americans, meaning that
forever kep the National Government in the
bauds of honest men, of independent ami liberty-lovin- g

men, of men who shall ?eo that the Con-
stitution of the United tetates is sncredly obeyed,
and that the will of the American peoplu is pre-
served; that they are protected from the secret
plotthiKS of dUruptionints and the demagogy of
thoie who profexs to abide faithfully by our Con-
stitution, but who secretly and openly oppose it.

Krcp open the eye, alert the ear. and put none
but Americans on giiHrd to preserve our National
Union, liberty and safety.

Introduction.
Tho lesson- - last Wcokawa8 located at Jeru-

salem.
23:23, Jerusalem to..Ct&3aroa, 55 miles. In

21:8 wo found St. Paul jvnt to Ctesarea. V.
15 shows ho went thotiqe to' Jerusalem. In the
interval ho uttorod his grand apecch to tho
mob in tho Court of tho Gentiles, a court of tho
Toniplc. (22: 1.) Tho next day he delivered
n short speech boforo tho sanhedrim (23:1-6- ).

Ilo escaped assassination through tho prompt
action of tho Chief Captaiu, Claudius Lysias,
who helped him clandestinely to got away from
Jerusalem to Gcsarca. On tho routo ho was
well protected, having 200 Eoman soldiers for
his guard. (23:23,21.) Ho wrote a letter to tho
Governor, Felix. His cnoraios followed him
up, appoared beforo Felix, led on by an orator
named Tertullus. (24:1-9- .) Very serious; accu-

sations wero mado against St. Paul at tho court
of Felix. Tiio Apo3tIe had an opportunity to
defoud himself. Tho charges against him
wero: 1. Ho was a pestilent fellow. 2. A
mover of sedition, trying to stir up the Jews
against the Eomau Government. 3. Ho was a
ringleader of tho Nazaronea. 4. Ho profaned
tho Temple. We cannot understand St. Paul's
defense very well unless wo havo a good idea of
tho charges which ho was obliged to faco: 1.
Ho was pestilent. Tho word translated pesti-
lent is stronger yet in sense. Ho was a pe3t a
pestilonco. II13 prosonco in society was like a
loathsomo, contagious disonse. Tho roferenco is
to his moral condition. Ho is viewed subject-
ively and regarded as a corrupt man ono who
should bo gotten out of tho way for tho good of
society. 2. Ho was seditious. Tortullusdidnot
imply tho Jows wero troublesome if let alone, but
Paul mado them uneasy, dissatisfied with the
Soman Government. Ho tried to lead them
into commotions of a political kiud. Tho idea
Tertullus wanted to convoy may bo that St.
Paul, by uot being loyal to tho Mosaic laws and
customs, kept tho Jews in a broil and culti-
vated in them a constant exciting tondency.
3. Einaleader of tho Nnzarones. St. Paul could
not bo a subordinate in any sphere. Ho wa3 a
born leader. Tho term ringleader is a military
word, and means tho commander of a body of
soldiery. Christians wero called Nazarcne3 by
way of contempt. St. Paul was a principal
man overywhoro ho occupied position. A
Nazarono was a follower of tho Nazarite; that
is to say, of Jesus of Nazaroth. Tho birth of
Christ in Nazaroth was rather against him,
from tho fact tho placo wa3 hold in contempt.
Tho followers of Christ wero a sect in tho senso
they wore a party, a religious body. The ring-
leader of a class held in utter aversion could
not hope much mercy. 4. A profaner of tho
Temple. (V. 6.) This charge was based on a
mere supposition. (21:28,29.) At Jerusalem
onomics of St. Paul declared ho bad taken
Trophimus (21: 29) and Greeks (Gentiles) (21:
28) into tho sacred inclosure. That was a
capital offense among tho Jews; it was blas-
phemy. Proved against one, and his chances
of escape were little. With a fair trial St. Paul
could havo shown himself innocent. Ho was
in danger at Jerusalem, because the peoplo had
becomo a mob and lost reason.

St. PauVsrAnhcer.
Tho Apostlo put in, a general deniaL 1. Ho

was of good character. Association with him
was not vitiating. ,Ho tried to havo a con-

science void of oifenso toward God and toward
man. (V. 10.) They could not find evil-doin- g

in him. (20.) 2. Hcjifid ijo disposition to ox-ci- te

tho peoplo. He vpuld not oven arguo un-

less in complete coolness., (12, 18.) No ono
saw him disputing. ot only in tho Temple,
but in a synagog, in a ?,city street, every-
where, ho avoided heated discussions. His
methods led to quiet anil self-restra- int and sound
roasonintr. Ho went up toJerusalom to wor-
ship. (11.) 3. Ho was not a ringleader in tho
offensive senso of tha(t w(brd. He led. Ho
wanted followers, no' waited peoplo to be-

como Nazarone3 in the senso, of being followers
of Jesus. But ho would faVQ people under-
stand Christianity; bo freo from prejudice, and
disposed to calm atgumont. i. Ho held tho
Temple in great respect."" Ho could not havo
bceu tempted to invito into tho interior courts
of tho Tctnplo any but purified Jews. He went
through a ceremonial process of purification
before entering tho Temple. (V. 18.) Ho
would not polluto tho Temple by excited dis-

cussion leading to states of mind desecrating
to a holy placo. (12.) Ho was truo to tho
Hebrew creed. (V. 18.)

St. Paul's Method.

1. He addresses tho court (Felix) in tho
mo3t respectful, courteous, forensic style.

2. He was thoinoro disposed to explain be-
cause, ho felt suro that Felix must, from long
association, havo becomo familiar with tho
customs and laws of tho Jewish peoplo, and
thus able to give a just decision in matters re-

lating to them. (10.)
3. Ho gave reasons. It had been but 12

days since he wont to Jerusalem. Men lead-
ing off in 'sedition havo to tako timo to organize
and secure a nucleus for general attack. No
sound ringleader would oxposo his purpose to
a crowd here and there

4. Ho asks for proof. More assertion will
not do. Thero was much of tho lawyer skill
iu St. Paul. Ho know his righlB. Mon ac-

cused should havo opportunity to reply in ex-
planation or disproof. (Vs. 13, 19, 20.) Thcro
must havo bcon tho greatest consciousness of
iuuoconcy on tiio part of St. Paul. He was not
afraid of tho truth. It was a bravo challenge
which St. Paul uttered. (20.) The absence of
witnesses (19) was a bad indication. Could wit-
nesses versus St. Paul havo been found, they
would surely havo accompanied Tertullus to
Ctesarea.

5. Tho word heresy always needs explana-
tion. (14.) To the anti-Christi- tho religion
of Christ is heresy. That is heresy to a man
which is contrary to his opinion. To tho
Heathen Judaism was heresy. To tho Jows
Christianity is heresy.

'6. Wo sometimes wondor at tho powor of
St. Paul. Wherein did it at least in much part
lie? In his belief. Ho had confidence "in all
things which wero written in tho law and tho
prophets." (14.) A man cannot amount to
much who has not read real ideas ideas real
at least to him to dofond. Tho terms "law
and "prophets" stood them for the Old Testa-
ment. St. Paul hold to tho truths of that docu-
ment, and, holding closo and earnestly to them,
could uot go far astray.

7. St. Paul held not only doctrines which led
him iu right courses of daily practico iu tem-
poral concerns, but ho also was rightly in-
doctrinated as to tho future. Ho believed there
is a lifo beyond this world that wo aro ac-

countable beings and that, governod by such
a hope, ho would bo vory inclined to do what
is most correct in all matters of conduct as to
God and as to huinaboiitgs. At tho resur-
rection ho would notvviahto bo of the "un-
just." (15.) y

:
8. The Apostlo explains why he wont to

Jerusalem. (17.) Hodid ot go a seditious,
troublesome man. Ho was oil a beneficont tour.
Tho Jews of Jerusalethwho had becomo Chris-
tians wero in great destitution, and St. Paul
had taken upsomo colle'ctioits on his missionary
journey and had brought them to tho poor poo- -,

plo of the capital. No fear from audi a man.
9. He was loyal to his Church. Ho brought

offerings to prosont at tho Tomple. Ho re-
spected tho House of Go'd. '

10. Tho particular doctrine which ho de-
clared was offensive in special to tho Sadd ucoes.
But tho Jows should havo been liberal enough
to tolerate honest difference of opinion. St.
Paul could as proporly believo in the resurrec-
tion as Sadducoes could deny it and ridicule it.
Jows as such could not certainly find fault with
tho teaching of said' doctrine, because it was
tho belief generally held, or at loast not gen-
erally donied.

11. No overt criminal act could bo proved
against tho Apostlo.

12. TortulluB was uot permitted to press tho
case.

13. Felox was evidontly a fair man. Ho
wanted no one-side- d, partial hearing, but de-
sired tho case put ovor until reliable witnesses
could bo presout. He must havo been kindly
disposed toward St. Paul. Ho ordered him to
bo treated as considerately as was practical in
tho case of a prisoner. Certainly, until proved
to bo guilty, it was richt to bo allowed inter-
views with friends. (23.) Nor should ho bo
denied reasonable freedom, If a friend brought
some relishabio dish or needed raiment or
ngrccahlo cordial ho was to bo admitted to St.
Puul's quarters.

OUR RURiL TOPICS.

Soma Practical Suggestions for 08

Agricultural Headers

H. W. Boyor, Silver Lake, Wash., writes: "Jfc
has rained hero so far over since last Fall, so
tho ground has not been really fit to work foi a
single day, and many acres lie idlo. Fruli ig
vory scarce, as most of it was blighted. The
roads aro in bad condition. Hay ia short d
late grain thin and poor, as far as I havo

Hansom County, North Dakota, is ono of tha
best localities in tho Northwest for mixed farm-
ing, and whoro an energetic, thoroughgoing
farmor by proper management will be sure of
success and a good home. Tho Choyenne Eiver,
which flows through the County, i3 bordered
by a heavy growth of timber. At Lisbon,
the Countyscat, and at othor places the river
furnishes oxcellent water powor, and four roller
mills aro now in operation turning out some of
tho best flour manufactured in tho country,
much of which i33hippcd!direct;to England. Tha
surface of the country is generally undulating
and rolling. Tho soil is a deep, black, rich,
sandy loam, with clay subsoil of great fertility.
Wheat, oats, barley, flax, rye, buckwheat, mil-
let, and all kinds ot root crops and vegstablea
grow well and aro very profitable. Corn makes
excellent fodder, and wild grass grows pro-
fusely. Cattle, horses, sheep, pigs, and poultry
aro quito profitable, and disease among them 13

virtually unknown. The climato is remark-
ably cloar and invigorating, and tho death rate

j 13 remarkably low. No disastrous storm ha3
over visited this locality. On tho wholo this
season ha3 not been very favorable, yet crop3
properly cultivated aro doing well, and erasa

j is in excellent condition. Hay making has
already commenced, and a largo quantity of

K hay will be put up. Copious showers havo re
cently prevailed and all nature smiles. Stock
are doing nicely and prices well up. Many new
settlors havo recently located here, somo of
whom came from South Dakota, bringing thou-
sands of sheep with them. Land is worth $10
to $25 per acre, according to quality and loca-
tion. Thero is a good chance for someone to
ongago in poultry farming near Lisbon. lb
would pay well. W. K. Skith, Lisbon, N. D.

In Bulletin 26 of tho Minnesota station soma
interesting facts as to the value of peas as
food for milch cows aro given. In the experi-
ments made at the station tho cows were gives,
pea silage and wheat bran, and tho relative
manurial and feed value wero then ascertained.
Tho results of the experiments were very satis-
factory, and almost as good results were ob-

tained as if tho cows had been fed upon corn,
silage, hay, and the mixed rations, including
the expensive barley and oil meal. The cosfc

was very much les3 than tho common grain
rations, and tho digestibility of tho pea siiaga
was very great. A greater part of tha pea silage
wa3 found to bo thoroughly digested, aud it 13

rich in nitrogen, which is quite essential to a
good food for milch cow3. In addition to this
tho food returned a good amount of nitrogea
to the soil in the manure, and this alona is a
valuable featnre of tho feeding.

Bulletin 33 of tho Wisconsin station is prolific
in that wise summary of comments about feed-
ing dairy cows, and one should not only remem-
ber many of tho pithy rules laid down, bn6
thoy should even memorize them. These rules
havo only been emphasized by tho experiments
at the station, and not newly discovered. They
have been repeated to tho dairymen many
times, and they need reiteration just so long as
a few dairymen refuse to live up to them. The
beginning of these is that only such cowa
should be kept a3 respond to good feeding, and
that return woll for tho food given. In other
words, weed out tho flock. Then ono should feed
liberally, but not wastefully. Not an ounce
should bo wasted, but at the same time suffi-

cient food must be given to keep up the flow of
milk. A good milker should receive over 70
per cent, more food than is necessary to sustain
life. More oats and clover need to be grown
'and fed, and whenever bran, shorts and oil meal
can be obtained at reasonable prices they should
bo fed freely. The cows need food with an
abundance of protein in it to give the best re.
suits.

Boots are of considerable value as part of tho
ration for Winter feeding, a3 they help to a
change, and anything which assists in giving
variety has some claim, even if of little feeding
value in itself. We do not mean to say that
roots aro valuable only from thi3 point of view,
but that this is one way in which they are val-
uable. For some stock, as for sheep, they help
decidedly toward profitable feeding, but except
for sheep we doubt if there 13 any place where
eusilaga would not do at least as well, and
usually better, and wo think the latter can ba
prepared at less cost and handled and fed with
the greater economy. The dairy in particular
needs a good supply of ensilage in order to run
through the Winter with the best results.
With silage as tho base and wheat stuffs as the
main part of the grain feed, and then good
clover hay, the subject of Winter feeding be-

comes very simple. Wheat shorts and bran
are now so low that the Winter supply could
be laid in without much danger of further
depreciation in price, and if you are going to
feed these it will certainly p3y to lay them ia
in quantity, and that early, so that you will
not have to buy in small quantities and pay
Winter prices. Dairymen who study their
business are coming to the conclusion that life

pays to produce when prices are best, and that,
of course, is in the Winter. This is tho time
to make provision for it if you intend to try
Winter dairying, both in selecting your cows
and arranging for their feeding. Farmer's
Home.

Tho Lima bean is the best flavored and
largest variety of the bean family, yet it is not
raised for tho market in any large quantities,
on account of tho trouble and expense of get-
ting poles for them. The villager has to buy
poles for what ha plants, and the sum expended
for them ofteu exceeds tho income from tha
vines. Those farmers who have timber on
their laud are generally too busy, or think they
are, to bother with pole beans, so they plant
somo of the bush varieties, that aro not half so
good iu flavor and yield very poorly. For tho
benefit of those who like Lima beans and do
not raise them because of the trouble of pro-
viding with poles, we give the following plan
of a trellis, which answers every purpose fully
as well as the old method: If they aro to be
raised on a large scale two heavy post3 may be
set at intervals of 40 feet the full length of tha
row, being sure to brace the end ones. Then
plain wire is stretched from post to post. A3
tho vinos are very heavy, it is best to strengthen
it bv nutting two or three pieces of ordiuary
throe-iuc-h board. Then loop a strand of pack-
age twine from tho top wire to tho lower ono.
Theso twiues should be about 16 inches apart.
Yery little troublo is oxperienced in making
the vines follow tho wires, and no tying is
necessary. This trellis will last many years,
and we think it is a great improvement oyer
the poles. American Farmer.
