A committeo from tho W.B.C., of which the
Department President is Chairman, and a like
committee from the G.A.B., of which tho De-
partment Commander is Chairman, have united
in becoming a corporate body, and arc now
ready to receive donations of land, buildings,
and money necessary for the establishment of
such an institution.

Pos:s and Corps accept this as a special
work, in which all are prepared to fulfill the
obligations taken when tboj become members
of theso associate Orders. The cause is a com-

oil Btove, and in a moment sho was en-

veloped in flumes. Her cries brought tho
members of her family and neighbors to her
assistance. Tho flames were extinguished as
quickly as possible and two physicians called,
who carefully dressed hor wounds, hut it was
too lato to save her life, and after lingering
through the day she passed away at about S
o'clock in tho evening. The funeral was con-

fined to her immediate family and John R.
Adams Corps, of which deceased was Senior
Vice-Preside- The floral tributes were many
and beautiful, among them being a pillow from
the Belief Corps and a beautiful wreath from
John B. Adams Post. Mrs. Floyd was a very
estimable woman, and her good works will bo
greatly missed in tho whole community, over
which a gloom is cast.

Maine's economic record.
Dear Tribune: Ecfcrringto "Call aHalt"

in a July number of The National Tribune,
allow me to say ono word in honor of tho De-

partment of Maine, W.B.C. Maine has had six
Presidents, every ono of whom has made an
honorable record, and they aio above reproach.
I am tho seventh, and havo my record to make.
We began without funds, and struggled along
as best wo could, our hands tied, our work
cramped, and our officers embarrassed by tho
rigid economy they were obliged to practice.
We havo never been in debt except once,
through tho Corps assuming an indebtedness,
but that has been paid, and now havo a small
surplus. Wo have spent over $3,000 in charity,
helped G.A.B. Posts, built halls and furnished
them, havo helped erect monuments, have scut
funds to decorato tho graves in Southern Ceme-
teries, and aro now trying to establish a Home
for the caro of tho G.A.B. wards. Much of this
has been accomplished by tho peisonal self-sacrifi- ce

of tho Department officers.
Our "office" has been the President's parlor

or library, made by turning the family out, to
save rent; officers working from 15 to IS hours
a day to save printing and clerk hire; riding
all night in an ordinary day car, going without
meals, or paying for them at their own ex-
pense ; while carriage hire is an unknown quan-
tity in our bill of expenses.

Wc have been cutting our journal of proceed-ingsdow- n

so closely that one not present would
hardly know that anything had been dono at
Convention, and then having the smallest pos-

sible number printed, and not daring to send
them out very generously, for fear of the post-ag- o

bills. Consequently, even tho G.A.B. is
ignorant of tho work of their auxiliary.

At tho end of each year tho Department
President has como to Convention so worn out
and tired she could not do herself justice, but
only glad to say wo had made a gain of Corps
and membership, and that our accounts were
square on the books.

Wc havo applauded and said "well done,"
with never a thought of the sacrifice sho had
mado to health, strength, and home comforts.
Corps do not know what their officers aro doing,
they never can know. No one can tell them
tho hours of anxious care and sleepless nights
passed because of some thoughtless word or act
of theirs; but they do know how every dollar
has been expended, or can know if they will
take tho trouble to read tho Treasurer's reports
printed in the journals.

Maine pays tho enormous sum of $-1- a
year to the Secretary and Treasury, which is
not a fair compensation for one quarter's work,
and the President's expenses to the National
Convention. They "got out of it" a year's
loss of all homo comfort, impaired health, the
criticism of 2,000 members, some of whom do
not know what they are talking about, because
thoy never attend Corps raeetiug, and the
ahuso of any correspondent who happens to
overhear some jealous woman's tirade. Our
courage is equal to it all, however, for the ob-

ject for which we strugglo is worth it, and the
knowledge that 800 veterans and their families
aro made comfortable; that the soldiers' wid-
ows and aged mothers' pathway down the jour-
ney of life is brighter, is all tho perquisites wo
caro for. This for tho honor of the noble wo-
men who havo carried tho banner of Maino
W.B.C.

Her grandfather,
Ephraim Stonle, true to tho principles taught
by tho Society of Frieuds, was a strong Aboli-
tionist, and was closely connected with tho
"underground railway" system established
prior to tho war of tho rebellion for the safety
and escape of fugitive slaves.

Department President Conklin has inherited
in a marked degree the principles of integrity
that characterized hor Quaker ancestors.

Sho was married to W. H. Conklin, of tho
2d Colo. Cav., Gen. Canby commanding. Com-

rade Conklin enlisted in Colorado and served
threo years in tho Army of the Southwest.
He was wounded at the battle of Little Bluo,
Mo., threo days after tho expiration of the
time for which ho enlisted, and lay four months
in tho hospital at Kansas City. Department
President Conklin is a charter member of Fair-
fax Belief Corps, Westfield, Jnd., and has served
her Corps in tho capacity of Treasurer, Secre-
tary, Conductor, and President. She was elected
delegate to National Convention, and has filled
tho offices of Department Treasurer and De-

partment Inspector.
She was elected Department President by the

10th annual Convention, held at Evansviilo, by
a largo majority voto. Sho is au earnest worker
in the Woman's Belief Corps, and an ardeut
friend to the soldier, and thoroughly patriotic.
An efficient officer, tho affairs of tho Depart-
ment aro prospering under her guiding hand.

The matter had been considered, nnd
wc had determined that, with your approbation,
wo would withhold nil gratuitous medical assist-
ance from any ono who should attempt to porvert
tho noble purposes of tho meeting into a mere con-
test of physical superiority. Iu nccordnnco with
your order such service will be denied any old sol-

dier who so far forgets tho honor and dignity of his
position as n veteran of tho war of tho Union as to
descend to the low level of an exhibition of bruto
power and endurance.

Such n contest would not only bo attended with
danger to the lives nnd health of thoso engaging
therein, but would prostitute the purposes of tho
Encampment to the level of the prize-fighter- s' ring
and be n disgrace to nil who participated.

A PROTEST
Concerning- - tlio New Examining- - Doard for

tlio Hampton Home.
Editor National TninuNK: Some time

since a new Board of Medical Examiners
avus appointed by the Pension Commissioner
for this Home. Col. "Woodfin, Governor of
the Home, sent a letter to Judge Lochren
suggesting that on account of the feeling
among tho men in tho Home it would be
best that ono member of the new Board
should ho in sympathy with the cause for
which the Union soldier fought, etc.

This fact becoming known, Col. Woodfin
was assailed from Ilichmond, Norfolk aud
other quarters, as opposing the commission-
ing of the new Board on .the ground of
being Democrats and Southerners. In an
interview published in the Richmond Times
of July 29, Col. Woodfin disclaimed any
such feeling, and pointed to his "many
years of pleasant relationship with the
people of Virginia" in proof of his assertions
of friendliness.

Gov. Woodfin is right about the feeling in
the Home. We think wo understand his
position. He seems to think that in simply
writing a letter to Judge Lochren of the
state of the case he is acquitted of any
further responsibility. Gov. Woodfin is in
vested by act of Congress with the charge of
the interests of the men in the Home, and
while we will not say that "his pleasant
relations with the people of Virginia," and
his disclaimer of ill feeling toward any
member of the new Board on account of
politics or place of birth, have had any in-

fluence in determining his decision not to
prcs3 the question further than to express a
wish that iu the interest of fairness, har-
mony and good feeling there ought to be, at
best, a man of pronounced friendliness to
the Union veteran on the Board, yet there
arc many veterans who think that he ought
to be animated by a greater degree of parti-
sanship in a matter that so vitally affects
their interests.

Gov. Woodfin frankly admits that he
thinks the feeling of hostility toward the
new Examining Board, which is entertained
by so many of the veterans, is perfectly
reasonable and natural, and his action in
suggesting to tho Pension Bureau that one
member at least should be in sympathy
with the cause for which the veterans fought
is evidence of the Governor's purpose to
perform his sworn duty, in accordance with
his own convictions of the scope and extent
of his obligations.

Without arrogating to ourselves any su-

perior wisdom, we of the Home believe that
our standpoint affords the more exact and
truthful view of the situation. We do not
claim to stand on "Pisgah's top," but we
can easily " view the landscape o'er," and
the conclusion we have reached is one of
hostility to the new Board as such. Person-
ally, these men are doubtless both able and
of incorruptible integrity; but, as Gov.
Woodfiu himself puts it, "any examination
they may make will be looked upon with
suspicion, for the very reason that they aro
all Southern men." Tho veterans here go
a step further than their Governor, aud say
that " men do not gather grapes from thorns
or figs from thistles." We not only refuse
to be deceived in so important a matter,
but very many will refuse to go before this
Board if it be commissioned.

Admitting that their every action will be
dictated by what they conceive to be a high
sense of honor, the fact yet remains that
unless they arc avowedly in sympathy with
the cause for which the Union soldier fought,
unless they are able to afford proof of their
ability to rise above the prejudices, the
effects of association, and the sentiments
that still permeate all Southern communi-
ties their appointment will be greatly dis-

trusted by the Union soldier, who believes
that the verdict of history must record the
absolute justice and righteousness of the
Union cause.

We believe, further, that it is a very
grave error, and an act of positive injustice,
upon the part of tho National authorities,
not to afford us representation upon this
Board, and that it will be so considered by
the Union men of the North, irrespective of
their party affiliations. M.

1. Under a systom of free coinage a man
takes his bullion to tho mint and receives its
valuo iu coin, which ho puts into circulation
himself. This is now tho caso with gold, and
formerly was so with both gold and silver. A
man would tako, say, $100 worth of bullion to
tho mint, aud recoivo for it 100 gold or silver
dollars. Tho Government can only put money
in circulation by paying it out for salaries, or
for something it buyB. During tho war it put
about $700,000,000 of papor money in circula-
tion by paying it out to tho soldiers and for
military supplies. It could to-d- ay put $03,000,-00- 0

in silvor in circulation by allowing 250,000
peusion cases now ou filo in tho Bureau, and
nearly ready for issue, aud paying out tho money
on them. 2. Wo think that about $150,000,000
of additional currency is needed at once.

Whereas recently great
numbers of such sold ier3 had their pensions sus-
pended, without notice until after such suspen-
sions, and they then required to furnish addi-
tional evidence nndor rules almost impossible to
be complied with, or havo thoir names dropped
from tho rolls: Pesolced, That, In tho judgment
of this organization, such construction of said
act is unauthorized, and not within its spirit
or meaning; that the Acting Commissioner has:
no legal power under said act to reinvestigate
tho action of his predecessor aud to determine
whether such pensions wero originally granted
on sufficient evidence, but that the only right
he has under said act is to determine nndor
present evidenco whether said pensioner has:
the ability to support himself by manual labor,
and to suspend his pension if not fonnd entitled
to be continued on the pension-rol- l. Eesolted,
That wo protest against theruling3of tho Act-
ing Commissioner, aud call on the Congress of
the United States to investigate the subject,
and, if necessary, to provide against this in-
justice that is being dono tho Union soldiereby
such legislation as will secure the administra-
tion of said act according to its letter and spirit.
Eesohed, That copies of theso resolutions bo for-
warded tho members of Congress from this dis-
trict, and to our Senators from this State."
