
THE WEEK IN WASHINGTON.

Minor Mailers of Interest in tlio Capital
City.

SUKD.W, Sept. 10. Rev. Gilbert Kcid, who bad
just relumed from Chinn, mado an address
at the First Presbyterian Church on the work-
ings of tbo Geary law. He defended the
missionaries against tiio derogatory state-
ments auiiiusttiio missionaries recently made
by the originator of that law, and showed
bow tbo Chinese conld retaliate. He was well
acquainted with the Premier of the Empire,
wio, practically, h tbo ruler, Li Hun.e Cbanjr.
He told tbo missionary to return to bis own
country and reform the American people into
Christian charity. E. C. O'JJrieii. Commis-
sioner of Navigation, submitted to Sccntary
Carlisle a carefully-prepare- d report, making
certain recommendations to prvido for the
bettor protection of life and property in the
navigable waters of tbo United Slates and in
the North Atlantic Ocean. The important
duty remains to still further remove dangers
attending navigation by reporting, marking,
and removing wrecks, derelicts, and. other
menaces to that important branch of our
commerce.

Monday, Skpt. 11. Bcpresentative Meredith
(Va., D.) introduced in the House 72 bills
providing for tbo settlement of claims of bis
constituents arising cut of the late war.
Dr. Don Estanislao, the new Minister from
tbo Argentiiio Republic, who was scut here
specially to represent that country in the
arbitration by President Cleveland of the
boundary dispute with Jirazti, was formally
presented to tho President by the Secretary
of State. President Harrison ennsonted to
act as arbitrator in tho Axgeutiue-Bra7.- il

matter, but it was not ready foractioaduriug
his Administration, and the prcseut Presi-
dent will take bis place.

Tuesday, Sept. 12. The Sound lloticy Con-

vention, composed of delegates from about
every important commercial and financial
association in tho country, met at noon in
"Killard Hall; wna not as largely attended as
first believed it would bo; between one and
two hundred delegates were present. The
President, Darwin R. James, of New York,
explained that the object of the convention
was a inot urgent and immediate one, tho
unconditional repeal of tho Sherman act.
Tho enthusiastic applause which greeted
this remark left no doubt that Mr. James had
correctly stated the purpose of the conven-
tion. The convention adopted resolutions
consistent with their ideas and adjourned.

The President has practically completed
his consideration of the Hawaiian, questiou,.
and action may be expected within a short
period. Ex-Minis- ter Blount left for his home
in Georgia to-da- y. His official connection
with the Hawaiian question has ended, but
he may be recalled to Washington to assist
in the negotiations with the Hawaiian Min-
ister for a new treaty with Hawaii.

Wednesday, Sept. 13. R. Ross Perry, Attor-
ney for Col. A insworth, and II- - E. Davis,
representing Contractor Dant, had ar coufer- -
encewith Justice McComas in regard to the j

trial or their clients on charges of man-
slaughter in connection with the Ford's The-
ater disastt r. Jt was proposed to try the de-
fendants separately, although they were in-
dicted together, but to tlm plan Justice
McComas would not givo his consent. He
agreed, however, that tbey might havo until
Friday, Sept. 22, to amend their plea. A,
grand rehearsal of tho entire Centennial Cele-
bration Chorus took place to-nig-ht, and was
a most remarkable success. Over 4.500 people
attended, and the bouse went wild with en-
thusiasm.

Thursday, Sept. 14. The name of Baby
Uuth's sister has Deen decided upon. The
President to-d- ay announced that she is to bo
christened Hsther. Bishop John F. Hurst,
of the Methodist Episcopal Chnrch, who is at
the head of the movement to establish a
freat university at Washington nndcr the
auspices of that Church, reports encouraging
success. Within tho past few days a large
donation has been made. Six thousand
dollars has been added to tho fund by tho
ministers of the Cincinnati Conference als.

Fkiday. Sept, 15. Theossphical circles havo
been set all agog by the announcement that
ProfI Chakraviti, the noted. Brahmin mem-
ber of the Theosophical Society, now repre-
senting it at the Parliament of Religions in
Chicago, would visit Washington for the pur-
pose of addressing the Society here on the
night of Sunday, Sept 24. The Professor is
a fluent speaker in English, and will come
here direct from participation iu the Parlia-
ment of Religions in Chicago. Ex-Go- v.

Campbell, of Ohio, arrived in town. Senator
Bncc called upon him, and it is understood
that they agreed perfectly upon the

topics of the day. Tho two called at
the White House, where tho interview was
devoted to tho selections for tho important
Ohio CollcciorEhips, in which tbo Ohio gen-
tlemen are much interested.

Saturday, Skit. lG. The Colored National
Baptist Convention was called to order at 11
o'clock this morning iu the Vermout Avonue
Baptist Church. Rev. M. Vann is President
of this lody. and Rev. W. H. Steward, of
Kentucky. Secretary. After devotional ex-
ercises led by Rov. H. N. Juter, of Newport,
R. I., an address of welcome was deli vered by
Rov. J. A. Taylor, of this city. Rev. Dr.le, pastor of the Vermont Avenue Church,
also added a few words, in which ho wel-
comed bis brethern to everything he had ex-
cept tho pastorate of his church. The re-spo- use

to the words of welcome was made by
Rev. E. K. Love, of Savannah. Mr.Corap- -
tun introduced a bill iu the Honse to-da- y

to pay Frederick G. Calvert $10,000 for in-

juries received by tho collapse of Ford's
Theater building. It was stated this after-
noon that counsel had agreed to call up the
caso of Miss Madeline V. Pollard against Rep-
resentative Breckinridge, of Kentucky, in
which tho fair plaintiff claims $30,000
damages for breach of promise, on Thursday
next for argument on the demurrer filed by
Congressman Breckiubridge's counsel in an
answer to the allegations made by Miss Pol-
lard. 'Iho arguments will probably be made
before Judgo McComas, and counsel for the
defendant will endeavor to convince the
court that the claims of Miss Pollard are so
imperfectly st&ced as to require amendment
or restatement.

The oflice of Recorder of Deeds at the Capi-

At this timo it is learned that J. H. Smith, a
negro attorney who has been practicing here
for about 18 years, is beiug urged for appoint-
ment to that oflice. A. number of letters havo
been sent to the President by well-know- n

pooplo, setting forth his qualifications and fit-
ness, politically and otherwise, for the place.

Carolina, having come here from the former
State.

Yet it was one of tho mockeries of
fate that tho other day, at the time set apart
for the eulogies upon this honorable gentle-
man, there should bo but a bare handful of in-

attentive members in their seats, at one time
but 14 being present. It was a sorry spectacle,
and one which furnished a strong argument for
the receut proposal, which was laid on the table,
to opeu the pages of the Record to eulogies, and
let tho dispensers thereof be satisfied with leave
to print.

Some of the many men who havo responded
to the call of duty at tbo cxpeuso of inconveni-
ence and modesty, by accepting a seat in our
National Congress, and the salary thereunto
appended, havo been noted in our occasional
glances through tho Congressional Directory.
Here arc others:

Mr. Baldwin, of Minnesota, call3 attention to
the fact that he "twice declined a Congressional
nomination" beforo he was persuaded to accept
one in August, 1S92. Mr. Richards, of Ohio,
saysof himself: " Though a leading Democrat,
living in a Democratic city and district, ho
always declined to be a candidate for office,
though often urged to do so, without being a
candidate was unanimously nominated and xvas
elected to the 53d Congress." What an example
for tho American boy of to-da- y. Happy will
bo tho day when be says to the admiring public:
"lam in the bauds of my friends."

A group of Congressmen were sitting in the
half-doserte- d hall of the House tho other day,
when Judge Livingston, of Georgia, remarked
to Gen. Cogswell, of Massachusetts: "If it had
not been for tho leniency shown by you to me
ou a certain occasion I would not be hero to-

day." "How is that?" inquired Cogswell.
"Do you remember ono ovoning that your
regiment was scouring about Atlanta, and capt-
ured a fellow who was wandering about that
country? Tho circumstances of tho capture
made tho prisouer liable to trial as a spy. I
was the prisoner. I bad a farm about there,
and was looking to get homo for a glimpse at
my people. You wore good enough to decide
that I was not liable to tbo charge of being a
spy, and let mo go. The next evening I had
five of your men in my hands. I kept them
shut up in tho barn ovor night, and then turned
them loose."

Occasionally tho members of Congress gefc
a good joke upon those gentlemen who rnako
it a business to object for the sake of objecting
no matter how meritorious or just or needed a
resolution or motion may be. In tho House
last Saturday morning an incident of this sort
occurred. "Buck" Kilgoro represents a dis-

trict in Texas whero tho festive train robber
occasionally takes a shy at tho express mes-
sengers and at tbo teudcrfoot passengers in the
Pullman. On this morning a resolution was
introduced by a New Jorsoy member authoriz-
ing tho Interstate Commerce Committee to in-

vestigate the recent train robberies and to re-
port to Congress what legislation may bo neces-
sary to protect mail trains in tho futuro.
"Why, of course, he objects," remarked some-
one. "That resolution interferes with the
good vocations of his constituents." There
was a laugh, at Mr. Kilgoro's expense.

THE MFXOML TRIBUKE;

In these dtvys unfortunate aro tho people to
whom Undo Sam becomes a creditor. No bettor
proof of this is needed than tho case of Capt.
Newberry, of tho schoonor Henry R. Hilton.
Last Summer, whilo somo Army officers wero
practicing with hoavy ordnanco at the Saudy
Hook proving ground, they fired a shell which
struck tho schooner and so disabled her that the
crew was forced to abandon her. No one was
to blame except tbo officers. Capt. Newberry,
who had nothing in tho world except tho ves-

sel, appealed last session in vain to Congress
for some compensation, and ho is hero again
asking for tho pnssngo of a bill. Tho Secretary
of War and tho Attorney-Genera- f havo both
agreedthat his claim is just, and tho bill which
was infroduccd last session gavo him a liltlo over
$10,000, tho actual amount of his loss. It passed
tho Senate, but failed in tho House, and Capt.
Newherry is still suffering without compensa-
tion for tho carelessness of somo Army officers
who havo probably forgotten, all about tlwrdis-aste- r

which they caused.

Politics as a means of livelihood is an uncer-
tain thing. No ono more painfully realizes
this than a certain clorical Baptist gentleman
from the West, who participated in tho warm,
and, alas, very worldly campaign that was
waged for tho Chaplaincy of tho Houso of
Representatives. IIo pressed hi.i devotional
abilities upon tho attention of rmnilci8 with
an assiduity which could only find oxenso in
the Bible injunction to bo diligent in business.
Ho did not get tho Chaplaincy, but the excit-
ing times through which ho had just passed
kindled in him that thirst for ottico of any
kind which becomes so apparent in those, who
come to Washington with but one position in
their mind's eyo. mid which is tho only ono

that will satisfy them. As has been tho fate-o-f

many beforo him, sinccuro after sinecure upon
which ho had set his heart slipped into other
hands; but he got a Government "job" at
last. Ho is now a watchman in the Capitol,
with plenty of timo to ruminaty, and wonder
ifrafter all, the "game was worth the candlo."

To correct somo irregularities in the matter

ofpension appeals tho Secretary of tha Interior
lias directed that applicants he required to file
with the Secretary a brief statement of their
ground, for appeal. Evidence filed' subsequent
to action by tho Department will not ho enter
tained by the Secretary til i it has passed through
the Ponsion Bureau. d claim, whoso
rejection has been affirmed by the Secretary,
will bo reojiened without tho Secretary's con-

sent. No appeal pertaining to a fee, where re-

fundment lias been called for, will- - b--j enter-
tained unless the refundment called for shall
have been made.

Reorganization of the Board of Pension Ap-

peals has been effected. Instead of working in
divisions a.s heretofore, it will work as a whole.
John A. Laccy, of Missouri, who has been a
member of the Hoard for six years, is made
Chairman, and Edward P. Hall, of Pennsyl-
vania, Assistant Chairman.

An equestrian statuo of Gen. Logan will
shortly bo placed inrdnwa Circle, tho design of
which was given to Franklin Simmons, a well-know- n

sculptor. Tlio model of tho statuo in
plaster is now on exhibition in one of tbo rooms
of tho State Department, and has attracted a
good deal of attention from thoso who havo
seen it. It is not entirely Complete, but beforo
it is finished the views of tho numorousfrionds
of tho celebrated General as to his appearance
will bo collected, and improvements made from
their remarks.

A letter from tho Treasury Department in
response to a resolution inquiring ur to the re-

demption of Treasury notes in silver, etc, was
presented and read. It states that $1,173,571
of Treasury notes issued under tho Sherman
net have boon redeemed in silver coin in Angnst
and Soptember; that $36.07S,1S3 silver coinage
has been minted, with a gain or seignorago of
$ir,b'9J.109, and that the remainder of the bul-

lion purchased uudertho Sherman act had not
been coined because- - no further coinage had
been necessary to provido for tho redemption
of tho notes in silver.

The repeal bill was taken up. Mr. Mitchell
(Ore., B.) addres-e- d theSenato in opposition to
it. During the sitcecb the absence of a quorum
was noted by Mr. Stewart, and 53 members an-

swered to tho roll-cal- l, uuwtof whom bud been
gathered fioni tho cloak rooms and committee
rooms.

At 12:35 the Senate proceeded to tha con-
sideration of the repeal bill, and was addressed
in defense of the bill hy Mr. Lindsay (Ky., D.).
it be inn his first speech in tho Senate.

Mr. UlxzUts (Del., B.) also spoke in favor of
unconditional repeal. Tho Senate, after a short
Executivo session, at 5:25 adjourned.

In tho House, the order made yesterday re-

voking tli3 leaves of absence did not seem to
have produced a very gratifying effect so far as
the attendance w:3 concerned, as there were
evon more cmtty scats ou the Democratic than
on the, Republican side.

The Speaker directed tbo Clerk to call the
committees for reports, hut Mr. Burrows put a
cog in the legislative wheel by calling lor tho
regular order.

"This is tho regular order," replied the
Speaker.

But Mr. Burrows contended that it was his
motion to dispense with the call of committees.
The yeas and nay3 had been ordered on this
motion yesterday, and ho thought that the
motion was unfinished business; Tho Speaker
ruled that the motion was ono that had died,
at tho end of yesterday's session.

Saturday, Sept. 16.

In the: Senate, a second effort on the part of
Seuator Voorhees to reach an agreement on the
time for closing-debat- e ou tbo repeal bill and
proceeding to vuto on the bill and amendments,
liad no better results than his previous oue, ex-

cept that there was. a sort of intimation by
Seuator Teller that a3 no speech had been mado
for delay, none would be, and that the question
of dosing- - debate might be over for the present
at least.

Seuator Allison made a three hours' speech,
comprehensive tn ideas aud argument, in order
to prove that the truo way to rehabilitate silver
was to repeal the silver purchase clause, and
thus force England and the other nations of
Europe to coma to an international agreement
ou tho subject. He said iu part:

"I do not beliovo in tho policy of piling up
bullion in the Treasury of the Uuitcd States
and holding it there uncoined. I believe that
that policy is a most dangerous policy for silvor
itself. It is, this minute, a menace to the price
of silver.

"And I undertako to say that we cannot
continue this purchase of silver without en-

dangering seriously tho standard which we
have had since lb73, aud without bringing this
great Nation, with all its opportunties, with all
its wealth, with all its industries and labor to
a silver standard from a gold standard, when
tho disparity between these values now is well
nigh 50 per cent.

" It is just as plain as tho noonday sun that
if we go on purchasing silver and patting it in
the Treasury as bullion it is only a question of
a few mouths (or a few years at the most) when
wo will fail to redeem our obligations in gold,
and then we will bo at a silvor standard. I
believo that, just as much as I believe that I
am at this moment addressing the Senate."

The remainder of the day was given up to
eulogies upon the diameter and life of the late
Senator Stanford.

In the House, tho Democrats were unable to
get a quorum together; there were exactly 50
Democratic members in their seat3 when tbo
gavel fell.

Thero wero a few corrections made to tho
journal, which again gave Mr. Reed an oppor-
tunity to mako somo sarcastic remarks. Ho
culled attention to tho errors made. He admit-
ted that the House had never bad a better
clerk's desk than it had at present, but he called
attention to the matter so as to prevent gentle-
men on tho other side from attacking Republi-
cans on this point.

Tho Speaker directed tho clerk to call tho
committee for reports, but Mr. Burrows arose,
and in the quietest tones and with an air of easy
confidence that nobody could possibly object to
his proposition, asked unanimous consent that
the call be dispensed with, aud that members
having reports to mako should present them,
subjoct to objection.

Mr. Burrows resumed hia seat with well-feigu- ed
