Eleventh National Convention is over. Its
legislation was wise and economic and its
deliberative sessions a model for similar assem-

blages, National and Department. The Na-

tional officers with plaudits of "well done"
passed tiieir work into bauds tried aud ap-

proved and the W.R.C. entered upon its twelfth
year with a clear docket. Everybody went
home encouraged and happy, and wo may safely

predict a glorious year of W.R.C. work.
Roberts Park Church, Indianapolis, where

Eleventh National Convention, W.R.C., was

held was artistically decorated with flags and

shields, and festoons of yelloweilk, tho National
color, while beautiful flowers and palms were

ou the platform, and a wreath of white roses at
the President's desk bore tho letters 'W.K.C."

in red and white. Two elegant banners,
loaned by Comrado Fostor, tho blind patriot,
were seen at the right aud left of tho platform,

tho white banner reading, "Ono couutry, one

language, one flag"; tho blue banner, "Teach
patriotism in the public schools."

Press tables aud all conveniences were pro-

vided by the thoughtful committees, and every

Department was designated by a marker, bear-

ing the name of the State represented. These
markers were presented by Indiana to tho Na-tio- nl

W.E.C. for future use.
National President Margaret Ray Wickins

was in the chair promptly and Convention
opened with the singing of Keller's "Ameri-

can Hymn" aud prayer by National Chnplain
Mary E. Kuowlcs. The Conductors of Na-

tional Convention were announced as followf,

serving faithfully throughout tho session:

NATIONAL OFFICERS.

Tho Natioual officers were introduced from
the platform, then the Past National Presidents
in attendance, who were Kate B. Sherwood,

Emma Stark Hampton, Annie Wittenmyer,
Mary Sears McHcnry, and Sue A. Piko Sauud-er- s.

Greetings were sent to tho absentees: E.
Florenco Barker, Sarah E. Fuller, Elizabeth
D'Arcy Kinne. and Charity Rusk Craig. Also

to Past National Chaplain Clara Barton, hon-

orary life member, Mrs. John A. Logan, and
Mrs. U. S. Grant. Return greetings were re-

ceived aud read from all later in the session.
Flora Wulschner, Chairman of tho Ladies'

Citizens' Committee, accompanied by nine sub-chairme- n,

was introduced from tho platform
and thanked in the name of Convention. Past
Commander-in-Chie- f Paul Van Der Voort,
honorary life member, was introduced and given
an ovation. Ho praised the work of the Belief
Corps, counseled careful legislation aud greater
devotion to the veterans and their dependent
ones. National President Wickins thanked
him on behalf of tho Order, and invested him
with the souvenir badge of the W.R.C.

After the roll call of Convention and announce-
ment of committees, tho National President
presented the annual address. The Press Com-

mittee embraced Mary Gist, Washington, D. C,
Secretary of tho Woman's National Press Asso-

ciation, Chairman; Mary E. Elliott, Depart-
ment Secretary of Massachusetts; Mary A.
McQuiston, Past Department President of Ohio,

and Emma B. Aldrich, Past Department S. V.-- P,

of Kansas, all well-know- n newspaper women.
Tho Committee on Thanks and Greetings em-

braced Past National Presidents Sherwood,
Hampton, and Sanderson. The duties of these
two committees continued until tho close of
Convention. The committees on the several
officers' reports were carefully chosen and did
their work well.

National Senior Vice-Preside- nt Hendricks
filled the chair during tho reading of tho Na-

tional President's address by herself. It was
impressively rendered, in a clear, deliberative
voice and manner, aud fixed Mrs. Wickins's
status at once as the most admirable presiding
officer who has ever held the gavel of the
W.B.C. in National or Department Conven-
tion.

When, at tho conclusion of tho most orderly
and busincss-lik- o National Convention in tho
history of tho Order, she was unanimously
thanked, not only for her work during tho year,
but for the just, firm, and impartial discharge
of her Convention duties, it was plain that she
had richly earned the title hereby bestowed
upon her by The National Tkibune, as tho

JAMES G. BLAINE OF THE "WMLC.

And all who had the privilege of witnessing
the deliberations of Congress when Mr. Blaine
was Speaker, and at tho closo of which he re-
ceived the thanks of both parties, will know
that this is high praise, honorably earned by
Mrs. Wickins.

The able address of National President
Wickins was given in full, except official de-
cisions, last week. Oar W.R.C. readers wero
asked to note the opinions, decisions, and
recommendations, aud then compare them with
the action of Convention, in order to sec just
how far our National President was in accord
wth the W.R.C., as expressed in tho will of
tho supreme power of the Older, eleventh
National Convention.

The President's Address was submitted to a
committee, consisting of Department Presi-
dent Emma B. Wallace, of Illinois; Depart-
ment Presidents Louise A. Bobbins, of Michi-
gan, and Caroline H. Bell, of Wisconsin; and
Department Presidents Amanda Murdock, of
West Virginia, and Julia S. Conklin, of Indiana.

Just before tho noon adjournment, Presi-
dent Boss, of George H. Thomas Corps, of In-
dianapolis, was introduced, and invited tho
Convention to a reception at the Propylajum,
the woman's building of Indianapolis, built
and managed by women.

After an official introduction to Convention,
Maj. Hcudurshott was presented a beautiful
drum, silver trimmed, and ornamented with
tho G.A.R. badge, in silver, upon which was
engraved: "Robert Henry Hendcrshott, Drura-mcr-Bo- y

of tho Rappahannock, from friends
of the Woman's Belief Corps Auxiliary to tho
Grand Army of tho Bopublic, U. S. A., Indian-
apolis. Indianapolis, September 0. Ifa93."

Past National President Kate B. Sherwood
made the presentation speech. Tho son was
then presented a silver-trimme- d fife, after
which drummer and fifer mado RobcttsPark
ring with patriotic music, appropriately closing
with "Tho Girl I Left Behind Me."

After this came tho first of tho daily scries
of noon lunches, provided for tho Convention
In tho parlors of Boberts Park Church. A
decorated menu souvenir, with tho symbolic
figure of Victory, which surmounts tho Indi-auapol- is

Soldiers and Sailors' Monument, on
tho front cover, and a cut of Boberts Park
Chnrch on tho back, and, within, tho bill of
faro of the elegant luncheons daily provided,
was proscntcd each gocst.

Following the adjournment tho Iudiana Sol-dio- rs'

and Sailors' Orphans' Home Baud ren-
dered patriotic airs from tho platform, and
wero rowarded with waving handkerchiefs,
bright smiles, nud sympathetic tears. Tho
afternoon was spent in considering and acting
upon tuo .National President's address and
other routino businoss.

THE NATIONAL 6ECUETAIIY.
Natioual Secretary Flora Preston Hogbiu, a

capable and accomplished woman and au ex-
cellent officer, greatly aided the National Presi-
dent throughout the Convention in tho com-
pilation of clear and comprehensive minutes
and in presenting tho same to Convention in a
full, rounded voice. A summary of her report
showed that there are 29 Departments, six
Provisional Departments and 35 Detached
Corps, with a total membership of 105.780, and

ftotal gain driug tho year of 4,430. Tho gain

in Corps during tho year was 241. Daring the
yoar charters have been issued to four Depart-
ments. The flnaucial report bIiows that $58,-GGG.- 37

lias been expended for relief, $34,406.39
turned over to Posts, expended for
tho National Relief Corps Home, and $605.GG
to further pension work. The total cash ex-

penditure for tho yoar is $154,477.12. Tho
total expenditure since tho organization in
1SS3 lias been $542,975.99. Tho total amount
of cash on hand is $4,180.53.

THE SECOND DAT.
On tho' morning of tho second day of Con-

vention, after the minutes had boon read aud
approved, Department President Charlotte J.
Cu minings, of Pennsylvania, extended a warm
invitation to tho W.R.C. to meet at Pittsburg
in 1891, in connection with 28th annual En-
campment, G.A.R. The invitation was beauti-
fully seconded by Past National Secretary
Abbio Lynch on behalf of her own city of
Pittsburg. Tho invitation was graciously ac-

cepted by tho National President.
The Committeo on President's Address re-

sumed its report. They unanimously sustained
tho decisions, opinions, and recommendations
expressed, except in a few unimportant points,
tho result of which will be announced in Gen-or- al

Orders. Convention set its seal of ap-

proval upon the following:
1. Of tho economy considered in acting

upon revisions ordered by 10th .National Con-

vention, and in using old blanks until tho sup-
ply was exhausted, to save expense.

2. Of commendation of National W.R.C.
Homo work, leaving it optional with Depart-
ments to work for State Homes.

3. Of World's Fair work, aud thanks to tho
Veteran Protectivo Association, Chicago, for
freo Headquarters granted National W.B.C.

4. Of work performed by Mrs. Annio Wittcn-myo- r

as Special Pension Agent in securing
Army Nurses pensions, and a discontinuance of
work in tho interest of retrenchment, and be-

cause Corp'l Tanner and other agents have per-
formed gratuitous service, and will continuo to
do so. Thanks to Corp'l Tanner.

5. Of turning over Andersonvillo Prison im-

provement funds to tho Department of Georgia,
G.A.R.

G. Of continuing E. B. Stillings as official
printer W.B.C. in tho interest of economic aud
excellent service.

7. Of tho suspension of Ada F. Clark, of Ohio,
for five years for with tho
financial order of tho Court of Inquiry, as per
agreement of 10th National Convention. Vote
virtually unanimous, but thrco voting in tho
negative.

8. Of rigid economy in legislation and care-
ful expenditure of W.R.C. funds.

9. Of tho recommendation that the Woman's
Belief Corps join tho National Council of
Women, by sending representatives to triennial
sessions. Legislation of eighth National Con-

vention rescinded, and voted by a large majority
to join the Council, provided that it was at no
expense to tho National Order. A volunteer
committoo, consisting of Past National Presi-
dent Kate B. Sherwood, Emma B. Wallace, of
Illinois; Past Department President Louise A.
Bobbins, of Michigan; Past Department Presi-
dent Caroline H. Bell, of Wisconsin, aud ono
other whoso name would liko to havo, pledged
themselves to securo a volunteer fund to meet
necessary expenses.

10. Of the recommendation that tho retiring
National President and Secretary revise Bulcs
and Regulations, as ordered by Convention,
within tho next GO days, and that to save ex-
pense each Corps shall receive but ono copy of
tho Proceedings of Convention.

ELECTIONS.
Following the noon lunch camo tho election

of officers. Past National President Annio
Witteumyor nominated Past Department Presi-
dent Sarah C. Mink, of New York. Tho entire
delegation of tho Empire Stato gave their as-

sent by rising, while Department President
Kate E. Jones, of New York, pronounced a
fervid eulogy on Mrs. Mink's work for tho Or-
der, State and National. The delegations from
many States added hearty indorsements
through their Chairmen, and there being no
other candidate the Secretary was instructed to
cast the ballot of Convention for Sarah C. Mink,
and sho was unanimously elected.

Convention expressed a wish to leavo tho
office of National Senior Vico-Preside- nt with
Iudiana, when Past Department President Ag-
ues Hitt was nominated. This was immedi-
ately followed by tho nomination of Past De-
partment President Jennie MeyerhofT, with tho
statement that Indiana in caucus had, by a
vote of 20 to 2, declared Mrs. Meycrhoof as
their choice. Tho vote etood 152 for Airs. Mey-
erhofT and 119 for Mrs. Hitt. Mrs. MoyorhofT
was declared duly elected.

The nominees for National Junior Vico-Prcsidc- nt

wero Laura Dodge, of Colorado, and
Amanda Nevvcomb, of Vermont. Tho Green
Mountain State carried off the honors, their
candidate beiug more widely known and longer
in tho field.

ANNIVEKEAUY GIFTS.
Sept. 7,1593, being the 50th birthday of Na-

tional President Wickins, who was born in In-
dianapolis, and the 25th anniversary of her
marriage coming in the same month, sho was
made the recipient of many beautiful gifts.
Past Department President Ida Wilson Moore,
National I. and I. Officer, brought to tho Presi-
dent's station a large solid silver bowl, tho gift
of tho new Department of West Virginia, con-
taining a handsome sum in silver from W.B.C.
friends of Mrs. Wickins. The presentation
was in original verso as pnro and lovely as a
string of pearls, and, delivered in Mrs. Moore's
sweet, silvery voice, tho sceno was very touch-
ing. There wero few dry eyes when the Na-
tional Prepident, in broken words, accepted tho
goodly gift and sank into her chair, ovcrcomo
with conflicting emotions.

National Treasurer Armilla A. Cheney, of
Michigan, and Past Department Presidont Isa-
bel le T. Bagley, of Ohio, wero nominated for
National Treasurer. Mrs. Bagley had a com-
plimentary vote, but Mr3. Cheney was chosen
to succeed herself by about three-fourth- s of tho
vote cast. Mrs. Cheney is immensely popular,
aud Mrs. Bagley was late entering tho field.

Harriet L. Bodge, lVst Department Presi-
dent of Connecticut, and Sarah C. Roth rock,
Past Department President of Iowa, were
nominated for National Chaplain. Tho latter
withdrew, and Mrs. Bodge was made the unani-
mous choice.

TnE EXECUTIVE BOARD.

Tho elective members of tho Executive Board
aro headed this year by Past National Inspector
Flo Jamison Miller, one of tho growing women
of the W.R.C., aud whose services tho past year
have been of highest importance to tho Order.
Her associates are nil women well up in tho
work, aud include Gertiudo Harr Cornell, Ne-
braska; Laura S. Dodgo, Colorado; Amanda
L. Murdock, West Virginia, aud Mary E.
Wright, Maryland.

Past Department President EmmaB. Lowd
was chosen to succeed herself on tho Natioual
W.B.C. Homo Board for tho term of five years.
and Past National President Margaret Bay
Wickins fills tho place mado vacant by tho
resignation of National Presidout Sarah C.
Mink, continuing four years.

CAPT. JACK'S TKIJJUTE.
Capt. Jack Crawford, "tho Poet Scont,"

visited Convention, and after paying high
tribute to the loyal women of war and peace,
and pledging anew his allegiance to tho W.B.C,
recited a poem dedicated to National President
Wiokins, from which wo extract the following
stanzas:
Down through tlio nges of the world we trnco

The most heroic deeds from woman' hand
Where duty called Iter, there has been her place,

Where clothes to tnend or armies to command.
From days of Eve alio him undaunted stood

TIIE THIRD DAY.
It was about 2 o'clock tho third day before

unfinished business wts disposed of and officers
installed. Twenty-eigh- t resolutions wero re-

ported by tho committeo, Annio Wittenmyer,
Chairman, most of which wero rejocted or
tabled, and many of which wero long-drawn-o- ut

verbiage, of no possible importance, savo as
they blocked tho wheels of the Convention. A
report on these will bo given later.

Of appointive officers, only National In-
spector Mary E. Bancroft, of Ohio, was prcsont
for installation. Sarah M. Phillips will ho in-

stalled Natioual Secretary in Syracuse, N. Y.,
whero National Headquarters, W.B.C, havo
beon established, aud Elizabeth D'Arcy Kinuo
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will bo installed National Counselor in San
Francisco.

A committeo was appointed to securo and
present a testimonial to tho retiring National
Presidont, consisting of Lizaboth A. Tumor,
Kato B. Sherwood aud Mary E. Knowles.

TEItSONALS AND PLEASURES.
National Presidont Sarah C. Mink loft Con-

vention for tho World's Fair. Hor sketch and
portrait will appear later. Tho evening of her
election tho Grand Army delegation from New
York tendered her a reception at their head-
quarters, Donisou Hotel. Dep't Commandor
Cleary congratulated Mrs. Mink upon hor elec-
tion, pledged tho support of Now York, and on
behalf of tho delegation presented hor with a
largo bouquet of roses. Commandor-in-Chio- f
Adams, Past Commanders-in-Chie- f Van Der
Voort and Weissert, aud many prominent com-

rades joined in tho congratulations.
Montion has already been mado of Depart-

ment President Julia S. Couklin's beautiful tea-s- et

Past Department President Agnes Hilt, on
behalf of tho Department of Indiana, W.R.C.,
presented a stand of colors to tho Department
of Indiana, G.A.R., tho evening before tho
parade; presentation in the rotunda of tho
Capitol; response by Department Commandor
Johnson. Ono is a bluo banner, embroid-
ered in white, with tho letters " Department
of Indiana"; below that tho Grand Army
badge, and below tho badgo, "Graud Army
of tho Republic." On tlio rovcrso aro tho
words "Presented by tho Woman's Relief Corps
of Indiana"; also tho badgo. Tho U.S. flag
has embroidorcd stars nud tho letters "De-
partment of Indiana, G.A.R., 18G1-18G- 5." Both
aro edged with heavy gold fringe, and aro
mounted on ebony staves, tied with bluc-and-whi- to

silk cord, aud aro pronounced the hand-
somest badges over brought to Indiana.

AT MKS. UAKRISON'S GRAVE.
Hosts of visitors, G.A.R. and W.R.C., mado a

Though too old to
cuter tho Union service, her father enlisted to
defend tho Capital city when Morgan's men
wero raiding Indiana.

When but 17 Flora Sullivan married Col.
Bobcrt Stewart, of Terro Haute, Ind., and
while in her early 20's the gallant Colonel died,
leaving her with an infant foil Somo years
later, while residing temporarily in Germany,
she was married to Mr. Eniil Wulsehner, who
now, with hi3 wife's assistance, heads a promi-
nent business firm of Indianapolis,

Sinco her return to her tsr!y homo Mrs.
Wulschner has boon prominent in Indianapolis
social, musical, and philanthropic circles. For
10 years sho has been a member of tho Board
of Managers of tlm Indianapolis Orphan Asy-
lum; of the Fret Kindergarten and Children's
Aid Society four years; of tho Flower Mission
nine years, and of tho Matinee Musical Society
three years.

For tho years 18S7, '88, when Mrs. Wulschner
was serving ns Department Prcident of In-
diana, sho jwvo tinit, strength, and means in
extending Belief Corp? work; and as Chair-
man of tlio Ladies' Citizens' Committeo, 27th
Natioual Encampment, G.A.R.. eho has won tho
plaudits of all.

Woudhirks hang
poised in tho air, and titlarks rise and fall in
largo curves, singing as they como down.
