RECOMMENDATIONS.

The report of iny honored predecessor contained
recommendntions whichh were not acted upon at
the last Nutionsl Convention.

and *How many ehildren took part?" Apnswers
such as " Nearly all,” “large numbers,” and " en-
tire sehools,” are coufusing, and add nothing lo
the summary.

3. Thot Depurtment Chaplaina be instructed to
consolidate 1heir reports; ndd eszch column, stale
the number of Corps in Department, sud place the
tolal on the Inst puge of repori; sign report, and
forwnrd 1o Department President for approval,
who forwards the report to Nutional Chaplain.

4, That ymupedintely after Department Conven-
tions the name and residonce of Depariment Chup-
Inin be forwurded to Naticual Clinplain by Depart-
ment Secretary. Inmany cases | hmve been unable
to olinin the addresses of the Depariument Chap-
ining, aud the Memorial blanks bave been re-
turned, thereby enusing incouvenience nnd delay.
