Abstract of the More Important

Proceedings of Both Houses.

TnrsDAY. Oct. 31.
Tn tho Senate, business was the order of the

day. Meeting promptly at noou, tho Senate
did. not adjourn until 5 o'clock.

Between those hours it considered nun finally
passed the very important measure known as
the New York bridge bill. It is a Houso bill
with various amendments reported by tho Sen-

ate Committee on Commerce. All these amend-
ment, which were rather of form than of sub-
stance, wero apreed to by the Senate, and tho
discussions which took p'ace were over amend-
ments proposed by Mr. McPhersou (N. J., D.);

Tho conference report on the urgency defi-

ciency bill was presented by Mr. Cockrcll, and
showed that the conferees could not agree on
the appropriation of S22.0SS to pay Senators'
cleiks and per diem clerks during tho recess of
the 51st Congress. This has been repeatedly
passed by the Senate, and on motion of Mr.
Cockrell tho Senate fuither insisted upon its
amendment.

Mr. Gray (Del., T).) moved to take up tho
Houso bill to amend the Chinese exclusion act
ofMay 5, 1892, so as to make it the " unfinished

business." The voto was announced as 2-- to 6,

but, as there was no Quorum voting, the motion
was withdrawn, and the Senate proreeded to
executive business and at 4:45 adjourned until

at noon.

In tho House, U tit: marked the transfer
of tho final struggle crer the silver jopeal bill
from tho Senato to tho House. The bill itself
did not reach the House until 12.30 o'clock, the
time before that being spent in debate upon the
naturalization bill.

The bill was Innded up to the Speaker and
laid on his desk, where it was allowed to re-

main for the present.
Tho discussion of the naturalization bill was

then resumed. Mr. Campbell, of (N. Y., D.)
and Mr. Goldzier served notice that they were
opposed to the bill, aud Mr. Craiu (Tex., P.)
spoke against it.

After some further discussion the morning
hour expired and the bill went over. A propo-
sition to lay the silver bill before tho House,
to debate it, and at 5 o'clock to vote
upon it, was objected to by Mr. Wand, aud tho
bill went over.

The House at 5:15 adjourned.

Wednesday. Nov. 1.

In tho Senate, Mr. Hill introduced two
amendments to the rules, the objects of which
were to count as present any SenMors who re-

fused to answer on the roll-cal- l, and also re-

stricting the number of times that the cry of
"no quorum" might bo raised

The Senate nassed the jo-n- t resolution chanc-
ing the method from wri:ng :o printing of
engrossing and enrolling b!!s i.i.t resolutions,
and then the bill to amend ti.-- Chinese exclus-
ion act was taken up. Mr. Gray poko iu sup-
port of the bill, pointing out the pitiable con-

dition of the Chinese in California jails. Mr.
Hawlev (Conn., R.i spoke in the same line, and
Mr. Palmer (111., D. opposed the bill because
it denied the Chinese the r:ght of bal.

Mr. Davis (Minn. introduced :m amendment
repealing tho several Chinese nrohibitory acts
of Sept. 13, 1SSS: Oct. 1. ISfeS. and May 5. 1892.

Mr. Hoar 'Mass., R. ) introduced un amend-
ment suspending immigrat. on of Chinese until a
treaty on thatubject shall be determined, ex-
cept m eases of laborers already properly heri,
who may be permitted, under certain condi-
tions, to return to the United Statet aitcr visit-
ing their native land.

Other mii-o- r changes are made, but the re-
mainder of tl.e Geary bill is continued in force
until refutations governing immigiatiou shall
be established by treaty.

At 3 o'clock the Clerk of the House appeared
in the Senate and announced the concurrence
of the House in the Senate amendment to the
repeal bill.

Mr. Gray asked nnanitnous coi.sent to close
the debate and have a vote on the Chinese bill
firtt at 4 o'clock and then at 6 o'clock

but met with objection, and at 25 minutes
to 5 the Senate went into Executive sehsion,
aud at 5 o'clock adjourned until noon

In the House, after some routine business,
the Speaker laid before the House the Wilson
bill, officially known as "House bill No. 1,"
which recently passed the Seuate with an
amendment in the nature of a substitute, to
wit, the Yoorhees bill.

Immediately Mr. Wilson 'W. Ya.) was recog-
nized by the .Speaker, and he moved that the
Senate amendments he concurred in by the
House, and upon this motion he demanded tho
previous question. Mr. Wilson politely in-
formed Mr. Bland (Mo. tlut although he de-
manded the previous question, which neces-
sarily limited debate to 30 minutes, he would,
after adoption of the previous question, yield
one, two or three hours to the opposition for
debate.

But Mr. Bland demanded the regular order
upon this bill, as upon any other measure.
He would not consent to the adoption of tho
previous question, with provisional power to
debate t)it bill at the pleasure of ono member
of tho House. Others albo protested against
what they termed gHg law, but Mr. Wilson in-

sisted.

bnt business urocce-led- . The journal was read,

petitions were offered, and tho Senate passed tho
World's Fair prize winners resolution. Other
bills of remote local interest were reported and
passed, and then Senator Voorhees asked to have
printed a translation from tho French of an ex-

cellent work on the "Future of Silver."
Senator Hill said that he saw no reason for

tho publication, because thatemiuontauthority
upon the subject, Senator Stowart (Nov., R.)
says that silvor has no future. This created a
ripple of excitement and laughter, and Senator
Stowart, whoso voice seems to bo unimpaired
by his three-month- s' vocalizations, denied tho
allegation, aud stated that tho fight for silvor
had just begun. With irony Senator Hill then
said that if tho publication would enablo Sona-to- r

Stewart to talk longer and moro learnedly
upon tho subject, the work should bo printed.
Without further objection it was so ordered.

The Houso resolution for nn adjournment
was then referred to the Committee ou Appro-
priations, instead of being immediately passed,
as had been hopod by nearly all present in the
galleries.

Sonator Gorman offered a resolution authoriz-
ing tho employment of certain employes "dur-
ing tho recess," which was taken to mean that
tho Senato would not agree to the Adjournment
resolution. This opinion was strengthened by
tho knowledge of tho fact that Senator Gorman
is a prominent member of tho Committee on
Appropriations, to which tho adjournment
resolution has been referred.

The bill to extend the time for the execution
of tho Geary act for tho expulsion of the Chi-

nese was taken up, and Senator Davis (Minn.,
B.) in an earnest speech, objected to tho pass-

age of tho measure. Senator White (Cal.. )

who arrived yesterday after a trip across
tho continent in a special train, was present
and took part in tho discussion. Ho expressed
the belief that undor the circumstances cho
bill should pubs, nnd aftor a brief speech by
Sonator Call (Fla., D.) the bill was passed
aud the Sonate went into Executive session.

In the House, few were in tho galleries and
thero was no quorum.

Gen. ditchings, from tho Committee on
Rules, reported a resolution for adjournment,
fcine die, at 3 o'clock afternoon.
Mr. Hotmail (Ind.) vigorously opposed the
resolution on economic grounds. He declared
that a recess, instead of an adjournment, should
bo taken, so as to permit committees to sit and
prcpaie House business.

Gen. ditchings icplied that there is no press-
ing business on the House calendar and that
the Committee on Ways and Means wishes to
sit during the vacation in order to comploto
their bill. The resolution was then passed by a
voto or 134 to 83.

Chairman Wilson, of tho Committee on Ways
and Means, then asked unanimous consent for
the Committee to sit during tho vacation, and
ex-Spea- Reed (Mc.) objected, explaining
that the minority of that committee were not
taken into the confidence of tho majority; and
they should havo u decent opportunity to pre-
pare :i report after seeing tho tariff bill which
the majority will report.

Mr. Wilson insisted that it was necessary for
the majority to sit to enable it to make reason-
able progress on tho bill.

Mr. Seed 'eiter:led his objections, and then
the Speaker put the question upon agreeing
to the icport, and on a call for tho yeas and
nays the Democrats stoo 1 up en masse. When
the affirmative vote were seated and tho nega-
tive told to rise, a single member ou the Re-

publican side stood up, aud tho Speaker an-
nounced the vote yeas 130, nays 1.

Mr. Reed ironically suggested that, though
a quorum appeared to be presont, there was no
quorum votiug. The Clerk was directed to call
the roll, and the Republicans, with one excep-
tion, refused to vote. When the call was com- -
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pleted the Speaker announced that the yeas
were 157 s'liu tnenaysl; that no quorum had
voted.

Ne.irly two hours were then taken up in
filibuster! uk and fruitless attempts to get a
quorum. Finally Mr. Reed offered an amend-
ment to Mr. Wilson's resolution, which de-
clared that "the Chairman of the Committee
on Ways and Means shall havo the right to
call together tho committee and to file with
the Clerk of the House any revenue bill which
shall bo ordered by tho committee for publica-
tion, and the report of the committee together
with the views of tho minority shall bo filed
for publication not less than 10 days after
the filing and publication of tho bill, unless
an earlier date can be agreed upon. Either
report may be filed after 10 days if tho other
is not ready."

This compromise was satisfactory to Mr.
Wilson, and lie Minified his willingness to ac-
cept tho amendment. The rauso of ttie con-
tention being removed, the Republicans signi-
fied their willingness to voto to make up a
quorum; and, enough having answered to their
names, tho motion to dispense with further
proceedings under tho call was agreed to, and
the resolution of Mr. Wilson as amended by Mr.
Reed uas agreed to.

The Houie adjourned at 8:30.

Friday, Nov. 3.
In the Seuate, the last day of tho special

session opened with a fair attendance of Sen-
ators, but an unusually small gathering of
spectators in the galleries. The reading of the
journal was dispensed with while Mr. Cockrell
(Mo., 1).) reported back from the Committee on
Appropriations the House resolution for final
adjournment at 3 p. in.

Mr. Coke (Tex., D.) protested against the
adjournment. The poorest way, he said, for
the Democratic party to sorvo the country was
for Congress to adjourn, go home, and leave
the public business. Tho Democratic party
had everything to We and nothing to gain by
an adjourn men t, and the Republican party had
even thing to gam and nothiug to lose by it.

Mr. Dolph (Ore., R.) and Jlr. Harris (Tenn.,
D.) also opposed adjournment.

Mr. Cockrell said that he heartily concurred
in what had been said, but it was not worth
while talking about it when they all knew
that quorums could not bo kept in either
House.

Extended debate followed.
The final adjournment resolution was then

agreed to without a division.
The House bill in aid of the World's Fair
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Prize-Winner- s' Exhibition in New York City
was, on motion of Mr. Harris (Tenn., D.), taken
up and passed.

The usual resolutions of thanks to the Yice-Proside-

and to tho President of tho Senate
pro tern. (Mr. Harris), for the able, dignified,
courteous, and impartial manner in which they
had each discharged tbo duties of tho chair,
wero offered by Mr. Hoar (Mass., R.), and
agreed to.

Mr. Harris expressed his "profound grati-
tude" for tho honor. Tho Vice-Presiden- t's

acknowledgment was, ns usual, reserved for
the moment of final adjournment.

On motion of Mr. Ransom (N. C, D.), a com-
mittee of two Senators was appointed to join
a like committco on tho part of the House, to
wait upon the President of tho United States
and inform him that tho two Houses of Con-
gress wero ready to adjourn, and respectfully

inquire if ho had any further communication
to mako to them. The two Senators appointed
wero .Mr. Ransom (N. C, D.) and Mr. Cullom
(111., R.)

Tho Senato then, on motion of Mr. Butler
(S. C, D.), proceeded to Executive business.
Tho Executive session continued until a few
minutes past 3 p. m. (the hands on tho Senate
clock having beon moved back six minutes).
Tlien the doors wore reopened, and Mr. Ran-
som, from tho commilteo to wait on tho Presi-
dent, reported that tho committco had per-
formed that duty, and that the President had
no further communication to make.

Alter a few remarks by the Vice-Preside- nt

the Senate adjourned.

In thelHouEc, tho House joint resolution
authorizing a rebate of lialf the duties imposed
upon such foreign exhibits iu the Columbian
Exposition as may bo sold, and a rebate of all
the duties on such imported exhibits as may bo
donated to or purchased by tho Columbian
Museum of Chicago, with Senate amendments,
was laid before the House.

Tho Senato had struck out all that part relat-
ing to tho rebate of duties on articles which
may bo sold in general trade. Tho resolution
was scut to conference, aud the Speaker ap-
pointed Messrs. Rynutn, McMillin, and Payne
as conferrecson the part of tho House.

Mr. Richaidsou introduced a joint resolution
providing for tho payment of Senate and House
clerks and employes during tho interval be-

tween tho sessions. Mr. Say res, Chairman of
tho Appropriation Committco; Mr. Kilgoro
(Tex., 1).), and Mr. Holman (Ind., D.) objected
to the resolution, which was defended by Mr.
Blair. Prolonged filibustering, led by Mr.
Hutcheson, which was absolutely wlthoutavail,
the House agreed to a joint resolution. There
was little opposition to tho lesolution, but the
member from Texas resolutely continued to call
for divisions, tollers, etc. Not satisfied with
this, ho moved to adjourn, to tako a recess for
two minutes, to take a recess for ,an hour, and
to take a recess for oilier intervals, on nearly
all of which ho employed dilatory tactics when
hia motions were voted down.

Finally the resolution was agreed to by a
voto of 110 to 53, whereupon Mr. Richardson
moved to reconsider and lay ou tho table.
Ponding this, Mr. HutcheBon moved to take a
recess until 2:4515 minutc3 before tho hour
fixed for adjournment. On this motion no
quorum voted, aud tellers were asked for by
Mr. Hutcheson.

Mr. Richardson then withdrew his motion to
reconsider, hoping it: this way to clear tho at-
mosphere, but .Mr. Hutcheson immediately
renewed it. and tho fog becamo as dense as. be-

fore. He insisted upon his motion for a recess,
but it was defeated by a vote of 177 to 3 the
Speaker voting to complete the quorum.

Tho turmoil iu front of the Speaker's desk
wa3 uproarious during this scene. Execrations
were hur'ed at tho offending member from
Texas, but tho only effect was to make him
moro bellicose than ever. Ho continued to
filibuster for some time against Mr. Jlichard-son'- s

motion to reconsider, but duringa breath-
ing spell Mr. Catchings (Miss., D.) caught the
Texan napping, aud moved a suspension of the
rules.

This was ordered, when Mr. Richaidson
moved to reconsider the vote by which the
Houso agreed to retain the employes during tiie
vacation, and moved to lay that motion ou the
table, which the Houso promptly agreed to.
The icgular order was then demanded, and tho
committees wero called for reports.

After other business had been transacted the
clerk of tho Senate brought back tho resolution

)

Senator Tvaii.
providing for tho retention of cleiks and per
diem employes of tho Houso during tho inter
val between the sessions, with an amendment
which brought dismay to tho economical
leaders of tho majority of tho Houso. It was
found that the Senate had tacked on tho old
bono of contention in tho urgent deficiency
bill the item appropriating $32,088 for back
pay of Senate clerks. ,

Tho members of tho House
Finally, tho Chairman of tho Appropriations
Committco (Mr. Sayors) moved to concur in
the Senato amendment. He announced that
the Seuators wero determined, to get that item
in; that the Chairman of tho Senato Appro-
priations Committee bad authorized him to say
to tho House that the Senate would never
agree to another urgent deficiency bill unless
that item was passed, and he thought tho
Houso had bettor recede from its position. Mr.
Catch iu us moved to suspend the rule's, aud that
the Seuate amendment be adopted, but Mr.,
Hutcheson was ou hand with a request for
tellers.

The Speaker appointed Messrs. RichardBon
aud Hutcheson as tellers, and the members
began to crowd between them, but before the
voto was announced 3 o'clock arrived, the
gavel fell, and the Speaker announced that tho'
Houso stood adjourned sine die.

At this rally make plans for tho next meeting
and the Winter.

Havo a committco, carefully selected, visit
the Post of the G.A.R. and explain tho objects
and work of tho Sous of Veterans, invite their

and ask them to appoint a special
committco to visit tho Camp. Then sco that
the commilteo does its duty.

Givo roports of these meetings to tho newfj
papers, nnd have especial mention mndo of the
loyal' and military work of the Ordor and its
freodom from politics.

Organize a drill squad with all tho membors
of tho Camp if possible. Secure a brother or
a comrado who is a competent drill-maste- r.

Drill for a short timo every meeting night,
and, if the members become interested, have
special meetings for drill.
