According to these statements, M. Turpin
goes 80 fur us Lo say that the figures already
given a8 to four discharges in a quarter of an
hour, each belching 25000 projectiles, only
represents & minimum. Ho belicves that his
gun eould, in fact, be brought to suech a piteh
of perlection as to enable those using it to
swoep several army corps off a field of battle
as by & gust of wind.

As 1o the principle on which the terrible
weapon works, M, Turpin says it has an elee-
tric basis, and is of the utmost simplicity.
1is secret, as he emphaticully reiterntes when
spoken o about the wmatter, will only be di-
vulged to bis own Guvernment, aud under
cortain conditions. These are, that a commit-
tee of officers sliould be appointed to try the
experiments wiih bim on a seeluded headland
on the Finisterre coast, with a cordon of troops
round iu order to keep back the ingnisitive,

As to taking out a patent, he means to do
nothing of the sort, as his seeret might thys
be communicated to & German, Euglishmay,
Italiun, or, us the inventor exprosses 1, &n
Armstrong quelconque. His melinite 4 now
used in every country from Germany to Jupan,
and bo does not want his gun to become in Lhe
Sallv Way the common property of ustions,

TEACHING PATRIOTISM.,

Elementary Tralning in American Citizen-
ship, and Information How the Relief
Corps May Degin.

In nomerous places, as has heretofore baen
noted, the Woman's Relief Corps has enlisted
in the great work of tdaching patriotism in
our publie schools, -

Tbe hoisting of flags over school buildings,
the placing of flags within the school-rooms,
and the effort to introduce systematic patriotic
instruction into the daily school routine, are
all a part of the present movement.

How slinil we secure elementary instruction?
is the guestion reaching us. And another is,
What shall we do if our school authorities are
indifferent to our appeals?

To the first guestion we wounld say, Address
Comrade Wallace Foster, Indianapolis, Ind,,
for information, And, should yon waut print-
ed mattor bearing upon elementary training
in Ameriean citizenship, address Col. George
T. Balch, 33 East Twenty-second street, New
York City.

Col. Balch has prepared " A Patriotic Primer
for the Liutle Citizen”; *The Salutation of
the Flag and the Use of the Ballot Concretely
Taught"; “The Declaration of Independence,
July 4, 1776,” with histery and chart, which
ghould be in every school-room, as well a8
every G.A.R. hall in the Jand ; and “Teaching
Patriotism in the Publie Schools.”

To the second question we would say, Do
what you can with the school authorities, but
do not wait for them. Get up Saturday after-
noon ' Schools of Patriotism” in your Corps-
rooms ; invite all the ehildren who will come,
the more the better; secure the scrvices of
the best instructor possible, in or ount of the
Corps; have music, marching, the flag salute,
and a little elementary instruction, each after-
noon; and, our word for it, you will be the
means of giving more pleasure and profit to
the children of the community than can be
combined in any other way.

DECLARATION OF INDEPENDENCE.

Col. Buleh, in a deseription of bhis historie
chart of the Declaration of Independence,
quotes William von Humboldt, the great Ger-
man educator, who eaid that * whalever we
wish to see introdueced in the Jife of & nation
must first be introduced in the life of the
schouvls,” lno the vourse of his remurks hesays:

The millions of children who have haretofore
been educated in our schools, mever had the
great privilege of seeing the Declaration in
its original tform. For the first time, there-
fore, in the history of our Government, the
youth of this Nation have the opnortunity
presented them, not oniy of seeing the great
churter of onr liberties, just as it wus signed
by the 56 representulives of the 13 colo-
nies—who, a3 Benjnwin Franklin remarked
at the time, " wonid hiang sepuraiely, if they
did not hang together,”—but of having belore
them, on the same gheet, the veritable history
of the venerable document,

When it is borne in mind that revolt against
the Government of Great Britain was treason,
and that iu that day, a8 was proved by muny
cruel examples, the penalty of treason was con-
fisention of all worldiy possessions, attainder of
biowd, hauging accompanied by beheading, dis-
cmbowelling, cutting ol the leart, und quarter-
ing the body of the traitor, in accordunee with
the suvage penal code of a Lrutal age; we ean
bettor understand how deep is the significance
of the lnuguuge in whieh, in subscribing to the
* Nation's title dewl,” those coursgeous repre-
sentatives thereby “ pladged their lives, their
fortunes, and their sacred Lonorn,” to the cunse
they had espousad,

With a kuowledge of h;pne facts, and with
the gign manuals of those gobla men cver be-
fore them, the vast army of our school children
will appreciate, a3 they could in no other way,
the words of the poer Whittier in his ode to
Gov. Bartlett, one of the signers, in which he
Bays:

Iu that great onr of destiny,
Winchtried the aouls of sturdiest stock;

Who koew theend wioue mno-s ba
A fiee land or a traiior's block,

Amidst those picked and chosen men,
Than i« who here tirst drew his breath,
No firmer fingers beld the pen,
Thnt wrute for Hberiy or death,

Not for their henrths and homes nlone,
But for the world, the dectd was dones
Ou nl!l the winds their thoughit has Aown,

Fhirough allthe cireuit of the sun,
TEACH VEZMONT'S BOYS AND GIRLS,

We are glad to find the following in the last
General Orders of Departinent Prosident Jones,
of Vermont, gince with Vermont to hear isto
heed: * Attention is called to Nativnal Gencral
Orders, No, 3, giving the decisions of the 11th
National Convention, I especinlly ask you to
notice Nos. 49, 50, and 51, relative to * Teuch-
ing Patriotism in our Public =chools.” I here-
by urge the Corps Presidents in this Depart-
ment to earry out, in full, the instruetions em-
bodied in these decisions, and send to Head-
quurters reports of your plaus and experiences,
Teach Vermont's boys and girls the glory of
their birthright—loyalty to the flug.”

CALIFORNIA'R CHEERFUL COMPLIANCE.

From Geuneral Orders, No. 6, of Depurtment
President Johnson, of California, we extract
the following:

In cheerful complinnee with Declsion No, 50,
promulegated in Nutional General Orders, No, 3,

use their influenee to have the sulute preapared
by Col. George T, Buleb, Auditor of Pablie In-
struction in New York City, introduced in the
schools in this Department. This manun! of
patrictie salute will be forwarded to the chair-
muan of ench of thess commitless upon applica
tivu to these Headquarters,

THESE ANE MY JEWELS,

The Ohlo Boldiers’ and Sailors’ Orphans'
Home Shoald Have the Historie World's
Fair Group, :

Visitors to the World’s Fair who visited the
Obio Building will recall the group of statuary
which stood on the lawn to the left of the
grand portico, and which was unvailed with
proper ceremonies early in the season,

This group represents " Ohio,” astately figure
of heroie size, standing like Cornelia, mother
of the Gracchi, with her civil and military
beroes around her—Chase, Stanten, Garfield,
Graut, Sherman, and Sheridan-—saying, * These
are my jewels”

Now that the great World's Fair is a thing of
the past, a patriotic movement has begun in Ohio
to place the Ohio group on the fine plat in
front of the Admianistration Building of the
Ohbio Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Orphans' Howme,
Xenia, O,

There it wonld stand forever an ohject-lesson
in patriotism, pure citiZenship and immortal
valor to the children of the great State which
furnished great citizens and great soldiers, and
one-teuth of all the wmen whe bore arms in the
old heroie days that saved the Union of States
and placed the flag of National independence on
the highest summits of fume,

At the last meoting the Board of Trustees of
the Ohio SBoldiers' and Sailors’ Orphans’ Home
issned an appeal to the people of Ohio, fully
setting forth the preject and asking their ussist-
ance in securing needful legislation,

Veterans of the Grand Armny and women of
the Relief Corps who read THEE NaTIONAL TRIB-
UNE—and their name is legion—can render
good service by soliciting the support of their

Representatives in the Legislature in support
of this measure,

The resolutions of the Board are to the effoct
that the original act, providing for the memo-
rial design placed on ihe Ohlo Building lot in
the grounds of the World's Columbian Exposi-
tion at Chicago, provides that ** the said memo-
rinl design shall be removed to Columbus, O,
and placed permanently in the rotuuda of the
Capitol,” and ssid design is too heavyand eum-
borsome and dangerous to be so plweed.
