Delegate Joseph says the status of the bill
admitting New Mexico to Statehcod is not
helped by the new quornm-counting rule
This Stateliood measure has been delayed for
many weecks in order to securs a guorum fo
pass it. But now that the new quoram-count-
ing rule is seeured the discovery is made that
it does neot fit the New Mexico case. The new
rule insures a quorum only on an aye and nay
vote, Dut the New Mexico bill is pending
under a special order, made last December,
giving it the right of way during the second
morniug hour. This vequires a vote by tellers,
and the ngw quornm-counting rule does not
apply to a vote by tellers. This parliamenlary
gituation mukes it impossible to pass the New
Mexico bill for the present, and it also discloses
a weakuess in the new rule. It is understood
that the rule will be strengthened to cover the
New Mexico case when the appropriation bills
arc out of the way,

United States bonds, prosaie enough in them-
selves, have been the key-nole to wmany &
romance, About 20 years ago $40,000 worth
of the consols of 1865 and 1867 were stolen
in Havana. The thief altered them by eras-
ing the name from the face, aud sold them
to ignorant persons. They were for $1,000
each, Ever sioce then they bave been com-
ing inte the Treasury through banks aod
otherwise, Of course, they were useiesa to the
holders, being registered, and ouly payable to
the originnl owner., Not long ago a lawyer
in Portland, Me., wrote to Wushington about
one of these bonds, DBeing iuformed that it
was no good, he would not give it np, and
it was only secured by employing the secret
service. It had been purchascd long ago by s
sea Caplain, who left it to his widow when he
died. Nearly all of these stolen consols have
been recovered.

Perhaps the handsomest of them all belongs
to Senator Hale, of Maine, who married Zack
Chandler's daughter. It was built by his
mother-in-law. Most of the beautiful hounses
in Washington, it is said, were paid for with
wives' money. The mansion is in the colonial
style, frouting 100 feet on Sixieenth strect,
with a courtyard in the rear. So large and
imposing is it that strangers often mistake it
for a public building. The cost of it was
$£125,000.

One of the most conspicnous dwellings in
Washinggon is that of the lute Senator Stock-
bridge. ‘This isa laige house of brown stone,
bandsomely carved, with a towhr and roof of
red tiles, most elaborately decorated within.
Hard woords are lavishly osed, and the walls of
some of Lhe rooms are adorned with friezes
composed of paintings on canvas, This resi-
denece was built by Philetus Sawyer doring his
period of service as Senator for Michigan.

Brice was a Captain of infantry in a fighting
corps, too, long before he was a voter. Olio
has always been fortunate in its United States
Senators. They are men of dignity and stand-
ing among their own people. Brice got into
the army, the last turn he took at soldiering,
just in time to seo the greatest game of war
played this continent ever belield, between two
of its mightiest masters, Sherman and John-
ston. Then the Twenty-third Corps, in which
Brice was, had as its commander a soldier in-
ferior to none, the present senior Major-Gen-
eral of the United States Army. So DBrico’s
military edueation was conducted under the
most famous masters of his period, and in the
best posaible way—the school of hard, unsenti-
mental, real war.

Washington is to have an equestrian statue
of Gen. Hancock. The dimensions of the statne
are the same as those of Gen. Thomas, life and
a balf size, The figure of the General is nine

feet, the horse is 108 inches length of the bar-
rel. The pedestal is 18 feet high, with rich
carving on each side, admirably proportioned,
and differing from any other in the city. The
statue represents the General as he appeared at
Gettysborg, and is a reproduction of the splen-
did physigue of that distinguished soldier. The
model was prepared before the death of Mrs,
Hancock, who most warmly approved of it and
urged its acecepiance by the Commission. The
Commission, composed of the Seeretary of War,
Senators Proctor, Voorhoes and Cockrell, after
months of eareful consideration, decided to
accept the model presented by our townsman,
Mr. Henry J, Ellicott. Mr. Ellicott is the artist
who desigued the statne of Gen, McClellun, in
Philadelphia; that of Gen, Spinner, recentiy
finisbed, and other pieces of unusual excel-

lence.

NAVAL APPROPRIATIONS,

DBat No Indorsement of the Recommenda-
tion for a New Battleship.

Mr. Cammings, Chairman of the Honse Naval
Affairs Committes, has submitted to the House
the Naval appropristipns bill for the coming
fiscal year. As rcpnrged. it carries an appro-
priation of $25,280,966, being $3,670,313 less
than the estimates, and an increase of $3,176,-
905 over the appropriation for the current
fiseal year, :

The report on the bill glidws that an increase
of 3175000 is made in the nppropriation for the
pay of the Navy, due Yy tie increaso in enlist
ments anthorized by the law of 1893, A de-
crease of $14,000 is made in the appropriation
for the Barean of Navigation. The appropria-
tion for the Burecau of Ordnance is incrensed
by $295824. That for thé Bureau of Equip-
ment is inereased $165,000, and for the Barean
of Yards and Docks reducéd $294 911. Other
minor increases and rednctions appear.

The appropriastions for the increase of the
Nayy cover only armor and armament, and
constroction and machinery. For armor and
armament the estimates ealled for $6,500,000,
This the committes reduced to $4,000,000, The
large amount asked for in the estimites is due §
to the facP that nothing was allowed for this
purpose in the bill for the current fiscal year.

Thoe total loss of the Kearsarge leaves the

only vessel in the Navy, aside from the frigate
Constitution, aronnd which historic memories
cluster. The ecommittee, in accordance with
the wishes of the Navy Department, have
recommended liberal appropriations for her
preservation and improvement, believing that
public sentiment demands it.

Secretary Herbert recommended, aud the
committee inserted in the bill, a provision pro-
viding for the naturalization of alien sailors
and marines on United States vessels who have
sorved five consceutive years and have been
honorably discharged. Similar provisions for
the naturalization of our merchant seamen and
of enlisted moen in the Army have nlready be.
come laws, and the committee think that there
should be no diserimination against the Navy.
In reporting the provision they express the
opinion that some steps should be taken to-
wird encoursging the enlistment of American
sailors,

In aecordance with the recomnfendations of
the Secretary of the Navy, the committes
recommends that he be authorized to use “ for
the constroction of one additional eruniser of
the Vesuvins type” the $450,000 appropriated
by the act of 1839, for the construction, arma-
ment and eguipment of thiee torpedo boats.
By the same act $200,000 was appropriated for
building a snl-marine boat and conducting ex-
periments with it. The committee recommend
that the Secretary be authorized to use this
amount for the construction, armament aund
equipment of a torpedo boat. They also ree-
ommend that the Secretary be given anthority
to tramsform the Vesuvius into a torpedo
cruiser,

JUDGE LONG'S CASE.

The ease in equity between Judgo Charles D,
Long, of Michigan, and Commissioner of Pen-
sions Lochren and the appeal to the Court of
Appesis on the decision on the writ of manda-
mus which was granted by Judge Bradley were
last Friday dismissed without prejodice. The
controversy will be carried to the Suprems
Court of the United States, and neither of the
cases now in issue were in proper form for such
an appeal.

A pew statement of facts will be prepared
soon to be submitted for argument. The caze
in equity was decided practically against Judge
Long, although an injunction on the particular
notice which was sent him from the Pension
Burean requesting the filing of proof to show
why his pension should not be reduced was
granted. The writ of mandamus was allowed
by Jodge Bradley, but it was to be appenled on
the question of costs, because when the decision
was made the action prayed for had been ac-
complished by the Commissioner,

Neither Judge Long, of Michigan, nor his

CODIFYING THE PENSION LAWS.

In the Senate Mr. Palmer has reported a
volnminous bill, whiech has for its purpose the
codification of the pension laws, and is indorsed
by Commissioner Loehren, ex-Commissioner of
Pensions Dodley, and Assistant Secretary of the
Interior Reynolds. The bill consists of 22
chapters and 190 sections, nrranged under ap-
propriate and suggoestive titles, thersby putting
in homogeneous form and logical order all the
legislation now in force relative to the pension
system.

DEATH OF SENATOR STOCKBRIDGE,

Fruncis Browne Stockbridge, Senator from
Michigan, died in Chicago Monday night,

Francis B. Stockbridge was born in Bath, Me.,
April O, 1826, He received a good common-
school edueation, and removed to Boston, Mass.,
in 1843.
