double onr membership in one month there-
afler, and as a Post place us in a moredesirable
position to accomplish great good, not only for
the G.A.R, but also lor the Government and
the fieg.

A THOUSBAND CHILDREN,

Memorial week was a busy one for Com-
mander-in-Chief Adams and Adj't-Gen. Meech.

At Chelsea the Commander-in-Chief addressed
a thousand school children, dwelling upon the
reverence due to the flag, and making an elo-
quent plea for teaching patriotism in the public
schools,

PASSING OF BERNARDINE,

All day long on that sweet Memorial Day,
1894, all day long and far into the calm and
silent night they watched by the side of Ber-
nardine. Fair and beautiful Bernardine, 15
yvears and six months old, endowed with the
highest gifts and graces, and just stepping upon
the threshold of a lovely and noble womanhood.

And as they watched her, lying so calm and
still, a dimness came over her lovely eyes, and
without a tremor on her placid features she
passed away with Memorial Day.

Until December last Bernardine Sanders,
only daughter among the three children of Mr,
James T, and Mrs. Sue A. Pike Sanders, Past
Nutional President, Woman's Relief Corps, was
a child of unuosnal strength and vigor of body
and mind. Alout Christmas it was observed
that she wus losing flesh and becoming very
weak.

Bunt Bernardine made nocomplaint, She was
in the Normal High School, and kept np with
her classes, always excelling in her stndies. In
February it became apparent she was really ill,
and upon cousulting physicians it was fonnd
that she had an slarming attuck of diabetes,
and was losing from one pound to a pouud aud
a half daily,

She was put upon a rigid diet, which seemed
to arrest the discase, and as late as May 21
Mrs. Sanders, in a letter to the writer, said:

“We think now we ure going to bring her
out all right. Sometimes she almost rebels at
the diet, but her good comumon sense buoys her
upand she keepson. She is guing to school right
along and doing well. She is real bright and
reading Cesar uow., How we watch her every I
move,"”

In jast nine days from the writing of Mrs.
Sanders's letter dear Bernardine was at rest,

Bernardine was a natural writer, and when
she was but 13, and her mother was National
President, W.R.C., TRe NATIONAL TRIBUNE
was indebted to her for Headguarters notes,
She was fond of musie, lowers, and poetry.

The funeral was at the Unitarian Church,
The Relief Corps, the Eastern Star, the Board
of Managers of the McLain County Industrial
Home, of which Mrs. Sanders is President ; the
Normal School, and Bernardine's Sunday-school
class were in attendance, The pallbearers also |
were members of the Bunday-school. The East- |
ern Star had lined the grave with flowers, and
the High School boys and girls covered it with
roses aud lilies,

Some time ago an nnanthorized list of the
National Cemeteries and the number buried in
sach erept into these columna. For the benefit
of those who may kave been misled by any
misstatements contained therein we publish
below the present approximate number of
Union dead in these places, the figures being
taken from the official list of the War Depart-
ment, last compiled in June, 1883, Five con-
tain the remains of soldiers other than those
engaged in the war for the Union—one being
located near the City of Mexico and the others
being used solely as attachments to fromsier
military posts in the West.

The most difference in the figures of any cne
between 1574 and 1503 is that of a few hundreds,
and in some cases there is none. Interments
from National Homes and from large cities ad-
jacent te certain National Cemeteries make o
& good part of the yearly average of 500 -mz
slowly increases the popuiation of thess cities
of the dead. Of the whole number of inter
ments about 9,300 are those of Coufederates,
being mainly in the National Cemeteries a$
Camp Butler, Cypress Hills, Finn's Point, Fort

Woodlawn.
