Jennie had keen perception and presence
of mind bevond her years. She knew an ex- |
press train was due, and that she was the ouly
one who counld warn it in time to preventa
terrible accident. \

She whipped off a red flannel petticoat which
ghe was wearing snd ran up the track asfast as
her little less wonld earry her. When the train
came in sight she waved the danger signal
frantically. The engineer responded guickly,
and stopped the train before it reached the
ravine,

There were several French passongers on the

train, and they, upon relurning to Paris, re-
ported the bravedead to President Carnot, who |
was 50 impressed with the ehill's conduct that
he sent the medal that the greatest men ol

A Study of the International Sunday-
School Lesson Appointed for Aug.
19, 1894. k

= . .

Subject: Sts, John, Anpdrew, Peter, and Na-
thanael Become Followers of Christ. St.
John, 1: 35-51.

[One reading these notes shonld first earefully
gtudy the paragraph from the Holy Scriptures as
indicated above. |

1. ISTRODUCTION,
St. John's Gospel.

We are to have several lessons in the
Fourth Gospel. It was written by St. John
the Evangelist.

H. W. Beecher, in his sermon on St. John,
1:1-4, says:

“The vice of theology is an attempt to
reduce things to definition: in such a sense
to define God, that he shall be compressed,
to onr mind, within exact limits—the illim-
itable God, the infinite, made finite; Divine
government framed into chapters and see-
tions, as if the government of the universe
conld be likened to the imper.al system of
Rome, with 1ts provinces, countries, and
towns. Nowhere, perhaps, so much as in
this book, the life of Christ by John, do we
find the mysticism, the abandonment of the
system of dots, angles, lines, and absolute-
ness, It is perpetually reaching out in uop-
expected directions, and it puzzles us to
follow, and thereby it shows itself to bea
truly ivspired record.”

S1. John's was the last Gospel written.
It is well we have a Gospel of such late
date. Great errors had had time to spring
up snd develop, giving St. John, inspired, a
splendid opportunity to check such heresies;

| e. g., the errors of Ebron and Cerinthus;

also, the heresies of the Gnostic sects, to wit,
those of Simon Magus, Valentinus, Basilides,
Carpocrates, Mepander. Such errors would

, have continued to molest the harmuny of

St. John, on the very start, dealt against
them such heavy blows

Eusebius telis us St. John wrote his Gos-
pel to supply the omissions of St. Matthew,
:\l;lrk, and Luke.

Cyprian was converted through the read-
ing of St. John's Gospel,

St. Joln Evangelist,

He was son of Zebedee and Salome, brother
of St. James the Greater. Originally he was
a fisherman, living on the northwest side of
the Sea of Galilee, 1n vicinity of Capernaum,
He was author of ths Gospel known as that
of St.John the Evangelist, of three Epistles,
and of the Book of the Hevelations. At
about 30 years of age he became a minisier
of Christ, and therenfter devoted himself to
that calling.

We are informed that about 12 years after
the ascension of Christ the 12 Apostles sepa-
rated and went into different parts of the
worid te preach the (;nﬁpﬂll and to establish
the Chnreh. We are told St John did his
main work in Asia Minor. He established

Euosebios says he was
buried in Phrygmia Pacatiana. Dr. Jchnson
preaching some sermons on the Apostles, in
the old Cambridge meeting house (Mass.),
referring to St. Philip, “spoke of his one
peculiar characteristic as patience; a calm
man, one to be depended upon in emergencies,
one of the meek and quiet ones of earth who
accomplish so much, and of whom so little
is heard, one to whom confidence isa holy
trust, and whose friendship is to a man better
than the fine gold of Ophir, and finaliy as a
man whose light shineth brighter and
brighter even unto the perfect day.” He
lahored successfully as far north as Scythia.
When 87 yearaold he was martyred at Hier-
apolis, Pbhrygia, scourged, stoned, crucified.
He and his sister were all through life
mutually helpful.

Job came from the Ida-
means. Abram resided in Ur of Chaldea.

God can raise up children even from stones.
The great philosopher Anacharsis was of the
barbarous Seythian nation. Pindar sprung
from the Barotians, whom the Greeks judged
to be adull people. A similar slur is some-
times heard at certain trades, and yet many
of our most eminent men came from shoe-
Lenches, towpaths, tanneries, ete.

The following Old Testament Prophets
(V.45,) foretell Christ: Moses, David, Isaiah,
Ezekial, Zechariah, Haggai, Malachi. E. g,
read Isa, 53. The writings of these were
the secret of the general expectation of the
coming of the Messiah.

OUR RURAL TOPICS,

Clover Farming.

The clover question is of vast importance
now, for virgin fertility has gone from most
of our lands, and we must depend upon
artificial manure and rotation of crops to keep
things going on the farm. There are thou-
sands of acres that formerly produced large
erops, but are now erying aloud for a good
baptism of clover. It would be well if the
land could be turned over to clover entirely
for & year or two, and then this crop be kept
growing in a rotation right along.

Jut further than this, we have lands that
cannot be built up by clover alone. They
have been * clovered ” for years past, and this
very clover farming has been killing them.
Not that the clover is bad for the soil, but
the exclusive use of elover is gradually sub-
iracting from the seil all the potash and
phosphoric acid. The clover simply supplies
ns with the nitrogen that the soil needs, and
will not add ope ounce of either potash or
phosphoric acid. Consequently each sue-
cessive crop takes from the soil these two
mineral elements until the land gets so poor
that no erops will grow on it, and yet it is
being liberallv supplied with elover.

The old lands in this condition need clover,
and they need upplications of potash and
phosphorie acid. Even clover will decline
to grow on soil that is entirely robbed
these two elements. In the East especially
do we find land all but robbed of all the potash
and phosphoric acid, and yet the owners con-
tioue to grow clover and wonder at their
poor success. Buat there are still countless
fars in the West where clover can get all
the mineral elements that it needs, and
clover farming there in its primitive stages
is attended with good results. But where
the crop refuses to grow, look out for the
mineral elements. They are lacking gen-
erally in the soil.

Nine-tenths, and probably the other tenth,
have the gilt edge taken off them by succes.
sive cropping and through sheer waste. In
order to make farming pay on them now and
in the future it is necessary thatelover should
come in and do its work. Ey a judicious
cultivation of clover the land can be brought
into as good a state of fertilily as it ever was,
Drain the land where need:d. avoid all wastes

| tation where eclover comes in. Nearly all
crops take away some mineral elements from
the soil, and these must be supplied arti-
ficially. We are getting to the condition
where we must recognize the vaiue of min-
eral fertilizers, and understand that green
manure and barn-yard manure do not supply
these suflicient for the crops. Mineral ele-
ments must be purchased and applied in the
cheapest form, and then be supplemented
by green and barn-yard manure, and chiel
among these is clover.—Germanfown Tele-
grrtpﬁ.

Only Good Hay Wanted.

It is generally believed that the export
trade in bay this year will be light. Re-
poris from all Eurepean countries indicate
liberal hay harvests—so liberal, in fact, that
even Capada will not he calied upon for
much of ber crop. This fuct will have a
beariug upon the hay trade in this country
for the coming year. The demand from
foreign countries for the best grudes of hay
Las been quite a factor some years in keep~
ing up prices, and now that the era of low
values for almost everything is upon us, the
lack of a foreign demand will be felt.

One feature of the hay trade should not
be overlooked by the producer or shipper.
The demand for any kind of hay except the
best grades wpon our prineipal markets is
growing less every year. Perbaps the best
explanation for this is given by the Chair-
rmaan of the New York Board of Hay Inspec-
tion. He says:

“The scientific application of inanimate
power to street cars have supplanted large
droves of horses, and this causes the disnse
of certain good under grades of hay. The
standard of quality needed bas become de-
cidedly higher. I think it well to empha
size the direction of dealers Lo farmers, (Te-
quently repeated of late, to ship only prime
even grades of bay. This is advisable, too,
because a much better grade of horses is now
in general city use, compared with the mis-
cellaneous stoek which once abounded, and
a good horse is worth good feed. Keepers
of the large livery or bearding stables, who
are an important element ameng regular
buyers, as a rule insist upon having the best
grades only.”

This eondition does not only prevail at
New York, but in all large cities. And to
this might be added the fact that shippers
of cattle are demanding o better grade of
bay than they used to accept without com-
plaint. The advantage of getting better fills
on cattle when placed upon the market jus-
tifies the shipper in paying a little extra for
prime bay that his stock will relish. The
gap between the prices for good and bad
grades of bay is widening every vear. In
fact, the price for inferior grades is now so
low that it does not pay to sell and market
them if they can be used to any advantage
on the farm.—National Stockman.

Rules for the Dairy.

1. Cow sheds should receive regular and
thorough cleaning every morning. Hefuse
carried ont to the manure heaps, stalls well
cleaned with farm hoe, afterwards brushed;
chiannel brushed and washed ont well, clean
bedding laid down, feeding trough always
cleaned out previous to feeding time, warmth
of shed attended to and no draughits of cold
air allowed.

2, Ventilation of cow shed should have
particalar attention every morning; after

| the shed is cleaned out open top and bottom

of window.

3. Cows well cleaned with the curryegmb
and brushed every morning.

4. The cows’ teats cleaned before milking.

5. Milk should have particular attention
in straining it.

6. Rooms containing eream and milk,
also milk pans, require careful attention;
washing and keeping clean of room and
milk vessels well attended to; the reom alse
kept well ventilated ; no bad air allowed.

7. Charns kept well cleaved; always
washed out clean previous to working them.

8. Temperature of cream, previous to
churping, carefully attened to; for the pur-
pose have a thermometer 65° Fahrenheit in
Summer and a few degrees higher in Win-
ter.

9. All dairy utensils kept perfectly clean
and also in a room to themselives.

10. No dairy utensil should be washed in-
side a dairy; bave a small woodeu trough
outside the dairy for this purpose.

11. Keep the floor inside the working
compartment perfectly clesn:; no milk og
other liquid allowed to remain on it.

12. Attend to the washing of the milk
from the butter with great atiention.
