Progress of the Preparations for the
Coming Grand Reunion.

THE PADGES,

The Committes on Badges has fnrn_isheﬂ all
the desiens, except that of the sc u\'en:r‘hmige.
which will be delayed as long as possible to
prevent counterfeiting. There will ht over
1.300 of these prepared, and they will first be
worn on Wednesday morning of Encampment
week, when the delegates appear in the Con-
vention, They will be furnished to each ac-
eredited delegate nnd toeach State and National
Commander and Past Commander. They will
admit the wearers into the Convention Hall.
The metul parts of all badges and scavenirs are
to be of the metal of the listoric eannon given
by Congress for this purpose. _

More than 1,500 badges will be required for
members of the Citizens' Executive Board.
These will consist of a big orange ribbon suit-
abiv inseribed, and will be secured with a pin,
g miniature of the gun from which the metal
is taken. The membersof the Executive Board
are enpposed to be on hand to give information
to all inguirers, aud their badges have been
made very conspictuous on this account.

The l.-m'iszt--' for the different women's associa-
tions. of which sbont 1,000 wili be required,
consist of & metal bar and pendant, with ribbon.

The members of the press will receive 400
badges,

For the Ex-Prisoners of War 125 badges have
bern manufactured,

The Naval Veterans will be furnished badges
to the number of 227,

To the Hospital Corps 50 badges will be given,

Besides the badges to be distributed by the
committee, there will be a number of others
given out by the local Posts. These will aiso
be made of the gun metal and nunder the direc-
tion of the Badge Committee. Post 128 will
disrribute 1,000 hadges made in the shape of a
kevstone to the friends of the members. Post
85 will distribute as many more, baot the de-
gigu bas not vet been chosen. The commiltee
bas also furnished to the Pennsylvania Nawal
Reserve Ascocistion metal for 800 badges, which
will consist of bars and pins attached to ribbons
guitably inscribed.

It has been determined by the Badge Com-

mittee to have manufactured and placed on |

gele over 13,000 mementos of varions designs,
the largest being in the form of a sounvenir
gpoon. These will be made of historie cannon.
The price will be from 10 to 75 cents.

WORK OF THE COUNCIL,

At the mecting of the Executive Couneil
Friday many matters of importance were taken
ppand acted apon. A request from the Com-
mittee on Parade for $250 10 be used in bring-
ing boys from the Jumouville Soldiers’ Orphans’
Home to Pittsburg was granted,

A sub-committee was appointed toconfer with
the railroads and endeavor to have them
change the orders so as to place tickets from
points within 75 miles on sule before the day
of the parade. The committee believes that
under the present arrangements many of the
comrades will be unable to reach the city in
time to participate in the parade. It is de-
gired that the ticket may be used on Sept. 10,

The Committee on Invitation and Reception
was authoriged to employ a clerk to revise the
fuvitation list, which now includes 8,500 names,
s0 a3 to reduce this number to 5,000. It was
decided that neither the Exeentive Council nor
the Citizens' Executive Board should be invited
25 a whole, but only gsuch members of the Citi-
geng' Executive Board as have provided them-
selves with the official lapel button will be pro-
vided. The only committee of the Exccutive
Board to be invited as a whole is that on Invi-
tation and Reception, which will have charge
of the aflair. Of course, the delegates to the
Evecsmpment proper and to the various wom-
en's organizations will be asked, as will be the
local, Federal, and Btate officials, the heads of
the Departments of the two cities and repre-
sentatives of the press and sveh persons of dis-
tinciion as may be in the eity.

To the Ex-Prisorers of War was given $335
to defray expenses of the Campfire and parade.
The Committes on Badges was dirceted to for-
nish 100 badges to the National Association of
War Musicians, It was also dirceted Lo permit
pone of the souvenirs from the historic cannon
to be sold before Sept. 1. The request of Post
157 that 200 budges be made for it at the ex-
pense of the Post was granted.

The weckly statement of the Committee on
Fivance showed that §53,799 bad been paid in
thos fur on acconut of subscriptions to the En.
edmwpmout fund. The warrunts drawn aggre-
gate $0,02233. The outstanding contracts
amounnt to $45,058. Sinee the last meeting of
the Executive Council there has been $5,361
subser:bed to the fund, and $7,521 collected.

The Committee on Accommodations reported
free guarters to ihe nuomber of 26,987 assigned,
wilh €52 pending. The committee was suthor-
iged to expend §100 for telephone serviee in
counection with the Bureau of Information.

ENTERTAINMENT,

The Committee on luvitations and Recep-
fions has three clerks engaged upon the task of
arranzing the lists for invitations to the dinner
at East Pittsburg on the eveuing of Sept. 12 in
the niw Westinghouse buiidings, There are
to be invitations issued which will embrace
5,000 persons, and the tusk of arranging « list
which will bave no duplications, and at the
same time ivclnde all persous within the lim-
its fixed by the commitlee, with the approval
of the Exccutive Council, bas aiready consumed
several weeks' work.

Awmong the features of Encampment week
will be the social events. These will include
an “ouling” un Wednesday, Sept. 12, at the
mammolb Westinghouse buildings, East Pitts-
btirg, for wlich 5,000 invitativus will be 1ssued.,
Itwill tuke 10 or 12 special trains to carry the
guests and two or three cars to trausport the
refreshitaents. Oun the evening of Sept, 13 there
will be a reception by the women's organiza-
tious ut Old City Haull, for which 2,000 invita-
tions are outl. The same evening there will be
a special display of fireworks from floats on
the Monongaheia River, such as has never be-
fore beeu scen in western Pennsylvania. On
Fridsy afterncon, Sept. 14, 3,000 representa-
tives and invited guests will be treated to a
river excursion, for which three steamers have
been chartered and as mwany bands, The great
Carnegie armor plate plant will be visited by
the cutire party.
