In the House, the Senate bill for the exclu-
gion snd deportstion of slien anarchists was
ealled up. Mr. Warner objected to the con-
sideration of the bill. “I regret,” said he,
*that I must always stand bere and protest
sgainst putting in the hands of administra-
tive officers the emormous power conferred by
this bill.”

“Poes not the gentleman know,” interposed
Mr. MeMillin, “ that 500 anarchists, whose de-
scriptions mre already in the bands of the
police, are on their way to these shores?”

“The gentleman from New York,” repllf)d
Mr. Warner, emphatically, “cannot be panic-
stricken, and he objects to giving to officers
the pursuit of a crime not punishable accord-
ing to our statutes, and to giving them power
to deport such persons as they may deem
offenders.”

* Whenever & word is used in a statute,” sng-
gested Mr. Oates, it is given the common-law
interpretation.”

“There is no definition of anarchy in com-
mon law,” replied Mr. Warner, *and I object
to the consideration of this bill.”

Mr. Hartman (Mont.) presented resolutions
for the free coinage of silver, which are regarded
by the free-silver advocates as some of the most
significant expressions in favor of their doctrine
which has been elicited by the agitation of the
past year. Theresolutions have been considered
and adopted during the present session by the
most powerful labor organizations of the coun-
try, are strongly worded aund are signed by the
chief oflicers of the various bnions. Thesigners
are: J. . Sovereign, General Master Workman,
and John W. Haves, Secretary-Treasurer of the
Knights of Labor; Samuel Gompers, President
of the American Federation of Labor; Marion
Batter, President of the National Farmers'
Allisnce: Henry H. Trepor, President, and
P. J. McGuire, Secretary of the Brotherkood
of Carpenters and Joiners; P. M. Arthar, Chief
of the Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers;
C. A. Robinson, President of the Farmers' Mu-
tual Bencfit Association; Frank Sargeant,
Grand Master, and F. W. Arnold, Secretary
and Treasurer of the Brotherhood of Locomo-
tive Firemen, and Johu McBride, President of
the United Mine Workers of America.

DOES NOT RETRACT

The President Holds to His Position
on the Tariff

—_—

The President, in a letter to Representative
Catehings, of Mississippi, has the following to
say in regard to the Gorman bill, which he has
refused to indorse with his signature:

ExecuTivE MANsION, 1
WASHINGTON, Aug. 27, 1894. )
Hon. T. C. CATCHINGS,

My Dear Sie: Since the conversation I had
with yon and Mr. Clarke, of Alabams, a few
daysago in regard to my aclieu on the tariff bill
now before me, | have given the subject further
and most serious consideration., The result is
I am more settled than ever in the determina-
tion to allow the bill to become a law without
my signature,

Wihen the formation of legislation whieh
it was hoped would embody Democrutic ideas
of toriff reform was lately entered upon by the
Congress, nothing was further from my antieci-
pation than a result which I could not promptly
and enthusiasticslly indorse,

It is, therefore, with a feeling of the utmost
disappointment that I submit to a denial of this

| privilege.
: I do not claim to be better than the masses

of my party, nor do I wish to avoid any re-

spousibility which, on account of the passage of
this law, I ought to bear as a mewber of the
Democratic organizaiion. Neither will I per-
mit myself to be separated from my puarty to
such sn extent as might be implied by my veto
of tarifl legislation, which, though disappoint-
ing, is still churgeable to Democraticeffort, But
there are provisions in this biil which are not
in line with bhouest tarilf reform, and it con-
tains incousistencies snnd crudities which ought
not to appear in tanfl luws or laws of any kind,
Besides, there were, as you and I well know,
incidents accompauying the passage of the bill
through the Congress which wade every sin-
cere tariff reformer unhappy, while influences
surrounnded it in itslatter stages and interfered
with its final construction, which ought not to
be recognized or tolerated in Democratic turiff
reform counsels,

And yet, notwithstanding all its vicissitudes
sud all the bad treatment it received at the
hauds of pretended friends, it presents n wvast
improvemwent to existing conditions, It will
certainly lighten mauy tariff burdens that now
rest heavily upon the people. It is ot only a
barrier against the return of mad protection,
but it furnishes a vantage ground from which
must be waged further aggressive operations
against protected wonopoly aud governmental
favoritism,

I take mny place with the rank and file of the
Democratic party who believe in tariff reform
| and who know what it is; who refase to ac-
cept the results embodied in this bill as the
close of the war; who are not blinded to the
fact that the livery of Democratie tariff reform
has been stolen and worn in the service of Re-
publican protection, aud who have marked the
places where the deadly blight of treason has
blasted the counseis of the brave in their bhour
of might.

The trusts and combinations—the ecom-
munism of pelf—whose machinations have
prevented us from reaching the success we
deserved, should not be forgotten or forgiven.
We shall recover from our astonishment at
their exhibition of power, and if then the ques-
tion is forced npon us whether they shall sub-
mit to the free legislative will of tiie people’s
representatives, or shall dictate the laws which
the people must obey, we will accept and settle
that issue as one involving the integrity and
safely of American institutions.

Ilove the priuciples of true Democracy be-
cause they are founded in patriotism aud upon
justice and fairness toward all interests. I am

conservatively sturdy and persistent in the en-
forcement of its principles. Therefore, I do
pot despair of the efforts mude by the House of
Representatives to supplement the bill already
passed by further legisiation, and to have en-
grafted upon it snch modifieations as will more
uearly meet Demecratic hopes and aspirations,

I cannot be mistaken as to the necessity of
free raw materials as the foundation of logical
and sensible tariff reform. The extent to which
this is recognized in the legislation already so-
cured is one of its encouraging and redeeming
features, but it is vexatious to reeall that while
free coal snd iron ore have been denied us, a
recent letter of the Secretary of the Treasury
discloses the fact that both might have been

| caunot be successfully inangurated.

When we give to our manufacturers free raw
materials we uushackle American enterprises
and ingenuity, and thess will opeu the doors of
foreign markets to the reception of our wares,
and give opportonity for the eontinuons and
remunerative employment of Amwerican labor,

With wmsterials cheapened by their freedom
from tarifl’ charges the cost of their product
must be correspondingly cheapeped, T'here-
upon justice aud fuirness to thie consumer would
demand that the mwanufacturers be obliged to
submit to such & readjostment and modifieation
of the tariff npon their finished goods as would
secure Lo Lhe people the benefit of the reduced

| cost of their manufacture, and shield Lhie con-
sumer against the exaction of inordiuate profits,

Jt will thus be seen that free raw materials
and a just and fearless regulation and reduction
of the tariff to meet the changed conditions
would curry to every humble home in the land
the blessings of increased comfort and cheaper
living.

The millious of our eonntrymen who have
fought bravely and well for tariff reform, should
be exhorted 1o coutinue the struggle, boldly
challengiug to opeu warfare and constantly
guarding against treachery aud hall-hearted-
ness in their camp.

Tariff reform will not be settled nntil it is
honestly and fairly settled in the fnterest and
to the beuefit of a patieut and long-suffering
people.

The 13th Annual Encampment at
Davenport, Towa—Division News.

WORK OF COMMANDERY.

The Sons of Veterans Guards—Changes in
the Ritual—Reports of the National Ofil-
cers—The Elections—Commander-in-Chief
Bundy—Stafl,

Early on the morning of the 19th the ad-
vance-guard of the 8. of V. began to arrive in
Davenport, Jowa. Everywhere were evidences
of the welcome prepared for them by the citi-
ZONE,

The Nstional officers of the organization are
ag follows: Commander-in-Chief, Joseph B.
Mauceabe, Boston; Senior Vies Commander-in-
Chief, C. T. Orner, Bloomington, 1ll.; Junior
Vice Commander-in-Chief, F. 0. Wilkinson,
Cincinnati. Council-in-Chief, Frank I’. Mer-
rill, Boston: John V. B. Clarkson, New York;
Elias P. Lyon, Chicago. Adj't Gen., Charles K.
Darling, Boston; Q. M.-G.,, R. Loebenstein,
Chicago; Inspector-General, Henry Frazee,
Cleveland ; Judge Advocate-General, W. H.
Russell, Rush Center, Kan.; Surgeon-General,
J. A, Averdick, M. D., Covington, Ky.; Chap-
lzin-in-Chief, Dr. E. Weldon Young, Seattle,
Wash.

Col. H. S. Buckland, of Fremont, O,, is Com-
mandant of the military branch. Nearly all of
these officials, accompanied by Col. R, L. Leon-
ard, Col. C. B. Marsh, and Licut.-Col. Barry, of
Chicago; Quartermaster Lobenstein, Mayor
(George Hurlbut, of Belvidere, Ill.,, and Col,
Bunidy, of Ohio, the latter two being candidates
for the oflice of Commander-in-Chief, and
others, arrived on a special train from the
East about 8 o’clock on the 19th.

Commander-in-Chief Maceabe established
Headguarters at the Kimball House. At the
morning session of the 20th of the Command-
ery the reports of Commander-in-Chief Joseph
B. Maccabe, of Boston, and Quartermasier-Gen-
eral Rudolph Loebenstein, of Chicago, were
read. They showed the Order to be in good
condition, and $2,705.11 in the treasury.

At the afternoon session the reports of the
Senior and Junior Commanders, Adjutant-Gen-
eral, Inspector-General, Judge Advocate-Gen-
eral, Surzeon-General, and Chaplain-in-Chiel
were read. They showed betterment of Lhe
financial eondition of the Order, but less mem-
bérship in good standing, The important
recommendations of the Commander-in-Chief
were that the Sons of Veterans Independent
Guard, military branch, be disbanded, and re-
organized under the jurisdiction of the Division
Commanderies of the Orvder, and the Order
be reuamed the Military Order of Sons of Vet-
erans: that a new ritual be adopted, and sick
and death benefits provided for. In the even-
ing the delegates were given a moonlight ex-
cursion on the Mississippi by the local enter-
tainmeut committee,

Aug. 21 the parade was put in motion at
10:30 4. m., with over 1,000 men in line, and was
cheered by 20,000 people all along the route of
In earriages in the first division were
Gov. Frank D). Juckson and other men promi-
pent in State affairs.

A sham battle took place at the fair grounds
in the alternoon.

The ufternoon was devoted to the considera-
tion of the new ritual, prepared by W. Y. Mor-
gan, of Kansas.

A shiam battle took place at the fair grounds
during the afteruoon before 20,000 people.
There was some delay in getting the hostili-
ties nuder way, but after the start was wade
it was uu interesting countest, the Union forces
defesting the Confederutes,

Gov. Jackson held a largely-attended recep-
tion at the Kimball House in the evening.

At the session on the 22d important changes
in the National er=anization were discussed.
The age of admission was changed from 21 to
15 years. The Sons of Veterans Guard was
done away with as an independent organiza-
tion, and pliced under the jurisdiction of Di-
vision Commanders. Instead of admitting oniy
members of the G.A.R, to meetings of Cawmps,
as heretofore, it was decided benceforth to

admit all honorably discharged Union soldiers efforts and labors of the committes ghd its

and sailors. Dates of inspection of Divisions
were placed at Oct. 1 and Dec, 1. They formerly
were April 16 and June 1.

Divisions can elect Quartermasters for a
period of three years by a two-thirds vote,
and must establish permanent headquarters lor
these officers. The right of appeal of appoint.
ces removed by camp oflicers to Division Com-
manders and to the Commauder-in-Chief by
those removed by Division Commanders was
revoked. Hepresentatives may be appointed
by Division Commanders to National Encamp-
ments when delegates and alternates eannot
attend. A grand Campfire was beld in Turner
Hall in the evening.

Radical ehanges were made in the ritual at
the session of the 23d. Three years ago the
expression that the ritual now in uze was not
satisfactory prevailed, and a commities was
appointed to wake certain changes, which they
did, but not to the satisfaction of the Com-
mandery.

Last year at Cincinnati the Encampment
anthorized the Commander-in-Chief to-appoint
a commities to prepare a three-degree ritual,
the demand for a8 more extensive cercmonial
being apparent. Commander-in-Chief Maceabe,
together with Brother W. Y. Morgan, of Em
poria, Kau., and the Chairman of the Committee
held a consultation and agreed as to the gen-
eral plan of the new work, which was alter-
ward made extensive.

After discussion it was accepted, nlthough
the delegates from Massachusetts and other
New England Divisions sought to make its use
optional with Camps, and, if obligatory, to be
but for one year, their olject being ro give it
a fair trial before absolute scceptance.

Included in the new ritual is a ceremony for
memorials to Union defenders, a burlil service,
and & form of installation of Cowmmander-in-
Chief and Division oflficers.

The past honors of Walter S, Payne, of Fos-
toria, O., as Commander-in-Chief, and George
D. Addington, of Albany, N. Y., were restored,

A resolution was asdopted specifying that sov-
eral years of faithful service, beneficial to the
Order at large, would hereafter be required to
entitle members Lo the award of the gold cross,

The business of the session being concluded,
the oflicers for the ensuing year were clected,
the candidates for Commander-in-Chief being
William E. Buondy, of Cineinnati; George H.
Hurlburt, of Belvidere, and E, . Milham, of
St. Paul. On the first ballot Ruundy reesived
03 wvotes, Hurlburt 23, and Milhawm six. The
opposing  candidates moved Mr. Bundy's
unauimous election afler the ballot was an-
nounced,

Theodore A. Pearson, of Providenee, and
Lewis A, Dilley, of Davenport, Iowa, were
elected Senior and Junior Vice Commander-in-
Chiel, respectively, by acclamation,

Cliarles K. Durling, of Boston, was chosan
the first momber of the Couuncil-in-Chief, and
E. T. Carr, of Penusylvania, and W, D. Spear, of
New York, as his associates,

The oflicers were iustalled by Cols. Hurlburt
and Milham,

After Commander-in-Chief Bundy had as-
sumed the chair, Judge-Advocate-Gen, W, H.
Russell presented the retiring officer, Com-
mander-in-Chief Maceabe, with a "t Com-
mander’s gold star, in behalf of the Commander-
in-Chief, his personal staff oflicers, and mem-
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bers of the Massachusstts delegation. The star
isstndded with diamemds and runbies, and is of
beautiful design, over $300.

Commander Blai of the Massachusetts
Division, presented ths Commander-in-Chief
with afine crayon pertrait of Past Commander
Maccabe in beball ¢fhe Massachusetia Di-
vision.

Just before adjonrnment it was voted that
Past Commander Mageabe and Adj’t-Gen. Dar-
ling be aathorized to secure a suitable testi.
monial for presentatipmte Commander-in-Chief
Adams of the G.A.R., in recognition of his
great friendship and.advoeacy of the Order
among the veterans,

Alleged interviews published in wvarions
papers throughout the State, without naming
persons, on the subject of the Sons of Veterans
consolidating with the G.A.R,, the members of
our Order desiring to be admitted to meetings
of Posts, ete,, are not anthorized by the Division
Commander or anyone in authority and do not
emanate from Division Headquarters.

What is Being Done by the Veterans
for the Good of the Order.

DEPARTMENT NEWS.

COLORDO AND WYOMING.—

Department Commauder Rollins, on Aung. 11,
issned a circular letter to the comrades of this
Department, It is particularly appropriate
at this time, and pledges the support of the
(1.A.R. in upholdingthe law, He says:

In view of the lessons of loyalty you learned
in your efforts, by war, to suppress rebellion
against the United States, its flag, its Constitu-
tion, and its laws; in view of the obligation
you assnmed when mustered into this Order to
defend and maintain this Government and its
institutions, the recent events aud the grow-
ing sentiment of disregard of the obliga-
tions of citizenship aud of the social and prop-
erty rights of others, shouid admonish every
comrade of the Grand Army of the Republie,
as well as every honorable man who is by serv-
ice in the army or navy of the United States
made eligible to membership in our ranks,
that a serious crisis threatens us as a Nation.

Within the last year, great bodies of men,
suffering under a sense of real or fancied
wrongs, instead of seeking redress throngh the
constitnted and legal channela through the
courts, if the laws were adequate, or by legisla-
tion if inadegnate, have undertaken by vio-
lence, by the destruction of property, and in
some instances of human life, to correct the
wrongs of which they complained,

Considered seriously and in its true light,
this is rebellion, varying only in degree from
that which came so near effecting the total
destruction of all Governmeant of the peo-
ple, by the people, and for the people, upon this
Continent, and from which you and your com-
rades by the tender, and in many cases the
sacrifice, of life, saved the Nation nearly 30
YOars ago,

No man can be loyal to his Government and
its institutions and at the same time look with
indifference npon the open violation of its laws
in the willful destruction of the lives and prop-
erty of its citizens, In all the recent disturb-
auces of business and social relations in this
country the absence of the Grand Army badge
and button has been especially noticeable, But
this is not enough! By your voice, also by
your example, proclaim vour disapprobation of
every sentiment, as well as of every overt act,
that leads to or spriugs from disloyalty to our
flag, our Constitution, and our laws. By no
other course can you be true to the teachings
of the founders and preservers of this Nation,
also to the solemn obligation assumed by you
at the altar of your Poss.

Anarchy eannot exist in equal rank side by |
side with loyalty in the same heart, in the !
same society, or in the same State.

In declaring your adherence to the prinei-
ples of loyalty here enunciated you infringe
no pledge to refrain from discussion of political
subjects in the Order. In true polities there is
no place for disloyaity, either in sentiment or
in practice. While not assumiug to pass
jundgment upon him who violates his oath
of citizenship under the pretext of wrong
received to the private rights of himself or
his friend, certnin it is that no such excuse
can satisfy the conscience of him who learned
his lesson of loyalty on the battlefield, con-
fronted by a domestic enemy in open rebellion,
and who has kept that fire alive these many
years on the altar of the Post-room. Itisonly by
being loyal to your Government when its iaws,
its citizens, or its rights are ussailed, that you
can, in the true sense, be loyel to each other.
