Free Baptist Foreign Missionary interests,

At the organization in October, 15848, of the
Female Foreign Mission Society, she assisted
in forming its comstitntion, and was Treasurer
of the Society for about three years, when this
office was abandoned. From 1851, for about 20
years, she was Corrcsponding Secretary of the
Society, and did much in dispensing informa-
tion concerning the work in India.

In 1546 she pnbhshed the memolr of her
first husband, Rew. David Marks. Sinee then
many articles from her pen have appeared in
the Morning Star and other publications, and in
1885 sha issued another book, entitlad * Remi-
uiscencas of the Free Baptist India Mission.”

She was deeply interested for many years in
&ll movements lobking to the freeing of the
slaves, her hiushand, Rev. Elias Hutching ba-
ing pustor of the chureh in Dover which waa
80 active in anti-sluvery work that it was (re-
quently ealied **The Anti-Slavery Church.”

She was President of what was known as the
“Temperance Movemont in Dover”; and whep
in 1575 the Woman's Christian Temperance
Union was formed, she becamo an cfficient
worker in that organization, She is believed
to be the oldest member of the Relief Corps in
New Hampshirs,
