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THE POST ROOM.

Within Its Sacred Precincets Are Recalled
the Promises Made by the Government to
the Soldiers,

The young gencration, and so much of the
old as was not in the war, have no conception
of the dignity and impressiveness of the pro-
ceedings in our Post-rooms st our weekly or
monthly meetings. It is not at all sure that if
the wail of secrecy were drawn, and the publie
admitted generally, as they are admitted to
town meotings or at church, that even
then they conid fully understand and enter
into the spirit of our stated meetings.
But the trouble is that they think they
kuow, and kvow nothing about it! That is
why I write about it vow. 1 wounld, if I counld,
correct the many notions abroad on this sub-
ject, We are not at all the men we are sup-
posed to be, Our meetings are not at all the
meetings they are supposed to be, Usually,
the soldiers go about their business quietly all
the week, wake no foss, and certainly show no
splendid festhers; for, ns Logan was wont to
suy sadly, It is the soldier’s lot te be poor.”
The description of the 531 chapter of Isaiah
fits them admirably, “despised and rejected of
men,” “men of sorrows aud wequainted with
griefs,” “wounded for our national transgres-
gions and bruised for onr national iniguities”—
the whole ehapter applies to them as a class,
1 have certainly never seen any description in
print that so graphically described the sol-
dier's condition und character. Clothed in rags
many of us, living in bhabitatios s of poverly
most of us, going on from day to day in a hand-
to-mouth gort of way, holdiug no offiers, own-
ing no newspapers, our place is coniessedly not
very exalted or impressive,

But what sort of men are they themselves 7—
for | have been gpesking only of their environ-
ments, the outside merely. Essentially suod
truly what sort of men are these old ragged,
gray-haired boys in blue, anyhow ?

Go bark to the days of their prime, young
men, and a8k your mothers and grandmothers,
your fathers and grandfathers, what kind of
men these soldiers were when they enlisted to
fight the battles of the conntry! They were
not gray then! They were not lame or bowed |
down and crippled up! Their faces were not
seamed, and furrowed, and wrinkled, aud thin,
and pale, and sad then!

“In the morn and liguid dew of youth”
they were the flower of the land—its best men !
Best in brain, best. at heart, braveat, truest,
strougest, for the invalids and cowards all had
to stuy st home., These be plain words, but
the time has come when no milder words ean
be nsed to state the case of these despised and
rejected men in bine,

Best then and best vet; tried in the fire:
pure gold.” No man not a traitor or coward
can ufford to turn up hiz nose at one of these
graud men, no malter bow poor or lame or
rugged.,

Because the old soldiers do not londiy pro-
test at the manners of their treatment in their
old age, do not for one moment think they are
go blind as not to see it. They see and [eel
sorely the differcuce in the treatmont accorded
them when, in the strength and beanty of their
mashood, they went forih to fight your bat-
ties, and the violence, insult, and neglect thut
sttend their declining years, even if they muke
no noise alout it. All these things come up
and pass in 1eview in the Post-rooms when we
weel, not 80 much to fight oor old buatties |
over, but to fight the new battles of bread and
butter for our fading years! The public are
all wrong about this; we do not live altogether
in the past by auy means! Like other men,
we need onr daily bread.

We recall the promises made to ns when we
dovned the bive and stood between your homes
and war's desolation. Muny of these promises
are broken, few of them yet redecmed. and it
15 the oflice of the Post-room to agitate these
guestions until the country returus lu a scuse
of its solemn duty to us, and redeemns its sol-
emn obijgations. This it must do. We have
thie power to compel it with our 2,000,000 sons,
and our meelings in the Post-rovm are the lever
that will lift the world !

This is not politics, but it is the polities of
the Fust-room. There we have no use for cau-
didates or platforos, but we do have great use

about their pensions and they come Lo we with
their sorrows,

“Many of them are o needy and it is now al-
most impossible to got a pension eluim through.
The fight for their rights and the search for
evidence seems to grow harder and harder, and
in the meantime these women, mauny of them
tottering on the bLrink of the grave, bave to
suffer”

Now if the Relief Corps having little local
relief work to do, will join bands with the old
stand-by Relief Corps that are certain to re-
spond to every eall, there will soon be funds
enovugh in the Nutionnl Treasury not only to
prosecute the National Relief Corps Home
work until the four cents per capita is avail-
able, but to enaile the Home Board to gend out
much needed remmittances to the destitute
Nurses outside the Natioual Home.
