Hewry H. Adams, the newly-elected Com-
mander of Lafuyette Post, 140, is a native of
Ohio, and a direct descendant of the Adams
family of Braintree, Mass., which hasfornished
the country two Presidents, At the firing on
Sumter he was fired with the patriotic ardor of

1802, when he enrolled himself in Co. G, 126th
Oliio, for three years. Previousto thistime he
had been aetive in recruiting men for the serv-
jce. He was offered a commission of Lieu-
tenant, but npon the urgent request of Col.
Opdycke, afterward Gemefal, he acoepted the
position in the Department of Military Mails
on detached service,

By special permission he joinod his command
at intervals, and took part in the battle of
Franklin, March 9, 1863, and led the advance
in charge of the 125th Ohio across the Little
Harpeth River, dislodgiog Van Dorn's forces,
then occupying the south bank. For this he
was highly complimented by the oflicers of the
regiment,

He also participated in the battles of Chicka-
mangs, Rocky Face Ridge, Resaca, New Hope
Church, and Kencsaw Mountain. Acting as
Aid on the staff of Gen. Emersou Opdycke he
did waloable service during the operations of
the Founrth Corps, Gen. O. 0. Howard's, be-
tween Kenesawand Big Shanty, in charge of
the courier lines of commuunication, the latter

being the base of supplies. This service was
one of groat danger, the army being stationed
40 miles sonthwest of Big Shauty, and the in-
tervening country infested with guerrillas,
bushwhackers, and Confederate cavalry raiders,

He wus in command of 10 =couts, and made
tri-weekly trips by night through the wilder-
ness, and over the Kaccoon Mountain, fre-
quently encountering the rebel
bands of goerrillas, in which he and his escort
had many narrow escapes and exciling advent-
ures.

On the 20th of September, 1864, while in this
service, ho was captured at Athens, Ala., by
Gen., Forrest, and with several of his men was
taken to Cahaba, Ala., and there remained a

close prisoner for three months enduring un- |

told hardship. During this time their only
food was condemned horse feed, black, monidy
corn meal, and raw pumpking; nothing else,

In the lstter part of November he was ex-
changed at Vicksburg, and reported for duty on
the morning of the battle at Nashville, and
served the balance of his time acting as Aid
on the staff of Gen, Opdyeke,

His health having been serionsly impaired
by exposure and hardship in the Southern
prison pens, he was dischiarged on Sargeon's
certifieate of disability on March 10, 1865, at
Nashville, Tenn, ’

Commander Adams joined Lafavette Post in
1891, and has taken the greatest Interest in its
affuirs, and also of the G AR, in general, On
Decoration Day, 15892, he was in the city of
Paris, ind was delegated by the Post to deco-
rate the grave of the Marquis Lafayette with
a8 imposing ceremonies as possible, It is al-
most ueedless to say that it was one of the
greatest events that ever occurred
Americans abroad. Thedetails were published
extensively at the time. The ceremonies were
attended by the American Ministor and sunite,
by representatives of the French Government,
the entire American colony in Paris, nomber-
ing 500, officers of the army and navy, and
thousands of the leading citizens.
brilliant affair, and so successfully was every
detail earried out that Commander Adams was
the recipient of official acknowledgments from
the Freneh Government, the American Minie-
ter, the descendants of Lafayotte, and the offi-
cials of the eity of Paris,

Upon the return of Mr, Adams he was re-
ceived with all the honors that Lafarette Post
could bestow, and since that he has ably served

them in various capuacities, the last of which |

was Senior Vice Commander, In December hie
was unanimously elected Commander, and was
installed at the first Encampment in Januvary
with imposing ecremonies,

It will be remembered thar Lafavette Post
took the initiative in introdocing military drill
in the public schools of the United States, and
also in placivg the Ameriean flag on the publie
schools throughout the country.

Col. Adams was on the original committee,
and has been untiring in his effurts to have
military instruction become general through-
oul the country in the public schools, and is
urging the Commander-in-Chief to have per-
manent committees appointed in eaech of the
7.000 Grand Army Posts of the United States,
the duty of which shall be to develop military
instruction in the various sections of the United
States,

He was recently appointed by the Board of
Edocation of New York City as Treasnrer of the
Advisory Doard, reeently formed to tuke charge
of the movement in New York City proper.
He has also delivered addresses to the various
G.A.R. Posts in the West upon this subject, a
large number of which are co-operating with
their loeal educational boards, furthering the
movement,

Through the efforts of Commander Adams a
conference of Governors ie to be held in New
York, at Hotel Netherland, on Jan. 25, in re-
Istion to obtaining a concert of action on the
part of several States toward devising ways and
means for the introduction of military ivstruc-
tion throughout the several States,

Ten to twelve Governors have accepted the
invitations, and it is expected that an impetus
will be given to the movement which will result
in its adoption generally throaghout the coun-
try. Gen. Benjamin Harrison is most cordially
in sympathy with the moevement, as ontlined
in his article recently published in the Century
Magazine on the subject. The ex-President is
expected to be present at the conference of
Governors on Jan, 25,

Commaunder Adams is one of the ablest ex-
perts on iron in the country, and is at the head
of one of the largest and most prominent iron
concerns in the United States.

HISTORIC LETTER.

Written by a Patriotic Ohio Woman to Mrs.
Lincoln, Mistress of the White House.
What Oar Loyal Womean were Doing for
the Soldlers Thirty Years Ago, and what
They Are Doing Now,

AFTER THRE BALT.

One of the sorrows heroically borne by
Abrabam Lincoln, the immortal war President,
was the lack of sympathy and support from
his wife in his effort to save the Union,

Mrs, Lincoln was gay, thoughtless. and
wholly blind to the dutice and possibilities of
her station. When the Nation was bowed in
sorrow over its fresh-made graves, and the
wonnuded were langnishing in improvised and
ill-provided hoapitals, Mrs, Lincoin kept up
the White House levees.

The great-hearted, self-sacrificing women of
the country were not only grieved, but angered.
Press and people spoke out in no uncertain
tones. How they feit and what they said is
set forth in the following open letter to Mrs.
Lineoln, recently revived as a part of the his-
tory of that period:

Urnaxa, O, Feb. 10, 1862,

Mrs. Taxcors, Mapas: Pardon the liberty I
tnke in addressing vou, bt [ feel it to ha my duty
in behalfl of my sox, and [ hope you will tnkas it
kindly ; and if not, junst give it n eareful perusal,
and I hope you may be benefited.

God, in his mercy, hns chosen your hushand to
occnpy the most honorable position that a Nation
of freeman ean confer npon morial man: and he
doubiless fesls the responsibillty, May God give
bim grace and sirength to do his whole duty.
You arethe wife of our President, and the repre-
sentative mother of a great Republie, and upon
¥you especinlly resis n great reaponsibility ; and,
although you may never inve had wisdom to see
it, my a=acriion is none the less true. [ wish you
would think this faet over after rending my letler,
Mun exeels in judgment, but woman in instinotive
gooness of heart, She excels in plety, chiastity,

| and the finer sensibilitiea that complele the clinr-

ncter of & model womun, She should share the

! burden of life cheerfully, but innst be aecompanied

with an unwavering affection for the accomplish-
ment of good in him; for this end was she born,
Have vou ever serionsly reflected over this part of
your dmy 1o your hasband in his present position?
Are vou his counseclor, his comforter in the honr
of perplexity and 1rinl? Have you discharged nll
your ebligations to this Nation as his wife in pre-
cepl and exnmple? I not, repair 1o your closel,
and npon vour knees nsk God for wisdom todirect
you in this, and make von worthy tolive in the
heurts of the people. 1 once understood that you
were s womnn of niety, nnd | was giad, for | knew
there lind been great corruption in high places. 1
had hoped that there was an alitar of praver and
an offering upon it for the conntry in the Govern-
meont wansion. | regret that | was mistanken.

My desr Mra, Lincolr, you are not nware of the
opluions of the people. The people, the press, the
pulpit, nll alike, are locking at you in amaze-
ment. I fear you negleet to inform yourself in re-
gard to public sentiment. If o, you nre in a very
great error, You are miserably deccived, if you
ure flattored to believe nnythiog better than 1 now
tell you. FThe press of this country is a mighty en-
gine for wanl or for woe., It enn annihilnte eharne-
ter, remove mintsters and Generals, and hins often
obliternted the hopes and day-dresius of fanie that
giided the future of men in power, for when they
allempted (o grasp the golden fruit it turned to
dust nodd a=hes, like the apples of Sodom. o not
ignore the press; it < a sem of glass, and truly re-
flects chimracter ns meen by the external world, The
presa makes and unmapkes men, and sometimes
women, All you cluith as reputation the people
and the press made yon, for you were unknown
beflore. f

What exeuse ean you affer in extenuation of vonr
folly nud neglect ? Thejhiumblest mother that Inys
her offspring ns nsacrifies apon the altar of Liberty,
or the humblest wife fvho &nva to her husband,
“Go, and return with your shield, or on it," has

The libemnlity, energy, and Induostry of woman
are cloguent with sympathy that responds to the
cull for help for our sick and dylug soldiers, Trains
are daily laden with somwe munifieent offering of
some generous assoclation—something to alleviate
the sufllcrings and hardships of a Winter's eam-
pruign. Itisin your power to domuch. You ean
prepare many articles with your own lands to
comfort the remalning duys of some dear one whose
seut will be forever vacated at the hearthstone of
lhiooe,

Have you, like a true Spartan mother, buckled
the nrmor on n dear son and sent him away with s
molther's blessing in defenss of his country’s
right=? If no!, God lelp you to pray for those
whio have! Esteemn yourself blest thnt you do not
live to pleture the mutilated remalns of husband,
father, or son dragged with gaping wounds from
the chiaos and earnnge of the battleficld, The
women of the Natlon nre now sirnining every
nerve 1o mect the hinlfsupplied wants of our brave
army. Will yon listen in vain to this pleading
eall? Wil not you assist them in your lubor of
love? Darkoess hangs over the country, Listen
to the thundering pesls of battle as they vibrate on
the wir., Know ye not thae the bravest hearls are
troubled, and the “faces of he vallant are pale,'
and shrink in horror at the thought of this great
heaveu-favored Republie in ruins, Tribuiations
and uulverss! ealumity are now rife in the hearts
nud homes of every family.
