tress at Elizahcthtown. That position she held
through three administration Although an
effort was made to have Mr.--. Helm romovod
during Mr. Cleveland's first tcim, it. was not
urgeutly pressed and va3 uusuccessful.

' Capt. Ray, United StatC3 Army, in charge of
tho Shoshone Indian Agency in Wyoming, who
has spent 30 years on tho frontier, was in tho
city last week. He saya that tho red man can
be madeaKolf-supportin- g citizen. " During tho
year just ended," said he, "I had tho Indians
at wort on a big irrigating canal, of which seven
miles have been completed. They made as
good laborers as I ever saw, and worked cheer-

fully for $L a day." Such a Statement from an
intelligent and exceptionally wcll-infoim- ed

source is valuable It shows that what tho
Indian most needs is work, not coddling. Capt.
Ray's conclusion is thoroughly in harmony
with the facts developed by a recent tiial of tho
"outing system" at tho Carlisle Training
School, and bis suggestion should not be lost
sight of in tlio Government's future dealings
with the red man.

Tho old Boldiers' roll iu the Houso is at
present complete, tho latest accession being
Capt. James H. Shouse, of Indiana, who tool:
Gen. Fitch's place among tho Doorkeepers. It
is tho implication of the law that tho places
of Assistant Doorkeepers shall bo filled only by
crippled or disabled veterans. CupL Shouso's
appointment wag requested by Representative
Bretz. The new Doorkeeper served four years
in tho war, aud lost his left arm iu the battle
of Nashville. Ho was Sheriff of Knox County
and Mayor of Vinccnnos. This once more
completes the old soldiers' roll. All names on
this roll aro those of employes, principally
Doorkeepers, retained during good behavior,
which means that they cannot bo removed
except for cause.

Tho number of members of Congress who
have their Epeccbes written by others than
themselves is more than is gcncrallysupposod.
On many occasions members uho have never
aspired to speech-makin- and who have been
elected to Congress, have their speeches writ-

ten by some ono experienced, and, under
"leavo to print," insert it in the Record. One
member could not muster up the courago
requisite to stand up and make a speech in
tho House, so ho wrote it (a really good one),
and had it printed iu the Record, under tho
rule granting leave to print remarks. At va-

rious points he inserted tho words, "Laughter
nnd applause," "Great applause fn tho gal-

leries." aud such other expressions, which
appeared to havo been taken by the reporter.
This speech he scut in large numbers to his
admiring constituents, who at oucc concluded
that he was a great man and resolved to re-

elect him. However, boiuo friend of his, who
was somewhat of a wag, caught on to the man-

ner of his speech-makin- g and gave him away
to someone, and his constituents stiaighlway
nominated aud elected another man.

Onco two members from the same State who
could not mako or writo speeches, had each
delegated the writing of a speech to one of tho
men at the Capitol avIio do such work, and he
notkuowiug they wero from tho same State,
wrote the same speech for each. The two wore
duly printed iu the Record, of different dates,
and copies wero mailed by each member to bis
State for tho voters to read. It took the writing
of a good many letters on tho part of oach
would-b- e orator to convince the "constitoo-cnts- "

that tho mistake lay with the Public
Printer, and not himself.

There is some talk among the members olected
to the 54th Congress of discussing ptoposcd in-

vestigations of tho Executive Departments.
Chief among these is tho Pension Office. In
Indiana tbc Administration party attrihuto
their defeat to the soldier vote, disaffected by
tho manner of conducting the Pension Office

sinco the party's succession to power. It is also
claimed that tho Agricultural Department is
full of glaring cases of nepotism and favoritism.
The Civil Service law, it is said, ha3 been wil-

fully disregarded in tho Treasury, and investi-
gation is proposed to ascertain how tho Dockery
law reorganizing that Department has been
administered.

Judge Fcarson, of Ohio, is a hard-workin- g

member. Ho is Chairman of tho Committee on
Enrolled Bills. Every bill or resolution that
passes tho House goes through his bauds, and
is read aud carefully examinod by him, and ho
sees to it that t hero is no mistako in the final
draft of tho bill, and thou it goes to tho Senate
or to the President juet as it passed tho Houso.
Ho sees that all the uinondmcnts which tho
Houso makes to a hill aro inserted in tho official
,copy, and that necessary commas and punctua-
tion marks, upon which an important para-
graph often hangs, aro not lost in tho shuffle.
In the closing days of a scssiou. when tho groat
appropriation bills aro being wound up, Judge
Pearson's position 13 not an enviable ono. In
fact it never is very enviable

Senator Faulkner is one of tho hard workers
iu the Senate. Ho is aclivo iu all the consul-
tations, and is often called to tho chair of the
presiding officer, for which he has developed a
considerable talent. Genial and good naturcd,
he is never inclined to put aside callers, and is
one of tho most readily accessible men in tho
Senate. Ho talks well on occasion, and his
clear, incisive logic always scores a point for his
sido whenever he ribesto tako part iu a debate.
Ho docs a good deal of work as a membor of tho
District Committee, and is placed by Chairman
Harris on all tho having Im-

portant bills in charge

Mr. Call is noted for his large vocabulary.
It is said that he can talk for 12 hours without
in tci mission, extemporiziug all tho time aud
not make a rhetorical or grammatical bluudor
during tho entire period. Yet he is not a popu-
lar talker in tho Senate. Ho is also noted for
his retaliation, and works persistently for uia
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own measures, canvassing for them on both
I aides of .tho Houso. A voto against hi3 own

projects ho always takes as a personal bit, and
ho roraembors to return it. " Voto for my bill,

. and I'll help you," ho often says, and ho is good
at keeping promises. Ho is a staunch cham-
pion of tho settlers in Florida, who30 interests
he thinks are being throatenod by tho swamp
and overflow-lan- d acts iu that State. Another
favorito subjoct of his is tho Louisiana Lottery
fight. Ho assorts that it is trying to defeat his

masqueraded under tho name of
tho Honduras Lottery Company. Mr. Call
gained some notoriety for removing his shoes
during a tedious discussion of tariff last Juno,
and was scvoroly criticised. Thoro is said to
bo tin anti-Cal- l crusade in his State, which
scvoroly threatens I113 political welfare.

GETTYSBURG PARK.
Tho Sundry Civil Bill, which was last wcofc

reported to tho House, contains an item of
$50,000 for continuing the surveying, marking,
and improving of tho field of Gettysburg, as
well as tho following: "And the Secretary of
War is authorized to receive from the Gettys-
burg Memorial Association, a corporation char- -'

tered by the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, a
deed of conveyance to tho United States of tho
lands belonging to said Association, embracing
about 700 acres, more or loss and being a con-

siderable part of tho battlefield of Gettysburg,
together with all rights of way over nvonucs
through said lauds acquired by said associa-

tion, and all improvements made by it upon
tho same. Upon tho duo execution aud de-

livery to tho Secretary of War of such deeds of
conveyance, tho Secretary of War is authorized
to pay to the said Battlefield Momorial Associa-
tion tho sum of $2,000, or so much thereof as
may be necessary to dischargo the indebted-
ness of said Association, tho amount of such
debts to bo verified by the officers of tho Memo-
rial Association and approved by tho Secretary
of War."

PENSION DECISION.
Assistant Secretary of tho Interior Reynolds

hag decided that whero a soldier dies before
final action by tho Pension Bureau, his claim
having been subsequently rejected, tho attor-1- 1

oy of iccord has no legal light to appeal from
such rejection, without first obtaining from
tho widow of tho soldier a power of attorney to
continue its prosecution.

Tho claim for incrcaso in which tho appel-
lant was attorney, having been abandoned by
tho applicant, who thereafter filed a claim in
his own behalf which was allowed, tho appel-
lant was not entitled to a fee.

When, in a claim for increase, an order for a
medical examination is not obeyed, tho attor-
ney shall bo notified of tho fact, and, unless
within 90 days from tho dato of tho notico a
satisfactory explanation of such failure i3 filed,
tho attorney bball be held to bo in neglect,
and his attorneyship forfeited. When an at-

torney completes tho cvideiico to astablish a
claimant's right to pension, his fco is earned ;
and if such attorney dies before allowance of
tho claim or issuo of certificate, the feo vests in
Iiis personal representative.

A NEW AMENDMENT.
Representative Linton, who has been promi-

nently connected with tho movement against
scctariau schools, last week proscnted a joiut
resolution in Congress as an amendment to tho
Constitution, as follows: "Neither Congress nor
any Stafo shall pass any law respecting an
establishment of religion, or prohibiting tho
free cxerciso thereof, or uso tho property or
credit of tho United States, or any money
raided by taxation, or authorize cither to bo
used, for tho purpose of founding, maintaining,
or aiding by appropriation, payment for serv-
ices, expenses or otherwise, any church, reli-
gious denomination or religious society, or any
institution, society, or undertaking which is
wholly or in part under sectarian or ecclesias-
tical control."

The proposed amendment is accompanied by
a memorial from the National League for the
Protection of American Institutions, urging
action on tbc amendment.

ARMY AND NAVY.
Tho most important legislation decided upon

by the o which is engaged iu
drawing the Naval appropriation bill is an in-

crease of the Navy by the addition of 2,003 en-

listed men. This incrcaso was recommended
by Secretary Uerbeit iu his annual report,
wherein he explained the difficulty of properly
manning tho ships with the present force of
seamen of the rank and file. No doubt is ex-
pressed that tho full committee will sanction
ibis item, and that it will meet tho approval of
tho House.

Six Army officers have declined brevet ranks
conferred upon them during the year 1SU4 for
gallantry iu Indian engagements. The list of
brevets conferred is materially lengthened by
conforreucc of these honorary titles. The War
Department had considerable difficulty in
selecting officers who wero entitled to tho dis-
tinction, and a largo amount of correspondence
was entailed betwecu the Department and offi-

cers. It is unusual to havo an officer dcclino
a brevet commission, which carries nothing
with it but honor of being mentioned for gal-
lantry and courage It was with surprise,
therefore, that six officers' commissions were
found rctiirncd to the War Department. Tho
objection in fivo instances was that tlio addi-
tional brevet rank conferred was not based on
tho actual rank held by the officers at tho time
of tho nomination. Tho brevets given wero
based ou tho rank held at tho time of the event,
so that Captains found thomsolvcs with tho
brevets bf First Lioutonnnt and Captain, in-

stead of being brevottcd Major and Lieutenant-Colone- l.

Tho Navy Department is making every
effort to get tho now cruiser Olympia ready for
sea. Tho vessel is now iu tho poisession of
tho builders at the Union Iron Works, Sau
Francisco, aud although she had a successful
speed aud acceptance trial many mouths ago,
owing to delays iu the delivery of her armor
and some of her guns, tho Departmout has not
yet been able to put hor in commission. Tlio
Olympia will probably bo commanded by Capt
Jacob Bcod, now commanding the receiving
ship Independence at tho Mare Island Navy-yar- d.

It is expected that a draft of men will
arrive at Sau Francisco about Feb. 20, and tho
vessel will go into commission immediately
thereafter.

TwoETciliiiff Conflict i with TCoboK In Which.
a Number are lirtlorf X Warship Sent.
Tho steamer Alameda from Honolulu arrived

on the 28th at S.m Francisco with the news of
a revolt against thcfllvaiian Ropnblicon tho
ahoro six railos from Honolulu. Thoro had
been a plan to, sitrprjso tho city, which was
frustrated. Tho robels consisted of half a thou-
sand Kanakas aud illaif-whit- o royalists, led by
Bob Wilcox and Sam, Nowlein. They wero
supplied with amiffanil ammunition from ves-sol- sl

Tho fight tookjplaco betweon tho polico
and tha robols, iu which n prominent and popu-
lar young man, Charles L. Carter, was killed.
A strong forco was sent out from tho city, and
tho insurrection was 'soon crushed out. Many
prisoners wore taken, including the slayer of
young Carter. A number wero killed by shot
and shell.

Liter on tho arrival of tho forco of sharp-shooto- is

and a rifle gun early in the afternoon
troops drew in upon Wilcox and sharp action
began, lasting tlirco ho lira, when shells drovo
tho enemy into hiding in recesses of the ridges
and bush. Wilcox and his mon foughtsavagely,
firing 300 shots, but inflicting no injuries. Two
of his men wero kilted. Two deserted and sur-
rendered. He escaped with about 30 of his
men, and his capture 13 eagerly sought. Two
days later tho Government had lb'0 prisonera,
all having somo connection with the robeilion,
some of them being its leaders. President Dolo
promptly issued a proclamation, declaring
Honolulu under martial law.

Tho death of Charles Lamb Cartor created a
profound sensation. Ho was a young man of
lino presence unusual ability, and engaging
manner and hiuh character. Ho was one of
tho fivo commissioners who ncgotia:od tho
treaty of annexation with President Harmon
in ISiKJ. Ho was a loading member of tho Con-

vention which fiamcd the new Constitution last
year, and was expected to be a leader in tho
coming session of tho Legislature, although
barely 30 years of age. Ho was tho oldest son
of the Iato Hawaiian Minister at Washington,
Henry A. P. Carter, and a nephew of Chief
Justice Judd. Ho leaves a widow and two
children. Ho was buried tho same day from
his mother's house.

It was in the first encounter that ho lost his'
life. The rebels were collected to force their
way to the city, when there arrived from their
homes tlirco prominent young men, .7. B.
Castle, Collcctor-Gonera- l Charles Cartor, and
his law partner, Alfred Carter. Thoy
came to assist tho polico. Carter observed that
the firing proceeded from a canoe-she- d on tho
beach. He sang out to tho polico to come 011,

aud with them madoa rush on theshed. John
Lane, half-whit- e, fired on him with a pistol at
close quarters. Carter received three shots,
one of which entered his ribs. Ho fell, calling
out that it was not serious, hut iniinedi.iHy
exclaimed that lie was hard hit. At this mo-

ment Rcrtolmau fired. with a carhiuo from the
veranda, anil shot Lieut. Holi, of tho police,
who 13 dangerously wounded. Tho enemy
wero diivcn from tho shed by a resoluto at-

tack, but inn inland to tlio bush. From there
thej-- kept up a hot firo upon tho houses to
which the wounded men had been carried, to-

gether with Lane, anil two othor prisoners.
Public sentiment has been deeply stirred by

tho news of tho revolution. Admiral Bcards-lc- o

received prompt ordets to sail in tho Phila-
delphia to Honolulu. It is thought at tho
Navy Department that alio will mako her
journey in six or seven days if pushed for
speed.

"Juno 21. -- Engaged all day in drawing a
wombat's brain for R. a

"2Gth. Finished the wombat's brain.
"Nov. 17. Last night a kangaroo (dend)

came to R. from the Zoo.
"Dec. 29. Wrapped up tho tortoise in flan-

nel beforo I went to bed, aud put it iu the
collar.

"April 11 (1837). Dr. A. Farre and Mr. Dar-
win hero this afternoon. After tea, muscular
fiber and microscope in the draing-rooin- .

"Feb. 1. The defunct rhinoceros (late of
Wombwcll's menagerie) arrived whilo R. was
out. I told the men to tako it right to tho end
of tho long pasago, where it now lies. As yet

"Nov. 21 0819). K. brought back with him

Tho cook'8 chief objectfnu seemed to be tho
name (Anarrhichas lupus) which hor master
had called it, aud she-- w3 doubtful if a fish
with such a uamo could bo a fit thing to send
up to a table. It turned out to be what thoy
call a "wolf-fish,- " and K. declared it was not
at all bad."
