OLT GLOIIY WAVES.

liaising: tlio Fin? Over Trinity College with
Imposing Kxercisrs Patriotic Washington.
Good Word n from Activu Workern Vutuo
of The National Tribuno to Comrades of
tho G.A.K.
Trinity College, Hnrtford, Conn., is the first

higher educational institution in tho land to
hoist Old Glory with lilting ccromouios. It is
a National institution, drawing its students
from all parts of tho Union, making tho pa-
triotic movement tho moro significant.

After the Connecticut Legislature ordered tho
flag hoisted over ovory public school iu tho
Stato, Trinity College authorities rcsolvod not
only to show their approval of this patriotic
measure, hut to set an cxamplo which should
bo followed, and that right speedily, by every
college iu tho United States.

It was an imposing occasion, a pwtriotic out-
pouring, memorahio in the history of tho flag.
Charles Dudloy Warnor, who witnessed tho
grand pageant, says: "Itwasthe most beautiful
spoctaclo Hartford oversaw, and it is significant
for tbo wholo country as tho first visiblo effort
of a col lego to bind scholarship to patriotism."

Another writor comments on tho "solid
ranks of the veterans, shoulders growing bowed
now and heads gray," tho superb uniforms of
tho militia, tho sea of spectators, tho Indies'
dresees, tbo caps and gowns aud hoods, the

Fi.ao Raising at Trinity;
dignified buildings, tbo city below, the rich
valley of the Connecticut further off with its
boundaries of bills and mountains, tho burst
of military music all making "a picture
unique and beautiful."

It was a groat day for Trinity Collego; its
entire facade drapod with flags, with great
streamers of red, whiloand blue, extending in
triple pennons from roof to foundation state.

A knoll in tho center of tho campus was
chosen for tho Aug-shaf- t, which was of Oregon
pine, 103 feet high, straight, white and without
blemish, and fiom tho top of this the Stars aud
Stripes flics iu ail its splendor.

Nathaniel Lyon and R. 0. Tyler Posts, of
Hartford, claimed tho honor of presenting tho
flag, nnd had tho place of honor at tho exercises.
As tho demonstration was National, Gon. J. B.
Gordon was invited to deliver nn address, hut
finding himsalf unablo to bo present, sent a
letter expressing hearty sympathy iu the move--,

moot. All tho Southern graduates expressed
heartiest interest.
