cupied sonio two months, This examination
embraced the relations existing between the

served to awaken and stimulate s spirit of
patriotism smong the scholars, and, if in use,
how far they had boen successiul, The
teachers welcomed the movement in uil these
schools, aud especially the privcipals, who
found a keen appreciation of the imperative
necessity of developing and encouraging a dis-
tinctly Ameriean ideal, of how important it is
that the child should understand just what the
school 18 for, and why the childrén attended it,
and their future destinies us American citizeny,
“In these schools tens of thoussuds of the
children of the very poor of nearly every race
on the face of the earth, and of every color,
children unable—from extreme poverty, from
gpeaking a foreign langnage irregular hours,
or other reasons—to attend the public seliools,
bave been taught what it meuns to be clean,
orderly, respectfnl and obedient to authority.
This examination and investigation led Col,
Baleh to formulate his systém of patriotie in-
struction, with a flag in every schoolroom as
an incentive and object lesson, In May, 1891,
be introduoeed in the 21 day-sé¢hools of the Aid
Society in New York the patrioticsalute: ‘We
give our heads and our hearth to our country.
One country! One language! Oune flag!’

* The affect of the daily nse of this salute by
the children was so happy in arousing their
enthugiasm for the Natiooul flag sud in awak-
ening a deep interest in the principles it sym-
bolized (so far as the children were capable of
puderstanding thoem) that he became convineced
that the salute needed but o singleamendment
to complete!y fulfill the patriotic purpose for
which it was intended, That amendment was
the recognition of an overruling Providence,
of the Almighty Father of all, of that God
whom zll eivilized nations, races and tongues
acknowledge and adore.

“1n introdoeivg the salute in a school the aim
has been to intersst the child by arousing and
appealing to the emetion of gratitude, the out-
growth of its love for its parcnts, who are all in
all to the child. It is essy to puss from love in
this form to the love of home, of the locality
in wifich the ehild is reared, and 6f personal
friends and neighbors, and thus gradually en-
able the ¢fiild to apprehend the idea of love for
the country of its birth or adoption, that larger
home which we designate as our country.
After careful deliberstion it seemed wise to
amend the salute as used from 1891 to 1894 so
that it shall recogmize, first of all, the Ruler of
the Universe, the Almighty God. The form
now used is: ‘'We give our heads and ounr
hearts to God and our dountry! One country!
©no language! Oue flag!’”
