few fancy costumes appenred at intervals, gen-
erally grotesgue, thongh a few litue children
wore most pictnresguely attired.

The street down which we went, the Boule-
vard Bt. Michel, is the avenoe par excelleuce
of the Latin quarter; here the students of
Paris a'semble in thousands, &s the principal
collages are in this vicinity.
