Division Commanders are requested to de-
stroy all old Rituals received by them from the
several Camps of their respective Divisions.

The question has been frequently asked as to

Camps with more thun four copiesof the Rituxl.
Article 20, page 77, of the C., I, and R., is very
plain and explicit apon this poiut. It pro-
vides that " the general use of the Ritual for

mp services is prohibited; no Camp shall be
allowed over four Rituals, and the Camp Cap-
tain shall make it his apecial duty to see that
each and all of Lis subordinates are fully in-
gtructed as to their duties and parts.”

The resignation of James W. Freeman as
Commander of the Division of Montana hus
been received and accepted, Montsna is in
arrears wilh reports and per capita tax for the
third and fourth quarters of 1894, and in pur-
suance of a vote of the Council-in-Ohief the
Camps of this Divieion have been attached to
the Divigion of Washington.

The following questions bave been frequently
asked :

Aregrandsons of honorably-discharged Union

soldiers, sallors or murines eligille to member-
ship in the Order of Sons of Veterans? An-
swer: Yes. See Section 1, Article b, page 5, of
the Camp Rules and Rituals, which reads as
follows: * All male descendunts, not Jess than
18 years of age, of deceased or honorably-dis-
charged soldiers, sailors or marines who served
in the Uuiun army or navy during the eivil
war of 1861-1865, shall be eligible to member-
ship,” ete.
Ave Oumps permitted to confer npon a ean-
didate all three degrees at one meeling? An-
swer: The Constitution, Ritual and Proceed-
ings of the Davenport Encampment are silent
opon this question. Each Camp is privileged
to use its owu discretion in the matter, though
generally it would be advisable to eonfer but
one degree at a meoting,

Past Capt. A. E. B. Stephens, of Camp 204,
Division of Olio, has been appointed Assistant
Adjutaut-General. '

Soon again the Sons of Veterans will be
called upon to exercise the highest privilege,
and to perform the most sacred duty by
joining with the Union veterans in psyinga
tribute'of love, honor and respect to the mem-
ories of the heroic dead. Memorial Day will
soon be here. Divisiou Commanders and Camp
Captaing should begin early, and make every
preparation for the proper observance of this
day, which, by National legislation, has been
dedicated to our soldier dead. We owe it to
the sscrifices and services of our fathers and
our fathers' comrades, to join with the liviu
veteranus in paying homage to those who have
answered the call of the reveille for the last
time; whohave joined thesilent majority, and
whose tents are spread on fame's eternal camp-
ing-ground. Camps are urged to attend in a
body, and in uniform, the Memorial services
beld in the various churches on the Sabbath
preceding Memorial Day. Camp Chuplaive sre
requested to make full and complete reports to
Division Chaplaing, in order that the latter
may be able to make good reports to the Chap-
lgin-in-Chief. Brothers, let os lay garlands of
love and wreaths of sffection at the tomb of
every Union soldier. Let us honor gurselves
by honoring the men who fought for the main-
tenwnce of the Union and the preservation of
the institutions of our Government.

In the South there are 81 National Ceme-
teries, and on each succeeding 30th of May the
beautiful eustom of decorating the graves of
the Union soldiers who are buried therein is
followed., This observation necessitales con-
siderable expense, which heretofore has been
borne by the Grand Army of the Hepublie, It
i# Lo be hoped that the membors of our Order
will be liveral in their contribttious to this
fund this year.

There are certainly enough holidays to give
every oue an opportunity to indulge his fanciea
as he seagguost fit, but don’t make Memorial
Day a time for sport. If every brother of our
Order would give more attention to this mat-
ter and call the attention of the loyal citizeas
to it, we might hope for a lessening of the evil.

THE FLAG SALUTE IN MISSOURIL

A committes from O. P. Morton Corps, Jop-
lin, Mo., waited upon Superintendent Brown,
of the public schools, and saked him to use his
influence in having the flag salute introduced
into the morning exercises.

They found him deeply interested, and steps
will be taken to inaugurate this patriotic work
in the publie schools of Joplin. In an article
bearing upon this subject, Past President Adsh
Goss Briggs, of O, P. Morton Corps, says:

“It seems to me there could be nothing more
inspiring than to open school in the morning
by singing those patriotic songs, and afterward
giving the salute to the starry emblem of our
country’s glory.

* Every teacher finds it necessary to supple-
ment the mental ‘training of her pupils by a
certain amount of woral training. The teacher
who can keep hands too busy for idle mischief
and fill youthful minds with noble thoughts
has found the key to her individual success and
made divine her chosen eccupation.

“In using the flag salute as an inspiration to
patriotic sentimeuts and patriotism as a factor
in building up the moral eharacter of the young,
the teacher must find a help of inestimable
valuoe.
