But He Was Not Heounded Up at Head-
quarters for Foraging.

Epiror NATiONAL TripUuNeE: I was

ilar one.
| It was during the Summer of 1863, when
| the old Fourth Diwvision (8 A, Horlbut’s)

lay in camp at Memphis, Tenn., a beavy |

guard detail from the different regiments
wis ordered to go with the mule teams after
forage in the country. I was one of the
party on our return. When a half mile
from cuup I noticed a sweet-potato paich
pear the read, and said to someé of the hoya:

“It would be a goold place to forage some
potatoes for onr mess,”

Soon afier the forage trip in the couniry,
a comrade and I got passes to visit the city,
where we spent the day. Feeling pretty
good i spirits on our return to camp in the
evening, I suggested to my comrade we take
the mess-basket and go forage a few sweet
potatees from the patch mentioned.

The moon was shining brightly when we
reached the eud of the paich nearest our
camp. I told my comrade to remain at this
poiut until I ran to another part of the field
to get a hoe where 1 had seen a number
Iying promiscuously about, a day or two
before.

I was harrying across those ridges on
donble-gnick time, when, midway of the
putch, some one in the bushes ballooed near
by, *“ Halt there!”

the men were all in the Confederate army, |

the Vermonters became very good friends
with the female portion of the community.

Christmas night, 1864, three of the Ver-
mont cavalty offivers were invited to eat a
Christm: s supper at one of the houses near

where our reserve picket-post used to stand. |

I have furgotten the nawe of the people, but
the incident seems fresh in miy memory, and
was one of the few real cujoyments of a sol-
dier's life.

The house to which the officers were in-
vited was some four miles ountside of our
picket-line, Ratberaticklish trip, when one
might expect to find futher or brether at
home from the Confederate army.

Nevertheless, those officers were bound to
have their Chrisimas supper, regardless of
what might be outside the picket-lines
That did not worry us near as much as how
we were 1o pass our picket-lines out aud in
Agnin.

Finally, we made np the following yarn
to relate at the picket-line: We represented
ourreives as Custer's rcouts, and we were
going vut 10 see il we could find where Early
wae: that we might be gone until 12 o'clock;
to be sure and iell the relief guards that we
were ont and would come in about 12, s0
they need not call the Ofiicer of the Guard
when we came in.

Our story pissed current with the pickets,
and we were soon trotting gaily to our sup-
per. When we reached the house we found
& private of some regiment who bad stolen
outside without story er permit. The night
was quite dark, and after making our horses
as pecure and comfortable as possible, we
were royally welcomed by the lady of the
bouse and her daughter. We conld not well

stand picket and e: joy n meal at the same i

time. So we concluded to get the meal first,
The lady assured us if ber son, who was in
the Virginia cavalry, should come home, even
if accompanied by some comrades, she could
guarantee us {rom capture as her guests,
We begun our supper, which, for au im-
poverished conntry swepi by both armies
alternately. was elaborate. Oor ever-ready
revolvers were close at hand.
enjoying the feast fora few minutes when a
rap ot the door was heard. We had trusted
somewhat to the iostinet of our horses to
warn ue of the approach of any one, but this
was a completc surprise. 'We at once took
position with resolver in each hand, and
theu allowed the lady to open the door.

“HarLy THERE!?

Of course 1 obeyed the command. A
Corporal and one or two others advanced
and made inquiry as to my business there.
1 told them of my discovery of the patch:
that T bhad not felt well for some time, and
thouglit 1 wounld like a mess of the potatoes.
The Corporal did not seem to approve of my
plan of getting them, and eaid he would
send me to Gen. Lanman’s Headquarters
for furtber orders. I was very much averse
at appearing before the old General on this
oceasion, apd uszd all the power of argu-
ment possible to prevent going ; but it was
{ mo avail,

So, with & single guard, we took up our
line of march. 1 told my escort 1 was fee-
hie, could hardly step across the ridges, ete.
He seemed to sympathize with me, but not
enough to let me escape. He was careful
| and careless both ; for when we bad reached
& point far emough distant from the Corporal
and his reserve, I gently tried the manly
art of Corbett upon him, and Jeft him
sprawling among the sweetl-potato vines
long enough to make my escape on guick
| time to a place of eafety in the rear. 1 then
| hallooed back to him: *'You didn’t take me
to Lauman's after all, did you?”

One man riding abead up 1o the picket, asked
them if they had been iuformed of our being
out? *Yes; that is all right.” Buat, say,

we have been near Cedar Creek and eaptuored,

one of Farly’s scontg, and are taking him to
Coster. “All right; pass in.”

We were not Joug in making our camp
from the picket-line. 1 heard one of the
reserve pickets remark :

“Those sconis must have rode like — to
bhave gone to Cedur Creck and back in four
boure,”

We scented a commotion on the picket-
line when the officer heard our story.
They started at once for Custer’s Head-
guarters to see if we were bopest, We were
uol there, but they reported all the same,
Custer had noscouts out, and we must be the
encmy. “Hearch the camp!” We were not
long in unsaddling and crawling into our
dog-tents, even pulling off our spurs while
snoring. We were the first to inguire what
the rumpus was, sud was told of our enter-
ing the lines. If they had thought even to
lift sowe of the blankets on our horses they
would have readily discovered the horses
that hid been in use. But we did not sug-
gest this test, and good luck again shielded
us, and our horses gave no sigus as they
munched their hay.

Later on, when the camp had somewhat
wt«'d down, we gave our horses their well-

rved oats, and in the morning they ouly
blinked their eyes and looked wise, when
the rumor went through camp that someone
Plajed a trick ou U picket, and Eariy’s

Rome, at once sent the much-needed help,
| and signaled them to “ Hold the fort, for I
am coming.”

I was ou the mountain at the time, and
near the General when these things occurred,
Corse arrived just in time to save from de-

| struction the large amount of stores in the
| depot at Allatoona, which afterward did
| good service in the march to the sea.

| The rebel Jeader at Allatoona was Gen.

AN OHIO BOY AND HIS PONY

Adventures of an Orderly on & General's
Stafr,

Epitor Natroxarn Trinvse: I will give
a brief acconnt of my experience in the war,
and that of the pony that, I think, went
more miles than any c«ther horse, either
North or South, If anyoue can beat it, I
ghall be glad to hear from him.

I enlisted at Lewis Center, O., in Co. G,
45th Ohio, under Capt. John Humphrey,
afterward Colonel. We met at Camp Chase
about the 11th of August, were mustered in
on the 19th, and on the 20th started for the
front. We went to Ciucinnati, and then to
Cyathians, Ky., about the time that Kirby
Smith gave our men such a bard fight at
Richmond. He came on te Cynthiana, when
we were compelied to born our sapplies and
retreat to Covington. This was the time
that the Ohio “squirrel hunters” came to
Cinciunati with anything they could get in
the shape of a gun.

After this we went to Lexington, Ky.,
and went into Winter guarters in Camp
Ella Bishop. This camp was named after a
beautiful young lady who floated a Union
flag from a third-story window while the
rebel troops were marching through the
streets,

In the Spring of 1863 our regiment was
mounted and assigned with the 1st Ky. Cav,,
under Col. Wolford, We had several small
fights around in Keatoncky, the first to
amount to much being at Somerset. The
latter part of June we made a raid inte
Tenmessee, and while near Jamestown John
Morgan got after . us and ran us to James-
town, Ky., where we got reinforcements,
The next morning, the Fourth of July, he
went aronnd us in the direction of Lebanon,
where we overtook him, and where Calvio
Morgan, John's brether, was killed.

We chased Morgan to Brandensburg, 40
miles below Louisville, where he crossed the
Ohio River. I unever did believe Morgan
intended to make a raid into Ohio or Indi-
ana, ahd if the boat that he crossed on had
been stopped, we would have captured his
whole command.

We had to wait on the river bank over 24
hours for a boat, the rebels having burned
the one they crossed on. The first day of
our ride in ludiana I captured a pony. 1
rode him through Indiana and Ohio, to the
Ohio River at Chester, where Dick Morgan
surrendered 1,080 mem to our regiment.
Here in this skirmish I fired eight shots at
rebels in the State of Ohio, which few men
CAD SAY.

From Lere we guarded our prisoners down
the Ohie River to Ciucinpati, where we
turned them over and went by cars to Nich-
olasville, Ky., where we took a short rest.
We next went tbrough Cumberiand Gap
into East Teunessee, in time to see the
bridge burn at Loudon. Here I, with 14
others of the 45ih Ohio, was detailed as
Orderly or dispatch carrier for Gen. Huas-
kell, of the Twenty-third Corps.  We went
to Kuoxville, where we were besieged for 21
days, and thought that wheat bran made
very good bread.

Here at Knoxville, in front of Fort San-
ders, the next morning after the Johnoies
waude their charge, the dead and wounded
lay as thick as in any place I eversaw them,

From Knoxville we chased the rebels into
weetern Virginia, I riding that same pony,
as I don't wunt you to forget him, and back
to Greenviile, Tenn., where John Morgan
was killed in Mre, Williams's cabbage patch.,
From here I went to Bull's Gap, where, on
the 5th of Junuary, 18G4, I was kicked by
the horse of Capt. Kerstetter, the Adjutant-
General. It was abont 6 o'clock in the
evening, and I crawled into a pup-tent,
where 1 lay withoat medicine, fire, or doe-
tor till 9 o'clock the next day with an in-
jured back, double hernia, and smashed left

| shoulder, all of which injuries I bave to this

day.

Returning to Knoxville we 15 Orderlies
were detailed as ecouts, gerving in that ca-
pacity until the next Spring. We all had
passes to go oulside the lines day or night,
and we had a wariety of adventares, some
amusing as well as thrilling,

On the 1st of April we went hack to Gen.
Haskell, and started for Lookout Mountain,
where we entered upon the Atianta cam-

about the 5th of May until September. The
most exeiting incident of my life was on the

I was in full view of the rehel artillery
for abou! B0 rods, and their sbells fell thick
about me. I reached within 100 yards of
Gen. McPPherson, only to see him fall and be
Through all the Atlanta
campaign I still rode that same Indiana
pory. When Sherman divided his army
and sent Thomas back to Nashville we went
with him. 1 was all through that ecam-
paign, in the battles of Columbia, Franklin
and Nashville, and after the utter defeat of
Hood's army we chased Lhe Johinnies over
to the Tennessee River, where we took hoat
down the river to the Ohio, and then up the
Ohio to Louisville and Clucinnati.

There we took cars for the East, T had
been transferred to the stafl of Gen. Conch,
and when we arrived at Columbus the Gea-
cral gave e a seven-days’ leave of absence
to stop and see my girl. This was my first
visit home,

I reported at Washington in due time,
and was goon on the move again, going to
Baltimore, thence down the Chesapeake and
around the Atlantic to Goldshore, N. C.
There we joined Sherman’s army, and
started for Richmond, as we supposcd.

Alfter a few days I concluded that the war
was about over, and I therefore asked Gen.
Couch to relieve me as Orderly, in order
tbat I might return and be mustered oat
with my regiment, which was then at Nash-
ville, Tenn., The request was granted, and
then it was that I had to give up the poony
which I bad riden ever since the Morgan
ra'd, through all that raid, through the
scoutiogs and marches in Bast Tenucssee,
through the Atlanta campaign, back to
Nashville, and then clear around through
the North down to Carolina.

I started oo North, and while at the depot
in Harrisburg hesrd the news of the assussi-
nation of our noble President, Abraham
Lincoln. 1 reached Nashville in time to be
mustered out with the old 45th, and re-
tarned to Columbus with the boys, June 16,
1865, —Geo.

THEY GOT THERE,

Amusing Experlences of Wounded Comrades
in the Vicksburg Campnign.

Eprtor NATIONAL TRIBUNE: In the

charge of the Preacher Regiment (34th lowa)

| at Champion Hills, David Boyd and I were

wounded. The second morning we took a
notion that we would get out of that place.
After our wounds were dressed 1 provided
myeelf with an improvised eruteh made of a
forked stick, took an old blouse and made a
cushion, and, with a stick for a cane, and
Boyd with bis arm in a sling, we started up
the hill to view the battlefield and get a
breath of fresh air. The gtench of the field
was terrible,

When we arrived near the rebel hospital on
the road to Black River Bridge, about 200 or
300 yards on the road west of the hospital an
old negro came out of the woods with a white
horse. We commanded him to get out of the
old wagon towhich the old horse was har-
nessed, snd he obeyed the order instantly, for
it was backed with a loaded musket and with
some adjectives from Comrade Boyd. We then
came to the conclusion to follow the army to
Black River, or wherever it was or might go,
80 we mounted the wagon. Boyd had been
& teamster, and thought he knew all nbout
iiriving horses, and driving them with one

ine,

So we started. Comrade Boyd had one
good arm and I had one good leg. We came

t0 & meeting-house with the door standing

ajar, and we thonghi there might bs some
cushions there to make onr board seat more
comfortable for ridisg. So Comrade Boyd
got two for us. The tires of the old wagon
were loose, and Bayd had to get out ire-
quently and pound on the tire to keep the
wheel from breakihg down. Then, all at
once, the atmosphere would become blue for
a time, for in pounding at the old wheel ke
would hurt his arm,

Thus we traveled an to within abount half
way from Champion, Ilills to Black River,
we came to a clay hill. We got about half
way up the hill; the horse balked with us
and began to back down. FEoyd jumped out
and began to whip the old horse to make
him pull me up the hill, but the horge had
gone on a strike and proposed to stay out, if
he died. The Lorse won, and backed down
the hill, nearly dumping me, wagon and all
in a deep ditch.

Just at this time Comrade Vaughn, whe
had been detailed as wagonmaster, came up
from the front with some teams. We
changed the harness from the ancient horse
to » mule. The long-eared quadruped was
a great improvement on the horse as a
meaus of transportatien, but the difficulsy
was that the mule was dead lazy, and Com-
rade Boyd frequently hurt his woonded
arm in the use of the whip and gee string.

When we arrived at Edward’s Statien we
conld see the pile of sngar that the Johnnies
had dumped ont of the barrels, the object
being, I presume, to keep it from falling into
the hands of us Yanks, Wae filled our hav-
ersacks with it,

We arrived in camp that night with onr
regiment, and when the army crossed the
river and marched toward Vicksburg we fol-
lowed with our mule and old wagon, and we
made laughing-stock for all the boys who
saw us. But we were trying to keep up
with the army, and did not propose to be
captured, as some of the men were who re-
mained at the hospital at Champion Hills,

Before we arrived at Vicksburg fighting
was going on, and we could hear the noise of
the eannon. When we did arrive there we
selected a sheltered spot for a camp, made us
a tent by driving poles in the ground, and
getting moss and cane leaves and mads a
bunk. We turned over tothe Quartermaster
the old mule and wagon, and got our wounds
dreased every day.

Our Surgeon had lectured the hoys se-
verely for not keeping themselves clean and
white. At Vicksburg Boyd discovered the
Surgeon in an ambulance with his colored
man picking vermin frem his clothing.
Boyd instantly commenced hurling his ad-
jectives at the Surgeon for not keeping
clean. I looked for Boyd to get arrested,
but for some cause he was not. The Surgeoa
talked back to him in the same language,
and that was the end of it.

On the day that Fort Hill was blown up
we got to ride outside of the picket-line in
rear of the army. A part of the picket that
was off duty went outside with us to hunt
sowe fruit. We came to a farmhouse where
there was a peach orchard. The lady of the
house treated us nicely, and her daughter,
whose hushand had been killed in the rebel
army, played on the piano for us, The lady
asked the Sergeant, who had gone with us,
to pace a guard over the orchard to keep
the Yanks from taking the peaches. So a
guard was detailed and posted at one side of
the orchard, with proper instructions, and
did his duty well; but on the other side of
the orchard some of the boys crawled through
the fence under the hill, out of sight of the
guard, und helped themselves to the ripe
truit, though not &o very ripe, either. Tga
fruit ate very wel after cooking.

Time bung heawily on our hande. Being
continually in hearing of the fighting, yet
unable to report for' duly in the ranks,
Boyd and I detetmired to try our hand at
all hazards, so one'duy crawled ont in mines
and got to the front, where the fighting was
in progress. [ fired 2L rounds at the enemy,
even using a crutch to get to the front, where
it conld be done, and sgveral times afterward
I erawled out to the ditches and took a hand
in the fighting tbhrongh the port-holes be-
tween the loge.—DANIEL MATSON, Co. G,
24th Iowa, Lincolo, Neb.

AN OLD GATE-POST,

And the Memorles It Calls Up Regarding
Camp Ford.

EpiTorR NATIONAL TRIBUNE: Recently
I received a box containing the bottom of
the post of the gate of the prison of Camp
Ford, together with many other relies which
I gathered while I made that place a visit
last Winter.

The box also contained apple and mul-
berry trees grown on the prison grounds, a
few fox-grape vines, pieces of the persimmon
and pine tree that has grown near the
center of the prison since we left. Many
picces of our old cooking utensils, pieces of
bieef bones, that were used in varions ways,
that came handy aronnd our kitchen, and a
large flat stone that was used to rub dowan
horn and bones in manufacturing combs,
toothpicks, ete., came to me,

The post was the bottom of the principal
gate. Every prisoner there confined had to
pass through it. It had been in the grouand
32 years and was qnite sound. It had been
cut off some years ago, and hid from view,
but I knew where the gate stood, and in
digging around found it. It was the south
post, and was the cue on which all ordess
were placed for our benefit as long as it was
kept as a prison. Here is one:

There was no demon or more brutal
wretch ever presided over prisoners than
this McEachan. He ought to have had the
gnme treatment meted out to him as had
Capt. Wirz, commander at Andersonville.

I could have gazed on him on my visit to,

the old prison had I cared to do so. “Keno”
was a4 nick-name we gave him., The boys
that were there during his reign will remem-
ber what it means, It makes me shudder
when I think back of the brutal treatment
that was foreed upon us by this man, and the
many poor fellows knocked down, and tisd
up by the thumbs, or stood on stuamps for
hours in the hot sun, and marked time with-
ont hat or shoes on. He even had our
scanty rations withheld for days at a time.

Col. Border was somewhat on the blaek
flag order—kill as yal go, but too indolent
to carry out his,threats, and he left it all
with this MeEaghih, who was always
contriving something to cause trouble, that
he “ might ahnotznukces by the wholesale,”
as he remarked ot one occasion. :

Many relics witich I picked up on the old
prison ground I wonld like to réeturn to the
owners. Among them a Masonic pin of high
rank, which was very beautiful at one tine;
gold-plated, Master Mason.

The article published in February of my
visit to the 013‘ prisen brought letters from
comrades from pearly every State in the
Union. One poor fellow wrote that he was
one of the two corpses that the logs repre-
sented that was foond in the graveyard at
that place wheo 'the bodies were removed.
The other I would like to find,

Who was “Wild Bill,” as we called him,
and whatever became of him? Who were
those men that were thrown iuto the sinks?
Who was that Jittle boy shot in the thigh,
just before we left the prison, by one of the
patrol 2 I think he belonged to an Indiana
rogiment, and belonged in the southeast of

“I ordered him to furl it at once and
lower the staff, and we started for Chatta-
noozn. If I had not come across Maj.-Gen.
A. MeD. McCook, who, with his East Teu-
nessee gnide, was also on his way to Chatta-
noogn, the standard of the Commander-in-
Chief of the Army of the Cumberland wounld
sarely have been captured. But Gen. Me-
Cook saved the flag from that infamy and
guided me safely into Chattanooga, where
I turned the colors over to Maj. Will Mec-
Michael, Assistant Adjutant-General on
Rosecrans’s stafl.”

In closing
he says: ‘I have heen wondering for many
vears why the anuviversary of Lee's surren-
der was not generally and appropriately
observed as an important day in the history
of the Nation.!

“I would say that for some years the day
has been properly observed by the Union
Veteran Legion. I suggested the idea to
National Headquarters, and it was adopted.
It seems to me that some one should take
the matter up, and bave the 9th day of
April of each year made a legal holiday, the
same as Memorial Day; the 9th of April
being cause for great rejoicing, as on that
day, 1865, closed one of the most bloody
and cruel wars on record.”

Black River Bridge.

N. Russell, Dubuque, lowa, replying
to Capt. James Long, 11th Wis, eays: “ Your
statement ahout the Black River Bridge af-
fair ia not just right. The 23d and 2lst
Towa were the only two regiments that made
that premature but successful charge, led by
Col. Kinsman, of the 23d, who was killed,
and over 100 of his command, and Col. Mer-
rill, of the 21st, whe was wounded, and
nearly that number killed and wounded.
Not apother regiment lost a man.

“The charge lasted three minntes, when
the rebels broke and ran,and the engagement
was ended before another regiment came up
to count and claim the 1751 prisoners, 20
pieces of artillery, and 3,000 small-arms.

“Then commenced the stampede to Vicks-
burg, under Pemberton, which outrivalled
Bull Run, and to Jackson, in command of
Johnston,”

17, 1861,
to serve three years; veteranized, and re-
mained in service until March 29,1865 when
it was consolidated with the 10th battery,
Ohia L. A. Capt. Hoffmaon, for whom the
battery was named, resigned June 28, 1863,
Capt. George Froehlich resigned Sept. 26,
1864. Lieunt. Luis Zimmerer was in coms-
mand at time of conselidation. The bat-
tery served in Osterhaus’s Division, Fif-
teenth Corpse. Its loss was one officer and
five men killed and one officer and 26 men
died.

The 3d Battery, Ohio L. A,

The battery was organized at Minerva,
Canton, and Massilon, O., from November,
1861, to Mareh, 1862, to serve three years;
veteranized and remained in service until
July 31,1865. Capt. William 8. Williams,
whose name the battery took, resigned Nov.
10,1864, and was succeeded by Capt. John
Sullivap, who remained in command until
time of muster-out. The command served
in Leggetts Division, Seventeenth Corps,
and lost one man killed aad 57 died.

The 16th Ohio.

Organized at Camp Chase, Wooster, and
Zanesville, O, from September to December,
1841, to serve three years, and was mustered
out Oet. 31, 1564, Col. John F. De Courcey
resigned March 3, 1864, Lieat.-Col. Philip
Kershner was in command during the latter
part of service. At Chickasaw Bayeu, while
in Morgan’s Division, the regiment lost 16
killed, 101 wounded and 194 missing. It
also served in Osterhans’s Division, Fifteenth
Corps. Its entire loss was two officers and
63 men killed and four officers and 217 men
died.

The 36th Ohio.

Organized at Marietta, O., in July and
August, 1561, to serve for the term of three
years; veteranized and remained in the serv-
ice until July 27, 1865. The commanders of
the regiment were Col. George Crook, a
graduate of West Point and au officer of the
Regular Army, who was promoted to Brig-
adier-General Sept. 7, 1862, and was after-
ward brevetted Major-General, U, S. A.; Col.
Melvin Clark, killed in action at Antietam,
Sept. 17, 1862; Col. Ebenezer B. Aundrews,
resigned April 9, 1863; Col. Wm. G. Jones,
graduoate of West Point and an oflicer of the
Regular Army, killed in action at Chicka-
mauga, Sept. 19, 1863, and Col. Hiram F.
Duaval, in command at time of muster-out.
Col. Duval was brevetted Brigadier-General
March 13, 1865. The regiment served inm
d.fferent brigades and divisions, but is given
by Col. Fox as belonging to R. B. Hayes’s
Brigade, Duval’s Division, Eighth Corps. It
is one of the 300 fighting regiments., At |
Missionary Ridge, while in Baird’s Division, J
Fourteenth Corps, it lost 10 killed, 62 wound- |
ed, and a puomber in missing.
