WAR CORRESPONDENT DEAD,

Queen Victoria is said to own the most nn-
comfortable crown in all Europe. It is made
up entirely of jewels—rubics, sapphires, dia-
monds, emeralds and pearls—about 3,000 alto-
gether. These gems ure used in circlets, Mal-
tese crosses, fleur de lis, oak leaves, acorns, fes-
toons, arches and moants.
