It is said the waters were eut off as fur up
norph as the city Adam. 16, It is dificult to
loeate thut place, but it is supposed the spot was
15 miles north of what is known as Bethabara,
Noties “very fur.” V. 16. The word Bethabara
menns the place of crossing. St John, 1: 28,

We may say the Jordan was 250 feet wide
and about 14 feet deep,

The Jordan is a very rapid stream. The
name means the descender. The depression
from the Sea of Gualilee to the Dead Sea is
about 1,000 feet. Swilt rapids and deep cas-
cades intervene. The ecurrent when swollen
is fearful. The bottom would naturally be a
good, firm pathway.

With such a descent it is plain a body up the
river could be seen at quite a distance,

It is said that at Adam the hills on beoth
sides of the Jordan come nearest together,
making a good dam. Keil, Stavley and others
loeate Adam 15 miles to the north of Betha-
bara.

The Dead Sea is about eight miles sonth of
Dethabara. Adam to Dead Sea would be, say,
20 miles, It isthought the waters piled up at
Adam and at the Dead Sea entrance of the Jor-
dan.

Wa have dilferences in estimates as to the
Jordan by the Israelites. It is thought the
camps on the east side moved in straight lines
over to the west side.

We notiee it was in the Spring of the year,
when the waters of the Jordan are mrost plon-
tiful and raging,

The people would not have so muceh concern
as to the heap of water at their left. We may
suppose the priests took the Ark into the mid-
dle of the Jordan channel and placed them-
selves with it a goodly distance up the river to-
wird Adam, The people would get confidence
by secing tho Ark in perfect sulety, and the
river being precipitous, the priests and Ark
cuuld be seen & loog distance to the right.
The people would have been siarmed to pass
between the beap of water and the Atk. Then
we notice the Israclites in crossing were not to
erewd ncar the Ark, but keep to the seulb,

On the prairie successful antelope-hunting
is no child’s play. The game nearly always
sees you first and retires in good order, but
ou the double-quick, to some high knoll a
long mile away, from which safe distance
you are carefully surveyed by the keenest of
eyes. As you try to steal up within long
rille range, the band suddenly glides down
the side of the knoll, seemingly withont
effort, scurries across the next flut, and
presently halts on another high point at the
end of another mile.

The time was when antelopes had so
much curiosity and so little sense they
could be brought up within gunshot by
waving a rag or ramrod, or wriggling a
No. 10 foot in the air; but that period has
gone by, at least in Montana. We tried it
repeatedly, but found the pronghorn was
not half the fool he had bheen represented.
In the hroken, bad lands, where coulees are
deep and sharp ridges numerous, it is an
easy matter to stalk autelope, and to shoot
them also—provided you are a good shaot,
don't get the buck ague, and can judge dis-
tunces reasonably well.
