to the fraternal company of fellow-veterans as
& recruit to the ranks of the grand army of
peace is really a new era in his life, to be
cherished apd remcmbered with satisiaction
and pride, until be is summened for the final
musier-out of service with the remnaunt of the
bereic army of the glorious past.

The muster-in of a band of recrnits is an
oceasion for displaying some of the character-
istics of the drill and discipline of a well-
yegulated Post, and brings to mind the scenes
of military life in the field of strife,

It is here that the various Post officials are
expected to conform to the tactical require-
ments of our ritual, which answers somewhat
to the regulations of the Army. To be an
accomplished officer of a Post wherein the
gpecial work of the muster service is fre-
guently used, requires considerable study
and a capacity for execution of the forms of
the ritual that is not found in the average
comrade. A Commander or Officer of the
Day in a Post, who might be your beau ideal
is about as scarce as a perfectly-drilled and
disciplined officer of troops in the field. These
thoughts have been in my mind while I have
repeatedly witnessed, in several Pests of this
Department, the admirable order of arrange-
ments and superb execution of the ritualistic
service during an occasion of muster-in of re-
cruits.

Ameng the Posts conspicnous for fine ex-
bibition of drill and impressive performance
of these duties, ] may mention Kit Carson
Post, 2, and Lincoln Pest, 3. Other Posts
doubtless, have as capable officials and wit-
pess as good work in the initiation of new
comrades, but the two Posts mentioned are

pite distinguished for their manner of con-
ducting this service. There is in these Posts
an additional feature not required by the

ritual as a sinc gua non, but yet exceedingly |
beantiful and impressive, and, where it is

practicable, renders the muster-in ceremony
most complete and gratifying to the new-
made comrade.

A camp scene is accompanied by
“Tenting To-night on the Old Campground,’
sung by the G AL K. Musical Union, an organi-
gation of veteran vocalists which dates from
the time of the National Encampment of
1892,

It is composed of men who fought in the
great campaigns of the war uunder Grant, |
Sherman, Sheridan, and other great leaders
of our armies. A sceme representing the
burial of & comrade is accompanied with the
* Vacant Chair 7’ by the singers; and so the
exercises supplementary to the impressive |
serviee of the muster touches the heart of the |
new comrade and inspires him with renewed |
impulses of devotion to the flag, to his coun-
try’s weal, and to the cardinal principles of |
the Order: “ Fraternity, Charity, Loyalty.”

But there are other oceasions for certain
ritualistic observances by the Grand Army—
the foperal of a deceased comrade, and the

Memorial service, which is performed by
many Posts each year at such times as they
may appoint. The funeral ceremonies at the
graves of deceased comrades arc, alas, so fre-

uent and so well known that I forbear to
gmﬂ‘ibe them. The commemoration of 1he
life, niilltur}' histor'\‘. and final pussing away
of comrades is provided for by a special ritual, |
The service is simple, and when rigitly ob- I
eerved is affecting and appropriate.

It was only yesterday that Lincoln Post, 3,
Department of the Potomac, held its usual |
service in wemory of 25 comrades who have
@ied since Septewber, 1893, This Post num-
bers upwards of 500 members, und has suffered |
& beavy mortality since the last memorial
occasion. The Woman's Relief Corps, 6,
surilary to Lincoln Post, very opportunely
coupled its wemorial services with those of
the Post. The lage hall of Grand Army
Building ov Peunsylvania Avenue, opposite
Willard '~ Hotel, was filled with comrades and
menibers of the Relief Corps and many
friends.

The exercises were formally opened as pre-
scribed im the ritawl by Comsmander B, F. |
Chase. The platform was decorated with a |
large American flag snd a small Post flag;
also, the flag of the W.RL.C draped. At the
frout, mear the Communder, was the flag of
Linooln Post, furled snd draped. The altar
was draped with the flag, and bore the bible, ‘
crorsed swords, and small bouquets of flowers, |
Near the altar, towards the plutform, were
four vacant chaims, represepting the vacant
seats in the lampe circle of Lincoln W.ILC,
since last Memorial Day. . Around the altar
end 1he four vacant chiairs, were 25 vacant
chairs, arranged in the form of a semi-circle.
All ihe chiairs were beavily draped in em-
blems of mourning.

for the Grand Army.”

She was a charter member and for two years
President of McPherson Corps; Department
Senior Vice-President in 1891-'92; and Depart-
ment President in 1892-'93; filling all these
offices with fidelity and success,

National Inspector Mary Lord Carr was born
on the rocky coast of Maine, and has all the
energy and force of character of New England
prople. She is the wife of Past Department
Commander Byron L. Carr, of Colorado and
Wyoming, and for 25 years they have resided
in Longmont aud made themselves prominent
throughout the State, ,

Past Department Commander Carr is a de-
scendant of George Carr, who came over as
Bhip's Carpenter in the Mayflower. He was
born at Haverhill, N, H,, in 1842, and educated
at Newberry, VL

He served in the 1st battalion N. H, Cav,;
was a prisoner at Libby and Belle Isle, and lost
an arm at Appomattox, April 8, 1865, He went
to Colorado as a teacher, bat later practiced
Inw, and in 1885 was elected as Attorney-Gen-
erul of the State, He has served as Grand
Commander of the Masons and Knights
Templar.

NATIONAL INBTITUTING AND INETALLING
OFFICER.

Ella Jordan Mason, National Institating and

Installing Officer, W.R.C,, is the wife of a sol-

dier, and since joining the Woman's Relief

Corps, which she did asa charter member of
U. 8. Grant Corps, 34, Biddetord, Me,, Decem-
ber, 1889, she has been annctive and infloential
member, and as an officer and organizer has
won her way to the frent. As ons of her as
sociates, in writing of her, says:

“ Her superior talent as an elocationist, com-
bined with a personality at once graceful and
magnetic, & memery exact and retentive to a
remarkable degree, intense patriotism and un-
flagging devotion te sll that tends to smooth
the pathway of the beys who faced the ioe and
won the fight, added te a clear and peeunlinrly
distinctive tuct for leadership, surpassed by few
women of the tune, placed her at once abreast
with the ablest werkers of the Pine Tree
State.”

Upon her first appearance in Department
Convention Ella Jordan Mason received
prompt recognition, serving at two consecutive
Conventions as Assistant Secratary and at the
third as Secretary pro tem. At the last she
wus electod Department Senior Vice-President,
and later wus apPoeinted Department Corre-
sponding Secretary, in this capacity bringing
Muaine closely in touch with National work
and inte good cemradeship with other Depart-
ments,

February, 1893, she was elected Department
President of Muine, and was re-elected in 1804
unanimously. During her two terms she
visited nearly every Corps in the Btate, re-
erganizing snd encouraging until, through ber
efferts, Maine stands upen a higher plane of
excellence than ever belore,

Bhe prajected the Maine Relief Corps Home,
and by patience and persistence overcame for-
midable diticnlties nntil it was securaly estab-
lished, and is now putsing forth every etfort to
put it upon a sound footing, JIu this her power
and eloguence as a public spenker served her
well, aud she has displayed oruterical abilities
of which her Puritan and Revolutionary ances-
tors, could they take a look backward, might
well be proud.

Ella Jordan Mason was the first woman of
Maine iuvited by the Grand Army to deliver
& Memorial Day address. This was bronght
sbout by the eloguent greetings she carried to
the Department Encampment from the Relief
Corps Convention, held at Auburn, February,
182, Since then, owing to other engagements
with the G.A.K., she has declined flattering in-
vitations from some of the large Posta of

Maine and adjoining States,

Erra Jorpax Marox.

She has attended four National Conventions,
and at Pittsburg deelined to her have name pre-

! gented by friends as a eandidate for National

Junior Vice-President, and when nominated for
National Chaplain, withdrew, saving that to
those who had served the cause longer belonged
the hounors.

The Nicholson law, the liquor law of Indi-
ana, which bas helped to defeat o Republican
candidate for Mayor of ludianapolis who
had enforced it, and which his Democratie
successor says he will entorce also, requires
that a liquor suloon shall be on the ground
floor frouting the street, No blinds, screeus,
or obstructions to the view ghall be permitted
to prevent the entire room from being visible
from the street. No other business shall be
carried on in the saloon exeept the sale of to-
bacco, and no device for nuusement or music
of any kind or character shall be permitted
in the room; wnor shhil there be any par-
tition of any kind behind'which the music
might be theoretically separated from the
saloon. If any person is found in the room
during illegal hours, it shill be prima-facie
evidence of guilt, No person under 21 shall
be permitted to loiter in a saloon, and no
person less than 21 shall bay for himself or
any other’s use,

The 224 Battery, Tnd. L, A,

This battery was organized at Indianapo-
lis, Ind., and mustered into the service Dee,
15, 1862, with James F. Denning as Capuain.
It was mustered out Joly 7, 1865, Capt.
Denning died July 3, 1864, of wounds re-
ceived in action. He was succeeded by Ed-
ward W. Nicholson, who remained with
the battery until it was mustered out. The
command was known as “ Denning’s Bat-
tery.” It served in Hascall’'s Division,
Twenty-third Corps, and lost one ofticer and
one mwan killed and 11 men died.
