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REVOLUTION,

Astonishing Republican Successes

Throughout the Whole Country.

Tho elections held last week were n gonnino
ustonishmclit to cvorybody. There had been a
gonoral fcolinR or Eepuulicnn victory in the
nir. but ho one was prepared for 6uch general
and overwhelming sncce6os. With tho solo
exceptions of New York City, Mississippi, and
Virginia, tho Kupublicaus swept everything by
majorities that the most sauguino among thcni
had not hoped for. lu New York City Tam-

many was able to win a victory by reason of
ljic defection of about 20.000 Gorman votes ou
account of tho Sunday laws.

ILLINOIS.

There was no'gencral election in the Stale.
In Chicago nine Trustees of tho Sanitary Dis-

trict and two Judges of tho Superior Court of
Cook County wore chosen. Tho Democrats
nominated five Trustees for the Sanitary Hoard,
as did tho Republicans, and, as thoro aro nine
offices to fill, only one man could bo defeated.
Josoph J. Duffy, who received the smallest num-

ber of votes, was the defeated man.
In the Judgeship contest F.rl in Q.Ball (Rep.)

received a majority of 30,000 over R. W. Mor-
rison (Dcni.)

IOWA.

Iowa elected a Governor, Lieutenant-Governo- r,

Superintendent of Public Instruction,
Railway Commissioner, Judge of tho Supreme
Court, and a Legislature to olect a United State3
Senator to Micceed YVin.R. Allison.

Gen. F. M. Drake, tho Republican candidate
for Governor, was elected by a majority of
60,000 over his Democratic opponent, and the
Legislature js almost solidly Republican, they
having a majority of 96 out of 150 votes ou a
oint ballot.

KANSAS.

The contest in Kansas was for Chief Justice,
with David Martin as tho Republican, and C.
X. flolliday us tho Independent --candidate.
Judge Martin received a majority of 40,000,
and nearly all tho Counties were swept by iho
Republicans. Out of 030 County officers, tho
Republicans olected 434, the Populists 171, and
tho Democrats 25.

KENTUCKY.

Tho bitter fight in Kentucky rr tilled in a
Republican triumph. Col. Bradley, tho Repub-
lican candidato (or Governor, wa6 elected by a
majority of 17,000. The Republicans swept
Louisville, oloctiug all their candidates by ma-

jorities ranging from 3.000 to G',000. Tho Legis-
lature is probablj Republican by a majority of
four on a joint ballot, but this will be deter-
mined by tbo rosult of several contested elec-

tions. Tho General Assembly is composed of
100 mombors of tho lower House aud 33 Sen-

ators, making 13S votes in all. The elections
in the Bath and Rowan and Clinton and AVayne
Represoutativo Districts are still undecided,
although the returns indicate that Republicans
may got all four.

With tbeso districts left out the Legislature
is made up as follows: Representatives Demo
crats, 43; Republicans,. 52; Populists, 2. Sen- -
BtorG, including hold-BVor- s Democrats, 22;
Repnblican8, 15. Joint ballot Democrats, Go ;
Republicans, 07.

The Populists are freetsilver men, and are
likely to vote with the Democrats, thus giving
them G7 votes on joint ballot. The majority
Will be decided, therefore, by the doubtful dis-

tricts. Rath and Rowan, claimed by tho Demo-
crats, are, however, pretty turo to bo counted
Republican. Clinton and Wayne Counties have
sot been heard from, but arc sure to bo Repub-
lican. These would make the General Assem-
bly Etaud ou joint ballot Republicans, 71;
Democrats, 65; Populists, 2.

If this proves to bo so, the Republicans will
elect a Senator to succeed J. C. S. Blackburn,
whose term expires March 4, 1897.

MAKYLAND.

In Maryland, Senator Gorman raado the fight
of his life, and all tho capabilities of his ma-
chine, which be has been building up and per-
fecting for years, were exerted to the utmost..
Rut the people of Baltimore- - and the State were
intolerably weary of the abuses and corruption J
with nmen tner nave ucen ainictcd, and the
result was a victory which astonished even
themselves. In spite of the rowdyism in UjJ-timor- e,

which the police made little effort to
Eupprie&j, the Republicans swept everything for
the first time siucv the war. Low-udes- . their
candidate for Governor, carried Baltimore by a
plurality of 12,018, and the State by a plurality
or 19.134. Every County went Republican but
four, and iu these the Democratic majoiities
"Weie very small. In Baltimore tho Republi-
cans made a clean sweep. The Democrats elect
only four out of 22 Cotincilmcn in the first
branch, and three out of 11 in the second. As
the Republicans have the Mayor also, a general J
jsweep in mo viit jjuu js jookcu lor.

The Wepublicaustliave elected 05 out of 01
njembars of the House of Delegates. In the
Senate they will Ins in the minority, tho 11
Democratic hold-ov- er Senators saving the
party. The Semite will Eland 14 Democrats, 12
Republicans; but it is not at all unlikely that
the anti-Gorm- Senators, of which there are
three, will combine with the Republicans in
organizing. A Republican will certainly euc-ce- ed

Senator Gibson, whose term expires March
4,187.

MASSACHUSETTS.

Complete returns from the State of Massa-
chusetts give the following vote for Governor:

The Democratic majority in Mississippi is

estimated at 50.000. electing Governor, Stato
oflirers, and Legislature. The Populists cast a
euihll vote, and will have but 15 members in
tho Legislature, aud the Republicans none.

Nebraska.
In tfobraska. Norval, Republican, for Judge

of the fcnprcmc Court, was elected by a plurality
over Maxwell, Populist, which may reach 25.-00- 0.

The Populitts lost In almobt every
County, and even the Democrats made no
bet truho wing. The plurality of dipt. W. J.
Broatch. Republican, for Mayor of Omaha, is
about 1.000, and the remainder of tho city Re-
publican ticket is elected by from 300 to 3,000
plurality.

NEW JERSKY.
The Republicans swept Kcw Jersey, electing

John W. Uriggg Governor, the flrst Republi-
can Coventor for 30 years, by a plurality of
26,437. 'J hey also got mi overwhelming iijr-jonl- y

111 the Legislature. The Senate will
fetaud 38 Republicans to only three Democrats.
The. Assembly will bland 43 Republicans. 1G
Dctnucrits. one Independent. Hatnuol IJullocU,
of L'nMsnic, tho man classed as an Independent,
was a Republican member of the Abcuiubly this
year. He failed lo secure a rouomination by
the Republicans. Ho was elected largely
through his popularity with labor organiza-
tions.

JJKW YORK.

Tammany won in New York City, but tho
Republicans swept the rcstof the Stato by .over-
whelming majorities.

Tammany appears to havo polled a vote of
127 000 in .New York City, giving Sohmer for
RegiMcr more rltnii.. 24,000 plurality, electing
nine or ten Senators and 27 Assemblymen.
The maximum fusion vote is about 103.000. the
Socialist vote 10 000. tho Stockier vote 8,000,
the Grace vole 7,000, and the Goo Goo vote
1 500.

In thcStatc at-lar- ge Palmer, Republican can-
didate lorSecretaiy of State, lias a majority of
07.169 over K 111;, Democrat. The Legislature
stands: Senate. Republicans. 35: Democrats, 15.
Ashembly, Republicans, 106; Democrat?, 44.
Joint Utlot, Republicans, 141; Democrats, 50.
This insures the elect ion of a Republican to suc-
ceed Senator I). li. Hill, whoso term will ex-
pire Slaich 4, 1897.

OHIO.
The Republicans won a victory in Ohio that

astonished ovon themselves. Rushucll, Repub-
lican candidate for Governor, received a mnjor-
ity over Campbell. Democrat, of 95,344, where
00jftU would have bren accepted as a big result.
The jest of tho Stato ticket received similar
majorities. The Democrats carried only 26 of
thu 88 Counties.

PENNSYLVANIA.

The election in Pennsylvania was for a State
Trcasurerand five Supremo Court Judges. It
being an "otTycar," not much interest was
taken in tho contest.

Comparing the returns with, two years ago,
when the Republican mnjority was 135,000,
most of the Countioa show Republican gains.

1 lie Kcpublicans swept Philadelphia by 65,-0- 00

majority, and theStateby 174,102 plurality
for Haywood, Republican candidate for State
Treasurer. The law proviaea that one of tho
Judges of tho Superior Court should belong to
tho minority party. There was a close raco be-

tween Smith and Yorkes, Democratic candi-
dates, but tho final count showed Smith ahead
by 5,204 votes.

TJTAn.
Tho Republicans carried off nearly overy-thingi-n

Utah. Latest rcturusindicato tho ma-

jority of Wells, Republican candidate, over
Caine, Democrat, as 3,000 and Allen, Republi-
can candidato for Congress, 1.500 majority over
Roberts, Democrat. Tho Republican candi-
dates for Supremo Judgos have about the same
majority as the Governor. Tho Republicans
will havo a clean mnjority in tho Legislature,
which will insure tho election of two United
States Senators.

VIRGINIA.
Tho campaign in Virginia was the most

apathetic known for years. In somo precincts
absolutely no votes were cast.

Tho Democrats havo secured two-third- s at
least of tho members of each branch of tho
Legislature, though they havo lost five or six
Senatorial districts, and possibly n dozen or
moro Houso districts.

Cliamicey Dcpow'o Diagnosis.
"If the landslide had been local to New

York State I should have said that tho Repub-
lican paity owes its victory to the Warner Mil-
ler sacred-Sunda- y plank, tho most conspicuous
plank in tho party plutform. As tho propor-
tion of victory, however, has been uniform tho
country over, we aro forced to tho conclusion
that tho Democratic legislation and failure to
legislate combined are responsible for that
parly's defeat. After two years of Democratic
rulo the pponlo fouud tho predominant party
divided against itself; divided on tho currency
question, divided on tho tariff issue, and di-

vided on foreign policy. With such a Suto of
affairs, and 2.000,000 men out of work, the peo-
ple virtually became discouraged and disgusted.
Aswoik becamo moro scarce less money was
paid for labor, aud tbo workingman in this
country saw tho purchasing power of the pro-
ceeds of his labor growing less and less. Every-
body was affected tho storekeeper, the manu-
facturer, aud the laboring man. Let U3 return
to tho good old Republican time tho times of
Harrison was tho thought that actuated men
when they went to the polls to vote lutt Tues-
day.

EUGENE FIELD'S WORKS.
Tho Toet Has Gone to,Join Uig "JAUlo Boy

Blue."
Eugeno Field, who died suddenly of heart

disease at his homo, at Buen.i Park, Chicago,
was bom iu St. Louis, Mo., Sept 2, 1850.

When ho was 21 years old his fnther died,
leaving him an estate worth $70,000. This ho
converted into monoy and went to Paris. He
was there only a yaar, but iu that year ho man-
aged to epend every penny of his patrimony
excepting a sum barely sufficient to tako him to
London. His experiences in London npon that
occasion he afterward narrated in the story of
"Broke in Londou in the Fall of '69."

Upon his return to this country ho went to
fct. Jouis to work as a reporter on the St. Louis
ITortiing Journal, and subsequently became its
city editor. It was then that he began tho
writing of humorous versa that afterward won
fame for him. Ui'b sketches were published
only in the newspapers, but they soon attracted
considerable attention. In 3882 he began to
collect and publish them in book form.

In 1SS7 ho joined tho staff of tho Chicago
JYirtrs, now the Record, and his connection with
that paper continued without interrtfptiou un-
til his death.

Sentence of Theodore Durranr, convicted of
tho murder of Blaiicho Lam out, has been post-
poned.

A now Cabinot has been appointed in Peru.

As a rcsultof her work an
auxiliary league ha3 been organized, and in it
havo been enrolled many wealthy and influ-
ential persons who desire to identify them-
selves with tho work of tho army without un
dertaking to comply with many of its customs
and forms.

A Paris nowspapcr assorts that tho Panama
Canal scandal is not yet dead, and that the Gov-

ernment is about to reopen thu qtiostion. Later
tho story was denied by tho Government.

General Master Workman J. If. Sovereign, of
tho Knights of Labor, is said to ho opposed to
third terms, and has given it out that at tho
end of his present term ho will retire from
office.

Tho Clyde shipbuilders havo posted notices
which lock out 25 per cent, of tho employes in
tho yards. This precipitates tho break which
has long broil expected Us a result of tho diff-
iculty in tho Belfast shipyards aud begins tho
big strike.

Pittsbnrg last week received tho gift of a
million-doll- ar library, music hall and art gal-
lery front Andrew Carnegie. Tho capitalist
will endow the art gallery with $1,000,000.

Mrs. Florence Maybrick. the American woman
who is undcrgoins life imprisonment for hav-
ing poisoned her husband, James Maybrick, has
been transferred from Wopping Prison to tho
jail at Ay'esbur, with other female convicts.

The British Chamber of Agriculture has
adopted a resolution asking tho Govotniucnt to
prohibit the importation of live cattle.

A boiler explosion occurred iu the Journal
Building, Detroit, November G. 2sca"rly 40
bodies havo been recovered from tho ruins, and
more persons ure still missing, all of whom are'
supposed to havo been killed. It is said that
negligence in looking after tho boilers was tho
cause of the disaster.

A foot of snow is reported in various parts of
Minnesota aud Nebraska.

The ninth annual convention of tho Chris-
tian Workorft of the United States is being held
at New Haven, Conn., with 300 delegates in
attendance.

Tho Number in Each County und tho Total

in tho :Uitf.
The Stale Bonul of Agriculture to-dn- y

finished the tabulation of returns of asses-
sors showing the entuiter.ition of honorably-discharge- d

volunteer Union soldiers in Kan-
sas iu Mareh.IfiOj. This enumeration is the
first niado under the pre-seu-t law, and is in
compliance with nn amendment made in
1885 to the act providing for a census each
10th year beginning with and following 1875.
Iu 101 Counties tho count shows o5,015 vet-
erans. Assessors in Comanche, Finney, Sa-
line, and Seward Counties failed to make
an enumeration or return, but applying
the same percentage of soldiers 2.G2 to
their last year's population as is shown
for the remainder of the Stato this year,
thero would be in Comanche, 45; Finney,
92; Saline, 458, and Fownrd, 21, or GIG;
these added to the 35,045 actually enumer-
ated in the other Counties would make the
grand total 35,061.
